one, and true to lite. The society of to-
day is full of Lena Despards, not good
women, 1t is true, and yet not altogether
bad. Itis vot the character of a Ca-
mille we have manufactured here but
that of *a woman of the world” as the
preachers would call her. She moves in
the very fashionable set, she is seen
in the opera box, mn the
chureh society, at the German, and yet
you may think you do not know her, or
imagine that she is not classed among
your acquaintances. Yet you are mis-
taken.- You have not found her out,
thatis all. Sheisa woman who has a
brilliant mind, but has been demoral-
ized by poverty. She has not thrown
herself away, but has she used her wit
to gratify her taste for fine_gowns, jew-
elry and luxuries of all kinds. and ac-
cepts the means otfered to gain the ends
desired. The Lena Despard of the play

falls a2 dupe to a male villain
who uses her as a dvcgy for
his blackmailing sehemes. Though

the disinterested kindness of an old
man she is finally released from the
vower of her persecutor. Her passionate
fove for Balfour tempts her to trick a
trusting young giri to_discard him in
order that she may-gain him. To her
the end seemed to justify the means,and
wheneshe has won and married him she
becomes the good wife and would bave
been a devoted mother but for the
avenging Nemesis whorfollows the err-
ing into the sacred precinets of repent-
ance, and either drives them back to a
hfe of shame or into the suicide’s grave.
When Lena’s sins are found out she
dies by her own hand rather than inflict
disgrace upou the husband who had be-
come her idol.

Mrs. Langtry’s impersonation of this
character is well nigh faultless. With
a little more warmth in the strong
emotional parts it would reach the
highest perfection of art. The char-
acter itself is one true to life; Mrs,
Langtry’s impersonation is true to the
charaeter. That she has given it study
isevident from the fact thatshe never
forgets the fine points that may be
made. She looks the woman whom she
impersonates, the cool, perfectly poised
English woman, well mannered, ele-
gantly dressed, and everything done
with a delicate direetness. It is fortun-
ate for Mrs. Langtry that she got this
play. When last in St. Paul. in speak-
ing of her counscientious «nieavors to

advance in  her proszssion. she re-
marked:  “1tis an actre.s I want to be,
and not to -pose as a Dbeauty.”
By her comprebension of the many

sides of this character.and by her faith ul
rendition of it she has proved to even
the doubters her ability, and has
demonstrated to our St. Paul people
that she has made great advance in her
art. Mrs. Langtry is supported by an
excellent company. Charles Coghian,
her leading man, did not seem to sus-
tain himself last evening as well as
usunal. He appeared to be suffering
from some physical infirmity.

Each companv operat-
ing in this state is bound by law to fur-
nish me with a balance sheet of
their workings durine the year,
which I include in my annual report.

GUSTODANS OF AGITY

Another Issue of Water Bonds-
Suggested by Comptroller
; - Roche.

Printing and Other Topies
Diseussed by the Common -
Couneil.

Merry Soldier Boys Celebrate
the Success of Their.Com-
mander.

Chronicles of a Day Collected
by theé Ubiquitous Globe’s
Seribes.

It is the law of this city that no hos-
pital shall be opened or maintained
within its limits without permission of
the common couneil. A public hospital
—that of St. Luke’s—is now in ecourse
of erection in-proximity to the Jefferson
school building, and at the meeting of
the common couneil lasg evening the
comwmissioner of health was instructed
to report if it was true that the building
was bemng erected without authority.

A minority of the council are in favor
of abelishing electrie lighting of the
eity, and during the past two months it
has brought forward several resolutions
to secure that end. These motions have
all been referred to the cemmitice on
gas, from whom no-report has been re-
ceived. Last evening the matter was
again brought to the front, Ald. Sanborn
moving: *That the St. Paul Gas Light
company be and it is hereby instructed
to discontinue the lighting of all electrie
lights lighted By it for the city, on and
atter Nov. 15, 1888, provided that the
electrie lights in the public buildings of
the city are hereby exeepted froin the
operation of this resolution.”

Ald. Hamim moved that this resolu-
tion should be consigned to the commit-
tee on gas.,

Ald. Pratt—The committee on gas are
considering that matter,

Ald, Hamm—Well then. that is the
prul]»er place for the resolution. [Laugh-
ter.

Ald. Sanborn—It is customary at this
season ef the year to discontinue the
electrie lights in the parks.

The motion was eventually sent in
the wake of others which preceded it,
the vote being nine for and six against.
_ A lively discussion sprung up regard-
ing a resolution by Ald, Fischer:

Resolved, That according to the report
made by the commitiee on printing, the
Wanderer Printing comvany isauthorized by
the bosrd of aldermen of the city of St. Paul
to publish in Der Wanderer, for one time, all
notices and confirmaticns of assessments of
the board of public works, at the rate of forty
cents peér square inch.

Ald. Sanborn moved that the Pioneer
Press and St. Paul Dispateh be in-
cluded.

Ald. Blom—I move that the Skafferen
be included.

Ald. Yoerz—And I move that the St.
Paul Herald be also included.

Ald. Kavanagh—What is the matter
with the St. Paul News? [Laughter.}

Ald. Fischer did not like the hand-
ling of his resolution in this way.
{Laughter.] Der Wanderer was a Ger-
man paper eirculated among a large
elass of people who bought no other
paper.

Ald. Sanborn—It may not be known,
but 1t is a fact, there are a great many
American people in this city who read
the English language.

Alderman Kavanagh knew nothing
about this public printing in foreign
papers, butl said if one were patronized
all should be.

Ald. Hamm moved that the matter be
referred to the committee on printing.

Ald. Cullen, chairman of that com-
mitte2, objected. The committee had
done all they could in the matter.

Ald. Hamm remarked there was new
matter in the resolution, which had not
been before. the committee, and this
drew from Ald. Yoerg the remark:
“Mr. Hamm is correct. The Pioneer
Press supported Mr. Cullen in the last
campaign very heartily.” [Laughtér.]

Ald. Sullivan—I am a little mixed up
on all this newspaper business. I re-
spectfully ask how many official news-
papers are we entitled to according to
the law?

Ald. Sanborn—-One.

Ald. Sullivan—Then why have more
than one? If we have more than one,
contrary to law, I think we had better
print our notices in every newspaper
published in the city, daily and weekly.

Ad Cullen—TI object to the committee
on printing being trifled with. It is too
important a committes. If this resolu-
tion is referred to that committee the
committeez is liable to make a report
such as the members of this council
won’t want to hear.

The motion to refer the matter to the
committee on printing was negatived,
as, after further discussion, was alsothe
original motion.«

Handling Their Own Wheat Re-
suits in Practical Benefit.

An-
other point of interest is that the total
average of expenditure in all instisu-
tiens is about the same for the two
years, while during the past year there
has been an increase in prices.” i

PRELATES 1IN COUNCIL.

Methodist Lpiscopal.  Bishops'
Mission at Philadelphia.
BosTtoN, Nov. 8.—The bishops of the
Methodist Episcopal chureh began their
semi-annual -session - this forenoon in
this city.
