THE COUNT TO-DAY,

Councilmen to Officially An-
nounce Who Is Elected
To-Day.

The Democrats Seem to Have
Ngt More Than Seven
. Aldermen.

Babb Runs a Long Ways Be-
hind, But Has a Comfort-
- able Lead.
Echoes From the Great Strug-
gle--General News of the

THE CANVASS WILL TELLL

Some Close Calls That the Official
Count Will Settle.

There will probably be no way to
gratify the euriosity or anxiety ot the
public and thecandidates as to the ex-
act figures from Hennepin county and
Minneapolis until the sealed returns are
opened for the canvass. The eity re-

turns  will  be canvassed by the
council to-day. and the county re-
turns by the county commissioners
next Monday. However, there™ are
few ecases of doubt, and the ex-
act majorities matter but little.

The result may be easily summed up.
The Ilepublicans have swept the eity
and county on the national, state and
congressional tickets, by majorities
ranging from 4,000 to 8,000: have elected
cevery county officer with perhaps one
exception-—sheriff; have elected the en-
tire legislatve delegation of fourteen:
have carried the entire city ticket and
finally have elected at least thirty-two
of the thirty-nine aldermen. In round
numbers, Harrison’s -plurality in lhe
county is 6,800, Merriam’s 4,100, and
Snider's 7,700. ‘The average plurality
on the county ticket 4,000 Republican.
The one exception noted 1s on the office
of sheriff, and the result is so close that
the sissing precinets hold it doubtful.
Egze has a majority of about 1,000 in
the precinets at hand, but of the miss-
ing ones nearly all will give. Sweusen
pluralities. Sherifi Swensen is inclined
to believe Ege is eleeted, but Ege, on
the other hand, while he hopes he has
been suecessful, is not inclined to cele-
brate yet awhile.

In the eity it is probable that Babb
will have the smallest and Moufton the
Javgest plurality. Best estimates from
the returns now at hand give Babb 3,000,
Calderwoeod 4,000 and Mouiton 5,000 in
round numbers. The figures on munie-
1pal judges vary so widely in the pre-
cinets that an estimate is impossible,
but ieither Emery nor Mahony will
have less than 3,500, The Republicans
clect all three justices, the East side be-
ing now beyond a doubt. They also
carry oft the three boards, park, school
and library.

Of the thiriy-nine aldermen the Re-
publicans have certainly elected thirty-
two and the Democrats certainly
three and pessibly seven., The Second,
Fourth, Fitth, Seventh, Eighth, Ninth,
Eleventh and Twelfth wards returned
each three Republicans. The First
sends thrée Democrats. In the Third
the result is vyery eclose, but Gilman
and Kiichli, both Demoerats, are pro-
bably elceted for the two-year terms

MeArdle for the long term is
very eclose to Durnbam, the Re-
publican, and as there are mani-

fest errors in the count, there will be
a recount of the ward., In the Sixih,
Johinson and Sundby. Democrats, claim
elections and a recount wili be ordered
there.

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ANOTHER BIG RIOT

Streets of Hinneapolis Againf
the Scene of Unprovoked
Assault.

WIRIRTOEL

A Republican Processioli

Wantonly Attacked by '
Democrats.

Scores of Republicans In-
jured, but Fortunately
No Life Lost.

How the Disturbance Oc-
curred--Details of the Un-
provoked Fight.

A terrible and nearly fatal affray oc-
curred on the streets of Minneapo.li.s
yesterday morning, for which the politi-
cal excitement is responsible. No lives
were Jost,” but nearly twenty Repub-
Jicans were more or less seriously in-
jured, and it was only by a merciful in-
tervention of providence that a hun-
dred heuses are not now in mourning.
It was the riot of 1886 over again,
though the consequences were  less far-
reaching, as it occurred after and not
before the election. Had the disturb-
ance occurred on Monday, there would
not have been a ghost of achance for a
single Democrat within the confines of
Minneapolis, and as it is, Republican
indignation was at such a height that
not a Democrat dared to show his face
after nightfall. The Democrats claim
the riot was stirred up by Pinkerton de-
tectives in the employ of the Republi-
cans,but the iatter have offered a reward
of $10,000 for cvidence to show that
a single detective was concerned in the
riot, or that any Republican was an as-
sailant during the fight. It is probable
that the lamentable affair was purely
incidental and impromptu, and grew
out of the intense feeling over the late
election. .
HOW IT STARTED.

