A peoble’s ticket was placed in the
race against the Republicans, but only
one man was elected, and that was
George H. Walsh, for the council, who
came out twenty-two ahead of George
B. Winship.  Another thing the Peo-
ple’s party accomplished, however, was
the defeat of local option and suceess of
high license. It was for this purpose
that the ticket was placed in the field,
and the election of Walsh was a great
surprise. It is very likely, however,
that a contest will ensue, and then look
out for hively times. Serious charges of
illegality in voting have been made, and
if these are sustained it is likely that
Winship will represent this county in
the council.
