Close.

Chicago, Nov. 23.— course of wheat
was very uncertain.

While there was no par-
ticular strength, prices were kept generally
above the closing pri-es last night, and the

It
was pretty well believed that the buying of
the Jones Kcnnett house on Wednesday was
long wheat, and this firm was the more
closely watched. There was more than the
usual number oforders here from New York,
and while the ..market advanced these

were selling as well as buying or
ders. Hutchinson and J. B. Lyon

were classed on the buying side early,

when December went from $1.07 Vi

$1.1 mi here early there was a slight advance

-v. York and St. Louis, while May went
to $1.26, 2c. over last night, at Duluth.
There was too much selling on the advance,

and after some wavering May went back

night. Com was not as much advanced nor
as strong as indicated by the price of No-
vember at one time to-day. There was a be-
lief that certain parties desired to cover De-

cember at about 38c. and this kept tlfeprice
out ol reach. November started at 40',se.
When Marble, Moore and others bid the
price up to -10-lic there was some sensational
bidding, with small amounts bought at 41*,_

</<ll"-c. During this lime December
sold from Sire up to 38% C May
up to 39c. Then prices declined
toward the close. . Receipts, 4.50 cars.
Oats were firmwith little activity. May sold
30>_cto open, touched SoTgc at one time,
closing at the best point yet for the week at
30**_c. Receipts were 106 cars; out inspec-
tion only 10,000 bu. Onlyfifteen cars graded
No. 2. Receipts of hogs were liberal, and
the market for product was influenced
thereby. The professional raiders ham-
mered prices, and pork sold off to $14.35 for
January, or 20c under last night'sclose. It
eventually reacted a little and closed at

$14.471.., with May $14.72%. Lard closed
'_'._c higher for near-bj months, while May

rested where it did on yesterday at §8.32%.

shorts became nervous and took to covering.

Atany
rate, the offerings were sufficiently heavy to
turn the market, and prices after
numerous fluttialions, declined l'^c. nerc
renewed buying checked the decline and
prices rallied' lc, became stronger and closed
about **-iehigher than yesterday. The action
of the market the last forty-eight hours has
made the short interest more cautious, the
fear ot the market getting away from them
again asserting itself. A littlebetter feeling
prevailed in corn, and although fluctuations
were narrow, a rather firm undertone was
up, arent. Opening sales were at about yes-

. terday's closing prices, after which the
market became quiet and steady, changing
but : Ihe entire session, and closing I:_ _C
higher than yesterday, with the exception of
November, which was about %c higher. The
active demand for November was a promi-
nent feature, it being at one time about
3c over December. The continued
poor inspection of oats tends to dis-
courage holders and makes shorts nervous,
the latter being anxious to cover. There
was also fair demand from outside parties,
who were taking the •long' side. Ihe ag-
gregate trade, However, was only fair, and
fluctuations w'eic confined to a small range.
Only a fair trade was reported in mess pork,
and" a weaker feeling ailed. Early the
offerings were moderately free while the de-
31U n 1 was only fair, and prices declined 17',_
t?2oc. Later 'the market ruled steadier and
prices rallied slightly, but trading was
limited. Trading In lard was moderate,
somewhat unsettled. With fair offerings
early and onlya light demand, a decline of
2i/s»_»sc in prices was submitted to. hater
the market ruled steadier and the reduction
was recovered.

Reports that the dividend upon Oma-
ha preferred would be reduced, however,
took the place of that of Northwestern, and
that started the. liquidation again, which,
with the raid of the bears, knocked prices off
rapidly for a portion of the first hour. There
was some buyingon a scale down, and it-is
believed that' the larger bears covered large
lines at the low figures,' and the decline soon
came to an end, though no, support being
forthcoming the market exhibited no
strength whatever at the concessions, and
liquidation 'continued, giving the list a
weak and declining tone during, the cd-"
