FORMOSANS FIGHT.

The Islanders tiebel Against In-
creased Taxation,

SAN Francisco, Nov. 23.—The
steamer Rio De Janiero arrived from
Hong Kong and Yokohama to-day. The
correspondent of the China Mail states
that an uprising has taken place in
Formosa which may result seriously.
The registration and remeasurement of
the rice and sugar distriets in the south
and west of the island has been in
progress some time with a view of in-
ereased taxation, and has caused great
ill will against the authorities, espe-

cially the imperial commissioner.
The Chinese settlers, aided by
the natives, took possession of the
large walled town of Ching Hoa,

where the received reeruits and then
proceeded to another large town, Hagi,
which they also oceupied. Fai Wan, it
was thought, was aiso in danger, and
the British consul there telegraphed for
a gunboat. 'I'he distriet is mueh dis-
turbed. and bands of robbers are plun-
dering people on the roads. A report
was in circulation that the distriet mag-
istrate of Ching Ioa had been killed.
Soldiers have been sent to quell the
disturbance. A conspiracy has been
discovered at Madioen, Java. Forty-
two of the ringleaders were arrested
and cleven, who refused to surrender,
were shot dead. The United States
steamship Juniatta has had to go into
docks at Singapore to repair damages
sustained in the typhoon. She encoun-
tered the typhoon on her way down,
She was expected to be delayed about
ten days,

WORA IS BKING PUSHED.
Two Railroads Buiiding Into the

Cceear D’Alene District, .

HELENA. Mon., Nov. 23.—Both the
Northern Pacific and Washington &
Idaho railroads have large numbers of
men at work on their roads from Wal-
lace to Mullen. In the Cceur D’Alane,
work on back lines has been delayed,
owing to difficulty in obtaining right of
way. These cases have now all been
settled, and by the terms of settlement
neither "road has any advantage over
the other. Both companies are anxious
to secure the immense freight in ores
which awaiis them on their completion.
It being estimated that there is now
enough pay ore at the various mines
to give each road all- the freight it can
haudle tor twelve months. Both roads
will ultimately be broad gauge, though
for the present narrow gauge is being
laid. With the completion of the rail-
roads hundreds of mines which are not
now being operated will be worked.
The oresof the Ceeur ID’Alenes being
necessary to mix with the ores of Mon-
tana in crder to successfully reduce the
latter. It is thought that the Northern
Pacific will receive the greater portion
of the business, as the mammoth
smelter now beir g erected here will be
most convenient to the Ceeur D’Alene
mines.

LEGALLY STRANGLED.

George W. Mill'’ken Hemped
in.o Eternity for Murder-
ing His Wife.

Brutal Parsons,Who Manacled
a Polander, Is Heid for
Trial.

The Town of Aylmer, Que.,
Threatened With Destrue-
tion by Fire.

Disastrous Results of an Ex-
tensive Cave-In in Penn-
sylvania.

SHAWNEETOWN, I11.,Nov. 23.—George
W. Milliken paid the penalty for wife
murder on tne scaffold here to-day. At
the seaffold Milliken broke down com-
pletely and had to be assisted up the
steps. His neck was broken in the tall.
The execution was private, though fully
1,004 people surrounded the jail.

The crime for which George Millikers paid
the death penalty was committed on the,5 h
of last March. Heiived with his wife and
three chiidren in Hardin county. A few
weeks prior to the tragedy he had taken up
his abode on a grounded house boat on the
bank of the Saline river, on the Gallitin
county side, where he was joined by a
woman named Hester Annie Deweese. On
the-5th of March his wife came down to the
boat to ask for food for the children. She
was met a few feet distant from the hoat by
Milliken. At this juncture a shot from a 32-
caliber pistol entered her breast aud she
fell a corpse. The Deweese woman said that
Milliken };m lett his pistol in the boat and
t0ld her to defend herself. and that she had
fired the shot. Both were taken to the
Shawneetown jail and held over to the Sep-
tember term of the ecircuit court. Contrary
to a1l professions to the sheriff and jailer,
when put upon the witness stand the De-
weese woman testified that Milliken himself
fired the fatal shot. The jury gave her fifty
vears in the penitentiary and fixed the death
penalty forM:1liken. An effort was made to
induee Gov. Oglesby to commute the sen-
tence to life imprisonment, but failed,

PARSONS PR:..VARICATES.

The Bay State Brute Who Mal-
treated a Pole Is Held to the
Grand Jury.
