Minn., Nov. 28.—The
State Bank of Lake Crystal has stopped
payment. The president, Randolph
Mitchell, claimes he will resume pay-
ment next Friday, but there is no prob-
ability that he will. It looks like a very
bad failure. Rumor has it that specu-
lation in December wheat has beat the
institution, which was too small to stand
the deal. Its eapital is $25,000 and it is
the only bank in this village.

KICKED TO GOOD PURPOSE.

Knights of Labor Engineer a
Strike and Gain 'Their De-
mands.

Special to the Globe.

DrAbpwoop, Dak., Nov. 28.—The en-
tire force of about 200 men employed by
the Deadwood Central railroad went
out on a strike to-day at the instigation
of the Knights of Labor. The men
have been working for $2.25 a day and
were boarded by the company for £4.25
a weels. The Knights objected to this
arrancement, and contended “that the
company should pay the men $2.50 a
day, which is the staudard rate of
wages here. They were willing that
the company shounld charge them 8.75
per week for board. The company con-
sented to pay the men $2.50 a day. but
insisted on boarding them for $6. The
Deadwood Central men, preferring the
former schedule of labor, went back to
work at .25 yesterday, when the
Knights of Labor and Miners’ union of
Lead City and Central took the matter
in hand.” At a meeting held for that
purpose last night, having decided to
interfere in behalf of the railroad men,
a body of 500 miners came down this
afternoon and induced the Deadwood
company’s men to quit work. Supt.
Dean, of the Deadwood Central. met
the men. and after a short consultation
conceded their demands, and the men
went back to work.

CRIMiLS MUL1IPLY.

Another Sensational Murder Case
Agitates L.eMars.

Sioux City, Nov. 28.—Another sensa-
tional crime is being investigated at Le-
Mars, and again one of the Gainor fam-
ily is conunected with it. This time it is
Frank Gainor, a cousin of John, who
kilied Policeman Iamilton last Friday
night. About three weeks ago, Frank
Gainor, Amos Andrews and Charles

Rogers went out in the country to husk
corn. They took a quantity of whisky
along with them and one evening,
shortly after finishing the work, they
went to the granary on the farm where
they were at work and engaged in play-
ing cards and drinking. Finally a quar-
rel ensued and the game broke up.
‘The next morning it was discovered

that Andrews was very sick
and that Rogers was disabled by
a wound in his arm which he
elaimed was caused by falling

on a mower knife. In two or three
days Andrews died, and it was given
out that the cause of his death was
heart disease. Meantime Rogers’
wonnd did not heal and finally blood
poisoning ensued and he is now laying
at death’s door. Rogers made a con-
fession yesterday. stating the particu-
Jars of the quarrel in the granary. He
says his wound was fiom a knife in the
hands of Andrews, and not from fall-
ing on a mower knife. and that An-
drews’ death was caused by a blow on
the head with a hammer dealt by Frank
Gainor at about the same time. An-
drews’ body has been exhumed and
gives unmistakeable evidence of a blow
on the head that fractured the skull
and was sufficient to cause death, The
officers are at work inquiring into the
matter and took Rogers’ ante mortem
statement just before he died.

POSTOFFICE PLUNDERED.

Burglars Go Into the Wholesale
Robbery Business at Chilton.

CuirtoN, Wis., Nov. 28.—At an early
hour this morning burglars broke into
the postoffice at this place and blew
open the safe, securing §104 in cash and
£400 in stamps. The safe door was
blown a distance of ten feet. 'I'hey also
entered the drug store of H. Rollminn,
the dry goods store of L. D. Dorrchell
& Bro. and the hardware store of John
Kersten, but only succeeded in getting
a few dollars at those places. An at-
tempt was made to enter the German
Exchange bank, but the burglars were
scared off.

BULOW IS A BRUTE.

Murderer of Frank Eich
Jailed at Little Falls.

