The morphine habit has been one of
thie ghosts that has haunted the civiliz-
ation of this aze, much to its shame, but
there were hopes that it would become

utres would crash it eut. The hope has
perished now, it seems, for ingenuity
and inventive genius, recognizing it as
an established vice, have songht to
wake its indulgence less repulsive to
iiie finer senses and more conyenient.
They are gilding the sin, thus adding
1iew charms to tis seductive viper, and
smoothing its pathway to victory over
the body, mind and morals of the
times. A Frenchman by the name of
Uravaz has invented a new syringe,
which has rapidly found its way
io all parts of the eivilized world,
and some of them have been brought
hiere.

name, has been pertected by many un-
known hands. The syringe has now
sich a sale that it is said that an agent,
who has lately established himself in
one of the richest quarters of Paris, can
scarcely fill the orders which te re-
ceives.

Itis eithey of gold or silver,
and is skillfully coneealed in some arti-
cle of -luxury. On this point M.
Reynard, a savant, has given
some  interesting  information at a
conference of scientific men. | Ae-
cording to him the ordinary syringe,
difficult to use or to hide, is entirely out
of fashion, except with those lovers of
morphine who are past all shame, and
they arve few. 'Fhe geperality amuse
themselves by seeing bow far it is pos-
sible to indulge their favorite habit
without its bemyg discovered by the un-
initiated, Ome sees tuem take from their
pocket a mateh box, -a cigar case or
some tiny eobject in silver, but who
would suspect that these pretty bibelots
contain a microscopiec bottle of mor-
phine and a syringe so prepared that
thie owner ean apply it to his arm or his
e inan instant. But what is even
wore strange than the construetion of
the syvinge is that these bibelots are
now used as presents. They are sent

THE PEOPLE WHO BUY.

“But are there <o many ‘morphine
maniacs’ in this country that there
can be profit in importing such goods?"?
is naturalty asked. Unfortunately,
ves, The world at large can scarcely
comprehend how - great a number of
pedple are addieted to the use of such
drugs as morphine, cocaine, gum and
powdered opium and landanum. Every
drug sfore has its regular customers,
and many of them sell enormousquanti-
ties of the drugs. Give a morphine ma-
niae a dose of his favorite drug when
fie 1s suffering torture from the lack of
it, and no sooner has he swallowed it
than he experiences the relief he
sought.  Long before it bas had time to
t upen his system he is satisfied, be-
cause. his iIrritated imagination is
seothed.

It is diffienlt for the physician who is
treating even a patient who wishes to
be cured to gain any hold upon them
Vecause the vietims of morphine, co-
caine and opium lese all moral sense,
all regard for the truth and all honesty,
Hoth of purpose and action. Cocaine is
particularly destruetive of morality,
and the case of a young girl in this eity
way be cited in proof. She was given
a hypodermic injection of cocaine by a
physician, and from that moment
was a cocaine drunkard. She secretly
the drug to great excess and her
yamly found it out only when search-
ing for the ecause of the remarkable
change that had taken place in her
withinz three weeks. She had been a
sweet, nodest, reticent girl, but in so
short a time she had become a liar, a
thief aad wused the most revolting lan-
guage. She finally had to be seut to an
asvinm, where fortunately she died.
When her body was brought home there
appeared in the papers a statement that
had been kitled in an ident.

Cocaine is only used hypedermically,
aid there are not so many habitual
users of il as of the other hight drugs,
partly beeause it is comparative
and partly heeause the sensa
produces are not so pleasurable.

A reporter was standing by the eounter
talking to bim of worphine and its vie-
tims the other day when a boy came in
and handed him a little piece of brown
paper carefully folded up. He unrolled
1t and a quarter fell out.

“Here's a case now,” he said, as-he
went behind the case to put up the
poison, and when the boy was gone he
showed the reporter the note. It was
written on a piece of vrown wrapping
paper, irregulatly torn, and it read
thus. .

Please send me 25 cents’ worth of gum
opium,

Only the initials were signed.

*“‘I'hat man,” said the druggist, **has
been buying opiwmn from me in this way
for seyen years and 1 have no idea who
he is. I know he’s an opium eater and
there is no danger in selling it to him,
but I don’t know him.”

“How much does he get for 23 eents?”

“Half an ounce. and it lasts hima
day and a half or two days. le eats a
heap of it, but he’s been at it a long
time and he’s not dead yet.”

DOCTORS THE WORST.

