BLACK FRIDAY.
"Why is Friday the black day of the

week? Is the superstition concerning
Friday, ofpagan origin?" asks a corre-
spondent. It is not. The superstition
is entirely Christian in its origin, and
has particular reference to Friday as j
the day Crist was crucified: Awayback \u25a0

in the middle ages— the exact time is
unknown— there grew up a notion that
one day of the week must be given a
black eye. Certain manuscripts of an
interesting character belonging to that
period now exist in European libraries
which show that there was a vigorous
discussion of the matter in the
middle ages; and one, at least,
discloses the prevailing reasons why
Friday was singled out as the black
day of the week. In the Paris library
is an old manuscript of Irish origin
which contains a complete bill of indict-
ment against Friday, and gives the rea-
sons why it should be regarded \u25a0; as ; a
black, unlucky day. We quote from
the manuscript: "'Twas on Friday
that Adam sinned and was chased from
Paradise; that Christ was crucified;
that Cain killed Abel; that Etienne
was stoned; that the innocents were
killed by Herod, 54,000 of them, be-
cause of Christ; that Peter was cru-
cified and Paul., decapitated; that
John the Baptist's head was cut off;
that the children of Israel were chased
across the Red sea; that marriage was
first consummated; that LAMECnJtook
two wives; that heaven will close and
hell willopen; that all but one-seventh
of the fruits of the earth and the light of
the sun and moon were taken away
that briers and venomous plants issued
from the ground; that the confusion of
tongues occurred; that the tower of
Babel was begun; th^the plagues
came to the king of EgypP"

It is not much wonder that after this
revelation of horrible things that hap-
pened on Friday the people of that age
should have come to look upon the day
with superstitious awe. The source of '
these assertions concerning Friday was
the Jewish Talmud and other Jewish
writings; the fathers of the church have
perpetuated the legends, and thus they
come down to us as sacred traditions.
The Talmud tells us that Adam was
created on Friday, sinned and was
driven from Paradise on Friday, was
married on Friday, his children were all
born on Friday, Cain killed Abel on
Friday; and, taken altogether, Friday
was quite an unlucky day for the father
of the human race.

The superstition concerning Friday is
confined to Christians, because it is the
Moslem's Sabbath, and the Brahmins
regard it as the luckiest day of the
week. It is recorded that the Mogul
emperor Aurungzebe said: "Oh, that
my death may happen on Friday, for
blessed is he who dieth on that day."
Even in Christian lands the supersti-
tions concerning Friday vary a great
deal. In Germany and Scotland Friday
is considered a lucky day to wed, while
in all other European countries mar-
riages consummated on this day
of the week are sure to be un-
happy ones. In Lancashire it is
thought a bad day to win a bride. On
one thing the people of all Christian
countries agree— Friday is an un-
lucky day to begin a voyage or to com-
mence with any new business under-
taking. In the North of England it is
regarded as a lucky day to put on a new
suit of clothes, but itforebodes a dire-
ful disaster to sing on Friday. In
North Germany it is thought that
witches obtain power. over a person who
goes unwashed on Friday. In Holland
it is believed that you will never have
the toothache ifyou trim your nails on
that day. A Dutch wife will obtain a
ring that is made from rusty nails, lay
it upon the Gospels on Friday and say a
paternoster. By wearing such a ring
she thinks she will always . have power
over hei husband. In America the day-
is regarded with less superstition than
in other Christian lands, and for good
reasons. Itwas on Friday that Colum-
bus discovered America, the Pilgrims
landed the.same day, and Washington

was born on Friday. Thus it has been
more of a lucky than an unlucky day
for this country.

SCHOOL EXAMINATIONS.
We are gratified to observe that the

Globe's advocacy of the abolishment
of school examinations has attracted the
attention of the Eastern metropolitan
press, and the subject is now being dis-
cussed with a warmth and earnestness
inproportion with its merits. While the
Globe's views arc pretty unanimously
indorsed byour Eastern contemporaries,
yet there are a few of our exchanges
who strenuously oppose any change that
would look to the elimination of a feat-
ture in our educational system of such
venerable antiquity. The examination
system is invested with the sacredness
of age. Itis supposed to be akin to sac-
rilege to discuss itnow. Those who take
this view of the subject seem- to be ig-
norant of the fact that on both sides of
the Atlantic educational methods are
in processes of change. Educators
realize that the tests of progress have
been applied out of all proportion to
the progress made. The tendency has
been to over-organize and over-regulate;
therefore, it was not a matter of sur-
prise when the Nineteenth Century, a

