to its width, ltwould seem that a lesson
bad been taught, but -.the some fatal policy
has been pursued apparently, the width
being 8 feet 6 inches, and the height 0 feet
10 inches, whereas according to the opinion
of experts the breadth should at least equal
the height. The result is apparent even to a
novice. The brick of the arch, orroof, was
found by the reporter to be nearly flat, so,
as to leave no purchase or power of
resisteuce to pressure from above. Itshould
lie at an angle so as to give a space at b.2 top
of a half inch to be filled with cement, so
that the greater the pressure the greater the
strength of the arch. To avoid caving in it
has been necessary to brace the sewer for a
distance ofat least 300. feet on Fifth street,
running from the intersection of Eighth
avenue, and for three blocks on Eighth ave-
nue. In spite of this, cracks in the arch are
plainly discernible, and unmistakable signs
of settling are noticeable.

It is also apparent that in this soft soil the
walls should rest upon footings of stone,
but this precaution has been neglected, al- ;
though stone footings are now being put in '
on Fifth street near Sixth avenue.

As an indication tnat the arch is surely
settling is shown by the fact that a piece of
scantling, which the foreman says he placed
loosely as a brace against the arch, vow
forces the brick up a half inch ont of line,
and is sprung at the bottom, a sign that is
taken as showing a sinking of three inches.

The fault is said to lie mainly with, the
shape of the tunnel, although its construc-
tion is faulty in places. "As a general thing,"
said a sewer expert who accompanied the
reporter upon his subterranean tour, '"a
sewer tunnel should be shaped like an egg
standing on end, so as to have a complete
half circle at the top, but they seem so have
laid the egg on its side, so the tunnel is
wider than it is high.

C. K. Sherburne,- the superintendent, was
instructed some time ago to plank the bottom
of the sewer on Fifth street and place the
footings of the walls on plank, but he neg-
lected to do so, and the result is said to be a
settling of some three inches near Seventh
avenue. *-'-:- ...

The fact that ithas been found necessary
to brace the tunnel is sufficient evidence of
a flaw in its construction. When the tim-
bers rot out, »s they are sure to do within a
couple of years, they must be replaced, or
the sewer" will cave in. A striking com-
mentary upon sewer building as conducted
by Engineer Kinker, surely.

As the reporter was coming away he no-
ticed that the sheeting was'beiug buried, as
the excavation for the sewer is filled in on
Fifth street, and asked if that was usual.
"Not - generally,*' replied the exert sarcas-
tically, "but lumber is so cheap here, and
money so plenty that it is hardly worth the
while to save a few hundreds or thousands of
dollars by drawing the timbers." . _
