A Combination of Small Influences on
tiie BaH Side Give Wheat

a Boost.

Only a Moderate Trade in Corn and
Oats, Hog Products Slumping

at the Close.

Cujcaco, Dec. s.— There were many small

influences on the bull side of wheat here to-
day. There was a good advance early, and
one or two rallies followingdeclines toward
noon, but at 1 p. m. there was little prospect
ofa better closing than yesterday. The talk
about California wheat being taken for Aus-
tralia was repeated and had its effect. At
New York 120,000 bu cleared and dispatches
said tliere was some inquiry for wheat for
export. The stock of No. _ red winter de-
Creased somewhat and that helped the buy-
ing side. The wheat on passage decreased
750.000 bu. Primary receipts were moder-
ate, 326,000 bu. Receipts here were but 22
cars. and. remarkable to stale, not a car of
regular No. 2in the lot. Itwas also stated
that five of the idle mills at Minneapolis will
begin grinding next week. Prices advanced
a few points at New York and Duluth early,
but New York operators were bullish and j
sold on the bulge there and here. St. Louis
was steady. Sales were between Sl.OKg;
1.051* for the month, $L05%@1.06%
for January and $1.10%®i.11*% for May.
May opened at #1.1- *•.. sold up to §1111%,
quickly reacted to $1.11, sold again at
$1.1 V. and back again to $1.10% at 1 p. m.
The most activity was shown on the bulges.
Wheat was unsettled just before the close,
selling down toSl.lo','2 and upto $1.1 1.-* for
May at the close, or %a ever last night.
There was but a moderate trade in corn to-
day, ami that was mostly in May, iii which
the price kept within %C range all day. The
best feeling was early, when the receipts
were found to be but 328 cars, and only 20
cars graded. Oats were slow and without
important features, the strength in corn
and wheat having little efi'ect on values. Ar-
rivals were larger (ban expected, and aggre-
gated 169 cars. Buyers took hold fairly at
the opening and advanced prices Vie. Later'
quietness reigned and prices declined, clos-
ing sales being at about the same figures as
yesterday. The provision market was largely
a repetition of Monday and Tuesday. Prices
at the opening were 5c higher for ribs and
lard and 10c iiigber for pork. January sales
