Corn was only moder-
ately actVe, most of the trading occurring
early in the session, after which
the ' market became quiet and life-
less, the operators giving the- pit
but little attention.

The advance
in the rates for money on the other side of
the water caused some selling for London
account, and this caused much disappoint-
ment to the bulls, and was the occasion of a
sharp set back in the early trading. The in-
explicable drop in Rock Island was also a
heavy blow to the strength of the list, but the
traders endeavor to cut the market out from
under tne sellers of long stock whenever
they think they discover -anything of the
kind. The announcement of the ofiicial ad-
vance in west-bound rates was not made
until just before the close of business, and
it had ihe effect of again stiffening up prices
when there w:*s a tendency to droop. ' The
coal stocks were, the strongest ..stocks
to-day, although except in Lackawanna
there was almost nothing doing in \u25a0 them.
They oil closed with marked gains, however,
which seemed to be only the reaction from
the late depression, as there was nothing new
in the situation. New England and Missouri
Pacific were both exceptionally strong at
times, but both . were also very weak by.
spells, being singled out. by the Dears for
effect upon the rest of the list, and their iiual
changes arc for small fractions only.
