LET IT BE OPENED.

Red Men and Caucasians Favor
the Immediate Opening of In-
dian Territory.
Baxter Spmngs, Kan., Dec. 18.—

The Indian territorial convention met
In the city hall to-day and passed reto-

lulions favoring the immediate opening
ol the entire Indian territory to white
settlers and the allotment of lands in
severalty to Indians. Delegations were
present from many of the principal
cities of Missouri, Kansas and Arkan-
sas. A liberal representation from
many of the Indian tribes was also
present. Ex-Gov. T. T. Critten-
den, of Missouri, was elected permanent
chairman, and ('. W. Daniels, of Baxter
Springs.' secretary. An interesting and
important feature of the convention was
tin- attendance and outspoken senti-
ment of the Indians themselves. Quite
a number ofchiefs and influential men
of the various Indian tribes came out
strongly in favor of allotment of lands.
of the individual responsibilities of citi-
zenship and the protection of the gen-
eral government. Chiefs John Early,
of the Ottawa nation; Thomas Ricbaru-
vilie, of the Miami nation, ami William
Pabatic, of the Peoria nation, made stir-
ring speeches indorsing the measures
advanced by the convention. Gov.
Crittenden delivered an eloquent
address, and was followed by
Judge Emery, of Lawrence, Kan.;
lion. L. L. Bridges, of Sedalla; Col.
Ben S. Duval, of Fort Smith; L. E.
Cowiu, ofKansas City, and others. The
sentiment of the convention was in
favor of giving the Indians all their
lands ifnecessary, but to divide them
in severalty, make them citizens of the
United States and to make the Indian
territory one of the prosperous states of
the Union. A demand is made upon
the general government to permit all
railroads to run through and across the
territory as freely as through any other

.part of the general domain. Interest'
ing letters were read from many sen-
ators, congressmen and prominent citi-
zens from different sections of the coun-
try, all indorsing the objects of the
meeting as set forth in the call.

FATE OF THE EXPLORERS.

Rerliners Doubt the Deported
Capture of Stanley.

Berlin; Dec. 18.—Interest in African
affairs is for the moment all centered
in tie fate of Emm Pasha and. Henry
M. Stanley. Lieut. Wissman, at a pub-
lic meeting in Cologne in October, said
that Burin's position at Wadelai formed
a wall which separated the Arabs of
the Soudan from those of the south,
and that if the wall collapsed
the whole Arab movement would be so
strengthened that it would require a
hundred fold greater sacrifices to mas-
ter it. The greatest doubt is thrown
here on the report that Stanley has been
captured, lt is argued that the alleged
light must have occurred between the
third and fifth degrees of north lati-
tude, between Lado and Wadelai.
The distance to Oiiulurman, Os-
man Diana's headquarters, is 1,200
miles, and thence to Suakim is
another 400 miles. The swiftest mes-
sengers would take four months to
cover the entire distance. The result
of the discussions of the Emm relief
committee, however, is the postpone-
ment of the departure of Lieut. Wiss-
tnann until definite news has been re-
ceived of Emm's fate, Lieut. Wissmann
urging that, if.the neWs of Emm's cap-
ture were true, important modifica-
tions of his plans would lie necessary
in view of the increased difficulties
he would be almost certain to meet.
The Kreuz Zeituiig makes a strong com-
plaint because Lieut. Wissmann went
to London to purchase equipments for
the expedition when everything except,
perhaps, tents could have been obtained
just as pood and just as cheap in Ger-
many. The Emm command still has no
news tending either to confirm or to
discredit the Osman letter. All
the news received here up to
the . present cmana ed from London.
Later advices from Damaraland show
that the Southwest African company is
iv it jlitrht. Kamaherero has expelled
the German missionaries and will not
listen to any overtures for Germau pro-
tection.

PARKER IS PARDONED.

Got. Hill Frees a Convict Con-
victed of Murder, i .

