HIMSELF TO BLAME.

A Jury Finds the Dead Engineer

Violated Orders."
An inquest was begun at Connolly's

morgue yesterday afternoon on the
body of James Mahar, the Minneapolis

Wednesday evening. The body was
terribly disfigured, and was scarcely j
recognizable by the railroad men who i

called in at the morgue as witnesses j
in the case. The inquest was begun j
at 3:30, with Coroner Hill presiding.
De Movn Bnrley, the conductor of train
No. 1, which Mahar's train collided with
was the lirst witness. His train, he
said, had the right of way on the track. |
The train was made up at the Third
street depot and should have left there
at 6:50, but for some reason it did not
leave there until 0:52. The two trains
should have passe-) at First avenue
north, but instead they met at First
street north. When we were near First •

street,'" continued the witness. /'I felt
the engineer put on the air brakes, and
a moment later the crash came."

Engineer Topper, of train No. l, was
next called. Ho. told practically the
same story as his conductor.

Dr. A. A. Ames testitied that Mahar
had died from inhaling steam. Con-
ductor Hungerford, of. train No, 6, Ma-
bar's train, was called. The train was
going five miles an hour, he said, when
the crash came. When the train came
to First street north he knew he had
passed the point where the two trains
should meet, and so began to pull the
Dell rope. He could not understand
why Mahar had gone beyond the pass-
ing point, as it was understood by him
that the other train had the right of
way.

A. J. Herrlck, a brakeman on No. 6,
said that as soon as the train reached
the point where the two trains should
pass, he began to null the bell rope, as
In- felt that something was wrong. Two
or three other witnesses were sworn,
and their testimony went to show that
Mahar had violated his Instructions by
keeping on alter he had failed to meet
the down train at the proper place. The
jury was out but a short time and re- j

turned a verdict finding that Mahar
came to his death by failing to observe i

the rules of the railroad company.
Mahar's fattier, mother, brother and i

sister arrived in Minneapolis last even-
ing, and will return to Fan Claire with ;

the body to-day. The party will leave
here on the 2:20 train, over the Omaha j
road. Escorts from the various soci-
eties to which Mahar belonged, will as-
semble at the hall, at 1 o'clock, and
then act as an escort to the body.

Bassett Acquitted.
The jury in the case of Eugene A.

Bassett, who has been on trial for the
last two days for horse stealing, ren-
dered a verdict of not guilty. The case
was given to tin- jury at 2 p. m., yester-
day, and they wen; unable to agree on a
verdict until 7 O'clock last evening.
