Rome, Dec. 24.—The pope, in address-
ing the sacred college to-day, gave
thanks to God for the blessings which
hi 1- jubilee had brought him. He
affirmed, with much feeling, his former
utterances on the question of temporal
powei, and indignantly rejected the ac-
cusation thai he was an enemy of Italy,
He urged Catholics everywhere to agi-
tate, in a legal manner, for the restora-
tion of the papal supremacy, and spoke
iv deprecation of recent liberal enact-
ments in Italy. llis address throughout
was unusually violent ami bitter.

The speech referred exclusively to the
Vatican and Italy. His holiness said
that the whole world saw in what a
painful situation he was placed. One
could only ask. how far will they go?
Atthe present time a systematic war
was being waged. Even the person of
the pope was exposed to the threats of
the mob. The enemies of the Holy See
bad weapons enough already to Injure
the papacy, and it these did not suffice,
they were prepared to manufacture
fresh weapons. It was persistently as-
serted that the pope was the enemy of
Italy. This assertion was simply made
to mask the real object of the perfidious
war against the church, and that object
was to render Italians hostile to the pa-
pacy. To vindicate the rights of the
pontiff was in reality to advance the
prosperity of Italy. To demand that the
greatest moral power in the world
should possess real sovereignty in Italy,
where Providence placed the church
centuries ago, was not an act of hostil-
ity to the country. 'I he (act thai bish-
ops in foreign lands were laboring for
the restoration of the pope's temporal
rights proved that the interests of the
whole Catholic church were bound up
in the cause. g_T_B
' QUEEN VIC'S BENEDICTION.

Her Majesty Prorogues Parlia-
ment and Incidentally Sizes Up
the Situation at Home and
Abroad,
London, Dec. Parliament was

prorogued until Jan. 31. The queen's
speech wits as follows:
Ihave great satisfaction In being able to

release you from \our protracted labors. My
relation's with nil foreign powers continue
friendly. I regret thai the convention con-
duced between myself and the president of
the I'nited Slate? for the adjustment of the
questions which have ari- • i with reference
to ili • fisheries in North American waters
bas not commended Itself to the judgment of
the United States senate, In whom, accord-
ing to the constitution of the United Slates,
the power of ratification Is vested. The tem-
pore/} arrangements, however, which have
been adopted will. I hum. prevent any imme-
diate Inconvenience arising from this decis-
ion. The conference which has been held
upon the subject ol the bounties upon sugar

for export has been brought to n satisfactory
Issue by the conclusion of a convention for
their abolition, which lias been signed by the
representatives' of most of the sugar-produc-
ing countries. The restoration of Egypt to a
condition of political and financial security
has been for the n'me Interrupted by an at-
tempt of the Soudanese to possess! them-
selves of the port of Suakim. The dispersion
oi the besieging forces baa been ! effected by
n brilliant militaryoperation an the pun of
the -Egyptian troops, supported by the .En-
glish contingent. in oilier respects the ad-
ministration and economical progress of
Egypt are ratisfactory.

An insurrection has broken out upon
the continental portion of the domin-
ions of the sultan ofZanzibar, which has
brought with it considerable destruction
of life and property in the German .set-
tlements on that coast It is evident
that the renewed vigor of the slave
trade, of which symptoms have unhap-
pily shown themselves in several parts
of Africa, has largely contributed lo the
production of these disturbances. I
have joined the emperor of Germany in
establishing a naval blockade of that
part of the coast which is in insurrec-
tion, in order to prevent not only the ex-
portation of slaves, but the importation
of munitions of war. My Indian domin-
ions have enjoyed general tranquillity
and prosperity during the past year.
Disturbances, however, have occurred
In the neighboring region of the Black
Mountains, ami on the extreme frontier
of Sikkini, out have been terminated
without difficulty. A rebellion in Af-
ghanistan, under lslnik Khan,
which at one threatened to assume
formidable proportions, has been
entire!, subdued by the military force
of the ameer. Arising of some Zulu
chiefs in South Africa, which does not
seem to have met with any sympathy
on the part of the population, has been
suppressed by my troops and native
levies. The chiefs concerned are await-
ing trial before a special commission.
Gentlemen of the house of commons, I
thank you for the liberal provision you
have made for the service of the state.
1 trust that the financial measures you
have sanctioned will materially "in-
crease the public resources of the coun-
try without adding to its fiscal burdens.
My lords and gentlemen, the measures
you have passed for extending the
functions and improving the machinery
of local government In England are cal-
culated to increase the loyal attachment
of my people to their institutions. I
trust you may be able to promote the
successful working of these changes in
your several localities, and thai in this
and all other fields of duty the blessing
of Almighty God may be with you.

