Tim city at-
torney, however, has in disregard of
this decision, given to the city comp-
troller his written opinion, in which he
states that liquor licenses are transfer-
able. He also informed the comp-
troller that when a person wished
to transfer his license it was
the comptrollers duly to take up the
Did license and issue a new one in lieu
of the same, to the person to whom the
old license had been transferred. The
comptroller has been following the city
attorney's advice, and in consequence a
large number of barters and sales have
been made and a great many saloons are
,it the present time being run in direct

fiance of the law as construed by the
district court.

CARVER GETTING BETTER.

An Interesting Experience for the
Newspaper Men.

Dr, Carver's shooting drew quite a
crowd to the Washington rink yester-
day, where the plucky champion rifle
shot was banging away at the little
wooden balls, even ifboth hands were
swollen to twice their natural size. In
the morning there was an accident
which came near crushing Dr. Carver
and breaking his guns. He shoots
against a heavy bulwark of two-inch
planks, held in place by big oak scant-
ling. Some 27,000 bullets had cut a big
hole in one of tho scantling, and all of
a sudden down came the bulwark, the
scantling having broken in the center.
The heavy timbers came within a few
inches of hitting Carver, whose shoot-
ing would have been forever over if he
had been Struck. The damage* was scon
repaired, and the doctor continued his
shoot. Be is "bunged up" pretty badly,
but declares that he willbreak the 60,-
--000 balls in the allotted time unless he
drops dead. He gained somewhat on
his score yesterday, and \u25a0". o'clock in the
afternoon had shot 1,000 more than on
the previous day.

There was a large attendance in the
evening when the local newspaper men
had the liftingcontest, The crowd
was a good-natured one, and when Dr.
Shinuer, the celebrated Minneapolis
rifle shoot, wanted to come in and lift
the gun as a '-newspaper man" he was
grandly guyed. At 9 o'clock Dr. Car-
ver stopped shooting and announced
that the newspaper men could now go
in and win fume and $50 all
at one shake out of the box. City
Clerk Cornman and Will Wettleson, of
the Tribune, were chosen referees and
timekeepers, and the fun began. The
reporters who had announced their in-
tention of going in to win, listened at-
tentively while Mr. Wettleson read the
rules governing the contest, and an-
nounced that the gun, a ten-pound rifle,
must be raised into position for at least
five minutes to constitute a record. The
reporters then drew lots to see who
should raise the gun lirst.

Ramsdell, of the Tribune, was the
• first victim. He "peeled"' his coat and

stepped to the front with a determined
air. Grasping the rifle in his left hand
he began the struggle. Before one
minute was up he anxiously inquired:
"Isone minute up yet." He struggled

with the gun for two minutes and fifteen
seconds, and then after going through
contortions that would have done credit
to the "human snake,'" he dropped it
and retired from the arena.

Jones, of the Journal, was second on
the list." lie wore a sweet smile as he
picked up the gun, and his blonde beard
glistened brightly as he, in his mind,
thought how he would dispose of the
$50 prize.. He started out well, and by
taking a very long aim after raising the
gun to his "shoulder, gained consider-
able time. He scored 2 minutes and 42
seconds before becoming affected with
paralysis of the arms and dropping the
rifle,"

Woodward, of the Star, felt confident
as be removed hiscapelet and took up the
gun. One minute had passed when he
ejaculated, in short jerky words: "Say
—bens— this—confounded— gun— weighs

900—pounds." He struggled
with the weapon for two minutes and
twenty-five seconds, and then dropped
Itandpnton his coat again, with some
outside help.

The thin, white-haired individual who
does the "police run" on the Globe
came up smiling. Some one kindly re-
moved his hat for him, and he went at it
in a way that caused even the most
melancholy man present to smile. Atthe
close of 1 minute and 27 seconds the
gun was suddenly lowered, with the
remark: "It's all right, but 1 prefer to
quit now, before any one gets a chance

• to see me have a conniption lit."
Bartholomew*, of the Tribune, who

has been keeping score and practicing
every day with a rifleat the rink, picked
up the gun in the prettiest manner im-
aginable. His motions reminded one
of some dreamy poem, until three min-
utes and ten seconds had passed, then
his movements became jerky and dowu
caiee the gun.

Ward, of the Star, was the last man
on the list, and he probably furnished
as much amusement as anyone. He
started out grandly and kept up a steady
motion for about two minutes. A few
seconds later his arms began to wobble
like windmills, and at 2:50 he gasped:
"I—am— to—put— —gun — up
—live— minutes— or— — " Scarcely

had he got the last, word* out of his
mouth than a convulsive shiver passed
over him and he also lowered the gun.

