Chicago, Dec. 27.— There was a much dif-
ferent feeling in wheat at 1 p. m. to-day.
The price of May at that hour touched
$1.0414. This was 2ijc over the bottom
point yesterday, 2c over the bottom point
this morning and Hie over the closing price
last night and the opening price this morn-
ing. The market was dccidely unsettled
early. After opening at $1.03 the price
Iffbed J1.021,'2 in a few minutes, reacted to
$1.04 on covering by those who. dared not
stay short, went off again to $1,031:2, up to
$1.03%, Off to $1.03, and after 12 o'clock
the strength developed, which took the price
to $1.04 V. o'clock. The operations of yes-
terday were not understood by the crowd, and
the numerous conferences of Hutchinson
aud Fairbank on the floor, and the frequent
talks between Fairbai k and Ream, led many
to believe that the selling of yesterday and
the breaking of the market was all well un-
derstood among the big bulls in advance. In
addition to the buying by shorts, there was
good buying by Linn at the time the market
was the strongest. There was little news
from the outside, and the strength was on
tbe view the crowd took of manipulation.
Primary.wheat receipts were but little over
200.000 bu. Receipts here were 33 cars.
with 5 winter and 1 spring of No. 2 grade.
New York cleared about 16,000 bu and a
quantity offlour. At 1:10p.m. ,01 5minutes
before the close here the price of May
touched $1.05. an advance of 2c over last
night. The bear feeling in wheat justbefore
the close caused May to touch $1,051*, with
the close of the day at $1.03, or '_'<\u25a0 over yes-
terday. The corn market was steady, with
closing prices a trifle under la*t night.
Hutchinson bought some, but less than on
Wednesday, while the volume of trade was
larger. Receipts were 275 cars, with less
than 10 per cent No. '.. The estimate for
Friday is, 1.6 cars. Export clearances to-day
are 75,000 bu at New York and Philadelphia:

The Vanderbilt di-
rectors announced that their poiie.*, In
the future, would be to return 'to a
5 per cent basis on New York Central,
while an extra dividend of 1 per cent
was declared on Lake shore, and a dlvi-
dend on Cleveland, Cincinnati, Columbus «_
Indianapolis, the first in six years, was de-
clared. This, however, was the only piece of
news received during the day and it soon
became evident that it had been fully dis-
counted as usual, although on any other
kind of a market its effects might have been
pronounced. The market was narrow aud
the dealings for the most part were confined
to tha operations of the professionals, who
see-sawed prices up and down to their hearts'
content. But as that element was chiefly
bearish, the general drift was toward lower
Qguies. There was an utter lack of hull sup-
port for the first time in many days, and the
increased dearnesß ofmoney told upon the
list, rates reaching S per cent and closing
at the highest figures. There was some
covering upon the announcement of the
dividends, and again toward the close, but
the movements were feeble, and ofnospecial
importance. The coal stocks showed marked
weakness, as did also the grangers in the
forenoon, but the special feature of the deal-
ings was cotton oil, in the unlisted depart-
ment, which fed off rapidly, and, alter a
spasmodic rally toward noon, yielded again,
and its extreme decline reached 3 per cent.
Insiders claim that the stock is earning 10
per cent, and that it has no debt, but the po-
sition of the stock «poa the market does not
bear out their assertion. »New England was
the only stock, outside of the Yanderbilts.
which displayed any strength, and all of its
gain was made toward the close, when it be-
came active. London came lower this morn-
ing and this market followed suit by opening
at declines extending to % per cent, though
Union Pacific was an exception with a gain
of 14c. The dealings were small and indi-
cated little interest in the market aud such as
there was confined 10 a half dozen shares.
Cotton oil early became prominent for weak-
ness and dropped about U. per cent in the
first half hour while the stocks in the re-
gular list were held steady until later when
the dropping tendency appeared but was
checked for a time by the announcement of
the Vauderbulltdiviaenas. Afternoon how-
