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HENRY MAKES A HIT.
Irving' and Terry Appear in a

New Version of Mac-
beth.

Explorers and Experts Vouch
for the Safety of Stanley

and Emm.

Dane, the Wisconsin Murder-

Sir Henry Drummond Wolff's
Intermeddling Puts Brit-

London, Dec Henry Irving's ap-

pearance in a new version of Macbeth
at the Lyceum theater to-night is the
event Of the season. As early as 11
o'clock this morning a crowd besieged
the pit doors of the theater, bringing
ramp stools and luncheons, and spent
the remainder of the day until the doors

were opened in struggling for advan-
tageous places. The Lyceum staff of
600 people have been working night and
day during tiie week In preparing for
the opening, and the success of the first
night's performance attests the thor-
oughness with which they performed
their duties. In Mr. Irving's revival of
the play in 1575, he made a few changes
in the orthodox presentation, playing
five acts and nineteen scenes, and omit-
ting Locke's music. To-night lie pre-
sented the play in six acts and twenty-
mi" scenes, and portrayed the Thane of
Cawdor in an entirely new light, lie
entirely suppresses the nobler side of
Macbeth's character and greatly exag-

gerates his nervous prostration and
conscience-stricken moods. The ribaldry
of the porter is conspicuously abridged,
and for the first time in the history of
the stage the attack upon Banquo and
Fleance by the three murderers is
omitted. With the exception of Mac-
Duff's appearance in England, all of the
scenes are laid in the territory between
the North sea and a line drawn from
Inverness to Perth. Miss Terry, as
Lady Macbeth, wears long plaited red
hair", reaching to the ground, and in the
Bleep-walking scene is enveloped in a

lilting, cream night-gown of
knitted wool. Macbeth weal's a slight

red moustache. In the banquet scene a
magnificent table service of gold is dis-
played. Sir Arthur Sullivan has spent
many weeks of hard work in preparing
the music for the piece, and tho result
Ofhis labors is extremely gratifying.
The critics generally predict a long and
phenomenally successful run of the
play.

STANLEY is SURELY SAFE.

That Is lhe Consensus of Opinion
AmongExperts Who Have Sifted
the Itccent News from Africa.

Special Cable to the Globe.
London, Dec. 89.— The friends of

Henry M. Stanley, including a number
of African experts, after thorougly sift-
ing all the recent news from Suakim
and Zanzibar, have come to the con-
clusion that the African explorer has
not been caught by the mahdl. They
believe thai Stanley made a circuit
through the Bahr-ef-Ghazel district to
teach Emm; that while near I.ado,
which is many days' journey further
north than Wadelai, he sent a messen-
ger to Emm at Wadelai. and that this
messenger was captured at Lndo. The
mahdl obtained possession of the letter
from the Khedive to Kiniii from this
messenger, and the story of the capture

of Emm and Stanley was based upon
the documents found in his possession.
Hence there is nothing in the recent
story thai Osman Digua to prove the
capture of either Emm or Mauley,
and the hitter's friends expect shortly
to hear good news of him. sir Fran-
cis de Win ton, In an interview day.
said: "The statement of Osman Digna
that the niahdi's troops have taken
Lailo recalls the extensive spread of
the religious or fanatical movement
which has expelled the Egyptians and
their European friends from the Sou-
dan. The vast distance from Cairo lo
Khartoum can. since the Nile expedi-
tion, be to some extent realized by every
one, but Khartoum is only half-way
from Cairo to Lado. The niahdi's rule,
in short, extends over an area measur-
ing 1,500 miles from north to south,
and about the same distance from east
to west. The Arabs of the Zanzibar
coast and of the southern lake region,
though there is no evidence to connect
them With the Egyptian Soudan, seem to

closely resembling that which has been
observed in the Nile district. A period
of European oration and of super-
ficial organization under the direction
of Europeans or of more or less
civilized Mahometans has ended in
an outburst of savage fanaticism
and the expulsion of all civiliz-
ing and Christian elements. The
African world has felt the beginnings

