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HISGOCK GETS HUFFY.,

His Conference With the
President-E:ect Not at All
Satisfaetory.

General Smashing of Slates
and Breaking Up of Bo-
gus Cabinets.

Blaine Expresses His Inten-
tion of Making a Pilgrim-
age to Hoosierdom.

McKinley's Candidacy for the
Speakership Is Merely a
Big Bluff.

INDIANAPOLIS, Jan. 8.—If external
Indications are any guide in such mat-
ters, then this has been a veritable red
letter day with Gen. Harrison for cabi-
net-making and smashing spurious cab-
inets. The weather favored the work
in hand. as it was a clear, bright day,
enabling a skillful workman to adjust
and join with nicety. Of course, the
chief interest of the day centered in the
visit of Senator Hiscock, who arrived
from Washington at 12:30 and - drove at
once to the New Dennison, where he
registered, made a hasty toilet and
drove direet to the residence of the
president-eleet, arriving about 1 o’clock,
just in time for the noonday meal,which
proves that he was an expected guest.
Luncheon over, the general and his
guest repaired to the library, where
they remained closeted until 3:15, when
the senator took his leave. Occasion-
ally the general was interrupted in his
consultation with the distinguished
New Yorker by the entrance of the
servant bearing the cards of callers, a
few of whom got to see the general for
a moment only, while the others, who
called to shake hands, or out of mere
curiosity, were told that he was spe-
cially engaged and requested to call
again. Two or three callers who failed
to see him

WENT AWAY DISGRUNTLED,
unable to appreciate the value of his
time under the circumstances. He has
made it an invariable practice since the
day of his nomination to see every
caller, if he was at home; but there are
occasions. like to-day, when he found it
necessary to refuse -himself to a few.
No third party was present during the
long conference with Senator Hiscoek;
fore no one is able to state posi-
sly what passed between them, un-
less one or the other chooses to divulge.
‘The writer saw the president-elect, and
had quite a lengthy conversation with
him, but he adroitly refrained from giv-
ing the slightest hint as to the New

York senator’s mission. He talked
fréely of the visit, but said nothing
not already known, inquiring inad-
vertently whether the correspondents

had succeeded in interviewing the sen-
ator. Their efforts in this direction
were zealous enough, but almost bar-
ren of results, as the senator, whose
earriage never left the door during his
long conference, drove rapidly to the
hotel, grabbed his satchel, inquired
how much his bill was, and when he
found it cost nothing to leave his auto-
graph atan Indianahostlery he thanked
the clerk and walked briskly to his car-
riage, refusing to stop a moment or say
a word when solicited. He
SEEMED A LITTLE FLUSTRATED

and in rather bad humor. Arriving at
the depot, he must pass -through a cor-
don of reporters who lay in wait. They
succeeded in halting him at the iron
gateway, where the crowd detained
rxim. and to their numerous inquiries,
he simply said:

“Gentlemen, my visit was an uneventful
one, both politically and personally.”

These are the words that three of the
correspondents who were present at-
tribute to him, and they agree that the
distinguished gentleman- still labored
under an apparent disgruntled state of
mind. either real or assumed. He board-
ed the 3 o’clock train for Cleveland. and
it is said he will visit his home 11 New
York state before returning to Wash-
ington. Not much importance is at-
tached to the single expression he made,
as it is thought if his mission had
proved a fruitless one, he would not
have made the remark, His apparent
ill humor, however. which is not
chronie with him, when con-
sidered in connection with the genial
complacent frame of mind in which the
writer discovered Gen. Harrison only an
hour or so later, is more significant than
the words attributed to the big senator.
After a long day’s conference with sev-
eral distinguished public men, it
would seem but natural that Gen. Har-
rison should show signs of fatigue and
an absence of his usual urbanity. On
the contrary, he was without a sign ot
worry or dissatistaction. A good many
ol Gen. Harrison’s close friends believe
the cabinet is about finished, and if
these incidents are of any interest or
value they would secem to strengthen
this view of the situation. But the day
brought another senatorial pilgrim in
the person of Preston B, P.umb, of
Kansas, who arrived this morning from
the West and made a futile endeavor to
visit the president-elect and get out of
the city without his presence being dis-
covered by the correspondents, an im-
possible feat. He was accompanied out
to the house by Hon. W. H. Calkins,
who left him with Gen. Harrison. His
conierence was less than an hour and
he left at 2 o’clock for Washington. In
an interview, Senator Plumb said he
merely stopped over to have a general
talk with the president-elect.

