\u0084 London, Jan.. s.—The week's news '
from Leopoldville and Suakim, respect-
ing Henry M. Stanley and Emm Pasha,
has created genuine enthusiasm among
their friends throughout Europe, though
as yet definite tidings are wanting.
Still" both the reports are regarded as

'confirmatory of previous reports of the
safety and movements of the two Afri-
can heroes. The information received
by the Emm Bey relief committee, to-
gether with the reports from the ser-
geant of the old Egyptian army who
had for several years been a prisoner at
Khartoum, and from Agent Ward, at
Leopoldviile, confirms the opinion of
several leading African explorers that
Stanley was the White Pasha in the
Bahr-El-O hazel, and was at Boualya on
the upper Aruwimi on Aug. 17 last;
that he did not leave there on
August 28, "presumably to rejoin
.Emm Pasha" as the dispatch from Zan-
zibar stated, but that the great explorer
bet offat the latter date either to ex-
plore the Welle-Makua or to cross the
continent towards Lake Chad or the
Upper Benue. There was no reason
"Why Stanley should have returned to
Emm. when the latter was well and had
twenty of food. Other African expior-
ers.however.belleve that Stanley didre-
-join Emm. and that the two were back
bn the upper Aruwimi in the latter
wart ofOctober last, as Stanley could
easily have started back from Aruwimi,
rejoined Emm, and returned with him
to the Upper Aruwimi within two
"months. These speculations are given
by the Emm Bey relief committee for
."what they are worth, hoping that a few
"days will substitute for them a full and
true account of what has happened, and
will conform the hopes not only that
• STANLEY IS SAFE,
but that Emm Pasha is also on his way
to a well deserved holiday in Europe.
"Other interesting news from Africa
Was received to-day. A dispatch stated
that the large expedition of the African
{Lakes company, which set out to as-
cend the Zambezi and Shiri to reach the
scene of the recent troubles at the head
of Lake Nyassa, has successfully ac-
complished its difficult journey. Lieut.
Wissmann, in an interview to-day,
Said :

The other three— the Nile, the
Congo aiid the Zambesi— all lead to the popu-
lous rep i*>n of the equatorial lakes, which is
destined some day to be the most prosperous
district In the tropical world. Each ot the
three rivers is, however, shut off from navi-
gation in its lower course, so a way to the in-
terior can only be reached by an overland
croute from the coast, striking the river above
the cataract section of its course. Such an
Overland route has been to some extent made
.-v the African Lakes company for the Zam-
besi, and their efforts are now directed
to covering it and keeping it open. The
projected railway to Stanleypool is to per-
form the same function for the Congo. The
upper Nile, the waterway from the Victoria
yyanza to Khartoum and Berber, is acces-
sible only from Suakim. The importance of
'Suakim to the world at large, therefore, is

I that it in the gate of the Soudan, and that it
must become, as soon as commerce has
"begun to exert any perceptible influence on
Central Africa, the great trading port ofthe
upper Nile basin.

. The French are indefatigable in their
efforts to open and develop trade
'routes in their new possessions in Ton-
quin, but their success so far has not
"been commesurate with their energy.
One of the most remarkable explora-
tions for commercial purposes made in
later years in these regions was the
recent journey of M. Pavie, French
vice consul at Luang Prabang, on the
Meikong in Siam. Leaving this place,
he traveled northwest through the Laos
states, reaching the Black river, a
branch of the Red river of Tonquin,
down which he traveled to

SONTAT AND THE DELTA.
It was hoped by this discovery of a

practicable route from Siam into Ton-
quin, from the Meikong to the Red
river, that the whole trade of the
region had been brought to the feet of
the French merchants in Tonquin.
Three times M. Pavie performed the
"Journey successfully. A fourth time
She set out from Sontay in a small
steamer to demonstrate that tho Black
river was navigable almost to the
border of the Laos states. He passed
Some rapids in safety, but at last the
'steamer was dashed against the rocks
and stove in. A few days later the ves-
sel was carried off by a freshet and
totally destroyed, and this mishap will
probably put an end to any attempt to
employ the Black river as a trade route
forsome time to come. The Red river
has already proved impracticable as a
route into Yunnan, aud it now appears
'that Tonquin, in fact, posses no natural
Jtrade routes whatever, the rivers, being
Useless for the purpose. Although the
Chinese government appears tobe in no
treat hurry to come to an arrangement
with that of Great Britain in regard to
Chinese emigration to British colonies,,
the Fekin authorities are nevertheless
equipping themselves for the discussion
of the question.

