SENTENCED FOR LIFE,
Olaf Olson Consigned to a

. Cell at Stillwater ...".'.
Prison.

The Prisoner Maintains a
Stolid Demeanor During

the Ordeal.

Lack of Support Causes a
Leading Business Firm's

Assignment.

Results of a Tour of Observa-
tion About the Saintly

City.

About 5 o'clock yesterday afternoon,
the hour set for pronouncing sentence
upon Olof P. Olson, who was indicted
and convicted of murder in the first de-
gree, the main court room, in which
Olson was tried, was peopled with a
curious crowd of spectators. Prose-
cuting Attorney Erwin filled the chair
which he had occupied during the seige
of the long trial. It was 5:15 when
Sheriff Bean led the condemned man
into the court room and gave him a seat
in the jury box. Some unaccount-
able delay . kept Judge Kelly
away until nearly . G o'clock.

Olson, during this interval; sat with
his usual glare of indifference and won-
der. He said not a word to Interpreter
Liecender, who sat by his side to inter-
pret the sentence of the judge, but sim-
ply wore that wistful look of reflection,

a seeming struggle within himself to
learn what it all meant. He gazed about
the room as usual, and followed the
moving forms of the attorneys with
serotinous eyes. No emotion of any
kind was depicted upon his counte-
nance, and when the judge, after swear-
ing the interpreter, called Olson to a
stand before the court, he complied
with the same apathetic expression that
has astonished every one. With his
face toward the judge, and the inter-
preter

STANDING BY IIIS SII>E,
the judge informed him of the nature
of the occasion, and commanded the in-
terpreter to tell Olson why he was be-
fore the court. Then Judge Kelly,
with a look of mingled pity and sorrow,
asked the prisoner the following ques-
tion which was repeated to Olson by the
interpreter: "OlafP. Olson, have you
anything to say why the sentence of
the court and "law shall not be pro-
nounced upon you?" A hushed silence
prevailed as the assembly waited for
the reply. Olson simply answered: "I
have nothing to say, except that I am
innocent.'' »

An air of pity pervaded the room as
Olson partially turned his face toward
the spectators, andapreceptible change
was portrayed upon every feature. He
grew nervous and beads of perspiration
rolled down from his forehead and sat-
urated his beard. Then the solemn, re-
sonant tones of7 Judge Kelly's voice
rang out upon the silence, and the pris-
oner listened to the interpretions of Mr.
Liecender with bowed head.

"Say to him." said the judge, "that he
was indicted by the grand jury of Ram-
sey county of the crime of murder in the
first degree. That he was tried before
a jury of his fellowcitizens, duly sworn
to de.teimine the case. That he was de-
fended by the ablest counsel with rare
Zealand 'ability: that the jury after a
long and patient investigation of the
case have found him guilty as charged
in the indictment, and that it now be-
comes the duty of the court to pro-
nounce upon him the sentence which
the law inflicts for such a crime.
The jury in their verdict solemnly rec-
ommended him to the mercy of the
court. While a recommendation from
the jury to the mercy of the court does
not ordinarily influence and control the
judgment of the court in its sentence,
yet it becomes my duty in determining
upon so grave a matter as this sentence
involves to carefully consider what was
meant by the recommendation. In this
case "evidence was most entirely ofa

"There was no direct testi mony, worthy

the name, that this defendant had in his
possession about tho time of the
murder, the poison with which it was
accomplished. The court, therefore, is
forced to the conclusion that the jury,
while convinced beyond a reasonable
doubt and moral certainty of defend-
ant's guilt, yet, in the facts that 1 have
stated, thought that perhaps' the court,
having rested in it a discretion which
the jury could not exercise, might see
its way clear to mercy in the sentence
which' should bo enforced. While I am
satisfied, upon the evidence as 1
hoard it, with the verdict that
was rendered, yet I am convinced that
in view of all circumstances of this case
ancl ofthe recommendation of mercy by
the jury, there is in it an clement
which warrants the court 111 exercising
the discretion which the law seems to
place in my hands. . Therefore the court
certifies of record its subpoena that by
reasonable and exceptional care of this
case it is not one in which the penalty
of death should be imposed, and the'
sentence of the court and law is that
you. Olof P. Olson, be confined in the
state prison in the state of Minnesota at
hard labor the term of your natural
life." •; '"• -...'.

