It would
follow,then,that a majority of the voters
in the four counties, and in both St.
Paul and Minneapolis, are not citizens
of the United States and absolved from
allegiance to foreign powers, Thisis a
matter worth looking into.

THE SENATORIAL CONTEST.

The first round in the Minnesota sen-
atorial contest was fought at the Re-
publican legislative caucus last night.
It was the first time in the history of
the state that the speakership of the
house has been involved in the sen-
atorial contest, and as Mr. WASHBURN
was respounsible for forcing the issue,
and also the greatest sufferer by the re-
sult, it is not likely his example will be
followed by future aspirants.

Both Col. Graves, of Duluth, and
Hon. D. F. MorGAN, of Albert Lea, the
respective contestants, claimed upon
entering the field that they did so un-
trammeled upon the senatorship, and
not as the representative of any sena-
torial candidate. There is no doubt
that this was the fact, and the desire of
both of the candidates to be so regarded
was earnest and sincere. Of course,
certain local interests rallied to the sup-
port of each one,but at first Mr. MORGAN
had his opponent at a decided disad-
vantage. While Col. GRAVES is a gen-
tleman of popularity and ability, Mr.
MORGAN is his peer, and in some re-
spects, through liis professional attain-
ments, perhaps his superior. Added to
this was the fact that he comes from
Southern Minnesota, where the largest
representation in the legislature exists.
The state not having been appor-
tioned since 1880, Col. TRAVES’
location in the northern part gave him
as a local basis only such representa-
tion as the comparatively small north-
ern population of nine years ago war-
ranted. Hence, if it bad been a local
issue purely, a gentleman of Mr. MoR-
GAN’sS excellent attainments, unsullied
record and personal popularity would
have had muech the better prospect.

Thinking to take advantage of this
situation, Mr. WASHBURN decided to
espouse Mr. MorcAN's cause. Though
Mr. MorGAN could, and did, truthfully
diselaim that he was committed to Mr.
WASHBURN'S political fortunes, Mr.
WAsHEBURN thought he saw an oppor-
tunity to better his own, and thus be-
came the veritable **Old Man of the
Sea,” elinging to Mr. MorcAN’s neck.
At first it locoked as though MoRGAN
would be able to shake off his fatal load
and still be able to save himself. There
were three other candidates for speaker
(Messrs. FrLy~NN, DAvis and ESTES)
besides himself and Col. GRAVES, and
this gave some opportunity for elaim-
ing that the speakership was not simply
a fight between Mr. WASHEBURN and
the field. Wasusurx finally issued
a general order to his lieutenants that
Col. GRAVEsS must be defeated at all
hazards, because he (WASHBURN) re-
garded him as a friend of Senator
SABIN, and that MorGAN’s election
was equally an absolute essential.
With the lines thus drawn the oppo-
nents of Mr. WASHBURN accepfed the
issue. The other candidates withdrew,
and the battle was squarely fought;
MoORGAN, though not committed to that
element, representing WAsSHBURN, and
GRrRAVES the anti-\WWAsSHBURN element.

The result was the nomination of Col.
GRAVES over Mr. MorGAN by a vote of
50 to 36. To Mr. MoRGAN personally
the result can carry no sting, for he can
in no sense regard it as a personal de-
feat. If he could have kept an aspiring
politician from loading himself upon
his campaign, he might have won on
local and personal grounds combined,
but his defeat represents hostility to
Mr. WAsSHBURY, and that alone.

Whether Mr. WAsuBURYN will longer
remain in the field after his Waterloo of
last night we are not advised. Even if
he does his campaign for the Umted
States senate is practieally ended—
strangled almost in its birth by his own
blundering hand.

1,000, whiech is probably not surpassed
by any city in Christendom.

The only
territories where women have ever
voted are believed to be Wyoming,
Washington and Utah. The latter is
perhaps not a fair illustration of any
sort of voting. as the church regulates
the ballot. The right of women to vote
has not been repealed in any territory,
but has been ruled out by the courts on
account of some flaw in the law, The
experiments so far had have been on
too limited a scale or under circum-
stances that afford small argument
either for or against woman suffrage.
Boston can give better pointers than

any region in the West.

The new
shares will take precedence of all those
already issued.” At a meeting of 7,000
Panama canal shareholders, held at
Versailles to-day, M. Martineau, a re-
tired engineer of the canal company,
announced that a portion of the capital
required for a new company had al-
ready been found.

SWEPT BY STORMS.

