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LEGITIME IS LOSING.

Gen. Hyppolite and His North-
ern Army Achieve Three
Great Victories.

Citizens of Port au Prince
Threaten to Depose the
Pretended President.

Excesses of Every Kind the
Rule in the Haytien
Capital.

Cannibalistic Rites of Voudoo-
ism Revived and Innocent
Women Sacrificed.

TorT AU Prixce, Hayti, Dec. 30.—
As this dispateh is being written the
deposition of Legitime by the dissatis-
fied citizens of the ecapital, or by the
advancing vietorious troops of the North
under Hyppolite, appears to be shortly
expected by all but the immediate sup-
porters of Legitime. He has thrown
into prison all prominent eitizens and
residents of the North in Port au
Prince suspected of opposing him.
Three battles have been fought and
lost by the Legitimists in the past
ten days. The first, near Hinche,
was most disastrous, tollowed by an en-
gagement on Deec. 22 a few miles north-
east by road from here. During the
rapid retreat on the eapital two divis-
fons of the Southern army deserted to
the pursuing Northerners. A stand
was made the next day at a rising knoll
of ground by the dispirited army of the
South, but they were able to stand but
a short time against Hyppolite’s as-
saults. The army of the North are en-
trenching themselves some twenty miles
from Port au Prince, completing
their lines of communication, re-
organizing their augmented army and
awaiting the arrival of recently pur-
chased arms and munitions of war.
They are also devastating the great ag-
ricuitural section where they are now
encamped, and from which Legitine re-
ceived the greater portion of his sup-
plies. Gen. Hyppolite, having been
elected and declared provisional presi-
dent by the central and northern de-
partments, on his

will demand a congress of deputies
from all the departments and the elee-
tion of a permanent president, declar-
ing Legitime’s election unconstitutional
and void. He will probably then be
the only candidate in the field. Reports
of defeats and desertions have raised to
a high pitch of excitement the inhab-
itants of this section, -and hence Le-
gitime is imprisoning all the pos-
sible ringleaders in. a revolt
against him. He is showing great
activity in securing ‘*‘volunteers”
through press gangs who seize the
laborers in the fields and bring them to
the barracks, frequently in chains, to

revent themr esecaping. Without law,
ife or property is unsafe in this sec-
tion. Excesses of every kind is the
rule. The horrid eannibalistic rites of
voudooism are revived, and reports
reach this city of a meeting of several
thousand Christmas night near Jacmel
and the

and the greedy seramble for some por-
tion of the half-cooked flesh. The de-
vastation of the central part of the isl-
and has been the cause of the robbery
of the recently-buried bodies, and the
devouring of the same. These are well
suthenticated facts. The inhabitants
of the interior are even more degraded
than their African ancestors. They are
rarely brought in contact with any evi-
dences of civilization and can be

easily lead by any scheming
adventurer. Gen. Auguste, a resi-

dent of the North, has been thrown
into the military prison here, and his
assassination is feared. The capitol is
denuded of troops, and mob rule is
feared. A United States war vessel will
yemain in this harbor to protect the
lives and property of American citizens.
The French minister, by his open back-
ing of Legitime, is most unpopular.
The French warships cabled for have

not arrived.. The schooner Aurora
was captured in_ San Domingo wa-
ters; her wmail bag, weighted

with lead, seized before it could be
thrown overboard, the letters opened
and found to contain statements impli-
cating some thirty prominent persons
at present in Port au Prince, most of
whom were previously unsuspected.
All have been thrown into prison, and
it is feared that all will be

in attempts to parley with the northern
forces, and on their near approach to
this city summarily shot. Many of
these persons held high positions in
Legitime’s government. The seizure of
the vessel in foreign waters offering no
yeason for such aection, was another
high-handed outrage. The cargo of
provisions was instantly avpropriated

as being much needed. The whole
Haytian navy, consisting of some
eight vessels, occupied the inner
harbor Dec. 24 and 25 thus

yendering null and void any previous
blockade. The Haytians say they were
ordered in to prevent the seizure of the
steamship Haytien Republie, but their
real mission was to defend Port-au-
Prince from Hyppolite’s forces. The
French minister, Le Comie de Les-
maisons, will be recalled as soon as
Hyppolite, who has aiready cabled

a protest to Paris, reaches TPort-
au-Prince. The steamship Haytien
Republic is still in the hands of

Admiral Luce, as tie agent of the
owner, B. C. Morse. cannot receive her
until she is in a more presentable state.
While she has been thoroughly disin-
fected by the surgeon of the United
Statig steamer Galena and her captain,
Mr. Compton, her condition, by reason
of ‘her occupancy by the Haytian
guards, is
FILTHY IN THE EXTREME.

