SENATOR AND MILLER
Pillsbury Pledged to Wash-

burn, but Pulling His
Own String.

Both Aspirants for a Place at
the Capital Are Con-

fident.

Ignatius . Donnelly Talks
Plainly to the Farmers of

the State.

The Victim of a Street Affray
- Has Joined the Silent

Majority.

"Anything to beat Sabin'-* was the
despairing cry of the Washburn con-
tingent at the Merchants' yesterday,
and itwas essentially a dark horse day
so far . s gossip was concerned.
Up stairs in Senator Sabin's par-
lors ail was joy and gladness,
and the rumors of combina-
tions did not in the least affect the
equanimity of the gentlemen engaged
in consultation. "I have heard," said
Senator Sabin, "that there is a deal be-
ing arranged to transfer Mr. Wash-
burn's strength to some other candi-
date from Minneapolis, but I do not
think it can be consummated, or at
least sufficiently so to do me any harm."

Gen. Washburn was pacing nervously
back and forth in his apartments, and
Frank Mead was enlightening a few of
the faithful in the ante-room during
the afternoon, but there was an absence
of the bustle characteristic of the head-
quarters of senatorial aspirants in other
parts of the buildiug. "There is no cause
for uneasiness so far as I am con-
cerned," said Mr. Washburn, "about
the future actions of the Pillsburys.
Assurances have been given by both
that they will not interfere with my
canvass directly or indirectly, and after
the conference of my friends yesterday
I do not see why I should fear any-
thing. Forty-one members of the legis-
lature met and agreed to stand by me,
and upwards of a dozen men were ab-
sent from the city on urgent business.
This will give me a pretty good margin
to begin work with. In all candor lam
free to confess that my prospects for
becoming

UNITED STATES SEXATOR
were never better than they are at
present."

Ex-Secretary Windom, Maj. Strait and
Ignatius Donnelly, surrounded by
groups of attentive listeners, were con-
spicuous in the corridor, and some of
the more ventursome addressed . Mr.
Strait as "Senator." "That is rather
wide guessing," .suggested the major as
he pushed his black felt hat back from
his forehead, "and there is a big fight
on band for any one who undertakes to
make a senator this month. My opinion
is there willbe a protracted struggle,
and, to quote an old saw, there is no
telling who will be senator until after
the election."

Mr. Windom remarked that if Mr.
Washburn cannot be elected nobody
from Minneapolis can, and this seemed
to be accepted as a disposal of the talk
regarding Mr. Pillsbury's candidacy.
But dispite such expressions there was
a feeling that the visit of the Messrs.
Pillsbury bodied no good to either of
the leading senatorial aspirants and that
ifCharles Pillsbury could not obtain
the plum he would exert every muscle
for John S. Pillsbury."

Another piece of* gossip was that if

Washburn, after being selected as the
champion of Minneapolis, could not
win, no other capitalist could, and
that the country members were decid-
edly averse to allowing the Twin Cities
to run the state. This seemed to be the
strongest argument brought to bear
against a representative from the Mill
City, and there was a rumor that in the
event of a deadlock the name of
Strait would be the key to the problem.

In well informed circles considerable
merriment has been manifested over
one peculiar phase of the canvass; and
especially has tHIs been so in Minneapo-
lis. This is the appearance on the
hustings of Charles A. Pillsbury in
the interest of Mr. Washburn. What-
ever may have been the real sentiment,
the Washburn following affected a
very gleesome satisfaction over . the
advent of Charles A.' Pillsbury, hut
it is doubtful if this satisfaction is gen-
uine. It is believed that Mr. Pillsbury
is not without ambitions, and that his
present visit has quite as much to do
with himself and his hope, as with the
aspirations of his rival, Mr. Washburn.
He did not come upon the scene until
after the plain forecast of the re-
sult, as made in the organization
of the house. He is keen enough to see
in that event the future rout of the
Washburn forces, and it is more than
probable his aim is now to fall in with
the flyingand deftly steer them into his
own camp. Ithas been whispered that
he has made himself pretty secure in
the affections ofseveral Washburn dele-
gates, and is working up the
second move in unequaled style.
If Washburn controls his own
forces, Pillsbury will not be his
legatee, from the present outlook, but
this control is problematical in itself.
The story is that Pillsbury is very
friendly, on his own account, with Free-
man P. Lane, George W. Savage and
several other Hennepin members, who
are ready to fly to his arms at the proper
moment. Wherever believed, the pres-
ent Washburn rejoicing is greeted with
smiles not loud but deep.

a suit for divorce yesterday against her
husband, John Peter Fisher.. She
stated her cause to be as follows: Heir
age is thirty-two, and that her husband
is forty. They were married in low£ in
1872, and have lived in St. Paul shifce
1883, and are the parents of four chil-
dren, all of whom are living. The old-
est, a daughter, Annie, is fifteen years
old, and the youngest, a son, is four
years old. The plaintiff charges de-
fendant with habitual drunkenness for
the, past two years. During the year
1875, while they were living at Hast-
ings, Minn., defendant hit her on the
side of the face with clenched fist with
such violence as to cause the blood to
spurt from her nose and mouth.

