FORTY YEARS. AFTER

Past and Present Statistics
of the Local Post-
office.

Millions of Mailable Articles
Increase Profits for
Uncle Sam.

Veterans of the Grand Army
Whose Valor Will be Com-
memorated.

Summary of a Day’s Doings
Whieh Will Interest Globe
Readers.

Postmaster Lee has prepared some in-
teresting statistics and other useful in-
formation concerning the postoffice in
this city from its establishment April7,
1848, to the close of the year 1888. The
first postmaster was Henry Jackson;
who served untit July 5, 1849, being suc-
ceeded by Jacob W. Bass, who retired
March 18, 1853. William H. Forbes was
postmaster until March 11, 1856, when
he gave way to Charles S.Carr, who
handled postal funds until relieved
by William M. Corcoran March
12, 1860. Just before the outbreak of
the Rebellion, April 2, 1861, Charles
Nichols was privileged to write P. M.
after his name up to Mareh 14, 1865,
when Jacob H. Stewart was chosen to
succeed him. March 4, 1870, witnessed
Mr. Stewart’s retirement in favor of
Joseph A. Wheelock, who held the
office until July 1, 1875, when Dr. David
Day become the incumbent. A change
of party rotated Dr. Day out of his chair
Jan. 1, 1888, the New Year’s gift falling
to the lot of Postmaster Lee.

According to the financial exhibit of
the incumbent in 1846, the net yearly
income of the St. Paul postoffice was
$3.43, being in marked contrast with the
figures for last year, which aggregated
$203,300.26.

The business during 1888, as com-
pared with that of 1887, showed a de-
cided increase in every department.
Reeceipts from all sources from the gen-
eral business were $788,974.57 for 1888,
as against $713.630.74 for 1887. Money
order business footed up $4,926,675.65
for 1888, and $4,153,215.11 in 1887. The
income from all sources for 1888 was
§297,327.37, and the expenses of con-
ducting the ofhice ageregated $§94,027.11,
divided as follows: Postoflice expenses,
$35,684.69; postmaster’s salary, $3,650;

salaries of carriers, $54,692.42. There
were sixty-six carriers bhorpe on
the rolls Decs 31, 1888, and

the work performed by them for the
year was as follows: Registered letters

delivered, 41,844; letters, 12,755,263
postal cards, 3,403,243; newspapers,

7.003,570; mail letters collected, 7,710,-
870: mail postal cards, 2,216,769; lo-
cal letters colleeted, 1,871.488; local
postal cards, 1,069,315: newspapers,
1,193,310: total, 37.277,797. During the
same period 12,125 special letters were
delivered by the ca riers.

A summary of pieces of mail handled
during the year is as follows: By ear-
riers, 37,277,797; boxes and general de-
livery, 2,851,004 forwarded in mail, 44,-

484,588 registered letters, 464,6013 dead
letter divisions, 123,180 in transit, 2,406,.

MEMORIES OF THE WAR,

A Proposed History of Minnesota
Troops.

A meeting of representatives of Min-
nesota organizations in the civil war
was held at the office of Gen. Bishop
yesterday afternoon to act upon a pro-
jeet for publishing an osficial history of
Minnesota regiments and batteries.
There were present C.B. Heffelfinger,
E. D. Neill and J. N. Searles, First
Minnesota volunteers; J. W. Bishop, A.
R. Kiefer and L. Svenson, Second regi-
ment; C. C. Andrews and H. Mattson,
Third regiment; J. B. Sanborn, Fourth
regiment; W. A. Van Slyke, Fifth regi-
ment; H. L. Carver and .J. C. Whitney,
Sixth regiment: William R. Marshall
and W. Racicot. Seventh regiment;
William Fowler. D. L. Kingsbury and
Edward Richards, Eighth regiment;
W. J. Dean, Ninth regiment; J. H.
Baker and C. W. Hackett, Tenth regi-
ment; Horace Austin and James Star-
key, First Mounted rangers; W. M.
Campbell, Second eavalry: W. A.Hoteh-
kiss, Third battery: Horace H. Western
and H. C. Monroe, Third battery: Har-
vey Officer, First heavy artillery; Fran-
cis Pteler, First company sharpshooters,
and J. B. Chaney, Second company.

A bill was read by Gen. John B. San-
born, which had been considered and
approved by a committee selected by a
previous meeting for the preparation
and publication of a history of the or-
ganization and services of Minne-
sota troops. It provides for a
broad of commissioners, to " serve
without pay, consisting of Will-
iam Lochren, First Minnesota; J. W.
Bishop, Second Minnesota: C. (!, An-
drews, Third Minnesota: J. B. Sanborn,
Fourth Minnesota, and L. F. Hutbard,
Fifth Minnesota, to supervise the prepa-
ration and publication m one volume of
the separate historles of” the different
organizations. These histories are to
be prepared with the assistance of com-
mittees of the respective organizations,
and to average about sixty pages of nar-
rative. Ten thousand copics are to be
printed and bound by the state printer
according to a sample veolume fur-
nished Dby the commission, the
printing to be puid for
the general printing appropriatien.
One copy of the history will be present-
ed, through the adjutant general, to
cvery honorably discharged survivor of
Minnesota organizations, or if deceased,
to his proper representafive. A copy is
to be given to each public or coliege
library, libraries of state institutions,
each sehool district library and each of-
ficer of the legislative and exeeutive
departments of the state government.
A number of copies are to De presented
the state university, the historical so-
ciety and the state library for exchange.

