N THE CONSOMME,

The Republican City Council
Knocks Out the Eight-
Hour Law.

The Day’s Work System Also
Booked for Early and
Prompt Attention.

Several Hundred Thousand
Dollars in Appropriations
Modestly Asked For.

Ald. Downs Considers  the
President and Old Mem-
bers Insulted.

The Republican city ecouncil 'im
proved an early opportunity yesterday
to knoek out the eight-hour law which
has always been a bone of contention
for the past year. An attack was also
made on the day’s work system, but the
eagerness displayed by the leaders from
the old council rather alarmed the new
aldermen and the funeral was post-
poned. It was late in the afternoon
when Ald. Barrows offered a resolution
passed July 19th and approved August
18, 1887, which provided that work for
the city should be done by the day or
hour whenever practicable, instead of
by contract. He explained that this
simply did away with the reéquirement

that  work should be done by
the day, and left it optional
as to  whether it  should be

done by contract or day’s work. Ald.
Grimes promptly seconded the resolu-
tion. Ald Blichfeldt moved to lay on
the table, which was lost, however by a
vote of 22 to 15. Ald. Downs stated
that the repealing of the resolution
simply untied the hands of the alder-
men, and allowed them to have the
work done for the best interests of the
city. Ald. MeGowan, of the First ward,
wanted to have the resolution postnoned,
as he thought it too serious a matter to
be hastily acted upon. Ald. Van-
dewater agreed with him and meved a
postponement of the question to the
next meeting, which canied by a vote
of 23 to 14.

At this President Johnson sung out:
“Bring on your other resolution, Fred,
and stand by it.”

Whereupon Ald. Barrows handed up
the following:

Resolved, ‘That the certain resolution
of the city council passed April 22, 1887,
and approved April 30, regulating the
number of hours and price per day eon-
stituting a week’s work, and the time
of payment for the same, be, and the
same is hereby repealed.

Ald. Barrows proceeded to *‘~tand by
it,”” and made quite a speech for him,
managing to get out that day’s work
has cost 20 per eent more than contract,
and that of the nineteen aldermen who
had supportea the day’s work system
only one had been returned to the coun-
cil, and he came with a very small ma-
Hority from a strong Democrat ward.

President Johnson didn’t think Bar-
rows made itstrong enough, so he helped
the chair and made a strong plea for the
passage of the resolution, his enief
argument being that of economy. Min-
neapolis, be said, should not pay as
much for eight hours’ labor as other
cities pay for ten. Ald. Downs claimed
the voice of the people, as shown by the
election, was unmistakably against
day’s work. Ald. Vanderwaker thought
the eight-hour law made a discrimina-
tion by allowing city employes to work
two hours less than other laborers.
Ald. MeGowan made another effort for
postponement, but the resolution was
finally adopted by the following vote:

MORE INVESTIGATION.

The **New Deal” Talk Stirs Up the
Old Members.

Ald.Downs moved that the cityseales
be placed in the charge of the commit-
tee on public grounds and«:buildings.
Ald. Woodward objected that a sealer
of weights and measures had been p-
pointed who should have charge of the
scales. Ald. Potter intimated that this
was a scheme on the part of Downs to
make a place for a defeated candidate.
To this Ald. Downs replied that the
sealer properly has nothing more to do
with the scales than to test them., As
to the insinnation as to his motive he
scorned to notice it. The motion was
carried, but there was evidently some
truth in Ald. Potter’s little side shot,
for Ald. Downs arose to a question of
privilege. Now that the council had
been organized, the dead buried in Pot-

ter’s field, and the wounded sent
to the hospital for incurable
kickers, he wanted to call up

some insinuations that impugned the
motives of Aldermen who had been
members of the old council, and re-
flected especially upon the reputation
of the president of the council for in-
tegrity and fairness. . It had been
charged through the newspapers that
the old members desired the eleetion of
certain officials to head off investiga-
tions. He wanted a committee of five
appointed consisting entirely of new
members, to investigate any acts of any
city official or alderman, past or pres-
ent, with power to send for persons and
papers. ‘The motion was defeated ap-
parently, but Downs ealled for the ayes
and nays, and when his vote was reached
made an appeal that the committee
should be appointed, as a courtesy to
President Johnson and the old mem-
bers. On this plea the motion finally
prevailed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS.

