The match race between
Mr. McGrath's colt Tipperary, for $250

a side, seems to have stirred up all the
horsemen in the state, and to have set
them talking. The letter of Mr. Finkle
is as follows:

The Daily Globe of the 14th announces a
match race for the Fourth of July between
Futurity ("ill and Tipperary. and I want to

make a prediction about the Girl. If no ao
ciuent happens and she is kept in training
until the Ist ofSeptember, she will be able
to obtain a lower record as a three-year-old
than Lord Nelson. She is Early Pioneer's
lirstget. His second died last summer with
colt distemper. The third is 16*4 hands
high, owned By Dr. Andrews, and a more
beautiful animal has never been driven.These
arc'bis only get as a two-year-old. Another
ofhis net is Senator Davis, foaled May, 1887.
He is leing driven now, and. barring acci-
dents, will add another to Early Pioneer's
list of 2:30 trotters at three years old. From
what I have seen of Early Pioneer's get I
consider him as piomising a young stallion
as ihere is in the world. Look at bis breed-
ing, and besides be has all the other reoui-
sites to make a great producer. Iknow l a. it.
Warrett is pinning his faith to his Nutwood,
but time will prove whether his high opinion
ofhis colt, bred in Kentucky, willequal the
Minnesota bred Early Pioneer. Put me
down as backing Early Pioneer. Yours
truly, 11.

McGrath Wants More Racing.
ln connection with what Mr. Finkle

has said above, it is interesting to note
what Mr. McGrath is willing to do. He
says that within two weeks after the
race between Tipperary and Futurity
Girl, on the 4th of July next, he will
match Tipperary for a race of from $250
to $500 a side against any three-year-old
in Minnesota. One hundred dollars is
to be put up when the race is made, and
the balance April 1. Mr. McGrath talks
very boldly and confidentially. Messrs.
Finkle and McGrath appear to have un-
bounded confidence in their colts. The
former declares that Futurity Girl will
get a lower record as a three-year-old
than Lord Nelson did. The latter made
a record of :l"2til4 at Mintage in Chicago.
To say that Futurity Girl can do better
than that is to make a very bold asser-
tion. The horse breeders of Minnesota
willrecollect, however, that at the win-
ter meeting of the breeders association,
held in the winter when - Lord Nelson
was coming three years old, Mr. Finkle
predicted what Lord Nelson would do,
and they looked upon him as a man who
was over-con tident and extravagant.
The result proved that in that matter he
had better judgment than any of his as-

Two Good Stallions Owned at .
Mankato.

Southern Minnesota is becoming the
home of some good, well-bred trotting
stock. Especially is this true in Blue
Earth, a rich, fertile county. The soil
is productive, farms are numerous and
well cultivated, and the farmers of that
section are all well to do, and yearly
coming out better and better in this
world's goods. One noticeable tiling
among them is the fact that many of
them are turning their attention to
breeding trotters. Blue. Earth county
now has no iess than ten standard-bred
stallions, where four years ago there
was not one, and the nearest standard-
bred horse was at C..A. DeGraff's farm,
at Janesville. This improvement is due
largely to the starting of the lair associ-
ation. Two excellent stallions are
owned by F. G. Himmelman, of Man-
kato that are among the best
of the standard-bred.

Edmond's first
dam was Clara Belle, by Enchanter,
son of Administrator, by Hambelton-
ian, 10; sec md dam Clara W, by Wash-
ington llaiiibeltonian; third dam. dam
ofSatillite, by Crawford County Cham-
pion; fourth dam, dam of Erwin's Turk,
thoroughbred. Edmond has producing
blood from top to bottom, and through

all branches. He is a- beautiful chest-
nut, fifteen and three-quarters hands
high, ami as proud as a king; head well
up; weighs 1,150 in fair condition; good
style; splendidly gaited, and has the
best of dispositions. lie transmits a fine
gait and fast speed to bis colts.

Vitesse, another good stallion, also be-
longs to Mr. Hinmelman. He is by
Gambetta. 1172. His first dam was by
Thorndale. 305. son of Alexander's Ab-
dallah; second dam by Evelina by Ash-
land, 47, son of Manibrino Chief; third
dam by Lady Patriot by Young Patriot,
thoroughbred. Vitesse is a seal brown,
with a pacing conformation. He is
fifteen aud three-quarters hands high;
yet. as shown by his colts at De Graffs
farm, he breeds large. lie is strongly
inbred to Kysdyk's Hambeltonian, his
sire, and the sire of his dam being by
sons of two of the most prepotent sons
of the old horse, while his second dam
is by Mainbrino Chief. With his gilt-
edged breeding, Vitesse is a horse of
great substance, excellent disposition
and splendid trotting action, all of
which combined makes him one of the
most promising sires of the day. He is

PEItCHKRON STALLIONS.

