THE EXECUTIVE SESSION.

Why the executive session? The ald-
ermen of the eity council were elected
to transact public Dbusiness, and why
should not public business be transacted
in a public manner? Why is it then,
when any matter of importance is re-
ferred to a committee for a recom-
mendation likely to influence the action
of the council, that the aldermen lock
themselves up and take every precau-
tion to prevent the public from learning
what is beine done, and is likely to be
done: to head off discussion and cheek
Investigation?

Are not the aldermen doing them-
selves an injury, and perhaps creatimg
needless suspicion and distrust? The
board of education formerly held execu-
tive sessions, and barred newspaper
representatives from its meetings. The
result was that many of its actions were
misjudged, and its members were sub-
jected to eriticism that did not improve
their individual standing in the com-
munity, Now that the sessions of the
board are open, and the public ean
Iearn how its affairs in this department
are being conducted, the board does
not seem to be seriously hamp-
ered in its actions, nor embarrassed
by interference. The members get
credit for devotion to their duties, and
enjoy a confidence of the community
never before reposed in them. The po-
lice commission, on the other hand, has
been holding secret sessions, and the
consideration in which it1s held is ap-

parent. One scandal after another has
followed. Political, religious and na-
tionality influences, and even cor-
ruption are generally aseribed to
acts which may spring from wor-
thier motives which would be
approved if they were understood.

As it is, the feeling against the board
amounts to indignation and bitterness.
Only the consciousness that its abolition
would be a tacit admission of the un-
worthy purpose for which it was cre-
ated keeps the Republicans from seek-
ing the repeal of the act which foisted
the commission upon Minneapolis. The
board, as it is now constituted, cannot
hope to win the respect even, let alone
the favor, of the people of Minneapolis
but if the light of day should be let in
upon its star chamber sessions its
transactions would not be open to the
distrust that is so universally enter-
tained.

WHY NOT DO IT?

The Republicans have ecaptured the
control of the city government at Min-
neapolis, practically for four years, and
have so fixed it that unless theve is
then another such a complete political
“flop” as was witnessed last fall their
reign in power will be extended to at
least six years.

The complexion of its couneil, its
committees, the various boards and de-
partments is so largely Republican that
the presence of a Democratic represen-
tative is hardly diseernible. Now that

the Republicans have captured the
city they can afford to legislate
a little for its benefit instead

of their own. There is no need of ap-
pealing to the legislature to thwart the
will of the voters by robbing officials of
the power they were elected to wield,
of the creation of so-called non-partisan
boards which are placed beyond the
reach of popular condemnation or ap-
proval, The Republicans can afford to
abolish the police commission, which
has disorganized the important branch
of the city government, placed in its
charge. They ean afford to redis-
triet the c¢ity with a view to
obtaining a fair representation
of ward interests instead of
massing the Democrats so as to give
them as few representatives in the local
legislature as possible. They can afford
to lessen the number of aldermen, and
thus make the council less eumbersome
and expensive. They can afford to
ignore nationality and sectarian influ-
ences. They need not consider for
some time yet political affairs in any of
their actions. In fact, there are many
things the Republicans ean afford to do
for the benefit of the people of Minne-
apolis. 1t will be several years before
they need to resort to their character-
istie tacties to influence public opinion,
and in the meantime let there be a fair,
common-sense and economical adminis-
tration.

PUGS MUST PACK UP.

Mayor Babb Expresses Him-
self as Opposed to Public
Slugging Matches,

And Will Do What He Can to
Prevent Them in the Flour
City.

Mayor Babb and Supt Brackett ex-
pressed themselves yesterday as being
of the opinion that the spiritless glove
contest between Cardiff and Fell, and
the attending exhibition of rowdyism at
the Washington rink ‘Tuesday evening
is the last that will take place inthe
city of Minneapolis. Supt. Brachett,
however, stated plainly that the au-
thorities have at present no power to
prohibit the holding of any such’
exhibition and ecan only interfere
when the contest becomes brutal
or there is quarreling or disorderly con-
duet. ITe also intimated that but for
the trouble and disgraceful row with
which the fight on ‘Tuesday night
euded, the.adnnistration would not
have interfered with future glove con-
tests. The matter will be thoroughly
considered now, however, and the prob-
able end will be the prohibition of glove
contests.

