THE CAUCUS.THE CAUCUS.

Was it a truism uttered by Senator
Buckman, in the joint legislative con-
vention last Wednesday, when :he said
the caucus was the best and most sacred
inheritance handed down by the Re-
publican party? We are inclined to the
opinion that the Benton county states-
maifallowed his ; partisan zeal "in this
instance to warp the- truth of history.
Ifthe caucus is the best inheritance .
the Republican party has to leave pos-
terity, then posterity will have just rea-
son to curse the day that the Republican.

The truth is, the cau-
cus has become the most potential agent
in debauching the civil service and in
lowering the standard of officialinteg-
rity. It is the instrument by which
rings and monopolies control party or-
ganization and dominate American
politics. They inculcate the false doc-
trine that caucus action is binding upon
the consciences of individuals, because
it is to their advantage to do so. . Thus
loyalty to caucus is rapidly supplanting
that higher form of patriotism, loyalty
to the best interests of the country, re-
gardless of party or party policies. The
evil effects of such a system are ap-
parent in the ring-ridden and monopoly-
oppressed conditions of the American
people. To the caucus system we. are
largely indebted for those imperium in
imperio masters of America— the great
corporations. To. the caucus system we
are indebted for the part that money
plays in controlling local, state and na-
tional politics, lt is largely by the
operation of the caucus system that the
ingenuous emprise and lofty aims of
the American youth are being crushed
out. The youth of the country are
being taught by an observation
of the practical workings of
the caucus system that wealth
alone is the requisite for elevating them
in the estimation of the public. Seeing
that no regard is paid to the man of in-
tellect or virtue, they care not them-
selves to become wise or virtuous. With
the evil fruitage of such a pernicious
system always in sight, it is incompre-
hensible how any person can bring him-
self to speak of it as the best and most
sacred inheritance of any party.

Although the processes of executing
capital punishment are being so molli-
fied and relieved of obnoxious features
as to make them almost a matter ofen-
joyment it is shown by the figures that
the tendency is away from retaliation
in kind upon murderers, not .only in
this country, but over the water. Since
Jan. 1 Italy doesn't kill people by lawjat
all* although in hardly any civilized
country are there more that could be
put out of the way for : public good.
Belgium has not executed a criminal in
twenty-five years, and, iv the last com-
pleted decade, out of 55S sentenced to
death inPrussia, but one was executed,
and he had attempted to kill the em-
peror. Not one-fourth of those sen-
tenced in France, Austria and Sweden
are put to death, and in Portugal, Hol-
land and several other states the death
penalty has been entirely abandoned.
The gap between the sentence and cxc-
cution is not greater in this than other
countries. It is evident that legal kill-
ing should more frequently follow sen-
tence or be dispensed with altogether.

Dublin. Jan. 24.—The trial of Will-Dublin, Jan. 24.—The trial ofWill-
iam O'Brien, M. P., on the charge of
conspiracy, began to-day at Carrick-on-
Suir, Couuty Tipperary. The govern-
ment had issued a proclamation, forbid-
ding any demonstration welcoming Mr.
O'Brien, but despite this action 20,000'
persons gathered around the court-
house. Six hundred policemen charged
the crowd, using their batons freely,
but were unable to disperse the gather-
ing. The excitement in the town is
feverish. While Mr. O'Brien was
striving to pass through the crowd to
enter the courthouse, lie was seized by.-
a police inspector and dragged for
thirty yards. The people were mad-
dened by this treatment of Mr. O'Brien,
and pressed forward to rescue him
from the hands of the inspector. The
police, however, repulsed the crowd.
Timothy Healy, who had stepped for-
ward to aid Mr. O'Brien, was met by a
bayonet leveled at his breast, but he
was not injured. A number of re-
porters were maltreated. Mr. O'Brien
complained to the magistrates that the
police were attempting to incite a
bloody riot. \u25a0

AVhen the counsel for othe crown had
concluded his case against Mr. O'Brien,
Timothy Healey, Mr.O'Brien's counsel,
applied to the court for subpoenaes for
Lord Salisbury and Mr. Balfour, chief
secretary for Ireland, whose
speeches, he said, were sim-
ilar to Mr. O'Brien's. The application
was refused by the magistrate. The
people in the court room then began to
murmur, and the galleries were or-
dered to be cleared. . The court officers
uroceeded to carry ont the order
when Mr. O'Brien called out: "I'll
clear out too,"- and ' started!) for
the. door. The magistrate shouted:
"Stop him." Then ensued a fierce
struggle. A constable grabbed Mr.
O'Brien, and the people flocked to aid
him. Finally.after a prolonged fight.Mr.
O'Brien, by the people's aid reached the
street, his coat- nearly torn from his
back. An immense , crowd thereupon
escorted him through the town in tri-
umph. The police made a savage
charge upon the people escort-
ing Mr. O'Brien, batoning them
mercilessly. The crowd returned
the attack with a fusilade of stones,
and' used their sticks freely. Mr.
O'Brien was wounded in the breast by
a rifle stock, and scores of people were
injured. The court hastily issued
a warrant for Mr. O'Brien's arrest,
and then adjourned. The police,
with fixed bayonets, patrolled the
streets until a- late hour. . Twenty per-
sons received wounds from bayonets,
and at least forty were clubbed by the
police. Some of the bayonet wounds.
are dangerous. , Itis not "known where
Mr. O'Brien is at present, and it is not
expected that he will appear in court
to-morrow.
A SIMILAR RUMPUS AT CLONAKELTY.

Charles Russell
emphasized Mr. Biggar's desire, and
Sir Henry James was compelled to ac-
cede.

Roseberry
and Halsbury, Chief Justice Cole-
ridge and many literary and sci-
entific men. The lord mayor proposed
a toast to Mr. Phelps, who was enthusi-
astically greeted when he arose
to reply. Mr. Phelps thanked
the lord mayor and those present
for their kindness, and referred
to the many kindnesses he had
received during his sojourn in England.
He said that misunderstandings might
arise betweeu England and America,
though both governments were anx-
ious to avoid their occurrence, but
all differences would be capable of
friendly solution. He said he did not
know who would be his successor, but
he knew that he would be an American
gentleman who would be fit to stand as .a medium of communication between
the two countries, and he was certain
that Englishmen would give a friendly
welcome. The Earl of Dunraven sent
his deep regret at being detained in Ire-
land, and therefore unable to be present
at the banquet.

LAUDED TO THE SKIES.
Joe Chamberlain's Tricky Schema

At
present the act only refers to Ireland,
where, under its operations, many
landlords have been enabled to sell at
fullvalue, or rather at their own valua-
tion, farms that were nearly-
useless to them. By this sug-
gestion it is evident that Mr.
Chamberlain desires . to further
ingratiate himself with the wealthy
land owners of England by opening a
way for them to unload a lot of
unprofitable holdings an unwary
tenants. The St. James Gazette, in
a leader on the subject to-
day, gushes over the prospect and hinds
the far-sighted Joseph to the skies. It
predicts that the Birmingham politician
willbe the future Liberal leader, though
it is not easy to understand upon what
it bases its prediction.

I have no doubt the wis-
dom of preparing by decided action for what
ever emergencies may arise : and such is the
feeliug of such individual mem-
bers of the committee as I have
been able to consult.