About 10 o’clock a large party of Re-

ublican gentlemen, in which A. J.

lethen, Serap Iron Bill and Ald.
Downs were prominent, organized an
impromptu procession te celebrate the
Republican vietory. They marched
about the streets, 300 strong, singin%
** Good bye, my Grover, good bye,” and
enjoying themselves in a perfectly
harmless and good-natured way. Stray
Democrats were jostled and hustled
about, and their hats made food for rag
bags, but they bore it meekly and con-
sidered it a part of the programme. As
the procession moyed along, it received
accessions until its strength was in-
creased to nearly 600 wen, every one of

whom was a perfect gentleman
in any spot or place on carth.
They went singing and cheering

up Hennepin avenue without the sign
of an opposing demonstration until they
reached the Boston block. It was there
that the peace and ‘harmony departed
and the riot began. The procession
WAS ASSAULTED

in an unprovoked way by the Demo-
cratic party. He was feeling sore over |
the result, and began the attack by
throwing a feather into the midst of the ;
procession. In an instant all was com-!
motion and uproar. The feather fell |
with terrifie force, and explo ed with a !
crash like dynainite. A great gap was
torn in the center ot the line, and prom- :
inent Republicans were more or less
frightully' mangled. Maj. Blethen lost:
$200 and a lung in the first charge, and .
the color fled in affright from Freeman ;
Lane's nose. William Eibel’s gall was |
torn bodily from him and scattered all:
over Republican headquarters. :The
enraged body  ef Deitirocrats, |
not content with this, fellowed
up their assault. by  attacking !

the procession. Prominent Republicans |

were torn from their  carriages and
trampled under foot, while others were :
uninercitully beaten and pounded as’
they tried to escape. into neighboring
saloons. The uproar was terrifie, and
in the midst of it all the -police force
stood by and- witnessed the cowardly
attack without rasidg a - hand to pre-
vent it.
THE NEWS SENT OUT.

1n the midst ot the fray several prom-
inent Republican gentiemen hurriediy
left the seene and flew to the telegraph
oflices, where they sent out dispatches
to ali parts of the state and signed them
“Gilbury.” DPrinted circulars, detailing
the fray in ail its bloody intentness,
were huarriedly gotten out and sent by
thousands over the state, with instruc-
tions to have them read in every Sun-
day school over the Northwest. Four
columns of the News Letter were
also boaght, at an exorbitant rate, to
contain an accurate and impartial
deseription of the battle, written by
Comrade ¥Frank Meade, and four edi-
torials, seathingly eriticising the Dem-
ocrats, from the able pen of Charles .
Johnson, Esq. Later inthe day, eighty
men were ¢ngaged to bandage up their
heads, carry their arms in slings and
pose before the churches next Sunday
as vietims of the riot. Frank Davis,
Carmen Smith, John Day Smith and
other orators of the party were enjoined
to prepare speeches, denunciatory of
the roswdy mob and the way he ‘had as-
saunlted the procession.

While these precautions werein prog-
ress, the riot was in full swing and
the now thorecughly enraged Democratic

arty was plowing his way throngh the
Republican parade, felling men right
and left. The
. CARNAGE WAS DREADFUL

and many Republicans bit the dust.
As the news spread, members of the
tribes of Benjamin and Levi deserted
the polls of the Fourth and Fifth wards,
where thiey were engaged in still voting,
rushed wildly to the scene and the Dem-
ocratie party was estopped. He was
caught and manacled and later onad-
mitted he had bet a cigar Babb wouid
not carry the Eighth ward and was
crazed at the loss.

Band wagons were sent to bring the
wounded to eounty headquarters, under
escorf of the Flambeau elub, where a
list of the casualgies was made up. 1t

-was found most of the Republican war-

.riors had lost their senses. but had wot

missed them. A bundle of Merria
stickers was found in a sewer near by
and used to plaster up gaping wounds,
Dr. Gibson, late of the seventh ward,
and Dr. Laliberte, of the Democratic
ward, performing the ovperation. The
injuries of a serionws character weré
as follows: John F. Peterson had
one mutton chop whisker singed off,
and as the wind sailed through the
other one 1t made a disjointed chord
He borrowed Hugh Butler’sface for nse
in the blow-out to-night.