Littie FALLs, Nov. 28.—1n response
to a telegram from Marshal Palmer, of
Verndale, that he had arrested the al-
leged murderer of Frank Eich, who was
shot last Saturday, near Royalton.
Sheriff Rasicot, of this city, left last
evening for that place and returned at
8 o’clock this morning with the pris-
oner, who gave his name as Albert
Bulow or Buliue. twenty-five years of
age. He is now confined in one of the
steel cells of the new Morrison county
jail. Hundreds of people have called
at the jail to-day, anxious to geta look
at the "author of such a cold-blooded
murder, but Deputy Sands is wary for
fear the prisoner might be lynched, as
the excitement runs high and threats
are openly made. The murderer re-
fuses to talk and will not even show his
face, but lies upon his eot rolled up in a
blanket. His examination will proba-
bly take place to-morrow. After his ar-
rest he said the reason he killed Eich
was that Eich owed him 36 for thiesh-
ing. The team and wagon will be
bronght here to-day. Jeseph Eich, a
brother of the deceased, was at DBrain-
erd when the train arrived from Vern-
dale and was permitted to enter the
car where the prisoner and the sheriff
were, upon promising to do no violence.
This is the second murder in Morrison
county since Oct. 1.

A SHROUD OF ICE.

Conrad Fornmaid, a Yonng Peda-
gogue, Drowned in Pelican
Lake
ALBANY, Minn., Nov. 28.—A distress-

ing case of drowning oceurred at about

5 p. m. at Pelican lake, a small sheet of

water some six miles east of Alvany.

The vietim was Conrad Fornmald, a

voung school teacher of some twenty-

three years. Since the forming of ice
young Fornmald had veen in the habit
of saving distance between the school
house and home by skating across and
back. Yesterday when some 150 yards
from shore he broke through. Calling
for help, a couple of Polanders from an
adjoining farm house came running
down, but stood and watched the young
fellow struggle for over an hour, until
exhausted and paralyzed by the cold he
sa.k in some six and one-half feet of
water. Feeling is running pretty high
at what is looked upon as eriminal inac-
tivity. Fornmald spent last year in the
emwpioy of Schafer & Ewmmel at this
point, was popular, well known and
looked on as an unusually bright fellow.

GRIGGS IN DANGER.

Rumor Has it tuat Grand Forks’
Mayor Will be Clutched by the
Grand Jury.

GrAND Forks, Nov. 28.—A good-
sized commotion was created this after-
noon when a rumor gained currency
that the grand jury proposed to indict
Mayor Alex Griggs for permitting sa-
loons to run wide open in violation of
law during the local option period and
taking fines from the proprietors asa
compromise. ‘The investigation still
progresses and it is impossible to say
what will be the result. The district
court adjourned until Monday. Judge
Templeton goes to Pembina to-morrow.
Up to the present time the grand jury
has returned sixty-four indictments,
avbout half the number being for selling
whisky and gambling. ‘lhe case of
Nelson county, which is suing to re-
cover $16,000 from the Bank of Lalota,
was submitted to the jury to-night. I'he
county elanms that the bank assisted
Holman, the embezzling county treas-
urer in his defaleations. The case has
exeited mueh attention in North Da-
kota. Being out some time the jury re-
turned a verdiet in favor of the county,
assessing damages against the bank at
£6,200.

UNDER THE WHEELS.
Brakeman Helly, of St. Paul,
Killed at Anoka.

ANoKA, Minn., Nov. 28.—A sad acci-
dent occurred this eyening. about 7
o’clock one mile west of this city, by
which Edward Kelly, of St. Paul, lost
his life. He was braking on Freight
No. 10, Conductor Sewell. going east.
He set the brakes on three cars, when
in some unaccountab.e¢ way he was
thrown under the wheels, and twelve
cars passed over him, mangling his
body frightfuily. An inquest will be
held and the remains carried to St.
Paul, where Kelly leaves a widow and
three children. He was about thirty-
five years old.

Hundreds of Politicians Mak-
ing Their Pilgrimage to
the Hoosier Capital.

As a Matter of Course All
Have Axes to
Grind.

Senator Farwell Wants the.

Distribution of the Big
Chicago Offices.

A Couple of Clevelanders Give
the President-Elect Some
Pointers.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Nov. 28.—Every
day now witnesses the arrival of a fresh
bateh of distinguished statesmen and
politicians, making their pilgrimage to
the big brick fenceless house ou! on
Dejaware avenue. Among the presi-
dent-elect’s visitors this forenoon were
Senater C. B. Farwell and Gen. Martin,
chairman of the Illinois Republican
central committee. They came from
Chicago on an early train, and were
accompanied by Col. Fred Grant, who
has been visiting his brother-in-law
in Chicago. The party made a very
hasty trip, driving out to Gen. Harri-
son’s immediately after breakfast, re-
maining with him about an hour and a
half. and on returning they went direct
to the depot, embarking for Chicago at
11:55 via the Monon route. They moved
with such alacrity that the news-
paper correspondents had to throw
out picket guards, so to speak,
to capture them, only to find them
dumb as oysters on all cabinet themes
or presidential policies. Senator Far
well did state, however, that they had
not come to offer any suggestions re-
earding the eabinet, or to discuss any
questions regarding the policy of the
administration, should it have a policy.
He admitted that their mission had
reference to local Chicago and Illinois
politics and did not go beyond that.
Vhat names, if any, Senator Farwell
and Gen. Martin suggested to the presi-
dent-elect for the big Chicago federal
offices neither of the visitors would
indicate, and Gen. Harrison when
mildly