But one of the strangest facts in econ-
nection with the use of these drugs is
that physicians are especially addicted
i0 them. The proportien .of doctors
who use morphine, cocaine or opium in
one or tie cother of its formsis much
larger than the proportion in any other
class of people, and it is asserted by
some-—and inquiry did not discover any
one who would contradiet the state-
ment—that, in “proportion, there are
more drug-using physieians than there
are whisky drunkards. There are num-
bers of cases right here in St. Paul that
tend to establish that belief. A squib
that appeared in a medieal journal some
tim®azo has not yet been forgotten.
It said that a St. Paul physiecian dis-
covered that morphine was an antidote
for whisky, then he discovered that co-
caine was an antidote for morphine,and
now he was looking for an antidote for
cocaine. One of the most brilliant sur-
geons this country ever nroduced, a man
who, tnough still young, had won an in-
ternational reputation, broke the whisky
habit with opium and digd from the ex-
cessive use of that drug. ©One of the
most learned and successful practition-
ers of the city, who has not been prac-

ticing here recently, was an habitual
user of morphine. Two of the cases

mentioned above were young physi-
cians. One was the morphine user who
stole the poison from behind the, pre-
scription case, and the other the one
whose leg was covered with sores from
the use of a hypodermic syringe, and
one well-known doctor uses from an
ounce to an ounce and & half of lauda-
num every day, when half an ounce
would kill auy one not= aceustomed to
the drug.

Four
young physicians were driving one
bright, sunny afternoon behind a hand-
some pair of blooded bays, and they
drew up in front of a drug store, whose
proprictor they all knew.. The horses
were tied and they went in to get a hy-
podermie injection of coeaine, just as
they might have gone into a saloon to
get a drink.  Knowing that both as
physicians and cocaine users they could
obtain the drug, the idea of its being
refused never entered their minds, and
they became jocular as they became im-
pressed with the faet that they were
going for their drug just as four old
topers would go for their drams, and,
after greeting their friend, the druggist,
one of them wrapped on the counter
and called out: **Druggist, oh druggist,
bring us fouy cocaines, please,” where-
upon they all langhed.  Then turning
to the druggist the spokesman said;
+0ld fellow, you know we all use co-
caine: let us have four doses, will you?”’

| ana samples displaycd on the tables went

begging for purchasers 1n the first hour.
Some inguniry developed later, but with
most of the local millers out of the market.
Owing to the shutting down of many of the
mills, there was not an extensive inquiry to
be filled up. Concessions were offered by
sellers, but no one seemed to be in very
great need of grain. Receipts for the two
days wero 709 cars, of which 383 came in
over the Manitoba road. Shipinents were 90
cars, Duluth reported 93 ou track. A
larger proportion than usual of the sample

| wheat was carried away unsold at the close.

The early market was at first strong, but sold
quickly ~down about %c to $1.15% for
Muy, and as quickly back to $1.15% and
then to $1.15%. The trade generally be-
lieved in higher prices in the end, but
thougnt the market had advanced faster than
had been desired by the powers behinda
bull deal that had undoubtedly been begun.
Believing so, they were more active buyers
on declines than sellers on bulges.

THE GUVILLOTINE.

The French 7Thought It Very
Funny at First,
Harper's Magazine. ;
And yet it is evident that the guillo.
tine was not at first a terror-inspiring
object. One general of the Revolution-
ary army had a guillotine engraved on
his seal. Tne ladies of Tours wore
guillotine ear-rings,and the ‘“‘avenger
of the people” danced with them at the
proconsular balls. The guillotine was
a la mode. lts inventor, Dr. Guillotin,
in a speech before the national assem-
bly on Dec. 1, 17589, had * said: “With
my machine I slice off your headin
the twinkling of an eye, and you
do not suffer. > People, it must be pre-
sumed, soon grew accustomed to tho
fatal machine, for it even entered the
s« lons, and MM. de Goneourt relate in
their “Hi®ory of French Soclety Dur-
ing the Revolution:” *“In extremely
good company at dessert, after supper,
a little mahogany gullotine was vlaced
on the table, and the Iadies, acting the
role of Sanson, placed under the knife
dolls whose heads were portraits of somne
enemy—Lameth, Robespierre, Bailly or
Lafayette. The head was cut off and
red tluid flowed from the neek. The
doll was a bottle, and theblood some
amber-coloved liqueur.” Society mn
its insouciance treated as a. toy
the instrument which was soon to'dect-
mate its ranks. But exeept in prints
the guillotine is not often represented.
It is ocecasionally found on patriotic
snuff boxes, which themselves take the
form of a Phrygian ca{. There is one
iron pike-head at the Carnavalet mu-
seum on which is engraved an old-fash~
ioned guillotine worked by a rope. On
the knife is engraved a Phrygian cap,
and the inseriptions above and below
are “Caira’ and **Vive la depublique.”
When the guillotine was first used the
knife was held suspended by arope,
and at a given signal a soldier with
averted eyes cut the rope with his
sword. Afterward the working of the
machine was improved and made more
expeditious as its use became extendeds