I magazine that is always in the van of

' the best thought, some time ago de-
claimed against the injury that was
being inflicted upon the cause of edu-

| cation by a perpetuation cf the exami-
nation system. Prof. Man Mullek,

; once himself a strenuous advocate
of examinations, is to-day opposed
to them, and says "Ifthe examination
maintains its present advantage it will
poison the best blood of England, ifit
has not done so already." He is now
satisfied that the tendency of the ex-
amination system is to destroy* the best

men by hindering them from working
freely and with proper individuality.
Ifthe reasons for eliminating exam-

inations from the school system of
England are substantial, they surely
have a stronger application in this
country of free institutions, where so
much depends on the development of
individuality. As has been well
said by a distinguished educator,
the great aim in education is
the reaching of certain results
through the diversity of means that
follows the diversities of temperament
and endowment. "Where examinations
are too ircquent and stress is laid upon
them, it is the examination' and not the
mastery of the study in hand that rules
the thought of the more ambitious stu-
dents, and this both narrows and de-
feats the ends of education.

The one great defect in our public
school system is that there is too much
mechanism about it. In the first place,"".
the individuality of the teacher is re-
pressed by the automatic requirements

ofthe school law and the cast-iron rules
adopted by the school boards." In
the second place, the teacher hav-
ing been made an automaton, .it:
naturally follows that the pupil
is squeezed down to the same con-

dition; andy with all the mechanical •

operations ofthe school system there is
ho piece of the machine that runs ; with '

more wearing and tearing 'effects -. than
the examination. Ifit is ah objection
to our school system „that it destroys
diversity ofcharacter-through the uni-
formity of conditions, then surely ex-
amillations are objectionable, because
they narrow the ' field of study tillit
reaches the uniformity of certain tests
that can be met without really master-
ing ; the subjects, in which : one is ex-
amined. In its discussion of ; this sub-
ject the New York : Times perti-
nently remarks: "The point to be made
is that examination should not be the
master and rule the methods of work.
In all the higher schools the money re-
wards of learning are too often hostile
to/the best results in mental develop-
ment. Boys are trained for scholarships
as two-year-old horses are trained for
the races, and young men at the univer-
sities are made to believe that the main
purpose ofeducation is that they may
win high prizes at the examination. The
examination system, by which the roots
ofknowledge are constantly pulled up
to see if they have sprouted, is in full
blast, and its work in ; diverting our
youth from the true ends of education
is as deeply atid injuriously felt in •

America as in England."

One Sunday even-
ing the St. Paul' party was searching
over one ofthe thickly wooded hills for
his cows. |Like other" boys ofthat time,
he was fond of the slime* found under
the barn: of young spruce trees, and
stopped in his bovine quest to regale
himself from one ofthe finest trees on
Webster's side of the pasture -fence,
when he saw the Godlike, as his admir-
ers termed him, right be lose him. He
was terrified, looking for a verbal, *if
not dorsal, chastisement for mutilating
fine trees. Instead, this great man,
who looked great and impressed every
beholder as ho other American has ever
done, asked the loan of his knife and
scraped out some ofthe slime for him-
self and sat down on a log and had a
pleasant chat with the boy. He pointed
out localities that he had frequented.
in his youthful days, and - the di-
rection "of the house where he
was born in the Salisbury hills,
two or three miles distant. Not a
word ofreproof, or about the constitu-
tion. The great man then passed- on in
his solitary ramble and- communing
with nature. They met afterwards at a
fish chowder at one of the small lakes,
but no other private and confidential in-
terview between these parties was ever
had. This meeting was had soon after

TRENHODM'S NEW TREATISE.

The Comptroller of he Currency
Submits Some Recommenda-
tions.
Washington, Dec. I.—The twenty-

sixth annual report of the comptroller
of the currency contains a summary of
the state and condition of the national
banks during the year. The recom-
mendations of the comptroller as to new
legislation are first: The funding
of the outstanding greenbacks in
bonds, bearing not over 2% per
cent per annum interest, avail-
able only as a basis for national bank
circulation, and payable only upon the
failure of the bank or upon its dissolu-
tion otherwise. . Second— national
bank redemption agency at Washington

to be transferred to New York, and sub-
redemption agencies established at each
central reserve city, all notes being re-
deemable indiscriminately at any
agency. Third— enactment oflaws
giving uniform effect to commercial in-
struments, such as bills of lading, bills
ofexchange, checks, etc.