Special to the Globe. - - 'i =Albany, N. V., Dec. Erland S.
Parker; sentenced jOct. ! 15, -,1812, 7 roijn
Erie county.for murder injthelsecond de-
gree, to life imprisonment at Auburn
prison, has • been pardoned by Gov.
Hill. The circumstances of the crime-
charged against this convict, as devel-
op d before the coroner's jury, - are
somewhat peculiar.? The convict, after
his retnrn from the civil war, having
received honorable discharge from the
Federal army, worked as a farm hand up
to the time of his arrest. On the day
the crime was charged " to have
been committed, he drove from the farm
where he was employed, to Buffalo. He j
arrived in that city in the morning, and-
before departure became intoxicated.
At night he and an acquaintance vis-
ited a low negro dive, and there i
the convict invited a white woman .'

to go home with him. saying she would
be given employment on the farm of
his employer. She consented, and the
three drove away together. They
stopped several times to drink,
and the . whole party became
very drunk. A snort distance
out of the city, the convict's male com-
panion got out of the wagon and re-
turned. From this point the woman
was seen alive but once afterward. One
witness swore that he saw the convict
driving along •at a ,. furious rate; that
the woman was standing in the wagon,
and he was beating her with a whip.
Two days later she was found in a coun-
try school house dead. The examina-
tion showed that death was caused by the
neck being broken. Soon after the con-
vict was arrested. IHe told the I story
substantially as above, but said the
woman, while he was driving fast, fell
off the wagon: that he, supposing her to
be in a drunken stupor, placed her
in the school house, expecting that
when she became sober, she would re-
turn to the city. He denied that he
knew she was dead or that he struck
her with a whip. On his trial, by advice
of his counsel, he pleaded guilty to
avoid conviction of a higher crime. The
district attorney in commenting on the
facts, says he 'failed to discover any
motive for the crime. The judge pre-
siding at the trial is long since dead,
but it was shown that he favored
recommending a pardon at the end
of three or four years. The entire cir-
cumstances tend to show that the con
vict's story was true. The convict's
conduct in prison has been exemplary,
and while his parents are dead,
he has sisters who ask for his release.
It is true that there must always remain
r. doubt of the convict's innocence, but
the doubt of his guilt must continue to
be as strong. In the belief that he will
become a good citizen ifdischarged, the
governor says: "1 have determined to
give him the benefit of the doubt by re-
mitting his term of imprisonment."

out effect. As the daughter turned the.corner of Michigan avenue she fell, and 'as she lay there Luther levelled his re-
volver to shoot, but * a young man
grabbed him by the arm just as the trig-
ger was pulled*. : The pistol was deviated
from its intended victim, and the bullet
"struck one of the spectators in the knee.
At this moment Luther was struck in
the face with a .brick by one of the
crowd of spectators, and others
wrenched the revolver away from him.
Great excitement prevailed. The crowd
dragged Luther into the middle of the
road, and there were loud cries of
"lynch him!"' "kill him!" but the pa-
trol wagon arrived before any serious
injury had been done to him.

During the first moments of excite-
ment it was not known that any one
but a spectator, a Mr. ilutf, had been
shot. It was subsequenty learned that
Fred Luther,soti of the murderous man,
was shot in the cheek, tne ball coming
out at the middle of the neck. The
wound is not necessarily dangerous.
Herman Luther, the would-be assassin,
is a Prussian by birth, fifty-four years
old and a tailor by trade.

AVENGE Its Altr; GATHERING.

There Is a Prospect of Further
Trouble at Wahalak.

Waitalak, Miss., Dec. IS.—The
situation to-day is practically un-
changed. The negroes are still
hiding in the woods and swamps.
Whites continue to arrive from all
quarters prepared for, action. M. 11.

Maury is baaly wounded, anil will die.
G. A. Nicholson is shot in the breast
and wrist. William Hare and Jeff
Thomas are slightly wounded in the
hands. The conductor of a train from
the north, which passed here at 9 p. m.,
reports that twenty-five armed men
from Macon left his train at Shuqulak,
five miles north of Wahalak, and started
for the hills. The negroes are supposed
to be about 200 strong. When located,
ifthey resist, there will be a terrible
affray.