The prorogation of parliament to-day,
was the tamest example of that cere-
mony that has been given for many
year's. • Not more than fifty members of
the house of commons were present and.
still fewer members of the hereditary
body remained to hear the formal edict
of the temporary dispersing of the legis-

lature branch of the government. The
prorogation of parliament on Christmas
Eve is un precedent in the history of the
kingdom and it is probably fortunate
that Her Majesty decided to refrain
from adding to the dullness of the oc-
casion by closing the session in person.

PEELERS' EYES ARE PEELED.

London Cops Expect That Jack
the i-ipper.Will Celebrate Christ-
mas by the Commission _of

Bloody Deeds.

London, Dec. 24.—The Star publishes
a number of interviews with the physi-
cians who have given testimony at the
coroner's inquests in : the cases of the
previous East End" murders, with the
conclusion that the Poplar strangling

was the work of the Whitechapel fiend.
It is now believed by many that in the
former murders, wherein the bodies of
the victims were so horribly mutilated,
one or two assistants were employed to
do the cutting, and this belief is field to
explain much of the mystery surround-
ing these deeds. The utmost vigilance
is observed by the police in tha White-
chapel district to-night, owing to the
popular belief that the 'butcher will at-
tempt to celebrate Christinas by the
commission of deeds more horrible than
any of his previous crimes.

MUST HAVE WON OK DIED.
The Egyptian Forces at the Bat-

tle of Suakim Were Virtually
Between the Devil and the Deep
Sea.

London, Dec 'Jl.—lt is now certain

that the government will withdraw tbe
British troops from Suakim almost im-
mediately, believing that the Egyptians
are able to cope with the Arabs threat-
ening that town. The correspondents
on the ground assert, however, that
upon the withdrawal of the English
soldiers the seige will lie renewed by
the Arabs, and this belief is based upon
the assumption that the Egyptian forces
are still held in contempt by their bar-
barous adversaries. .The theory is cer-
tainly well founded, since the only oc-
casion of their doing good lighting was
on last Thursday, when they were virtu-
ally placed between the devil and the
deep sea— the English behind and the
Arabs in front of them— and they must
have won or died.

They were not expected until Thurs-
day, and were not recognized. Mr.

Sanctioned With Exceptions.
Berlin, Dec. 24.— Heir yon Gossler,

minister of ecclesiastical affairs and
public instruction, has sanctioned the
order of the governor of Schleswig that
the German language alone shall be
used in elementary schools after the
Ist of April next. Certain conceptions
are made in connection with religious
instruction.

Another Nihilistic Plot.
Vienna, Dec. 24.—The Russian con-

sul at Malta has been arrested on sus-
picion of having placed an explosive
shell in the theater there while the
Duchess of Edinburgh was present.
The consul refuses to answer questions.
The English authorities believe the af-
fair is the outcome of a Nihilist con-
spiracy.

Postponed by the King.

Belgrade, Dec. 24.—King Milan has
postponed the opening of the skupt-
schiua until Saturday next. His maj-
esty has appointed fifteen .representa-
tives to report to the skuptschina a
draft of the revised constitution. The
Radical members vehemently oppose
the new constitution.