The crowd seemed to enjoy the fun
and greeted each victim with laughter
and pleasant little remarks, such as,
"Oh, you're no good;" "go practice
with a cane," etc. But when Dr. Car-
ver began shooting again and raised the
gun to his shoulder hour after hour
without a break, the crowd understood
what strength and endurance it re-
quired and applauded the shooter gen-
erously. During the evening the
doctor performed some very rapid
shooting and made up ail the time he
had lost on the previous day. He re-
ceived telegrams from some of the most
eminent surgeons in the country, advis-
ing him what to do for his swollen
arms, wrists and hands. Dr. Carver
shot nearly all night, now and then tak-
ing a short nap on a cot in one of the
anterooms. He looks better than he
did at the close of the second day's
shoot, and announces that he will do
more shooting to-day than on any day
previous. -/

Saturday evening there will be an in-
| teresting contest. As none of the news-

paper men sncceded in winning the $50
offered to the one who could hold up the
rifle for five minutes, Dr. Carver has
decided to allow them to shoot for it.
Any other local newspaper men who
desire to enter willbe allowed to do so.
Each man will shoot with one of Dr.
Carver's rifles at balls thrown into the
air by the boys who have been throwing
the spheres for Carver. Each reporter
will have twelve shots in all, and it has
been decided to have each contestant
shoot three times and fallback, and so
on until all have finished. To the man
making the best score Dr. Carver
will give a handsome Winchester
rifle. As some of the boys
claim to be expert rifle shots
itis anticipated that several good scores
will be made. Bets art- being made,
however, to the effect that not one of
the reports can hit a single ball when
thrown into the air. Two of the report-

ers want to use shotguns, loaded with
several ounces of shot, but as the rules
state that a rifle only shall be used it is
not probable that their request willbe
granted. None of the reporters are to
practice before the shoot. The event
willcome offat 8:30, and in spite of all
this attraction no extra admission will
be Charged.

THEY READ SUNDAYPAPERS.

A Canvass Shows That Is What
Intelligent and Religious Peo-
ple Do.
Some time ago the Globe printed an

interview with Rev. L. G. Powers, and
afterward a sermon by him, defending
the Sunday newspaper. He took the
ground that if two separate canvasses
of the city were made, embracing relig-

ious and irreligious localities, re-
spectively, it would demonstrate
that in proportion as a commun-
ity attended church, so did it
read the Sunday newspaper. He also
contended that iv proportion as a com-
munity contributed to church purposes.
so did "they read the Sunday paper. Jlis
pioposilion stirred up the ministers Who
had attacked the Sunday papers, but
none of them accepted the challenge.
The Tribune made a limited canvass,
yesterday, in five different localities,
but the result, though interesting, was
not complete enough to institute the com-
parisons,while the localities chosen were
allpeopled by the better classes, ln all,
27. families were conversed, including
1,130 persons; of these, 886 were regular
church attendants and 520 were church
members; 872 read papers six days in
the week and 964 read the Sunday
papers. In the first place, this does not
fairly represent the reading status of
the populace. The Sunday papers have
the largest circulation, and while per-
haps 15 per cent of the daily subscribers
omit the Sunday issue, this loss is more
than made up by the number who
read the Sunday issue only. The
Tribune's canvass showed no propor-
tion and drew no conclusions, but they
are easily reached. Of the church-go-
ing people who read the Sunday paper,
the Universalists lead ami the Unitari-
ans come next, in both cases there be-
ing more Sunday readers than there
were church goers. All of the Jewish
and all of the Friends' denominations
were readers. The Congresationalists
come next with 96 per cent. Episcopa-
lians !>4, Christians US, Methodists 91,
Baptists 83, Presbyterians 77, Cat holies' 70
and Lutherans 50. The figures represent
the percentage of the church goers who
read Sunday papers. Of the Lutheran,
many were foreigners who cannot read
English, which accounts for their per-
centage. In the best locality, on Park
and Portland avenues, the canvass
showed that of 2559 who attend church,
212 read the Sunday papers, while but
111 of the 888 are church members.

This canvass is very incomplete and
doubtless very inaccurate, but it cer-
tainly shows, as far as it goes, that the
Sunday papers followclosely upon re-
finement, cultivation and religion,

THE MEADER CASE.

Motion to Dismiss Denied— The
Defense Goes On.

When court convened yesterday morn-
ing the argument in regard to Header's
responsibility was continued. At the

conclusion of the argument the court

denied the motion to dismiss, and held
as follows: First, that a wheat receipt
given as collateral security is identical
with a receipt given -for wheat actually
deposited; second, that the receipt in
question representing wheat in the

This is
opposed to the strict order of the com-
mission, but it is a question whether
he does not underly the more serious
charge of compounding a felony.