ofthe constraining grip of civilization,
and resents with tierce reaction the in-
trusion of the foreign races. The effect
for the moment is to make a clean
Sweep of whatever had been accom-
plished by Europe, but it is only for the
moment. " Europe has taken hold of
Africa, and will not let go. The Sou-
danese, obeying the niahdi from Kor-
dofan to Suakim, making accurate prac-
tice, with the rifle at 000 yards, digging
trenches with traverses, using artillery,
etc.. are higher in the scale of civiliza-
tion than the miserable creatures who
were helpless to resist the tyranny of a
few Egyptian pashas and a few hundred
of good-for-nothing Egyptian soldiers.
Contact with the European has aroused
the African to a new life, of which the
first result has been fatal to European
rulers or settlers. The next stage in the
development will be one of the most
interesting in history.''

DANE IS IX DURESS.

The Wisconsin Murderer Cap-
tured on Lauding at Queens-
town.

• Liverpool, Dec 29.—The police
were anxiously watching to-day for the
arrival of the steamer Lord Gough.
from Philadelphia, believing that Dane,

the Wisconsin murderer, was on board.
Their anxiety was relieved, however,
by a dispatch from Queenstown, stating

that the vessel had arrived at that port,

and that Dane had been arrested there,
and remanded for hearing. He made
no resistance, He had a ticket for
Basle, Switzerland, and intended to

proceed to that country immediately.

another recounolterinj" expedition to-
day, extending to Danniauhon, Mt-rsa
and Kawie. None of the enemy was
seen.

PUT HIS FOOT IN IT.

The Intermeddling of Sir Henry
Drummond Wolffin Persian Af-
fairs Results Disastrously to

Britishers.
Special Ca't.le to the Globe.

London*, Dec. 29.—British politicians
are becoming very uneasy about the
imprudent activity of Sir Henry Drum-
mond Wolff, the British envoy at Tehe-
ran, which has caused serious disputes
between Russia and Persia, each re-
sulting in the humiliation of the latter
ppwer, and lias had a disastrous effect
upon English interests in Persia.
When the dispute with regard to plac-
ing a Russian agent at Meshed arose
Sir Henry Drummond Wolffwas warned
that his attempt to curtail the legiti-
mate scope of Russian power in North
Persia was sure lo fail upon the czar's
faintest menace. It would be as im-
prudent if a Russian envoy at Teheran
would oppose the placing of an English
consul at Bushire or Bagdad. The Per-
sian government must eive way to Rus-
sia. in any matter in which England
is not prepared to sustain her, and the
British government will indeed have en-
tered upon a period of madness when
they shall undertake to guarantee the
Inaccessible frontier of North Persia.
Lord Lansdowne. viceroy of India, act-
ing under the instructions from Lord
Salisbury, settled the difficulty by re-
questing the shah of Persia to grant the
desired concessions to Russia, but the
effects of Sir Henry Drummond Wolff's
intermeddling with Russian interest in
Persia did not stop here. Hardly had
the British envoy obtained important
trading concessions from the Teheran
government by having the Karun river
as far as the town of Ahwax thrown
open to the commerce of the world than
Russia sent an ultimatum to the Per-
sian government, which was answered
Thursday by a decree limiting navi-
gation on the Karun to the
part below Ahwaz, ' and mak-
ing other restrictions detrimental
to English trade and favorable to Rus-
sia. The opening of this river, which
discharges into the Persian gulf by way
of the Shah-el-Arab, involved a great

commercial advantage of England.
Ahwaz is a town in the province of
Khuzistan, about forty miles nearer the
sea than .Sinister, and the Russians
were afraid that commerce with oilier
nations in this region, and especially
with England, would mean a corre-
sponding loss to them in their trade on
the Caspian. Russians are intensely
angry at the policy of Sir Henry Drum-
mond Wolff at Teheran. The Russian
papers regard his actions as a re-open-
ing of the Central Asian question, and
there is little doubt that unless Sir
Henry Drummond Wolff is recalled,
Lord Lansdowne will Unci it exceed-
ingly difficultto maintain peace and to
promote the financial improvement
which he announced that be ardently
desired, when entering upon his career
as viceroy of India.