HE HAD NO SPECIAL MISSION,
and was not specially invited to call.
He was not pressing any name for a
eabinet position; Kansas had no candi-
date. All that the people of Kansas
wanted was the privilege to vote forand
sustain the Republiean party, nothing
more. He was in favor of an extra ses-
sion of congress, and believed that
party and public necessity would in-
duce President Harrison to call congress
together. He was in favor of a vigor-
ous and early investigation by congress
of the alleged suppression of the col-
ored vote m the South. He thought Mr.
Blaine would sit at the head of the new
cabinet. As to the situation in New
York state, he was not well enough
yosted to express an intelligent opinion.
}Ic was highly gratified with his visit to
the president-elect, and predicted an
administration that would satisfy the
country in every respect. Another vis-
itor of prominence was Hon. Moses W,
Field, of Detroit, one of the regents of
Michigan university, and during the
eampaign of 1878 chairman of the na-
tional Greenback executive committee.
In the late campaign he, with a large
majority of Michigan Greenbackers,
ardently supported . the Republican
ticket on the tariff issue. His talk with
Gen. Harrison was necessarily brief.
If he came here with a special object.
he kept it to himself. He talked freely,
howeve §, and said. among other things,
that be A\ad no doubt whatever but that

of President Harrison’s ecabinet. He

POSITIVE ON 'THIS POINT,

and was equally positive in his opinion
that Mr. Blaine would be seeretary of
state. e regarded both of these ap-
pointments as settled some time ago.
Among other visitors were Hon. Henry
Mack, state senator from Hamilton
county, Ohio, and Hon. H. A. Hawkins,
of Tennessee, the late defeated Repub-
lican candidate for governor of that
state. Mr. Hawkins spent an hour with
Gen. Harrison this evening. e says
his visit_is partly political, but largely
social. He went into the Southern situ-
ation at considerable length in talking
with the president-elect, and is strenu-
ously in favor of an extra session of
congress and a speedy investigation of
what he terms the “‘outrage’ perpetrated
upon Republican voters in ‘Tennessee
and other states at the recent election.
He says that a fraudulent count of the
vote in six of the counties where black

1 population is largest caused his defear.

The county officers, instead of selecting
the election judges and inspectors from
the two parties, appointed none but
Demoerats, and they had their own way
about counting the vote. “Was there
no recourse?” he was asked. *“None
that I know of,”” he replied. Mr. Haw-
kins is a second cousin of Alvin Haw-
kins, the Republican who was elected
governor of Tennessee in 1850 and who
is now being urged by Tennessee Re-
publicans as the representative of the
South in the cabinet. His friends ask
the position of postmaster general for
him. Mr. Hawkins stated that he did
not press his cousin’s name for eabinet
recognition. but

SUGGESTED THREE NAMES
to Gen..Harrison, either of whom would
be satisfactory to his section, to wit:
Alvin Hawkins, Judge Baxter, of Nash-
ville, or Mr. Murray, of Knoxville.
What the Republicans of the South par-
ticularly want, says Mr. Hawkins, and
want it early, is a national election law
that will take the presidential and con-
gressional election machinery entirely
out of the hands of the state legisla-
tures. He will not state, for publica-
tion, what, if any, views Gen. Ilarrisuu
expressed on these subjects. Among
other visitors were Judge E. B. Martin-
dale and Col. W. R. Thompson, ex-sec-
retary of the navy. Col. Thompson
brought the general a very handsome
present from the Columbia club of Terre
Haute. 1t consists of four celluloid
tablets fastened with a gold knot and en-
cased in a rich morocco box, the cover
of which bears in gold letters simply the
name *“Gen. Benjamin Harrison.” The
first tablet bears a beautiful etching of
the old log cabin at North Bend, in
which Gen., Harrison was bern. At the
top of the second tablet is a finely exc-
cuted vignette of America, and beneath
are the engraved words

HOSTILITIES AT AW END.

The ““Q” Sirike Is Now Praclically a
Thing of the Past.

They requested time there-
fore to exchange telegrams with the
Boston office and they have no aoubt
that full authority will be received to
accept any proposition of the committee

FAIR AND REASONABLE,

When the committee of nine called
at the general offices of the Burlington
this morning Vice-presidents Stone and
Peasley were waiting advices from Bos-
ton, and asked that the conference be
delayed until 3 o’clock in the afternoon.