FRIENDS' GIGANTIC FRAUD
Business Men Worried Over the Electric

Sugar Refining Swindle.

THE WIDOW IS NOT WORRIED.

She Says the Company Is Trying to
Force from Her a Priceless

Secret.

New York, Jan. The leading
topic ofconversation among the brokers
and business men down town to-day is
the great expose of the late Prof.
Friend's electric sugar refining com-
pany. Secretary Robertson, of the de-
funct concern, while sitting inhis office
to-day was nearly paralyzed by a well-
known Wall street man asking him for
ten shares, offering him $10 each for
them. Mr. Robertson told the man the
shares were worthless. The man in-
sisted, and the sale was effected. The
purchase of these shares to-day was for
the purpose, it is said, of "squeezing"
W. E. Howard when he is caught. How-
ard is the man who swore before a no-
tary public that he had seen the "pro-
fessor" refine raw sugar by electricity.
It is now hinted that Friend is not dead
at all. There has not been anybody
found so far who has seen his corpse.
His death is said to have occurred two
days before the blizzard last March.

COTTEKII/t. S claim.
Ann Arboe, Mich.. Jan. s.—Presi-

dent Cotterill, of the Electric Sugar re-
finery, was found at the Arlington this
morning. He says that the report that
he is here to procure the arrest of Mrs.
Friend is news to him. He cannot talk
to the press now, but promises develop-
ments in a few days, He denounces the
claim made by Mrs. Friend that tho
contract made with her does not specify
raw cane sugar, but only cane sugar, as
an unmitigated falsehood. The process
is far too expensive to put on the mar-
ket. There is no question, he says, but
that the product is finer than that pro-
duced by any known process, and would
sell better than ordinary refined sugar
if it could be made from raw
sugar. The deception . consists in
manipulating refined sugar instead
of refining sugar by a , new
process. On behalf of Mrs. Friend the
claim is made that Prof. Friend in-
vented two distinct processes, one for
making a superior" article of sugar from
refined sugar, and the other for making
it from grapes, and that the latter is
worth millions. President Cotterill
pronounces this "humbug," but says
that if there is anything in the grape
process the company is entitled to it.
Mrs. Friend's attorney says that there

I was
NO INTENTIONALFRAUD,

but that the company expected more
than was promised. She says that the
company was to furnish money to equip
a refinery for refining the sugar by
Friend's secret process. The company
alleged the refining was to be done from
the sugar cane. This she cannot do.
The contract her husband made was to
refine the sugar at 80 cents a ton, or to
sell out his stock and secret for $250,000
after everything was running. The
company has been running five years
and put in over $300,000, but no sugar
has been refined for the market. Mrs.
Friend says that tho company are now
trying to force from her another secret
by which she mades a superior article of
sugar from grapes, instead of getting
the secret their contract calls for. The
last secret she refuses to divulge for

No arrests have been made and none
even threatened by the company's
agent, who returned to New .York
Wednesday. Mrs. Friend is the only
one of the party interested in the trans-
action, the others being merely em-
ployes.