At tho conclusion of the sentence
Attorney Erwin asked for forty-five
days' leave in which to file points upon
a motion for a new trial is to be argued.

Upon agreement with the prosecuting
attorney the lime was set for March 10.
The magnitude ofthe evidence in this
case in its written form can be imagined
when it is stated that upwards of 1,500
typewriter pages will be necessary to
copy it from the stenographer's minutes.

Olson was then led back to his seat
and sat clown with all the composure of
a free man. His interpreter engaged
him in conversation and asked what he
thought of the sentence. "They will
never get me to Stillwater,"' was the
reply. "Iwill take my lifefirst/and
then Idon't care what they do."

BUSINESS WAS BAD.
Assignment of Wemott, Howard

& Co.
"Closed for inventory." This an-

nouncement and the sheets of brown
wrapping paper pasted on tho inside of
the large plate glass windows of Messrs.
Wcraoft, Howard & Co., 380 and 3SB
Jackson street, was a surprise yester-
day to pedestrians who have been in
the habit of enjoying the artistic dis-
plays of cut glassware and other arti-
cles which made up the line carried in
stock by the firm, Itwas regretted that
the notice on the door should signify so
much. The prominent merchants, who
have been doing a wholesale and retail
high grade crockery and glassware
business, made a voluntary assignment
for the benefit of their creditors yester-
day morning, making Joseph Loekey.
cashier of the National German-Ameri- .
can bank, the assignee. The firm was
prompted to this proceeding by a suit
filed a few days ago by < John T. Rey-
noldson, of New York, in which their
account with the National German-.
American bank was garnished. Their

stock is estimated to be worth about
$100,000, and the liabilities are about the
same. Their accounts are mainly with
Eastern firms. They owe the First Na-
tional bank of Dubuque, 10., about $20,-
--000, and a firm in New York about
$19,000. They owe no large amounts
to St. Paul parties save the Na-
tional . German - American bank.'
They have beeu dealing with this bank
since the commencement of their busi-
ness, and owe it: in various forms about
$20,000. This will not be a loss to the
bank, as, in all probability, the firm will
in a short time effect a settlement with
all creditors and resume business.

Gen. J. B. Sanborn, attorney for the
assignee, and who is personally ac-
quainted with members of the firm,
said last evening: "Messrs. Wemott,
Howard & Co., came here from Du-
buque _ year ago last September. They
brought with them testimonials and let-
ters of the high standing and credit
they held while doing business in that
city, where they were an old and reli-
able house. Intending to realize the
benefit of the holiday trade that year,
they bought very liberally, and moved
iuto the building, where they are
now doing business, before it
was finished. Their endeavors to get
their stock out and in shape for public
inspection were in vain—the slow prog-
ress of finishing the interior ofthe store
making it impossible to inspect their
various wares until February, long
after the holiday season was over. This
shock to their calculations was, 1 think,
what they suffered the most damage j
from, and it was probably then that
they ran behind in their account. They
are shrewd, honest and energetic", men,'
and did all they could to keep apace
with the straits they have been put to.
Their assets will probably equal the
liabilities, and I understand they hope
to come to* some settlement and con-
tinue their business. Their store is one
of the finest in the city, and the goods
they handle are that high grade which,
although a credit to the city, are yet for •

the few. It is to be regretted that St.
Paul, with her 200,000 inhabitants, can-
not furnish the business and commer-
cial support for such an institution. The
store will be closed pending the settle-
ment proposed, or awaiting the an-
nouncement of the assignee. The in-
ventory is now being taken, and the
assets and liabilities will be made-
known in a few days."