Lord Clanricarde intends to renew the
evictions from his estate at asearlya
day as possible. The evictors, with the
assistance of the magistrates, bave re-

sorted  fo a clever trick of
effecting an entrance into barri-
ecaded houses. ‘The tenants oc-

cupying these houses are summooed to
give evidence in star chamber proceed-
ings. If they obey the summons they
are kept waiting the whole day before
being permitted to testify. If they re-
fuse to give evidence they are im-
prisoned, so that in either case they are
ahsent from their homes when the bail-
iff's arrive. Mr. Balfour has given in-
structions that the coercion act must be
carried out with the utmost rigor. and
his orders are being literally obeyed 1t
is oxpected that the military will bo
catled upon to use their rifles in the en-
deavar to eject Clanricarde tenants, as
all the houses on that estateare strongly
harricaded and the occupants are @ med.
The assertion that the Dublin Invinei-
bles will kill Balfour if they have an
opportunity to do so appears to be
based upon sowething more tangible
than mere idle rumor, and is generally
belicved to be true. Al any rate. the
Irish seeretary believes it, and has

the possibility of assassination. It is
announced that the cvictions from the
estate of Capt. Vandelear will shortly
be resumed.

COMING TO THE FRONT,

Gen. Boulanger Predicts His Eaily
Return to Power.

PAnis, Jan. 7.—The DBoulangist or-
gans ridicule the candidacy of M.
Jacques, president of the council of the
Seine, who was nominated yesterday by
the Republican caucus to oppose Gen.
Boulanger in the election on the 27th
inst., for the seat in the chamber of
deputies for the department of the
Seine, made vacant by the death of M.
Hude. They say that M. Jacques is too
obscure a man to rally the vote of the
clectors of Paris. In an interview to
day Gen. Boulanger said that Gen. Mon-
tandon, who was elected to the chamber
of deputies yesterday, from the depart-
ment of the Seine, thongh described as
a royalist, is really a supporter of the
Boulangist party. The general said
that the Boulangist victories in the
supplementary elections presaged Lis
return to power.

HIS CALLING AND ELECTION SURE.

PARis, Jan. 7.—A meeting of social-
ists was held to-night to choose a can-
didate for the vacant seat in the de-
partment of the Seine. One huundred
and ten delegates, representing
all the socialist committees in
the department, were present. The
meeting voted unanimously in favor of
Gen. Boulanger. This action, it is
believed, insures the return of
Gen. Boulanger to the chamber
of deputies b{ a great majority.
M. Jacques has issued an address to the
Seine electors. In it he says: *“Cleri-
calism is leading to the fight all
maleontents and enemies of the
republic, for whom Gen. Boulanger is
the standard bearer.” He appeals to
the electors to save the country from
dishonor, and a return to personal
E}wer. In an interview to-day, Gen.

ulanger said that his election ex-
perience enabled him to feel the
pulse of a constituency as
well as any one, and that
never even during his triumphs in the
department of the North did he con-
sider his suecess so certain as now. The
exaggerated importance attached to
this contest by his opponents would
only influence the provinces still
more in his favor in the event of his
election. Therefore, he would work his
hardest to secure a brilliant success—a
success that would lead to a triumph at
the general election.

THEY DIED TOGETHER.

Premeditated Double Suicide of
a Pennsylvania Pbysician and”
His Wife.

HazeuroNn, Pa., Jan. 7.—Dr. J. H.
Nyer, the oldest dentist of the town,
shot and killed his wife this morning
and then committed suicide by placing
the muzzle of a revolver at his temple
and sending a bullet into his brain, The
death of both was instantaneous. The
deed was evidently a premeditated
double suicide by the doctor and his
wife. The latter was an invalid for a
number of years and suffered consider-
ably from ‘an incurable disease. The
doctor had a large practice and all the
money he made was spent in attempts
to obtain relief for his wife for her mal-
ady. They had no children. The affec-
tion of the couple was strong, and noth-
ing was spared by the husband to add
to the comfort of the wife. Last winter

was spent in Florida, with the
hoge of helping the wife’s health,
an repeated visits have  been

made to physicians in nearly every {mrt
of the country to seeure relief for her.
Last Saturday they returned from one
of these trips and Mrs. Nyer had been
confined to her bed since that time.
Every circumstance points to a mutual
understanding between the two that
death could only end their trouble and
her suffering. "'he doctor went to his
office this morning and spent a few
hours. He then returned to his resi-
dence, went to his bedroom, where his
wife still laid in bed. locked the door
and shot her in the head. He then took
a position before a mirror and killed
hinmiselt with the same weapon. A letter
was found in the doctor’s pocket ad-
dressed to a friend, in which he said his
wife’s health and trouble with relatives
had prompted them to end their exist-
ence, and that his wife was perfectly
willing to die. Both of the victims were
attendants of the English Lutheran
church, and Mrs. Nyer was prominent
in church work. They have resided
here for about sixteen years and had
numerous friends.