She is now anchored under the guns
of the (ixlena. The Yantic arrived in
the harbor on the early morning of Deec.
29, with dispatclds from the state and
navy departments received via cable at
Santiago De Cuba. The Haytien Re-

ublic, under command of Lieut.
spiers, with a prize crew of eighteen
men from the Galena, will steam on
Jan. 1 to Santiago De Cubn, where she
will be recoated and turued over offi-
cially to her owner, Mr. Morse, who
will then collect a erew. The Galena

;ill keep her in sight during the trip.

Vhile it is impossible to secure the
$350,000 1ndemnity demanded for her
detention and damage to {)rop('rty of her
owners, passengers and crew, it is
thought that it vgll be possible to secure
some cash dowi. - ‘The government
pleads poverty, but have recently paid
$100,00¢ for a former English mail
steamer, which they have fitted out
as a gunboat, and on Dec. 26
paid to the steamer Andes $27,500 for
5,000 Winchester rifles and 100,000
rounds of ammunition, all in gold. It
is claimed that Legitime has appropri-
ated to his own private purse all the re-
mainder of the cash in the treasury, and

Unless the indemnity is paid by the
Legitime government it is hardly prob-
able that it will be paid at all, as Hyp-
polite is not likely to assume liability
for the excesses and outrages of the
present government. The released

steamer remains in the possession of the |

United States government, represented
by Admiral Luce, and is a present ex-

pense, and the question is, will
a bill be  presented at a
later date to our government for

This is a matter discussed by
Americans here, officials and civilians.
Leg_ltxme‘s official organ issues the fol-
lowing to the American and European

A civil war yrevails,u merchant shis). the
Haytien Republie, sides witia the rebels, in-
terferes with our affairs, transports arms and
material of war, soldiers and delegates for
the insurgents. A bloekade is aeclared, and
in defiance of all rights this vessel forces
this blockade after baving attempted to stir
up the people of peaceful towns to revolt.
The capture is made after _the
blockade had been duly established,
and after due judgment this prize has
been declared ~ a legal -one. Noth-
ing can be said in defense. No argument,

rotestation can be made against 1t, as it
isclear and evident that the vessel is &
legal prize. But here we have Mr. Thomp-
son, consul for the United States, who, not-
withstanding the declared opinion of the
American press that the United states cab-
inet should not join in with the rebels
against a friendly nauon, but, on the con-
trary, should abide with a judicial_decree.
This we submit to the judgment of the press
of America and Europe.

SHOOK THE WHOLE TOWN;
Terrific Explosion of Giant Paw-
der With Fatal Result,

A terrific explosion, like the boom of a |

handred eannon. which shook buildings
in the lower part of the town and was
heard for miles, occurred at1o’clock
this afternoon. An explosion of
Hercules powder occurred at a place
on Washington street, near the island,
which is being graded, just as James
Collins, foreman in charge of the grad-
ing, was preparing a cap for a blast.
How the powder became ignited is

There were three or four pounds of
giant powder in a box mnear Collins
while he was fixing the cap for a blast,
There was a sudden flash anda tre-
mendous explosion. The air was filled
with flying rock, and when the work-
men rushed to the place where Collins
had been standing they found him tot-
tering and about to fall covered with
blood and dirt. One leg was literaliy
splintered py flying rock, and a large
hole was torn in the flesh. Rock had
also struck him on the left breast and
over the heart, breaking four ribs. The
face of the unfortunate man was
blown fuli of dust and sand. Before he
died he made the following statement:
“I was fixing a cap on a fuse prepara-
tory to firing a blast, when suddenly
the whole box of giant powder stieks
which lay on the ground near ne ex-
ploded. I was hurt all over, and nearly
buried by dirt, and found my left leg
was broken below the knee. How it
happened I cannot tell. I am suffering
terrible agony,” and Collins groaned.

HACKED WITH A HATCHET.

Mysterions Murder of an Aged
Widow in Baltimore.

BALTIMORE, Jan. 8.—A horrible and
mysterious murder occurred in the
northern section of this city this after-
noon. The victim was a German widow
named Margaret Schneider, sixty-five
years old. She resided at No.9 West
Fifth street, and living with her little
grandson and her daughter, Mrs. Mey-
ershof. Mrs.Schneider came to Baltimore
a year ago from Philadelphia and to
that city Mrs. Meyerhof and her little
boy returned about ten days ago. About

saw the old woman emerge from her
door and drop to the pavement. Heran
over and found the weman covered with
blood. She said “Ida did this,” and
then swooned. MecGregor summoned
the police, and the woman was taken to
the hospital. Here it was found that
she had been hacked in a shoeking man-
ner. Her face, throat and hands were
gashed, her left ear was mashed, and
her front skull on the left was erushed

had periods of semi-consciousness, but
was not sufficiently lueid to give any
clue further than the words she spoke
to MeGregor:  *Idadid this.” Shedied
at 8:30 this evening. ‘Thie police took
charge of the house. No. 9 Fifth street,
immediately after the discovery of the
crime.

SHOT BY HIS PARAMOUR.