The
amount of his shortage is 114,000, of
which the Chicago & Northwestern rail-
road's loss is $11,500, and the Clerks
and Mechanics' Building and Loan As-
sociation of Chicago, of which he was
treasurer, loses $2,500. Mr. Schall was
at his desk last Saturday, but not ap-
pearing Monday bis absence created
suspicion, and experts were set to work
on his books. Discrepencies amounting
to nearly $12,000 were discovered, and,
as Mr. Schall has been sending out
hundreds of packages in the last few
days for the pay of workmen along the
line, further sums may. yet be found
missing. Mr. Schall was about twenty-
four years old, and is said to have been
a man of good habits. He was engaged
to marry a young lady belonging to a
Erominent North side family, lie had

ecu in the company's employ for about
ten years, and his honesty had never
been questioned. The railroad com-
pany are insured against loss by the
American Surety company.

It is now said that young Schall's de-
falcation may reach $50,000. Three
days elapsed from the time of the theft
till its discovery, and it is believed that
the defaulter has made good his escape.

BISHOP IS A BRUTE,

The Famous Mind-Reader Mal-
treats Bis Wife.

Bishop. '"Pshaw, she has hysterics,"
said Bishop, who was in his shirt
sleeves, "and has been trying to kill
herself with a case-knife," he added.
He walked away from the shrinking,
crouching figure, but approached again.
He did this several times, and each
time the woman appealed to the by-
standers to keep Bishop away. Finally,
on being remonstrated within an em-
phatic manner, Bishop left his wife,
while she proceeded to wipe blood from
her nose and wrist. ... A corner of the
bed-sheet had been used for the same
purpose. Despite Bishop's denials,
Mrs. Bishop declared he had beaten her
and called her vilenames besides. She
is an uncommonly pretty girl of about
twenty-four, and says she has been the
mind-reader's wife about a year.

HUNDREDS HOMELESS,

The Business Portion of a Jersey
Village Destroyed by Fire.

R_______OED, N. J., Jan. The

business portion of this village was
burned this morning. The fire started
in the store of D. B. Burtison, Park ave-
nue, and in a few minutes spread to a
number of adjoining buildings and all
were consumed. The property burned
included tho postoffice, the Allendale
mills, Bottger's meat market, G. A.
Bhincheart's tailor shop, the Temperal
News company's establishment, Bice's
photograph gallery, Burtis' bakery, the
club house of the Rutherford Bicycle
club, Bermeister's furniture store, the
dwellings ofJ.

The floors above the stores
burned were occupied by families, and
many families are rendered homeless.
Much oftho furniture was saved, how-
ever. Although the people were all
asleep at the time, and the fire spread
rapidly, all escaped in safety as far as
known, some families, however, had
narrow escapes and saved nothing but
their lives. The fire burned furiously
for several hours and the ruins were
still smouldering at noon to-day. The
total loss is estimated at from $50,000 to
$75,000; insurance not known.

WHARTON WANDERS AWAY.

Chicago Police Searching for an
Insurance Agent Who Is a De-
faulter.
Chicago, Jan. William B. Whar-

ton, until recently the Western agent of
the International Marine Insurance
company of Liverpool, Eng., has disap-

peared from his office in the Gaff build-
ingand the company's officers are seek-
ing him, urged on by the incentive of
some $6,000 which he is alleged to have
collected, but forgot to turn in to the
company's treasurer. No one seems to
know where Mr. Wharton has wandered
to, but itis said that he has gone to
Canada. He left town some six weeks
ago, it is thought, but the company
knew nothing of his absence till about a
mouth ago, when their American gen-
eral agents, Johnson & Higgins, of
Philadelphia, began to receive inquiries
from exporting shippers in the West
who had done business with Mr. Whar-
ton. The company at once investigated
the affairs of its Chicago office, and
found a deficit of from $4,000 to $6,000 in
Wharton's accounts.