The snm of $3,000, or so muech as nmav
be required, is called for to enable the
commission to carrv the idea. into exe-
cution, and this amount is intended to
cover literary, editorial and ineidental
expenses.

A commitiee of five, of which ex-Gov-
ernor Austinischairman, was appointed
to present the bill to the legislature and
secure its passage with as little modifi-
cation as possible.

A memorial to the legislature asking
the passage of the bill was signed in
duplieate by all present. It is believed
that if the lezislature will act premptly
on the bill, the history can be ready for
delivering at the time of the nextan-
nual reunions of Minnesota regiments
usually during the state tair.

AGAINST THE CABLE.

One Case Decided and Another on
Trial.

The Thorson-Seamans case came to a
close yesterday afternoon. Judge Wil-
kin charged the jury, reviewing all the
points involved in explicit terms. The
jury retired upon both cases, being in-
structed to bring in separate verdicts
for each principal if it found a verdict
for plaintiffs, or either of them. At4
o’clock a verdict was returned, award-
ing $8,500 to- Miss Emma Thorson and
§1,500 to Mrs. A, V. Seamans. Both
suits were for $25,000 each.

Immediately after the Thorson-Sea-
mans case went to the jury yesterday
morning the case of George H. Watson
against the same defendant was called.
The plaintiff in thisaction was a passen-
ger on the same train when Miss Thor-
son and others received their injories
last January. He sued for $5,000 for
injuries he sustained. which he claims
are permanent and on account of which
he suffers much pain and inconvenience.
He was bruised and hurtabout the back,
spine, groin, leg and head, and was for
a long time after the accident incapaci-
tated from attending to his business.
While occupying the stand yesterday
afternoon he related in detail how he
recéived his injuries, which he says
were more severe in the groin than any
other parts of his person. As the car
left the track and was thrown upon its
side he was violently pitched against
the seats, the concussion of the fall in-
juring him interndlly in the right side
of the groin and inflicting an ugly flesh
wound on the hip. The legal status of
the case 1s a general charge of negli-
gence, ignorance and carelessness on
the part of the employes of the road.

As soon as the report was read a mo-,
tion for its adoption was made, which
was amended-to have it adopted by sec-
tions. After discussion a standing vote
was called for. *“I hope no man will
vote unless he is entitled to,”” said Pres-
ident Atwood. as he cast his eyes toward”
the door and noted the erowd of curions
spectators who blocked the rear of the
room.

“Let every member of the alliance
hold up his hand,” said Charles Can-
ning, and accordingly, like lot of school-
boys, about fifty farmers: elevated their
hands. £

“YForty men to. down Dennelly,” said
Fric Olson- after he' had finished per-
forming his allotted function from the
seat of a friendiy chair.

The president announced that the
amendment was carried by a vote of 40
to 34. In aceordance with the result of
the vote, the resolutions were read, and
as soon as the obnoxious resolution was
reached the remainder of the afternoon
was taken up in debate.

There was an impression that the reso-
lution was the work of Commissioner
Gibbs, for that gentleman had endeav-
ored to have the law as biiefly outlined
passed at the last session of the legis-
lature. Mr. Gibbs defended himself
with eredit and spirit, and

of his inquisitors with good effect. The

enemies and friends of the resolution

agreed on but a single point at issue,

which was that its passage or rejection

would benefit the wheat ring according -
to the standpoint from which the orator

viewed the question.

Gen. Barrett, Charles Canning, T, C.
Hodgson and Senator Hixon were fore-
most in condemning the resolution. and
lgnatius Dennelly and Senator Shields
led the opposing forces in a manner
which made the fight a hot one.

“This is a question of great import-
ance,” said T. €. Heodgson. “If we
cannot protect ourseives we must bring
the law and its proper machinery to our
aid. If the station agent does not oifer
me the proper grade, enough or a suffi-
cient price for my wheat, I am not
obliged to accept the proposition. I ean
go elsewhere. Many farmers are cheat-
ed in horse flesh. Why do you not in-
stitute a bill for their special guardian-
ship in this particular instance? Every
man who wants to buy a load of wheat
should be permitted to do so without
supervision.”

_“ldo yot believe in issuing wheat
tickets™ said Senator Hixson. “I know
that Mr. Barrett sent some wheat to
market and none came back. It was
rejected because it was stack-Burnt,
when, as a matter of fact, he hadn’t
burned any whear for five years, but
had threshed it during that time.”

The vote on the announcement was
finally taken, and the result at first in-
dicated a deadlock, as there were thirty-
eight votes on each side. On a careful
recount, however, the clerk announced
that there were thirty-nine votes against
}het resolution, which was accordingly
ost. ;

The retail
boot and shoe clerks have been success-
ful in a similar movement and it is pro-
posed to form an organization of the
clerks in the two branches of business
looking to the general advancement of
their interests.