The Bethany Home Gets an Ap-
propriation-=-The Improvement
Fund Bonds.

Reports were adopted from® the com-
mittee on ways and means recomnmend-
ing the issnance of 4 per cent bonds to
the amount of $100,000, dated Feb. 1,
payable at the National Park Bank of
New York, to be sold and turned into
the permanent improvement fund, and
authorizing the city clerk to draw a
warrant in favor of the permanent im-
provement fund for §50,000, to be
charged to the water works fund, the
amount to be regarded as a loan from
the water works fund, to be returned as
soon as the improvement fund reaches
its first tax settlement.

The committee appointed to examine
a meat inspector reported that there was
no such office, the charter providing
only for the appointment of an inspec-
tor of articles of food. On the motion
of Ald. Thompson the committee was
notified to proceed with the examina-
tion of the meat inspector under the
rules that governed the former exam-
ination. Tlie examination will be held
Tuesday afternoon.

The committee on water works re-
ported the following list of appoint-
ments:  Register, F. e oody, at
$2,000; cashier. D. C. Brown, at §1,000:
meter inspector, Albert E. Allen, at
$350; supervisor, J. H. McConnell, at
$1,500. Ald. Sterling thought the com-
mittee on salaries should report on the
salaries, and Ald, Gray wanted the ap-
pointments voted on separately, but the
committee’s report was accepted. The
salaries are the same as paid last year,
with the exception of the supervisor’s,
which is redunced $500.

The committee on Bethany home re-
ported in favor of appropriatinlg 81,500
for the aid of that institution. The mo-
tion provailled by a vote of 34to4,
when Ald. Downs gave the signal that

he *approved of it most heartily.”

‘Who Gets to the Municipal Play
House.

A communication from Judges Emery
and Mahoney, of the municipal court,
in reference to the workhouse, was re-
ceived. In language that wasdecidedly
vigorous, and at times humorous, is was
urged that the council purchase a
quamtity of wood, the “more knotty and
jagged the better,” that the convicts at
the workhouse may be instructed in the
art of manipulating the municipal buck-
saw during the eight hours at which the
law requires them to be confined at hard
labor each day. “The product could be
utilized in the public institutions of the
city, or a suitable quantity of rock be
g‘x;mded, and the labor of the eriminals

used in reducing it to the proper size
of macadamizing street.” he judges
state that the workhouse is regarded by

vagrants and ne’er-do-wells as a sort of-

haven from the vicissitudes of the cold,
heartless world.

Another commnnication was received
from some one wanting to sell ma-
chinery for making cotton hose.

Ald. Sterling Doesn’t Get Every-
thing He Wants.

The
first thing on the programme was the
reading of the forty-seven pages 'of
typewriter copy of the.evidence taken
at the time of the arrestof the Davidson

nected Capt. Harvey with being, per-
haps, implicated with the robberies
committed by tliat famous band.

The evidence as read was that of Capt.
Harvey himself, Detectives Doyle and
Howard, Chief Inspector Hankinson,
Supt. Hein, Sergt. Leonard and Harry
-De Young. X

Capt.” Harvey’s testimony, though
quite voluminous, didn’t amount to very
much. His prineipal assertions were
that he had been at work on the ease
trying to trace the goods stolen
from various places, and ‘‘spot”
the gang that had been doing the work.
He explained the fact of his leaving the
bolt of silk at his house by saying that
there was at that time-

between the detective and regular
poiice department that he didn’t dare
report his progress with the case or the
recovery of the silk for fear it

It took a long
time to read it, but nothing of impor-
I tance was brought out.

The board then adjourned until Mon-
day, when Capt. Harvey’s position will
be finally determined at the regular
weekly meeting.