J. P. Gribben Establishes a Breed-
ing Farm. BF*fl

J. P. Gribben, while not a horseman
In the ordinary acceptation ot that term,
has been gradually drawn into the busi-
ness of breeding. His business requires
a large number of heavy draft horses,
and these animals are continually be-
coming lame, sick and worn out. He
has to continually replenish them,
and, instead of purchasing new ones,
he has concluded to breed his own
horses. To carry out this plan he some
time ago purchased 200 acres two miles
east of Lake Elmo for a farm. It is
well watered and is part timber and
part meadow land, and on the tract is
a beautiful lake. Like a sensible breed-
er, he has started with a first-class stal-
lion, Francois. He is a dark gray Per-
cheron, and is recorded in the American
Stud Book 9.424; French number, 15,485.
He was imported by Leonard John-
son and sired by Gilbert, and he
by Brilliant. Francois was foaled
March 22, 1880, and bred by M. Haye, at
the Commune of Theil, department of
Orne. in the heart of the Percheron
breeding country wlere Percheron
horses for generations have been bred
In their purity under government re-
strictions, 'encouraged by government
subsidy, and where the fame of the
Percheron is guarded as a priceless
treasure. The ancestral line of Fran-
cois is uniformly distinguished for its
purity of blood, and is traced back di-
rectly to the founders of the race. In
him is intensified their power of the re-
production* -Gilbert, his slyo, and Brilliant, his
grand siie, have won more laurels in
the prize ring than any other sires of

draft horses of this generation. Fran-
cois., before leaving La Perche, was
awarded a prize by the Perchero>i so-
ciety of France. Immediately after his
arrival in the United States he was
awarded the first prize at the Minnesota
state fair, held in St. Paul. He was
then shipped to Chicago, and was win-
ner over all competitors of his class at
the American horse show in that city in
1888, which was the greatest exhibition
of draft horses ever held in America.
He now stands at the head of Mr. Grib-
beu's stud at Cloverdale siock farm.

ABBEY «fc McHENRY'S STRING.

Money Made While Trotting the
Grand Circuit, ft .; .:

Last season Messrs. : Abbey & Mc-
Henry, of St. Paul, had one of the fast-
est and most successful strings of horses
that went down the grand circuit. They
were in all the hard contests at Cleve-
land. Rochester, Buffalo and Hartford,
where the best horses were entered.
After the grand circuit was ended they
went South, taking in every place
where trotting meetings were held,
from Omaha and Kansas City to the
towns in Texas!

OllieDrake, by Sam's Napoleon, four,
years old, with no record, though he
can trot better than 2:30. The above
are now at Freeport, wintering, and
are being driven moderately, prepara-
tory to taking their fast work early in
the spring. Wilcox (pacer),. 2:1034;
Lonetta F. 2:18%, and Nutmeg, by Nut-
wood, 2:25!4', were also in the string
last summer, but they are not now with
the others are Freeport. They will join
the others early in the spring. Messrs.

For the past year and a half
prices for making Havana cigars have
ranged from £10 to $40 per $1,000, and
the strikers want the figures raised to
the old rates of from §18 to $42 per 1,009.
This is a busy season in the manufact-
uring business, and the strikers say the
firms must yield in a short time. Three
firms have announced their intention to
grant the strikers' demand and restore
the old rates. Over 1,000 hands are out.

that scarcely 75 per cent of the smaller
storekeepers in this town make money,
and in consequence you can find almost
any day on the avenues and cross streets
above Canal people who are willingto
sell out providing they can do so with-
out much loss. There is an equal or
greater number of men who are ever
ready to jump into a business that
promises even a modest competence. I
am the middleman— the indirect bringer
together of would-be seller and pur-
chaser. All I have to do is to step in
and relieve the would-be seller of his
business at the . lowest possible figure
and dispose of it to the would-be buyer
at the highest figure. The difference is
my profit."

"But I should imagine you would find
it difficult to always dispose of a busi-
ness after you had purchased it."

"And sol would if 1 should sell it just
as it is when I buy it, but 1 don't. The
first thing I do alter taking possession
of a business is to renovate and repair
it, so to speak, so that it shall be in the
most favorable light to the buyer. In
almost every case where a man wants to
sell out, his business has run down and
he has become inattentive ami listless.
The place has a shabby dilapidated ap-
pearance, and no one would care to buy
it. My aim is to freshen it up and give
it a brisk, business air, and, although I
may not be able to infuse new life into
it, .you may depend upon it that it has
every appearance of prosperity when 1
get through with it.

"A ft economical but artistic and
effective touches will do this, and a little
modest cheek will sell the place out.
For instance, I bought this place out
two weeks ago. 1 had my eye on it for
some time, and noticed the premonitory
signs of early failure. By inquiry in
the neighborhood I learned that the
man's lent would be due in a few days.
Just before that time I dropped into
the store, and, buying a cigar, got into
an easy conversation with the proprie-
tor, in the course of which he. proposed
selling out' to me. Then I obtained the
lowest price for the stock, fixtures and
business separately. The upshot was
that 1 agreed to take the store, paying
nothing for the business, for there was
none, and cutting down the price of the
stock very materially. I appeared to
him to be about ready to make
an offer, when I inquired about
the rent. Then 1 told him that
1 should be unable to incur such a
heavy expense at the start, and went
away. The following day, just before
the rent was due, I dropped in again
and the man renewed the subject. We
settled at last, 1 agreeing to Day one-
half of the rent. 1 demanded imme-
diate possession and got it. 1 gave my-
self twenty-four hours to put on the
fancy touches. The scrubbers started
in first and were followed by cheap
whitewashed and paperhangers. The
whole stock was brushed up aft the
interior had been renovated, the fresh
side of the boxes was turned outward,,
the rubbish was cleaned out and a cheap
but highly colored oilcloth made the
piace look as spick and span as a new
nickel. Then came the stocking up,
and. let me tell you, this is an art m
itself, and a great deal of the
success in this business depends upon
it. You see, you must so arrange
that in selling out you will not only
make a profit on your business, but on
your stock.