City Attorney Russell is now engaged
in drafting an ordinance which will
place the power to allow or forbid such
contests in the hands of the mayor and
superintendent of police, or put an end
to them altogetber. 1t is understood
that an amendment to the penal code
covermg the case will also be introduced
in the legislature.

THE BOY THIEVES.
A Man Who Is sSupposed to Have
Instigated Them.

Detective Hall thinks that, through
the capture and confession of the six
lads who have been stealing wheat from
the Manitoba railroad, he has discov-
ered a wretch who has beenplaying the
Fagin act to a great extent, and who is
the cause of these lads entering on a
eriminal career while still almost in
their infancy. If the factsin the case
are as they are now supposed, the man
who has been buying the grain from
the boys is as much worse than the
boys themselves as can be imagined.
His name is Oliver Shambow. He isan
aged teamster,living at 209 Greeley ave-
nue north. About thirty bushels of
wheat were found in his possession, and
the boys say he first suggested
the idea of taking wheat from full
cars, and told them he would pay
twenty cents a  bushel for all
they could get. He will undoubtedly be
under arrest before the eourt opens this
morning, and in that case it 1s quite
probable that the boys will be used as
witnesses in an efort to conviet him
and then dismi: sed with a reprimand,
although John @i« ga .. the eldest of the
boys, who is fiftec.. years old, may be
made to feel the strong arm of the law.

All the boys were arraigned yester-
day and held for appearance this morn-
ing at 9 o'clock. Each was charged
with stealing five bushels of wheat and
all pleaced guilty. One of the lads,
Johnnie Higgins, is only eight years
old, and Johnnie Hallock, who squealed
on his comrades,is not much older.
Some of them went home with their par-
ents, who agreed to bring them back in
the morning.

A NICE MESS,

George Werner Is Engaged In a
Dispute With the Law,

Judge Rea late yesterday afternoon
issued a warrant for the arrest of George
Werner, a well known man about town,
and the warrant was placed in the
hands of the sheriff to serve. It ap-
pears that Werner and his wife, Julia
A. Werner, have not been living to-
gether for some time past, and that Mr.
Werner has had the custody of their
child, a pretty little girl. Yesterday
morning Mrs. Werner swore out a writ
of habeas corpus, in an endeavor to
gain possession of the ehild. When
this writ was served by a deputy sherift
Werner tore it from the officer’s hands,
tore it to pieces, and then trampled the
fragments under foot. This was re-
ported to Judge Rea, who at once is-
sued an attachment for Werner.

The Chamber on Top.

Broker L. D. Welsh, charged by the
Chicago board of trade with running a
“hucket shop” and denied the quota-
tions, as a member of the chamber of
commerce telephoned the changes in
the market to his office, using the tele-
phone of the Scandinavian Elevator
company. The elevator company de-
nied him the use of the teiephone. as
all the tenants of the building are
bound by the rules governing the cham-
ber. Welsh is now in Chicago making
other arrangements.

A New Lumber Company.

A lumber company was formed yes-
terday afternoon in Lumber Exchange.
It was incorporated under the name of
the Cottonwood Lumber company. The
officers are as follows: President, Paul
Blackman, of Minneapolis; vice presi-
dent and superintendent, M. Norseth,
of Cottonwood ; seeretary and treasurer,
W. H. Curran, of this city.

The authorized capital is $10,000: the
stock paid in cash 6,000, The head-
quarters will be at theoffices in Lumber
Exchange. A lumber yard is now es-
tablished at Cottonwoed and others

will be located from time to time over
the state. The three gentlemen men-
tioned are the ohes principally inter-
ested. Mr. Backman has just come
back from the logging camps of the
state and says that logs will be very
searce next year.

TO CLASSIFY CRIMINALS.

The Grand Jury Makes a Sensible
Report to the Court.