SOLTICITED TO DROP A HINT
in this direction only smiled and re
ferred his tormentors to the visiting
statesmen for such information. Col.
Grant informed the correspondents that
his visit had no connection whatever
with polities, that he had taken no part
in the political matters discussed be-
tween Senator Farwell, Gen. Martin
and the president-elect. He said
he had been visiting his friends in
Chicago and simply took this oppor-
tunity to run down and personally con-
gratulate Gen. and Mrs. Harrison. He
had many good words for Gen. Har-
rison, and predicted he would give the
country a grand and liberal administra-
tion. Senator Farwell, in telling his
impression of Gen. Harrison, remarked
that he had “abig head and a close
mouth.”” Many other visiting states-
men commented upon the general’s
superb listening qualities. Among Gen.

Harrison’s other visitors through-
out the day were Col. R.
W. ‘Thompson, ex-Secretary  of
the navy, with W. R. MecKeen, of

Terre Haute, president of the Van-
dalia road. “Riley” McKeen, as he is
familiarly known in Indiana, has been
frequently mentioned as
A CABINET POSSIBILITY,

in the event of a portfolio falling to
Indiana. His visit, however, he de-
clares with sineerity was entirely non-
political, simply a social call with *‘the

ancient mariner of the Wabash.”
Other visitors were Gen. D.
Leggett, of Cleveland, who hap-

pened in the city on «n important patent
case pending before Judge Gresham,
Col. Frauk B. Posey, the defeated Re-
publican candidate in the First Indiana
congressional distriet, State Senator
Charles F. Henry, of Anderson, Hon. B.
F. Claypole, of Connersville, and Attor-
ney General Michiner, accompanied by
Hon. W. C. Plummer, of Dakota. The
evening train  from Cincinnati
brought two  distinguished pil-
grims from Ohio in the persons
of the Hon. M. A. Hanna, of Cleveland,
and Congressman Ben Butterworth, of
Cincinnati. They held a conference
with the president-elect at 7:30 this
evening,remaining in zonsultatin nearly
a couple of hours.

BALTIMORE, Nov. 28.—War in ear-
nest will begin on the Ohesapeake bay
in a day or two. The board of
public works intend to ,use the most
vigorous measure in suppressing illegal
dredging and the consequent despoiling
of the oyster beds in the waters of this
state. The dredgers have had the up-
per hand this season. Their boats bris-
tle with arms and mumtions of war,
and the state navy has been routed sev-
eral times. Last week one of the
naval vessels suffered most inglorious
defeat, and after lhe battle the dredgers
_threw her arfis overboard and cooped
her seamen up in the hold. This latest
_humiliation aroused the state officials
to the necessity of speedy action. They
held a council of war, and it was de-
termined that the dignity of the law
must be upheld at any cost. To-day
Gov. Jackson and L. Victor Baughman
called upon Secretary Whitney at
Washington and invoked federal assist-
ance. The secretary promised to
give them cannon in sufficient number
to arm all the sloops in the state navy.
The three state steamers which are al-
Teady supplied with heavy guns will
sail from this port early to-morrow
morning under sealed orders. That
‘they are going to fight is taken for
‘granted, but their objective point is of
course a matter of speculation. It is
‘believed, however, that when the seals
:are broken it will be found that they
‘are directed to proceed to the Chop
“Fank river, where the pirates are gath-
ered in great force.

PANIC-STRICKEN PUPILS.

JFire Causes a Stampede in a St.
Louis School.