MURDERED AND MUTILATED.

Imitators of Jack the Ripper Do a
Wooily Job at Bradford.

London*, Dec. 29.— mutilated
body of a boy was found in an outhouse
at Bradford this morning. it was lec-

ognlzed as that of John Gill, eight years
of age, who when last seen alive was
sliding on the ice with some compan-
ions. The boy had been brutally mur-
dered. His legs and arms had been
Chopped offin a rough manner and tied
to his body; his ears had been cut off;
there were two stab wounds in his chest,
and ids heart and entrails had been torn
out. The remains when found were
wrapped in a rough covering. The po-
lice believe, from the clumsy manner
in which the body was mutilated, that
the crime was the work of drunken
lads, whose imaginations had been In-
flamed by reading accounts of the
Whitecbapel atrocities. It is supposed
the murder and butchery were com-
mitted in some other place and the re-
mains afterwards carried by the perpe-
trators to the outhouse in which they
were found. The crime has created the
greatest excitement at Bradford. A
milkman has been arrested on suspicion
of having committed the crime. The
murdered boy had occasionally accom-
panied him on his rounds.* The pris-
oner was the first to recognize the re-
mains. It is certain the body was
placed in the outhouse between the
hours of 4 and 7 this morning.

The accused milkman, whose name
is Barrett, was taken before the magis-
trate this afternoon and charged with
being the last person who saw the boy
alive. The boj when last seen was in
the prisoner's company, and when he
was missed the milkman was asked if
he knew anything about his where-
abouts. Re denied any knowledge of
him. A bloody sack and a knife lining

the wounds in the boy's chest have
been found in the prisoner's lodgings.

He has been remanded for trial. The
murder has created a sensation equal to
that produced by the Whitechapel
butcheries. It appears that tiie lad was
in the habit of accompanying the milk-
man on his morning rounds. On Thurs-
day he went with him as usual, with-
out having had his breakfast Later
the milkman returned without the boy.
Mrs. Gill inquired as to the whereabouts
of her son. and was told that he was
coasting with some other boys a short
distance away. The milkman's answers :
to subsequent questions were very
evasive, anil aroused suspicion of foul
play previous to the discovery of the
boy's mutilated body. It is believed by
many that the child was murdered to
prevent the discovery of another crime,
of which he was a witness.

CELESTIALS CORNERED.

The English Government De-
" mands That the Chinese Author-

ities Hand Over the Murderers
ofDagleish.

Special Cable to ihe Globe.
London, Dec. 29.—The British gov-

ernment has addressed strong repre-
sentations to the Chinese government
in regard to Dada Mahommed Khan
and his accomplices, the murderers of
Mr. Dagleish. The government of In-
dia has now satisfied itself that the man
Is in Chinese-Turkestan; that his

whereabouts are well known to Chinese
authorities there, and that immediately
after the murder he fled to Kashgar,
where he remained for some time. Al-
though the Chinese officials knew who
he was and were aware of the crime he
had committed, no attempt was made to
arrest any of the party, and it is sup-
posed that the authorities in Kashgar
were bribed. The Russian consul at
Kashgar took immediate precautions to
have them captured if they crossed into
Russian territory; but they felt safe,
apparently, in the Chinese dominions.
It is probable that the Pekin govern-
ment ill now require the local authori-
ties to arrest and retain them in custody
for the present.