BERLIN, Jan. 3.—Sir R. D. Morier has
caused to be published his correspond-
ence with Herbert Bismarck in refer-
ence to the charges made by the Cologne
Gazette that he revealed German state
secrets to the French at the time of the
Franco-German war. The correspond-
ence shows that Morier wrote
Marshal Bazaine inquiring whether
he had ever made the charge in
conversation, as alleged by the Ga-
ette to the effect that the first news of
the Germans erossing the Moselle was
conveyed to him by WMorier. Bazaine
replied with an emphatic denial, which
was sent to Herbert Bismarck with an

appeal that he as a man of
honor, would cause an immedi-
ate refutation of the charge
to be inserted in the Gazette. Count

Herbert, in his reply, regretted that
neither the contents nor tone of the
communication enabled him to comply
with such astonishing demands and
outstep the limits imposed by his offi-
cial position inregard to the press.
Sir Robert responded that the only
course now open to him was to publish
the entire correspondence. He added
that while he did not share the belief,
yet the belief was general, that the con-
tributor of the article to the Gazette de-
rived his inspiration from official
seurces.”

FRANCE’S BEST FRIEND,

Boulanger Says He Is the Identi-
cal Fellow.

PAris, Jan. 3.—Gen. Boulanger, in
an address to the electors of the depart-
ment of the Seine, says:

Those members of parliament who did
their ntmost to make ‘me ineligible were be-
side themselves at the idea of seeing me
elected. My sword caused them anxiety,
and they deprived me of it. But now the;
are more anxious than they were when
wore the sword. Really, it is not me they
fear, but universal suffrage, whoseé repeated
judgments testity to the disgust which their
incapacity. base intngues_.and fanciful dis-
cussions inspired. In order to avoid being
compelled to accuse themselves, they charge
me with the most improbable dictatorial
projects. When a minister, I was overthrowu
under the pretext that I was the personifica-
tion of war. Now Iam opposed as the per-
sonification of a diciatorship. If I could
ever have entertained the idea of playing
dictator, it would have been when, as min-
ister of war, I had the twhole army in my
own hands. There has been nothing in my
conduct to justify such a suspicion. Iac-
cepted the sympathies of all without dream-
ing ot stealing popularity from any. There
is nothing dictatorial in a programme that
demands constitutional revision by the most
democratic system by a constituent assembly.
The Republican leaders had confidence in
my Republicanism when they opened to me
the doors of the cabinet. Ichallenge the Re-
publicans to cite a single act or profession
in which I have not plainly suvported the
republic. But I desire, as France desires,
something besides a combination of ambi-
tions and greed. France thirsts for justice,
for equity, for disinterestedness.

Mr. Mangler states that $4,060 was the
amount stolen by Vines, so that the
package is 8129 short. Vines was
brought up from the hold-over and
askea where the balance of the
money was. He said he did no 1know
how much money he had taken or how
much there was in the sack.

Mangler gave him the figures. “What
shortage does that leave?”’ Vines in-
quired. *‘One hundred and twenty
nine dollars,” replied Mr. Mangler. *I
gave $100 to my pal, and I don’t know
where the rest went. The money I
gave him was for traveling expenses.”
“Did you buy anything out of the
money?”’ “Yes; I paid $ for that
trunk I came in, and paid the rent of
the room out of it, but my partner paid
for his ticket and the expressman out
of the $100. I did not blow myself very
much but laid very low.” *Who was
your partner?” “That I wili not tell.
He had nothing to do with it. 1 roped
him into it.” ‘The money was shipped
to Chicago by express to-day and Vines
will in all probabillty be taken back in
the moining.

DEATH IS VERY NEAR.

Murderer Scl-:rp’s—Spouse too 111
to Be Served With a Warrant.

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 3.—A warrant
was this afternoon 1ssued for the arrest
of Mrs.Sehoop,the wife of Jgcob Schoop,
the confessed murderer of Anutoine
Schilling. The warrant was issued on
the strength of the sworn statement of
a daughter of Schoop by a former mar-
riage, in which she declared that her
step-mother had frequently urged her
father to Kkill Schilling so that they
could get possession of his money. Miss
Schoop also testified that her step-
mother had asked her to put poison in
Schilling’s coffee.

HIS NECK WAS BROKEN.

Parricide Elder Expiates His
Crime on the Gallows.