She is a sharp-
eyed, brainy old lady, with a deter-
mination not to give away what she
knows further than to say that if the
New Yorkers have broken open the
Electric sugar refinery they have "'lost
all their rights, and it would have been
well if the process had been lost when
Friend died last March; also that she is
sure Mr. Howard and Mrs. Friend are
able to take care of themselves. Since
the opening of the sugar business the
Howards and friends have cut a big
swath here, building elegant homes and
living as gentlemanly farmers with
princely incomes from some source not
generally understood, though not with-
out a taint of suspicion. They bought
the best, lived high, drove elegant
equipages and traveled much between
here and New York. The village is

Berlin, Jau. Count Herbert .Bis-*
m arck last night gave a diplomatic din-
ner, at which Count Schouvoloff, the
Russian ambassador; M. Herbelet, the
French ambassador, and other heads of
legations were present. During the
course of the evening Count Herbert
was speaking to Count yon Hatzfeldt,
the German minister to England, and
promised under request of the emperor
to exonerate Sir Robert Morier, the

-ambassador to Russia, from any
charges connected with the Bazaine in-
cident. This result was communicated
to Morier, who expressed himself as
dissatisfied. He says that as offi-
cial prints make the charge there
must "be an officialwithdrawal. Lord
Salisbury in a personal communication
to Prince Bismarck, asks him to order a
direct statement that the whole charge
is absurd. Emperor William and the
whole court went to-day to Grunewald
to hunt wildboars. So many Berliners
yesterday went to the opera house to
see a dress rehearsel of a play relating
to the first Hohenzollern elector of
Nuremberg, that the authorities di-
rected a change in the plot on the
ground that it reflected on the royal
family. At the last state dinner in the
schloss the band performed a parade
march composed by Prince Henry.
Lieut. Wissmann,whose regiment is the
Second foot guards, is now attached .to
the foreign officefor special

SERVICE IN EAST AFRICA.
In consequence . of this appointment

the Emm relief committee bas relieved
Wissmann from all connection with the
relief expedition, and has nominated
Dr. Peters chief leader, in place of
Wissmann. Wissmann's post under
the foreign office is understood to be
that of imperial commissary of Germany
and has nothing to do with the East Af-
rica company. The Landtag is convoked
for the 14th inst. A measure will be
presented increasing the king's civil list
by 3,000,000 marks, this sum being addi-
tional to the amount requested from the
reichstag. The semi-officialpapers argue
that the allowance should be more. Ac-
cording to the feeling inBerlin it ought

to be double the amount asked. The
loyal ty of the Berliners toward the em-
peror has led to a caution from the
North German Gazette against crowd-
iug upon the carriages of the imperial
party when out driving. The Gazette
says:

The repeated ovations recently given to
their majesties while out driving has more
than once given rise to inconveniences.
Crowding too near their carriages, and es-
pecially running before them, is enough to

ate the horses restive; moreover, when
persons incautiously approach the carriages
tbey often run great danger. Apart from the
accidents arising from these causes, too im-
petuous crowding upon their majesties is in-
compatible with that feelingofrespect which
ought to be shown to them, and the absence
ofwhich deprives the demonstrations of the
character of a genuine ovation. Withregard
to the throwingof letters and petitions into
the emperor's carriage, it should be known
that itis better to deliver such documents at
the court marshal's office.

The Reichsanzeiger publishes a re-
script from Emperor William to Bis-
marck, dated Dec. 81. Itreads:

Dear Prince : The year which has brought
us such heavy visitations and such irrevoca-
ble losses draws to an end. It is a joyand
solace to think that you still stand loyally by
my side with fresh strength to enter upon
the New Year. From my whole heart I in-
voke upon you happiness and blessings, but
above all uninterrupted good health. Itrust
to God that Imay still be long permitted to
labor with you for the welfare and greatness
ofour fatherland. Wi_he_m.