A COMPLICATED CASE.

Railroad Corporations Seeking to
Acquire More Land.

Gov. McGill, Stale Auditor Braden
and Attorney General Clapp yesterday
gave a hearing to the Duluth & Winni-
peg Railroad company, which is making
application for a grant of land upon
its twenty completed miles of rail-
road. Messrs. W. P. Warner and C. D.
Kerr represented the company, and
the application was opposed by
Messrs. A. B. Jackson, Minneapolis,
and Webster, Brainerd, representing
the Brainerd & Northwestern railroad.
Judge Campbell, of the Manitoba road,
was also present, and represented that
company, while he also spoke for the
Duluth & Iron Range road. In 1875 the
Duluth & Iron Range obtained a grant
of land to build a line from Duluth to
Lake Vermilion. They were unable to
accomplish the work within the time
specified, and the matter ran on until
1878, when the Duluth & Winnipeg ob-
tained a legislative act transferring the
land grant of the Duluth & Iron Range
in the event of their forfeiture. Mean-
while, a decision of the -supreme
court of the United States was ren-
dered, holding that a failure to
comply with the terms of the grant did
not of itself divest the road of its title
or rights. The Duluth & Iron Range
thereupon secured capital to proceed
with their line, completed it and se-
cured their grant of land. According
to the act transferring the grant of land
to the Duluth .-Winnipeg company,
their line had to be completed March _
18S8, and at the last legislature the
Brainerd & Northwestern secured the
passage of an act whereby the land
would be transferred to them in .the
event of the Duluth & Winnipeg failing
to comply with the terms ofthe statute.
These were the facts of the case pre-
sented to Gov. McGilland his associates
yesterday. Nothing definite was done,
but it was decided that the parties in-
terested should meet at Attorney Gen-
eral Clapp's office this morning. They
will there devise means for having the
judiciary of the state give an expression
ofopinion on the legal aspects of the
case.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

Mr. Hodgson Strongly Opposes Ice
Palaces.

When the chamber of commerce met
yesterday morning the committee on
health and sanitation, through H. F.
Stevens, recommended that the ques-
tion of the cremation of garbage shou'd
be temporarily laid aside. Dr. Hewitt,
of Red Wing, and secretary or the state
board of health, expressed dissatisfac-
tion with all methods now in use for
cremating garbage and advised the
chamber to appoint a committee to cor-
respond with cities where the process
was in operation and ascertain how it
worked. Mr. Stevens concluded by
offering a motion requesting the Ram-
sev county delegation in the legislature
to"have an enabling act passed to allow
the city council to properly investigate

. DAIRY PRODUCTS.

A Mine of Wealth for Minnesota.
Dairy Commissioner Ives has supplied

the following data for insertion in the
forthcoming legislative manual: "In-
-IS6O there were in this state 15,659 cows;
in IS--- there were 950.000. The value
of the cheese product last year was
11,150,000; butter, $7,200,000, and milk
sold in Minneapolis and St. Paul. $3,-
--000,000. That sold in the entire state
was $4,2*25,000. There were 50,000
calves, valued at $10 each* and
50,000 cows at 525 each, valued in the
aggregate at $23,750,000. The total
value of the dairy industry of Minnesota
for 1888 was $44,825,000, There are 135
creameries in the state. 95 cheese fac-
tories and 550 private daries. During
ISSI-S5 there were 5,000,000 pounds of
oleomargerine shipped into the state,
and last year, under the prohibitory act,
only a few thousand pounds were sold
clandestinely. The demand and price
of butter increased in corresponding
ratio. In IS. '>, about 50 per cent of the
milk sold in St. Paul and Minneapolis,
was adulterated. The milk inspectors
have reduced this to a minimum com-
pared with 1885, when the value of the
milk product in St. Paul and Minneapo-
lis was $1,000,000,7- the valuation in-
creased last year to $3,000,000.

WHAT HAPPENS IN A MINUTE.

A ray of light travels 11,600,000 miles.