Following is the letter found in the
coat pocket of Dr. Nyer:

To Mr. William Olewine: Enclosed please
find my last will and testament. My nervous
system has been undergoiug more or less of
a strain for the past three or tour years, and
of late it has entirely broken down by some
of Mrs. Nyer's brothers and sisters charging
me with endeavoring to cheat thelr father's
estate, and, taking allin all, we have come to
the conclusion that life is not worth the living
for. I ask you to take charge of our bodies
and see that they are properly buried in one
grave in MifHlinville cemetery. Have a mon-
ument put up. not to cost over one thousand.
You will find $700 deposited with Mr.
Pardee, which is to pay for the last two
lots as soon as the L. V. company makes
out the deed. The other valuable papers you
will find in a trunk. Sell all the real estate
and divide the money according to the in-
closed will. Ibid youall farewell forever.

P. S.--T have but few debts. I bid all our
friends and enemies farewell forevermore.
My claim against John Smith, deceased, is
an honest claim. J.H. N,

This letter was written at his office
this morning, just previous to his com-
mitting the awful deed, and when near
his home he opened the envelope, read
over carefully the contents of the letter,
then cooly folded it, sealed it and placed
it in the pocket where it was found. The
measure.of deliberation which charac-
terized the entire affair is astonishing,
and has added a great deal to the horror
of the awful erime.

JAN UMBJUDICIALLY JUGGED.

A Russian Sailor Murders Seven
Persons, and Is Sentenced to
Ten Years’ Penal Servitude.
BALTIMORE, Jan. 7.—The Sun gives

in substance, as follows, translated from

a Russian paper, an account of the

crime for which a St. Petersburg,

Russia, court sentenced Jan Umb, a

Russian sailor, to ten years’ penal ser-

vitude:

The Russian schooner Johannes had
hardly left Riga late in November, 1837, when
Jan Umb denied an accusation of having
stolen clothing. Induced alternately by
floggings and Capt. Harboe's promises, a
confession was extorted, which was followed
by further whipping and confinement ina
dark cell for several days without food ov
water. When released he was abused by the
crew, and to put an end to his misery jumped
overboard. The cu;}»tuin promised better
treatment if he would allow himself to be
rescucd, and a boat being lowered he was
brought back., While changing his wet
clothes he received a brutal kicking
about the head and naked body, and was
again put below. Next night, Dec. 7, 1887,
he wasordered to take the wheel, and, un-
able throngh weakness to perform that duty,
the captain struck him in the face and or-
dered him to follow, seemingly for further
punishment. As the captain was picking up
a plece of rope, Umb—now a perfect maniac
--seized & hand-spike, struck ana killed the
captain. He then killed, in a like manner,
the two sailors on deck. Procuring a sheath-
knife he stnbbed the mate, and proceeding
forward kiiled two more sailors in their
sleep The cabin boy was killed next. A
Danish steamer sighted the schooner, which
it towed to Copeuhagen, where dan Umb was
delivered to the Russian authorities,

GOBBLED BY GAVETT.

The St. Lionis & Chicago Railway
Passes Into the Hands of a Re-
ceiver.

CmicaGo, Jan. 7.—Judge Gresham to-
day appointed Robert J. Gavett, of this
city, receiver of the St. Louis & Chicago
Railway company. The road extends
from Springfield to Litchfield, in this
state, where it eonnects with another
road, penetrating the coal fields at
Mount Olive. Although the road has
been in operation only two or three
years, it has defaulted in the payment
of interest on $£500,000 of first mortgage
bonds and £1,000,000 of consolidated first
mortgage bonds, the latter being held
by the American Loan and Trust com-
pany, of New York, and the first mort-
gage bonds by the Mercantile Trust
company, of that city, as trustees. The
receiver was appointed on a bill filed by
the Mercantile Trust company in the
United States ecircuit court, at Spring-
field, Ill., Saturday last. 1t is said that
steps are being taken by the bondhold-
ers towards reorganizing the company.

FIVE ROADS AFFECTED.

Nebraska's Supreme Court Hands
Down a Decision Important to
Railroads.

LiNcoLN, Neb., Jan. 7.—A decision
important to railroads has been handed
down by the state supreme court in
what is known as the Plattsmouth
bridge case. Cass county has for years
sought to tax Nebraska’s half of the
Burlington road bridge over the Mis-
souri river. But the company insisted
that the bridge w.s part of the roadbed,
and should be taxed by the state rail-
road assesscrs. The suit grew out of
this, and the supreme court decided
that the bridge was no part of the road-
bed,and was therefore subject to assess-
ment for taxation by local assessors.

The road
has been liberally subsidized by the
state government. It is rumored that
Wells, Farzo & Co. will establish a bank
here and at London, Mex., and that the
South American bank will establish a
brauch at Morelia.