The status of the case“seems to be
this: Capt. Harvey is charged with
standing in with a gan¥ of burglars and
giving them tips on the movements of
the police, receiving a part of the swag
in return. Some stolen goods are
proved to be in his possession, he
did not report to' his superior
otticers,and- there are several queer little
deals with the gang which make it look
rather bad for the captain. The accused
claims his *“standing in with the gang”
was feigned ou his part and was only
intended as a trap to place them where
he could make a case against them. His
story 1s largely corroborated by the tes-
timony of Harry de Young, who acted as
a go-between. Davidson, on the other
hand, gives, in an affidavit made sinee
he was sent to Stillwater, evidence
whieh is very damaging and apparently
meompatible with the eaptain’s story.

THE DAVIDSON AFFIDAVIT.

The aftidavit which was not admitted
as testimony is in the possession of
Capt. Mike Hoy and reads as follows:
S. f’ Davidson being duly sworn, de-
poses and says that he is the identical
S, P. Davidson who, was convieied of
larceny in the first degree -and sen-
tenced to serve the term of five years in
the Minnesota state prison on Sept. 24,
1888, and is now confined in said prison
serving out said sentence.

Affiant says that he became acquaint-
ed with Capt. Harvey, of the eenural
station, a captain of poiice in the city
of Minneapolis, Minn., and Win the
month of October, 1887, that “Harvey
was introduced to affiant by Harry De
Young, pawnbroker of said city of Min-
neapolis, that the object of said intro-
duction was for the purpose of organ-
ized thieving, that the process of re-
ceiving and disposiug of' stolen’ goods
was as follows: Said De Yourg wasa
receiver of stolen goods amnd .in
this capacity received and disposed
of stolen goods to a great extent, that
when gooas were brought to De ¥oung
to be sold or disposed of, being:stolen
goods, Capt. Harvey would notify said
De Young if any suspicion had bden
aroused against parties stealing: such
goods, and De Young would notify said
parties committing said criminal acts;
that such notification was frequently
given to persons following thieving
operations. Affiant further says that it
was his custom to go to the business
place of said De Young and receive
information for persons engaged in
eriminal pursuits, and that this affiant
frequently conveyed information given
him by said Harvey to said persons,
thus apprising them of intended identi-
fication and arrest. Affiant says that in
the month of June, 1888, he saw Harvey
recgive certain silks on Sixth avenue
and near Washington avenue, in sdid
city of Minneapolis: that in the month
of May, 1888, the said Harvey came to
the business place of affiant and asked
to be shown into room No. 1, in which
were certain persons known to
be thieves, and stolen goods
Affiant did as requested, and saw the
said Harvey cariy away a tin dinner
pail in which were watehes stolen in St.
Paul, said Harvey knowing themto be
stolen. Affiant says that in June ’8S,
shortly before the arrest of affiant, affi-

ant in company with Harvey and Harry

and Blake gang, when newspapers con-.

vou hadn’t come in there when you did.

De Young in the back room of De
Young’s place of business in Minneap-
olis, made arrangémeénts to burglarize a
safe belonging toa man named Mans-
field, a business man in gaid ity of
‘Minneapolis. By the termsof the agiee-
ment affiant was to procure the
sefviced of a Mai who wounld commit
the burglary. Affiant says he was given
to understand by the said De Young
and Harvey that Police Commissioner
Guile was *“‘right,”” which meant that
he was concerned in and would favor
thieving aspirations, and Affiant furtbher
says that he has frequently seen said
Guile in the business place of the said
De Young and affiant’ says he was as-
sured by the said Harvey that said
Guile was acquainted with and favor-
able to thieving, and that there
would be no trouble in the event
of an arrest of the affiant. Affiant says
that inthe month of June four bolts of
cloth were taken from a store in St.
Paul and were left at the residence of
said Harvey in Minneapolis, Harvey
knowing them to be stolen goods. Affi-
ant says that he made the acquaintance
of many of the thieves who. boarded
with him thrcugh the said De Young,
and tbrough - the connivance of De
Young, that he might receive the goods
they stole and be able to give them no-
tice of intended arrest from information
given by said Capt. Harvey.