The Hennepin county grand jury fin-
ished up its labors yesterday afternoon
and adjourned sine die. The wain
cases considered were the ones against
the prisoners now in the county jail.
The jury did not go into outside matters
to any extent. The small boys charged
with stealing from a store in South Min-
neapolis were ordered discharged, as no
indictments were found against them.
The jury paid a visit to the jail in the
morning, and, after a careful inspec-
tion, announced that it was an outrage
to lock small boys up with hardened
criminals. The following report was
made in reference to the matter: The
grand jury would respectfully recom-
mend that the jurisdiction of the muni-
cipal court of the city of Minneapolis

be extended so as to enable
that court to make final disposi-
tion of all cases of misdemeanor

instead of binding them over to the
grand jury, as is frequently done now
for lack of jurisdiction in that court,
thereby resalting in confining in the
county jail of the supposed ecriminal
for weeks and perhaps months before
trial. Many of these cases are against
boys under sixteen years of age, and
they are confined in the county jail
with older and confirmed ecriminals,
much to their injury. Inourjudgment,
all eriminals under sixteen years of age
should be confined : a separatecom-
partment in the jai, and thereby avoid
contamination from older and more in-
corrigible eriminals. The jury finds
that the jail has now thirteen boys in it
as prisoners, ranging in age from nine
to sixteen. Some of their cases have
been disposed of to-day, but any other
boys confined in the jail within the next
ensuing few weeks will have to await
the action of the next grand jury in
April, before indictment or trial. The
demoralizing influences of such con-
finement upon boys whose characters
are yet unformed can readily be im-
agired, and should be remedied by ex-
tended jurisdiction of the municipal
court, and separate confinement for
criminals.

The grand jury would further recom-
mend that a separate lever and bolt be
furnished each water closet door in the
county jail, so that the turnkey can
close the closet from the outside corridor
at the same time the cell doors are
closed when he goes in to feed the
prisoners, thus obviating the liability
{?_ni such assaults as that upon Turnkey

iley.

DISTRICT COURT NOTES.

A Number of Interesting Items
From the Temple of Justice.

William McKay, formerly employed
as a switchman at Brainerd by the
Northern Pacitic Railroad company, be-
gan an action against the road yester-
day to recover $3,000 for injuries re-
ceived on Nov. 23, 1888, About 10
o’clock on the night of that day he was-
switching cars in the yard. when he
was caught and badiy erushed between
two freight cars. which were sent up
againsthim without any warning. He
declares that the cars were defective
and unfit for use.

The State Sash and Door Manufac-
turing company has begun suit against
J. J. Evans and others to recover $937
for goods sold.

Emily C. Wilkins is made defendant
in an action begun by Eugene J. Brown
to recover $150 on a board and room
rent bill.

The Layman will case remained on
trial before Judge Rea again yesterd ay,
and will probably continne for the re-
mainder of the week. The time was
occupied yesterday in taking medieal
testimony in regard to Mrs. Layman’s
mental condition at the time she made
the much contested will. The case is
attracting considerable attention.

Frances E. Uhlein, the daughter of
Benediet Uhlein, deceased, has_begun
an action against Edward E. Uhlein,
her brother, and Oscar von Kuster, his
guardian, to have a division made in
certain real estate, of which they are
the joint owners.

John B. Waddick, who was suffering
mentally from an overdose of whisky,
was sent to the asylum yesterday by
Judge von Schlegell.

The real estate suit of Saunders
against Letcher, which has been on
trial before Judge Young for several
days, attracted a large crowd yesterday.
No new points of any particular inter-
est were introduced. The case will
probably be coneluded to-day.

A SAD CASE.

Hans C. Michaelson Sent to the
Hospital for the Insane.

There was a sad scene in the probate
court yesterday afternoon when Hans
C. Michaelson, a weil known Scandi-
navian residing at 1532 Fifteenth street
south, was brought in by the police to
be tried as to his sanity. He was ac-
companied by his daughter, a pretty
young girl, dressed in black. During the
examination Michaelson grew exceed-
ingly violent, and it required the com-
bined efforts of four big police officers
to hold him, He offered to fight every
one present, collectively or individu-
ally, and seemed sorry because his in-
vitation. was not accepted. Michaelson
was released from the asylum two years
ago. He owns considerable real estate
“e.re, and has a brother at Burkhardt,

THE MOTOR HIT HIM.