St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 28.—A panic oc-
curred at the Blair schoel to-day and
nothing but the great presence of mind
of the corps of teachers prevented great
loss of life. The steam heating appar-
“atus got out of order and _the rattling
“in the coils, _coupled  with escaping
‘steam, alarmed the children, who, fear-
ing the explosion, started for the door.
Miss Bettina Krebs, the teacher in
charge, got to the door first and pre-
vented a stampede. Scarcely had order
been restored, however, when the noise
in the steam pipes was repeated with
increasing violence and before Miss
Krebs could reach the door a second time
the terror-stricken children had gained
the hall, "The faithful teacher was
borne to the floor and trampled upon,
sustaining serious injuries. The ex-
citement spread to Room No. 10, just
opposite, presided over by Miss Clara
Stickle, and the children became un-
wanageable there. The shuffling of
feet and hissing of csc:lt{»ing steam
spread the panic to Room No. 14, Miss

ary P. Miller, and she, too, was
thiown from her feet and trampled
upon. The janitor appeared upon the
seene and did rough, but heroic work in
preventing the children from tramp-
hing each other to death. A pupil in
Room No. 5, raised the cry of fire, and
the pupils made a rush for the hall.
Miss Cullen, the teacher, with com-
mendable presence of mind and heroic
efforts quelled the disturbance, and in
a brief period order was restored. Two
of the teachers, Miss Miller and Miss
Krebs, were badly injured by being
trampled upon. Seven pupils were in-
jured: Birdie Wickened,  badly
trampled upon, she had to be removed
in an ambulance; Annie Dodge, severe
internal injuries and external bruises:
Annie Meyers, head badly gashed on
stone steps; Emma Delondorf, left arm
broken; Ruth Reilly, serious internal
‘injuries; Ida Klostermeyer, Australia
‘Stroche and Elsie McBridge, badly
bruised, but not seriously injured. The
panic created intense exeitement and
many parents hurried to the school
‘building to look after their children.

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PHILADELPHIA’S BORGIA.

Mrs. Whiteling, the Wholesale
Poisoner, Convicted.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 28.—The jury
in the case of Mrs. Sarah Whiteling,
who has been on trial for the past three
days on a charge of causing the death
of her nine-year old daughter by ad-
ministering poison in April last, brought
ina verdict of murder in the first de-
gree this evening, after being out two
hours.

SHOT IN HIS CABIN,

A Desperate Struggle Be-
tween a Shoemaker and
a Policeman.

Put Out the Light With a
Bullet From His Re-
volver.

John Cowie Meet$ a.Fearle.ss
Foe in Officer Jerry
Sullivan.

A Thanksgiving Eve Tragedy
on the West Side
Flats.™

In the eabin of an isolated flat-boat
moored atthe river’s edge in the out-
skirts of the ecity, a desperate battle
was last night fought in the darkness
between two tried officials of the law
and a man crazed from the effects of
drink, resulting in the desth of the citi-
zen and the miraculous escape
of the officers. It was shortly
after 9 o’clock when Patrolman Jerry
Sullivan, standing at Fairfield avenue
and South Rebert street, was ap-
proached by a boy of perhaps eighteen
years, who through fright and exhaus-
tion with difficulty told the officer that
his stepfather, James Cowie, had
driven the family from their home with
a revolver, and begged the officer to
come to their assisiance. Cowiu had
been under arrest before,and the officer,
kuowing the desperate character of the
man when delirious with drink, secured
the assisfance of Officer Lauderdale

BEFORE ATTEMPTING THE ARREST.

The boy led the way, the officers fol-
lowing, through the dimly-lighted
streets of the West side fiats below
Robert street to the open strip of
ground skirting the river bank, where
they with difbculty picked their way in
the darkness among piles of logs and
wood to the river’s edge. Here the boy
pointed to one of the small, in long,
flat-boats eovered with rude cabs. and
told them that it was their ‘“‘house,”
and that his stepfather was within.
Not a glimmer of light was to be seen
about the place, and it was with fore-
bodings of evil that the officers walked
the narrow gangwayskirting the distance
from the bank to the landing on the
bow of the boat. All was still quiet
within, and after a whispered consulta-
tion the door was suddenly opened and
an entrance effected, Officer Lauderdale
groceeding with a lantern. T'hey were

arely inside the eabin, however, when
the occupant, armed with a large re-
volver, appeared in the doorway of a
small compartment partitioned from the
main room used as a bedroom, and with
tltge wo,g';_ls: “Get out of here, you—
of — "*-~eonimenced-
tance of about four feet from Officer
Lauderdale; - Thefirst discharge of the
weapon