County Authorities in Dakota. y

Jamestown, Dak., Dec. Testi-
mony was taken to-day by Judge Rose •
in a case of importance to the whole; :

The elevator companies' have
systematically evaded the assessment
la-vs of the territory by shipping their
wheat out before the Ist of May, at
which time the amount in store has
been reported and made the basis of the
assessment. On April 1 the Northern
Pacific Elevator company had 100.000
bushels of grain stored in its elevator at
La Moure. This amount was diminished
by May 1 to 5,000 bushels, and that
amount reported to the assessor."

The ele-
vator companies claim to be merchants
buying and selling for a profit, and that;
their wheat assessment should be made
May 1, at the same time as the stock of
other merchants is assessed.

cific elevator there was assessed for the
amount ofstock April 1, 100,000 bushels.;
The company protested before the
county board of equalization, and
the assessor being sustained, ap-
pealed to Judged The question
at issue is whether wheat is merchan-
dise, If not, it is assessable April I,
and the opportunity to run wheat out
of the territory and evade the assess-,
ment law is less favorable. The prac-
tice of elevators in this respect and the ;
importance to the counties is seen from;
the fact that if wheat belonging to one
company had been assessed May 1 the
tax would have been less that SloO,
while $1,000 was the amount of the tax
when assessed April 1. Argument in
the case willbe heard some time in tne
future. Thomas &Davis, of Fargo, are
the attorneys for the Elevator company
and J. M.:Bartholomew from La Moure
county. The legislature will probably
be asked to amend the. law governing
such assessments and make it more
definite.

Hence the President-elect Will
Not Denounce the Proposed In-
augural Ball. '

Preachers— is some sort of
preachers— are in dreadful distress
about that and are urging Gen.

Gen. Harrison is a Christian man. His
Christian character is of a fiber strong
and sturdy, and yet, we believe entirely
courteous and Christlike. We do not be-
lieve that Gen. Harrison will "lead the
german," or march with some leader of
fashion in a stately minuet, as did (Jen.
Washington, whose memory is not
anaethematized because he did so.
But Gen. Harrison is not likely to re-
peat the'folly of attempting, as presi-
dent of the United States.to dictate or to
regulate the social customs and man-
ners of 65,000,000 Qf people. His official
and personal Influence will be on the
side ofgood morals, of a sound lifecon-
ducted on sound principles. The evils
of the dance and the ball room, what-
ever they may be, would not be lessened
by any aittion on the f part of
Gen. Harrison, or of auy one
else, which would smack more of
boorishness than of morality. There is
a time for all things; and there is a
time, possibly, for preachers and
others to inveigh against the modern
dance; but for anybody or society to
ask Gen. Harrison to interfere
impertinently, by deed or ac-
tion, with a custom that has
obtained from the foundation of the
government, and a custom which many
good people believe to be entirely
proper, simply shows how very far
some otherwise well meaning people
are from knowing as much as they
should know, or of eten acting up to
the light they have.

The President Lays Away a Bill
* Appropriating Cash for the. Re-

liefof Sailormen.

Dec. 20.— 1t has just
been discovered that the president lias
pigeonholed the bill appropriating $750
to each of the officers and $109 to each
of tho enlisted men whose personal
effects were lost by tho sinking of the
Tallapoosa offNew Bedford, Mass., in
1883. It was sent to the president on
Oct. 9, congress adjourned on the 20th,
and, as it was not signed ivithin that
period, its friends supposed that it had
been overlooked and any way had be-
come a law without the president's sig-
nature. When the bills were finally
sent to the state department from
the White house, the Tallapoosa bill
was again, missing. It has now
transpired that the president thought
the amounts allowed were excessive,
and that while be did not care to veto it,
he was not disposed to allow it to be-
come a law. It is given out from the
White house that the bill reached tin-
president on the morning of tlio loth of
October and was receipted for on that
day. One Sunday (the 14th) intervened,
so that the actual time between the en-
rollment and the adjournment of con-
cress was only nine days. The officers
are very much disappointed by the news
and have already taken steps to test the
legality ofsuch a proceeding through

the courts.