MAY’s La~NpiNa, N. J., Jan. 3,—Rob-
ert Elder, the parricide, was executed
here to-day. -The drop fell at 12:07
o’clock p. m. When the drop fell El-
der’s body was jerked almost to the top
beam of the scaffold, and then it fell
back with a quiver and there was a con-
vulsive movement of the arms and legs.
County Physician Riley, atter the body
had hung for five minutes, said there
was no pulsation of the heart, and ten
minutes afterward he was pronounced
dead. Elder slept last night from 11
o’clock until 2:45 this morning. Then
he woke up, and, at his request, a num-
ber of newspaper men, sang religious
hymns with him until 4:30. He retired
to his cell then and slept soundly until
7 o’clock. When deputy Sheriff Moore
brought in his breakfast he ate a piece
of toast and a poached egg and drank a
cup of coffee. Soon after 10 o’clock the
condemned man dressed himself in an
entire new outfit of clothing presented
him by Sheriff Johnson. His religious
advisers, Rev. J. E. Peters and Rev. T.
C. Carman, came in and conducted re-
ligious services, in whieh he joined
heartily. He ate lunch at 11:45, and at
12:04 the procession was formed and
Elder marched firmly tothe gallows.
While the clergymen were reading
Seriptural passages SheriffiJohnson pin-
ioned Elder’s feet with straps and his
hands with manacles. Deputy Risley

.fixed the noose and drew the black cap,

and a moment later the rope was cut.
Elder’s neck was broken and his heart
ceased to beat in four and three-quar-
ters minutes. 3

The crime for which Robert Elder paid the

nality ot his life on the gallows was the
ggliberate. premeditated murder or his
father, William J. Elder, in front of the lat-
ter’s home, near Hammonton, on Saturday,
Aug. 4 last. The murderer was a young man
of twenty-seven years, who had frequent
quarrels with his father on accountof the
parent’s eruel treatment of his fourteen-year-
old brother Thomas. Robert Elder went to
his father’s house on the day of the murder
to get his younger brother’s clothes. He
guarreled with his father, and when they
came out of the house the murdered man
jumped down into the road and advanced
towards his son, who drew a revolver and
shot his father four times in the breast. The
murderer ran down the road with the smok-
ing revolver in his hand and escaped to the
home of his uncle at Medford, where he gave
himself up the next day. It wasshown on
the trial that the prisoner zad frequently
threatened to kill his father, and he admit-
ted that he went to Philadelphia a few days
before the shooting and purchased the re-
volver for that gnrpose. He claimed to have
been in mortal dread of his father, and said
he shot him in self-defense. The prisoner
showed remarkable nerve during the trial,
and maintained his composure even when
his mother, brother and sister bade him good-
bye yeslerday.

MILLIONS IN DISPUTE.

Attorney General Garland
Seeks Recompense for
Land Spoliation.

The Northern Pacific Railroad
Company Must Come Into
Court.

Trespassers Since 1869 Havg
Been Committi ng Irrep-
arable Damage.

Territorial Courts Impede In-
stead of Facilitating
Progress.

Probably one of the most important
cases that has been filed in the United
States district court for many years was
recorded yesterday afternoon. The
United States of America has com-
menced an action against the North
ern Pacific Railroad company whick
involves between five and six milliont
dollars. 1t is charged that ever sincd
the road has been built, about 1869, if
has been trespassing upon government
land along its line, denuding govern-
ment timber lands and ecausing an ir-
remediable loss and damage to the gov-

ernment and its constituents.
The  encroachments extend to
and upon lands and timber
domain in  various parts  of

1daho, Washington Territory, Montana
and Minnesota. In Montana it has cut
over 50,000,000 feet, worth $1,000,000; in
Idaho 10,000,000 feet, worth $200,000; in
Washington territory 20,000,000 feet,
worth $400,000; and in Minnesota
over 200,000,000 feet, worth §3,000,000.
The discovery of the trespass was
first made in July, 1879. The
road, which was stumping the time
ber on the lands it owned under the
grant, which was every alternate sece
tion, and which was not yet surveyed,
instead of confining itself to such

alternate section, cut continuously
along the line of its lands.
The government made numerous

requests that the road desist in its tres-
passes and devastation of governmens
timber. It was warned of the conse«
quences of its unlawful appropriations,
but refused to consider government
right and title and absolutely refused ta
quit the work which was to be such an
irreparable damage to the governmeng
and the country. The government
tried on numerous ocecasions 1o
bring suit against the company in
the = territories wherein it had
been and was still operating, but the
lack of jurisdietion of territorial courts
was such as to impede any action. It
has been practically 1mpossible to obs
‘tain’ evidence, for the cowboys,
agents or officers and settlers in those
regions will not testify for fear of ine
corring the enmity of the railroads,