Her Yon Boetticher, as vice president
ofthe Prussian ministry willpresent a
report to the landtag on the increase in
the civil list. The king proposes to
raise it from 12,000,000 to 15,000,000
marks, apart from the reichstag dona-
tion, which Prince Bismarck will per-
sonally announce. The papers to-day
generally comment on the Morier af-
fair. The Voslsche Zeitung remarks:

The impression that a perusal of the letter
gives is painful. .The accusations against
Morier rest on the controversial assertion of
a man who is no more. No evidence can be
adduced in support of the charge, therefore
It cannot be regarded as convincing. If cer-
tain papers which described Emperor Fred-
erick as ParisifaL the simpleton, really con-
eider it their duty to asperse every man
whom that noble man honored with his con-
fidence, they have at any rate done no good
service to the German government or to the
emperor. According to narrative of the mili-
tary event? between the 13th and 17th of
August, 1870, the Vossische Zeitung says it
is only surprising that the plain contradic-
tion between Marshal Bazaine's statement to
Maj. yon Deitz and the known historic facts
should not have been perceived by Maj.yon
Deitz himself, who seems willing to forge a
weapon with which to strike the memory of
Emperor Frederick.

The Freisennige Zeitung says:
The German people await what Count Her-

bert has to say officially on the matter. As
things stand, German diplomacy has not cov-
ered itself with glory over the question,

The National Zeitung holds that
Morier in hi3appeal to Count Herbert
was over-confident. The paper says:

Itwas a really astonishing demand to ask
the chief of the foreign office to contradict
the report of a trusted officerof the German
government. Itmust be left to the future to
show whether Bazaine will come out of the
affairas a slanderer or as a coward.

The comments suggest the similar
questions as to whether Prince Bismarck
and Count Herbert will come out of the
affair as slanderers, or as cowards.
Morier, according to the sentiment of
the English embassy here and the gen-
eral feeling in official circles, willcom-
pel Count Herbert to apologize. In the
meantime, the semi-official press shows
no signs of abating the attacks on Mo-
rier, rather trying to support the assault.
To-night's Berliner Borsen Zeitung has
a vaguely worded official statement de-
claring that the government has proof
as to the means by which Morier ob-
tained Information concerning the move-
ments and offensive plans of the Ger-
man troops; also, how he made use of
this information by sending it to the
London Times. _ _

Mr. Arthur ex-
pressed himself as exceedingly well
pleased with the terms of the Q settle-
ment, and said they were such that
would meet with the approval of all
brotherhood men. He declined to make
known its terms, but said that it was
far from an unconditional surrender on
the part of the brotherhood; that sev-
eral items of importance to the brother-
hood had been conceded by the Q offi-
cials. The following is published:

A man who stands high in lailwav circles
said. this afternoon that, while he was not at
liberty, to give the language of the agree-
ment, he. could, say that the engineers had
abandoned their. claim for the abolishment
of ! the trip . system and the inauguration of
the mileage plan as used by the other roads.
They had also withdrawn their demand for
the arbitration of the classification or graded
pay rule. On these, which were the chief
points of the strike, the company was a win-ner. On the other hand, the company had

between the two branches of the An-
cient Order of United Workmen, in
lowa, seems to be in a fair way to be
settled, as. the supreme court has sus-
tained the position taken by the orig-
inal grand lodge, that the order is an

insurance organization, not a fraternal
society merely, and that the supreme
lodge has noright to levy relief assess-
ments upon the separate beneficiary
jurisdiction of lowa. The split in the
order in this state grew out of the
adoption of the relief law by the su-
preme lodge in 1880. lowa refused
to pay the reliefcall, and was suspend-
ed, and a new lodge instituted among
the adherents of the supreme lodge.
Suit was begun in 18S3 against the orig-
inal grand lodge to recover the lodge
seal, property and name. The first trial-
resulted favorably for the supremists,
but this was reversed by the supreme
court, and that body has again sustained
the original grand lodge. It was stated
last night by one of the officers of the
supreme faction that they would give
up and litigate the matter no further.
The executive committee of the orig-
inal grand lodge seem to favor the ad-
mission ofsuch members of the supreme
faction as desire to come back, and
some of the members say that the lowa
grand lodge would not object to the su-
preme lodge having full control- of the
ritualistic work, but lowa would not
pay any assessments to the grand lodge.
The total membership of both branches
in lowa is about 12.000.