Affiant says that at the time of the
couversation in the back room of De
Young’s place of business in regard to
the burglary of - the safe belonging to
the said Mansfield, it was mentioned
that the said Capt. Harvey was very
anxious to procure certain watches
known as ‘“‘times,” or stop wateches, and
several hundred Collars’ worth of dia-
monds, supposed to be in the safe of the
said Mansfield. S. P. DAVIDSON.

“TURN UP” AT LAST.

Enough Buggies and Harness
Recovered - to Start a Livery
Stable.

At last the police foree, who have
been at work for months, apparently
without avail, on the case of the bug-
gies which were taken fronw a dozen or
more citizens during the early part of
the winter, have succeeded in brilliantly
inaugurating the Brackett regime by
turning up the entire plant of
eleyen buggies, four sets of bobsleds,
six sets of single hainess, one set of
double harness, one saddle and bridle,
several robes, blankets, whips and other
articles usually found about a horse
stable. All the property was traced to
a small barn on Sixth street south, be-
tween Twelfth and Thirteenth avenues.
The barn was tightly locked, but on
gaining an entrance the officers found
the entire plant of stolen goods. Two
of the carriages were taken from Pot-
tle, the carriage dealer; two from El-
liott Bros., a speeding or road wagon
from M. D. Wilson, and the other arti-
cles from people in ail parts of the city.

The barn where the stolen
property was found belongs
to an old lady who told the volice that
the man who hired the bnilding told hex
that he kept a livery stable and wanted
the barn to store his wagons and bug-
gies in during the winter.

Baker, the man arrested at the time
of the larcenies, and who is in the
county jail awaiting trial, is now known
to be the leader of the gang. and the

 police think they are on the track of

the other thieves.
TWO FIRES.

One of Them Plainly Incendiary,
the Other at a Charch.

Mrs. Ed Lawler, who occupies rooms
over the White house restaurant, at 226
Hennepin avenue, which was closed
Wednesday, last evening at 7 o’clock
smelled smoke, and gave the alarm of
fire. The police burst into. the place.
and found that a cracker box filled with
paper and ignitable material had been
placed on the cellar stairway and then
set on fire. The - department speed-
ily extinguished the flames, and little
damage was done. The fire was evi-
dently the work of an incendiary. There
has been a good deal of feeling’ engen-
dered over the closing of the restaurant,
occasioned by the replevining of the
fixtures on a mortgage, and the attempt
to burn the building is laid to this.

While the fire department was en-
gaged 1 subduing the flames in the
White House restaurant the alarm
sounded from the North side, and a
part of the force was forced to leave the
worlk there for the new outbreak. The
fire was in the First German church, on
Twentieth avenune north, between Lyn-
dale avenue and Eighth street. The
fire started from a defective flue. But
little damage resutted.

WILL RETALIATE.

Mitchell May Make It H. O. T. for
the S. P. C. A.

The case of the state against Henry
Mitchell, the back driver, charged with
cruelty to animals, was nolled yester-
day by the county attorney. Thereis

.something of a history to this case, as

told by the persons interested in it. It
seems that Mitchell has begun a eivil suit
against the president of the Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals to
recover damages for fals¢ itnprisonment,
Mitehell having been arrested on a
charge of whipping his horses in front
of the Nicollet house last summer. To
get back at Mitchell the president and
the attorney of the society had Mitchell
indicted, and when Mitchell withdrew
his suit for damages the society refused
to prosecute, and the case was dis-
missed. At the time of the alleged
whipping the grand jury refused to find
an indictment, but the last grand jury
did. His attorney claims that ‘‘Mitch”
now has two good cases against the so-
ciety.

Kelly's All Right.

“Oh, I am feeling all right now,” re-
marked James Riley, jailer at the
county jail, as he walked into the jail
office yesferday afternoon, and an-
nounced that he was readyto goto
work again.

“Say, old man,”’ he continued, turn-
ing to Turnkey Kelly, ‘you did all right
when Barrett and the others made toe
attack on me., If you had rushed in, as
they expected you would, we would
have both been done up, and a whole-
sale jail delivery would have followed.”

Mr. Riley has not yet entirely re-
covered from the hard usage he re-
ceived from the prisoners, and looks
somewhat pale. He says he has no fears
of another astack being made on him,