Peter Heffinger’s Suit Against the
Motor Company on Trial.

The suit of Peter Heffinger against the
motor company to recover $4,850 dam-
ages for injuries received some time
ago, was” on trial before Judge Hicks
yesterday. It seems that in October
last Heffinger was at work putting in a
sewer out on Nicollet avenue, when he
was struck by a motor train and had his
head cut, his hip crushed and his body
generally bruised. In his complaint he
states that he can do no work and is
crippled for life, The plaintiff carried
a big cane when he took his seat in the
witness chair, and it was with difficulty
that he moved at all. The case will be
resumed this morning.

Naughty Lazarus.

Lazarus Sternberg is the Biblical
name of a hard-looking little Israel-
ite who was brought before Judge Ma-
honey yesterday on a charge of incor-
rigibility, preferred by his father, David
Sternberg, a smiling Hebrew who re-
sides on Washington and Eleventh ave-
nues south. David said that his son
had repeatedly run away from home,
sometimes being gone a month or more,
that he had lived at the newsboys’
home, telling the people there that he
had no home, an¥ also that he was in
the habit of *‘shooting craps” with de-
praved street boys and otherwise mis-
behaving himself in a manner very dis-
tressing to his parents. He will be sent
to the reform school.

Workingmen Don’t Fancy the
Repeal of the Eight-
Hour Law,

And Say They Will Renewﬁhei
Attack to Re-Establish |
It in ’90. :

 Their Aftersight Was Befteri

Than Their Foresight
Last Election. |

Interviews With Promin'ent;
Labor Leaders--The Test |
Was Not a Fair One. '

The city council, at its first meeting|
after it had been fairly organized for
business, embraced the opportunity to
knock out the eight-hour law, which
has been distasteful to its leaders in

the old council since its passage in
April, 1887, The opinions of
the following well known lead-

ers of organized labor concerning
the council’s action in this comnection
may be interesting as foretelling of the
merry time to come.

H. B. Martin—I think the abolition of
the eight-hour system was bad poliey.
The cily work can be done just as cheap
if no cheaper on the eight-hour plan
and the welfare of the whole country
including all elasses of people demands
that it should be generally established.
1t Dbenefits and protects unskiiled
labor and the weaker classes
of laboring people generally, and it
seems to me that it should be the aim of
the state and ecity to protect such
against the strong and powerful. Then
too, the city and state ought always to
take the lead in reforms of this Kkind,
where the influence of one individual
employer or corporation . would scarcely
be felt. The eight-hour system
has been the recognized system
in Australia for thirty-two years, and
the thirty-second anniversary of its es-
tablishment has just been celebrated
with great rejoicing. Long hours is
the cause of creating the great army of
unemployed laborers that we have in
this country, and no government should
assist in creating a class that isa men-
ace to the welfare of the country, which
that government is supposed to protect.

J. P. McGoughey—The action of the
eouncil will increase the determination
of organized workingmen to establish
eight hours as a day’s labor, especially
since the trades federation sent out
notice to renew the attack. Ald. Bar-
rows when he says that the eight-hour
question was an issue in the last cam-
paign, is either mistaken or he prevari-
cates., It will, however, be an issue in
1890,

Michael Mogan—With hotel waiters
and saloon keepers as for men on sewer
work, the eight-hour system ecould
hardiy be expected to accomplish sthe |
best results; but, even then, money was
saved. l

T. W. Brosnan—At Brainerd they
tried the eight-hour system, and actu-
ally paid higher wages, and did the
work for $150 less than the city engi-
neer’s estimate at ten hours a day.

J. F. Griffithb—According to the City
Engineer’s Charter No. 10. a saving
was made by the eight-hour system.
Some of the aldermen allowed the men
15 cents extra for working the two hours
additional, and this was calculated to
have a deceiving effect.

Thomas A. Clark—The council has
{1qt,z:i\'eu the eight-bour system a fair
rial.

T. H. Lucas—Those whom the gads |
would destroy they first make mad.
The action of the council will strengthen
labor for the conflicet of 1830. The work-
ingmen can see from the course of the
politicians what to expect in the fut-
ure.

Ernest Grundman —The new council
has not shown a desire to deal fairly.
They should have given the working-
men an opportunity to be heard.