carried by Landerdale, and the horrors
of the fight which ensued in the dark-
ness are indescriable. Cowie’s first
shot was followed by two others before
the officers could bring their weapons
into use, when Officer Landerdale fired
twice, the first missing the mark and
the second taking effect in Cowie’s left
arm. *“You touched me then, but 1’1l
kill you yet,” yelled the crazed man,
with a terrible oath. Officer Lander-
dale attempted to fire a third shot,
when his weapon failed to respond to
the trigger, and throwing it in the diree-
tion from whence came the last flash of
powder, he fled to the door. During
this time the officers had been
stationed one on either side of the
bedroom door, and en Lauerdale’s flight
Cowie fired a fourth shot, which grazed
Sullivan’s face, and with an oath and
“I’lIl1 get you yet!™ his fifth shot was
fired, his arm striking Sullivan’s shoul-
der as he did so. Sullivan, who had
fired several shots at random, quickly
dropped to his knees, and, knowing the
exact location of his adversary, fired
the fatal bullet at short range. The
ball entered Cowie’s left side between
the seventh and eighth ribs, and, pass
ing clear through the chest, came out
on the opposite side a little higher up.
The mortally wounded man pitched for-
ward over Sullivan, firing

ANOTHER SHOT AS UE FELL,
hissing in the agony of death: “I’ve
got you anyway, you of a —, and
will kill you!”? Officer Lauderdale then
rushed in upon the scene, and the
wounded man was dragged to the land-
ing at the bow of the boat, where he
expired within ten minutes.

Officers from the Ducas street station
and Assistant Coroner Lewis were sum-
moned, and an inspection of the place
was taken, after which the body was
removed to the morzue. An inquest
will beld at the morgue this afternvon
at 1 o’clock by Dr. ﬁillard, acting coro-
ner.

A GrosrE reporter was upon the scene
soon after the occurrence above nar-
rated, and at a shanty a few blocks back
from the river the family of the dead
man was found. The wife, weeping bit-
terly and moaning incessantly, *‘Oh,
my God, my God!” was unable to talk
intelligently about the matter. She is
a woman about fifty years of age. The
boy was found and upon being ques-
tioned told the following stony:

“James Cowie was my stepfather,
We came here from Dubuque, Io., about
two- years ago, and have lived on the
boat since last spring. He has been
employed, until about two weeks ago,
by larbox, Schliek & Co., and is a shoe-
maker by trade. He has always drank
a good deal and was very disageeable
when under the influence of liquor. He
has been almost crazy for several weeks
past. He came home drunk about
5 o’clock this afternoon and did
not go out again. My mother, Martin
Haggerty and myself were in the house
at 9 otock when he went to bed. Soon
after this he wanted mother to go to
bed and she wouldn’t. He then reached
up on the wall over his bed and got
that revolver from the nail where he al-
ways kept it and made us leave the
house. Ithen went for help. I have
three other sisters here in the city, but
mother has no children by this man.”

Cowie was a man of medium stature,
about forty yearsof age and rather good
looking, his features marred, perhaps,
by a fierce sandy munstache which he
wore. 'The weapon used by him was a
heavy forty-eight-caliber revolver, the
barrel of which is fully eight inches in
length, and the revolver with which his
death wound was inflicted was a thirty-
eight-caliber Smith & Wesson.

o blame in the matter can possibly
attach to Officer Sullivan, as the shoot~
ing was elearly in self-defense, though
he is deeply grieved over the affair.

HARNESSING NIAGARA.

A Buffalo Inventor Claims to Have
Solved the Problem.
Special to the Globe.

BurraLo, Nov. 28.—A Buffalo man
claims to have solved the problem far
“harnessing” the Niagara river, for
which Buifalo business men have offered
a reward of $100,000. A model of the
invention was on exhibition in the board
of trade to-day, and was closely exams
ined by a large number of people. The
plan of the invention is as tollows: Two
massive piers would be built on each
bank of the river. Heavy shafts stand
up obliquely by the piers. At the bote
tom of the shafts an endless belt runs
from shaft to shaft across the river, but
deep enough in the water to allow the
largest vessels to pass over it. The belg
is made of two strands of two-inch ca-
ble, connected with eable every five or
six feet. Into the spaces are fitted sheet
iron plates three by five feet, pivoted at
one end, opening either way, but
chained so that they open but a short
distance. ‘The full force of the eurrent
pressing on these plates forces the belt
around at a great rate, and by ingenious
arrangements the current is feit equally
both going and coming. The shafts
revolving drive a cable and furnish
power on the banks. The inventor, Ede
ward Suckrow, fizures that 16,000 horse
power can be secured in this way.