THE DEFENDANTS WIN.

The Peculiar Case of Milliken vs.
Goss Decided at Last.

The somewhat peculiar suit of Charles
C. Milliken against Herman Goss and
others, to recover $389 on a promissory
note, said to have been obtained by
threats of imprisonment, came to an end
in the district court yesterday afternoon,
when the jury returned a verdiet for
the defendants. The court granted a
stay of thirty days. The case was an
interesting one in many particulars, as
it was shown by several witnesses that
a police officer had taken Goss to the
office of Milliken’s attorney, and there
threatened him with imprisonment un-
less he signed the note. W. H. Place
and B. J. McIntire, the attornevs for
the defendants. feel considerably elated
over the victory, and especially so as it
is the first time a case of this kind has
ever been tried in Hennepin county,

AFRAID OF WHALES.

These Elephbants of the Sea Both-
ered Capt. Andrews More Than
Storms.

Capt. William A. Andrews, whose
trip of 1.555 miles in the httle boat, the
Dark Seeret, which appears in the play
of that name now on the boards at the
Grand opera house, is an entertaining
talker, and the yarns he reels off con-
cerning his solitary voyage are deeid-
edly interesting. Last evening he
entertained a group of listeners
for an hour at the GLOBE office, and in
his quaint way related his experiences.
The captain does not follow a seafar-
ing life as a profession, being only- an
amateur sailor, and a piano-fortesnaker
by trade. His trip inthe Dark Secret
was not his first attempt toeross the
ocean in a sail boat, for it should be re-
membered that in 1878 with his brother
he sailed from Boston to Parisina
cedar dory, called the Nautilus. That
boat was four feet longer than the
Dark Seeret, which has a keel
twelve feet long and has a mast eight
feet high carrying a latteen sail, .‘The
first trip was made in forty-five days,
but the voyage in the Secret lasted
sixty-two days, twenty-eight days being
passed Dbefore he could get - by
St. George’s shoals on the Massa-
chusetts coast and put out to sea.
He started June 18, and had ! eon-
tracted to join the Dark Seeret
company Sept. 8 so this deélay
caused him to give up his voyage after
he had sailed 1,555 miles of the 2,800,
and return to New York on the Nor-
wegian bark Nor. He proposes to make
another attempt next June, and his
boat, which is to be provided by the
New York Herald, will be the same
length, only a little narrower, and a
little less in depth. His son, &
youth of eighteen, is to accompany
him. “lt may seem rather strange
to you,” he said, “but my greatest dan-
ger was from whales--I can outride any
storm, but it’s another thing to guard
against whales. Ships have often been
sunk by them. A whale, you know,
has some four or five hundred horse-
ower in his tail alone, and if one of
em butts up against a sbip, the ship’s
apt to know it. It’ a good deal differ-
ent whether you are hunting whales, too,
or whether they are hunting you. A
cow and two calves played around me
all one afternoon and worried me half
to aeatb. 1 had to take an oar and pad-
dle away from ’em. You see, [ was
afraid one of ’em might whish its tail
around, and it would not be a dark se-
cret as to what would become of me if
they ever hit the boat. Sharks?
Lots -of ’em. Three of ‘em fol-
lowed me for ?uite a while.
I got to feeding ’em with some

pickled laml’s tongue I couldn’t

eat. They got pretty tame and. came
close to the boat. "Then'I took the.can
the tongue came in, put-in it a'signal
torpedo I had to hail boats with, lighted
it and tossed it overboard. One of the
sharks swallowed it, and it exploded in-
side of him. Thak was the last of him.”

One of the strangest experiences of
the captain was the hearing of voices
made by the sound of the waves, His
little cabin was only six feet long, two
feet three inches wide, and the sides of
the boat acted like sounding boards
when beaten by the waves. His great-
est inconvenience was from water, the
back part of the boat being open. His
oilskins became worn ouf, and he suf-
fered a great deal from being constantly
wet. He says he was never sick but
onee, and that was after he had taken
some medicine. Still, the strain on his
constitution must have amounted to
considerable, as he lost eighty-three
pounds in weight during the sixty-two
days he was at sea.
