CHITPEWAS WANT
BOUNCED.

CLoQUET, Minn., Jan. 25.—The Fond
du Lac band of Chippewa Indians in
counecil to-night, adopted resolutions
calling on the commissioner of Indian
affairs to employ the military forces of
the United States to remove trespassers
from the reservation. There are about
800 white men engaged in cutting skid-
ding and hauling logs in defiance of the
law and instructions from the Indian
office, and threaten violence to the In-
dians who“attempt to interfere with
them.

Itissupposed they are coming
to try and offset anything the late dele-
gation from Birmingham might have
effected.

1 decided to stay
right here, and when Mr. Abbott ar-
rived I told him the whole truth about
the condition of my business. I did not
eonceal anything, however trivival, and
then 1 said to him that I proposed to
remain here. I told him that he could
always find me if he wanted me, and
promised him that 1 would not commit
suicide either. So here I am waiting
for anything that may ecome.”” Moore
stated that his troubles dated back to
1880. “In 1879,” said he, “a law was
passed prohibiting foreign corporations
from bringing suit in the federal court.
That destroyed my business. For two
or three years 1 did nothing at all, and
became very despondent. Just before
that, a short time, | had gone into bank-
ruptey, and an intimate friend who had
indorsed my paper was a heavy loser.
I always considered thatI was in honor
bound to repay him, and it was in an
attempt to do this that my present
troubies really began. 1 had no busi-
ness, and yet had heavy running ex-
penses. At the same time 1 was striv-
g to repay my friend the money he
had lost by me. I had loaned great
sums of money for the company

I  represented, takinﬁ real es-
tate security. After the panic the
borrowers were unable to pay

off the mortzages and the property
fell back into our hands. It had depre-
ciated greatly in value, and was nat-
urally run down and in very bad repair.
1 felt myself more or less at fault in
having placed the loans so badly,
though in reality 1 had done the best I
could. I was extremely sensitive on
this point. 1 saw the company losing
thousands of dollars on investments
that had been made on my judg-
ment. All  these things iled
upon me, and as time passed on
grew more and more burdensome.
Many a time I felt as though I would
lose my mind. I was beset on every
side and felt bound to do something to
relieve myself, yet there was nothing I
could do. At this point, I went to New
York and began to speculate in stocks.
I had fair success, too, and made some
money, but whenever I came back here
Ilost my head and everything went
wrong.” Moore declined to say how
much he had lost in stock speculation.

MECKIE GETS VERY MAD.

Mrs. Rawson Creates a Scene in
Judge Tuthill’s Court.

CHICAGO, Jan. 25.—The defense was
continued to-day in the trial of Mrs.
Meckie L. Rawson for the shooting of
Lawyer Whitney. Dr. Walter Hay, of
Hyde Park, was called as an expert in
insanity and occupied the chair upto
the time of the recess for lunch,in
listening to and answering very long
hypothetical questions intended to
prove that Mrs. Rawson was insane at
the time of the shooting. The general
trend of the doctor’s evidence was fav-
orable to the theory that the woman
was insane when she committed
the deed. At the aiternoon ses-
sion, James W. Loomis, a conductor
on the Chicago & Alton railroad, was
called by the state to testify as to cer-
tain charges of misconduct by Mrs.
Rawson on board a sleeping car in May,
1885. This testimony was objected to
on the ground that it had already been
broughtin by the state. State’s Attor-
ney Elliott retorted that Mrs. Rawson
had declared that she had a paper re-
tracting the charges made against her
of misconduct on that trip, and he
wanted to show that,even if she had such
a paper, the charges were true. At
this Mrs. Rawson jumped up, and, in a
very excited manner, called out loudly
that she did not have a fair trial before
the divorce court judge, and that the
paper she held in her hand was a full
retraction of the infamous charges.
“The witness Loomis,”” Mrs. Raw-
son said, hysterically, *is_a liar
and a perjurer, and I won’t
sit here and listen to  him.”
Judge Tuthill mildly rebuked her, say-
ing: ‘Mrs. Rawson, your conduct is
eontrary to the rules of the court, and
you must be quiet.” **But 1 can’t have
that  man lying about me. I—"’ here
Mr. Crews, her attorney. walked over
to the excited woman, and said: “If
you have any sense left, for goodness
sake keep quiet.” Mr. Crews’ suppli-
cation, however, was not acted upon,
and Mrs. Rawson was just ready to
break out again,when one of the bailiffs
ut his hand on her shoulder and told
er to sit down. “I won’t do it,”” she
screamed. “I’ll go to jail first,”” and
shook afresh the paper which she said
was a retraction of the charges made in
connection with the sleeping-car trip.
The Gordian knot was finally cut by
Judge Tuthill ruling out Loomis’ evi-
dence.

ROBBERY THE MOTIVE.

Dastardly Attempt to Wreck a
Union Pacific Passenger Train.
Kaxnsas City, Mo., Jan. 25.—~An at-

tempt was made at 11 o’clock last night

to wreck the Colorado, Utah & Pacific
passenger trainon the Union Pacific
road near Wilson, Kan. A large lot of
heavy timber and boards had been piled
ppon the track, a part of which w
kuocked aside by the engine and the
remainder run over by the train. The
spot selected was where the track runs
on a high embankment, and had the
train left the rails there would have

been a fearful loss of life. No motive ex-
cept robbery can be assigned for the
action of the would-be wreckers.

HE BROKE HIS NECK,

Dick Smith, a Choctaw Assassin,
Hanged at Fort Smith.

Fort SyiTH, Ark., Jan. 25.—Richard
Smith, a Choctaw 1Indian, was hanged
at 12.40 to-day for the assassination of
Thomas Pringle in the Indian territory,
March 28, 1888. He ate a hearty dinner
at noon, bade good-bye to all his com-
rades in a cheering manner, and then
marched to the gallows with a steady,
strong step, After a short prayer and
taking the ecrucifix in his hands and
kissing it, he said: “I swear that I’'m
innocent for the erime for which I suf-
fer. Good-bye.” 'The black cap was
then adjusted. and the trap sprung at
12.40. is neck was broken, and he
died without a struggle. He was pro-
nounced dead in twelve minutes. The
execution was witnessed by aboat fifty
persons.

DIDN'T KNOW 1T WAS LOADED.

A Lawyer Accidental’y Shoots a
Barkeeper.

BALTIMORE, Jan. 25.—Hon. Peter J.
Campbell, a brilliant lawyer and politi-
cian of this city, speaker pro tem. of the
last house of delegates and leader of
the Democrats on the floor, accident-
ally shot and fatally wounded Edward
Gordon to-night. Gordon was employed
as barkeeper in a saloon frequented by
lawyers, which is located in the rear of
the Journalists club in Monument
square. This evening, while Mr. Camp-
bell and a few friends were in the
place, Gordon exhibited four pistols,
which were lying in a drawer, stating
that none of them were loaded. Mr.
Campbell picked up one of them
and  began snapping it. The
subsequent result shows that there was
one chamber loaded and when the
cﬁ’linder revolved to the proper place
the cartridge exploded and the bullet
})ierced Gordon’s side just below the
heart. Gordon is still alive, but the sur-
geons pronounce his injury fatal. Mr.
Campbell surrendered himself at the
central police station immediasely. He
is prostrated with grief.

SHOT DOWN BY AN UNKNOWN.

Midnight Murder of a Widow at
Jackson.

JACKSON, Mich., Jan. 25.—A ghastly
murder was committed here last night.
Mrs. Mary H. Latimer, a widow living
with her son, R. Irving Latimer, a drug-
gist, was shet twice in the head after
retiring. After the first shot she evi-
dently crawled out of bed, and staggered
to the window, but before she could
raise the window she was shot again,
and fell back dead. She was found this
m rning lying in a pool of blood. Ir-
ving Latimer went to Detroit last even-
ing, stating to his clerk that he was
going to act as pall bearer for some de-
ceased friend. No message had reached
him up to 12 m., and his friends do not
know where he is. There 1s as yet no
clue to the murder.

A LIFE FOR A LIFE.

Georgians Fearing that a Murdey-
er Would Dbe Reprieved Cut the
Telegraph Wires.

ELLAVILLE, Ga., Jan. 25.—Charles
Blackwell, colored, was hanged here to-
day in the presence of an immense
crowd for the murder of Stonewall
Tondee, white, in 1885. Blackman is
supposed to have killed Tondee because
the latter was too iutimate with his
wife. Blackman had been convicted of
the murder three times and each time
his lawyer secured a new trial. The
people of Schley county were so afraid
Gov. Gordon would interfere and stay
Blackman’s execution that the telegraph
wires were cut in order to prevent the
transmission of a message from Atlanta,
the state capital.

SWEPT BY HUGE WAVES.

Passengers on a Trans-Atlantic
Liner Suffer Serious Injury Dur-
ing a Storm.

New YoOREK, Jan. 25.—The steamer
Amalfi arrived here to-day from Ham-
burg after a very dangerous and stormy
voyage, which was not without serious
injury to both steamship and passen-
gers. Three days out beavy northwest-
erly winds were encountered and the
weather was unusuaily rough. On the
fourth day of the voyage the storm
broke upon the vessel and the shock
thirew the passengers to the floor. The
storm raged all day and huge seas swept
over the vessel and carried everything
movable from her decks. The chief
steward and firemen were thrown up
against the partitionsof their respective
apartments. The former had his hip
dislocated and the latter’s knee pan was
fractured. Sarah Marshe, an eighteen-
year-old steerage passenger. was thrown
from her berth and had one of her legs
broken and her hip dislocated. She
lives at Lancaster, O.

Either Wound May Be Mortal.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind.,, Jan. 25.—Late
last night O. W. Gibson, of Allendale,
I1l., shot Thomas Gibson, of Vincennes,
Ind., on the street of the latter place.
Two shots were fired, the first taking
effect in Gibson’s abdomen and the sec-
ond in the back below the shoulder.
Either wound may prove fatal. Both
parties are highly connected. Gibson
was released on $2,500 bail to-day.
Neither of the men will give the cause
of the trouble. <

Jettisoning Her Cotton Cargo.

WiLMINGTON, N. C.,, Jan. 25.—The
revenue cutter Colfax arrived at South-
port, reports that the British steamer
Albany, of Liverpool, from New Or-
leans for Liverpool with a cargo of
cotton and corn, went ashore at 6:20
a. m. to-day in three fathoms of water
off Little River. She had thrown over-
board three hundred bales of cotton
before the Colfax reached her. The
cutter being unable to pull her off. re-
turned to Southport for help, and the
cutter and tugs have now gone to her
assistance.

DANVILLE, Va.,Jan. 25.—At Yaneeys-
ville, N. C., to-day John Yancey, col-
ored, was hanged for the murder of Bob
Oliver, also colored.

CHARLESTON, N. H., Jan. 25.—A bold
but unsuccessful attempt was made to
rob the Connecticut River National bank
in this town. 7Two brick walls sur-
rounding the vaults were torn away by
an explosion, but the granite vaults
proved impenetrable,

TWIGE IN JEOPARDY.

Beginning of the Second Trial
of Mason City’s Alleged
Borgia.

Mrs. Brown Appears to Be
Anxious as to the
Outcome.

Story of the Atrocious Crime
With Which She Is
Charged.

Damaging Evidence Against
Her Developed by a Twin
City Detective.

Speeial to the Globe.

Masox Crry,lo.,Jan. 25.- The Brown
family poisoning case, which has elici-
ted much notority. was called this aft-
ernoen. Mrs. Brown appeared in court
while the judge was giving instructions
to the sheriff tocall the jury. A special
venire for forty jurymen was issued sev-
eral daysago, and the opinion is that
the forty will be exhausted and another
venire issued before a jury is selecled.
Mrs. Brown does not possess charms
that would excite the sympathy of the
jury, but shows a modest demeanor that
makes a favorable impression upon the
spectator.

STORY OF THE CRIME.

One of the saddest and most m?rs-
terious affairs ever transpiring in this
state was the poisoning of the Brown
family on March 7, 1683. Mr. and Mrs.
Hiram Brown, the prineipal figures in
affair, were both prominent in educa-
tional ecireles, and prior to their madr-
riage in 1876, both had followed teach-
ing as a profession. They met at a
teachers’ institute which was being
held in this city, and it seemed a case
of love at first sight, for after a brief
acquaintance they were married. Mr.
Brown purchased a farm near this city
on which they moved to lay the founda-
tions of what proved to be anything but
a happy home. Both were of a peculiar

temperament, and their life soon
grew to be hardly worth living.
Two children were Dborn to them

but instead of it drawing them closer to
each other, discord reigned supreme and
soon paved the way for an atrocious
erime. During the winter Mr. Brown
had been teaching school in a neighbor-
ing district and being unable-to reach
home in time to do his own chores hired
Carl Peterson to do them for him for his
board. On the 2d of March Brown’s
school elosed and not needing help any
longer Peterson left and went to Forest
City. On_the dayof the tragic event
Mr. and Mrs. Brown went to Fertile,
leaving at home their two sons, Jesse
and Henry, and Hiram L. Brown, tather
of H. E. They returned aboutdusk
and Mrs. Brown went into the house to
prepare supper while Mr. Brown re-
mained at the barn to do his chores. In
about thirty minutes Mrs. Brown
called him. He went into the house
immediately eeating himself at the
table around which were gathered his
wife, two children and his father.
Nothing but the ordinary food .and
drink was served. They had been seat-
ed at the table not to exceed five min-
utes when the youneest son, Jesse, be-
gan to vomit and went to the door. Not
returning at once the father went to the
door, apparently to see what was wrong,
but before he could speak to his son he
was similarly taken with violent purg-
ing and vomiting. Henry, the oldest
son, was next taken, and as the old
gentleman was going to the barn.to
finish the chores he was taken as the
rest. Mrs. Brown was the last to be-
comeill, and seemed, at first, to be the
least affected. She went to one of the
neighbors and had them go for a doctor.
Dr. Phillips soon arrived, and upon
first examination pronounced his pa-
tients suffering from the effects of pois-
on. They were given ice freely, the

ounger child eating it as if it were

read. The doctor stayed with the
family all night, and did all in his
power to alleviate their suffering, but
the pains were execrutiating and at times
it seemed as if none could live. Abeout
dawn the aged father died. Amid the
dead and dying the scene was most
heartrending. Near the corpse lay the
two sons, both in a dying condition,
while near them was the father and
mother, unable to speak a word of pity
or extend a helping hand. On Sunday
morning Jesse, the idol of the family,
succumbed to the inevitable. Owing
to the high standing of the family and
their condition an autopsy was not
held, and their remains were interredin
the cemetery. The three remaining
members of the family soon showed
signs of improvement and after several
days recovered. The matter dropped,
meanwhile the neighbors were all
anxious and eager 1n their irquiries to
find out how it happened. No satisfac-
tory explanation could be given. At
last the coroner was urged to look into
the affair, and with considerable reluct-
ance empaneled a jury, caused the body
of Hiram L. Brown to be exhumed and
the stomach was sent to Chicazo for
chemical analysis. As soon as the
chemist was able to make his report the
jury reconvened and upon finding that
a large quantity of arsenie had been
found in the stomach, they
at once instituted a thorouzh exam-
mation. The only witness to throwany
light upon the affair was Mrs. H. E
Brown, the one accused of the crime.
At this time she said that she had no
suspicion of any one outside of the
family, and she thought it possible that
some member of the family would have
a motive in trying to make away with
the whole family. One was financial
difficultics, another a sensitiye and sus-
picious disposition, and the third, as
she said, **veiled as well as direct
threats made by Mr. Brown.” She
thea relaied the following to the jury:
On March 2 Henry fell through the
fce. H. E. and Carl went down to
the creek to help him out. 1 re-
mained at home "to have a good fire
and dry clothes ready for them
when they got back. When they got
to the house Hiram said *He hoped
to God I’d get into the ereek and he’d
never lift a finger to help me out.” I re-
plied, *You need not worry, I shall not
ask you to help me if I ever
get into the creek.’ On Wednesday
of the same week, Brown having ex-
pressed & wish that I see Mr. Carr con-
cerning some school election, 1 went to
his house without telling the family
where I was going, expeeting to return
by 7or 8o’clock p. m. H. E. was ex-
ggcted home by 9 or 10 o’clock p. m. 1t

coming dark and rainy, I waited for a
prospective ride home. H. E. airived
at home and immediately came after
me. He

while at Mr. Carr’s house, but immedi-
ately uﬁpon coming out of doors began to
scold, finally telling me it I did not
stop running around to the neighbors
he would expose me, and if that did not
stop me he would put us both where we
would trouble no one. Mr. B.asked
me to mortgage my eighty acres of

land to raise money to pay his debts,
due and past due. I positively réfuse

to encumber my land. After we had
returned home he gave me considerable
abuse because I would not comply with
his wishes. After going to bed he be-
came somewhat angry because I r-
sistetly refused, and said ‘he wished
we were all dead, and he was going to
get up and kill himself.” He got up
and asked me to come out in the other
room, saying he wanted toask mea
question,and did not want Henry to hear,
1 refused to get up. He went to the
kitchen and loaded his gun, came back
into the bedroom and again asked me
to get up. 1 told him I did not want to.
He stood a few minutes then blew oub
the light and came to bed. Rough on
rats and paris green were in the house.
After changing my dress and getting
ready to prepare supper on the evening
of the poisoning, I saw Hiram shut the
cupboard door as I came from the bed-
room, but saw nothing in his hand.
About ten davs ago 1 heard Hiram re-
mark that ‘He missed Jessie but so far
as his father was concerned he was
perfectly well satisfied.” Last Sunday
night before we heard the report of the
chemist Hiram rcny.u'k('d that ‘He
knew it was poison before the doctor
got there.” On the 16th Hiram said to
me ‘He knew it was in the water pail.?
1 replied, ‘If you knew it was
Then you must know how it came
there. He replied in substance: ‘No
doubt, you would like to fasten the
erime upon me.” Ihaven't felt safe
here for some time. Had I applied for
a divorce, the old gentleman (meaning
Hiram’s father) would have been my
best witness.”” Mr. Brown’s testimony
before the jury was almost a total de-
nial of the main facts in bis wife’s
evidence. A part of DMrs. Brown’s
testimony was corroborated by the
testimony of Carl Peterson, the hired
man. Mr. Brown’s conduct in trying to
prevent an examination by the coroner
tended to fasten the guilt upon him,
and on the 18th of May the jury re-
turned the foliowing verdiet: *“That
Hiram L. Brown came to his death by
taking arsenical poison, intentionally

placed in the food or drink by
some person unknown, bnt the
said jury are lead to suse
picion from the evidence Dbe-

fore them that Hiram E. Brown is guilty
of the deed.” 'This document was filed
with the eclerk. With such suspicion
resting upon him Mr. Brown finally con-
cluded that he would secure the services
of a detective, as he said, not to ferret
out the real criminal, but to eclear him-
self from the suspicion of guilt. The
services of J. H. Clancy, of Minneapo-
lis, were secured. He spent several
days in the neighborhood where Mr,
and Mrs. Brown resided and conclnded
from what he could learn that Mrse
Brown was
THE REAT, CRIMINAT.
Without imparting this information to
Mr. Brown he took sudden leave,follow-
ing Mrs. B. to Monticello where she was
visiting with friends. For several days
she was very closely shadowad. and one
evening while she was in (:mnPauy with
a {nung man named Rasted and was
talking over the affair she told Rasted
that she bhad said to Bessia
Lake “that she was going to put it onto
Hiram, and end her miserable life.”
Clancy secured the services of an as-
sistant detective and Mrs.-Brown soon
sought a place of concealment. She
was on fwo different oceasions shad-
owed as she was driven to the office of a
prominent lawyer in Monticello, and
the conversation she had with the law-
yer was overheard. Claney finally con=
cluded that he would openly charge her
with the poisoning. He did so, and
after he had gone through the terrible
recital of evidence agzainst her, Mrs.
Brown, as if in great distress, said:
‘““There were no eye-witnesses and
nothing can be proven.” lmmediately
after being charged with the erime Mrs.
Brown came to this eity, and in a few
days a warrant was issued for her ar-
rest, on the charge of an ate
tempt to take the life of her husband.
Mr. Brown at once took sides
with his wife and tried to have the case
dismissed, but did not succeced. The
county attoruey, understanding that
Mr. Brown had important testimony to
disclose, had such a warrant drawn up
that his testimony would be admissable,
but when Brown was put on the stand
he refused to disclose any important
facts whatever. Although the state
made quite a strong case against the ac-
cused, the defense offered nothing in
rebuttal and to the surprise of many,
Judge Cummings dismissed the case.
Matters rested for awhile and when the
grand jury assembled in ¢ .ctober, after
spending two weeks in_examining wite
nesses, returned an indictment against
her for the murder of Hiram Brown.
The grand jury was furnished the let-
ters written by Mrs. Brown to Bessie
Lake at Monticello, and they are in the
natuve of very damaging testimony.
The case is being prosecuted by County
Attorney Clark, while the interests of
the defendant are alternately watched,
by John Cliggitt, of this city, and Wille
iam Welch, of Monticello.

THACHERS OF MORALS.

Convention of the Societies of
Ethical Culture.

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 25.—The ane
nual convention of the Union of Socie-
ties of Ethical Culture opened here to-
day. C. M. Pierce, of Philadelphia, was
chairman, and C. J. Errant, of Chicago,
secretary. At this morning’s session
Prof. Felix Adler, of New York, speaker
of the union, delivered his annual ad-
dress. Delegates were present from
New York, Chicago. St. Louis and Phil-
adelphia, in which cities the four branch
societies of the union have been estab-
lished. The four branch societies have
a membership of about 1,300. Conven-
tions are held annually in the different
Jarge cities. The idea of the movement
is to make ethies independent of theol-
ogy, and lay all the stress of teaching
on morals instead of on either creeds or
theology. Intellectual and moral fitness
are the only tests for membership, and
men and women are admitted on equal
terms. It is proposed to found a school
in one of the large cities in connection
with a university already established,
in which to teach scientifically philoso-
phy, ethies and the history of religion,
thereby affording to the moral teachers
of the community the opporiunity of fit-
ting themselves adequately for their
future vocation.

STATE PRISON SCANDALS.

An Ex-Convict Prefers Charges
of Corruption Against Missounri
Officials. .

TorEKA, Kan., Jan. 25.—The investi-
gation of charges of corruption pre-
ferred against the officials of the state
penitentiary was commenced this
morning by the legislative committee.
Thomas C. Thurston, a convict recently
pardored, testified that he was the au-
thor of the articles in the Kansas City
Times allegine gross frauds at the pen-
itentiary,and corroborated substantiaily
the charzes made. He cited numerous
cases which came to his knowledge
while an inmate of tbe penitentiary,
wherein the state had been defrauded
of large sums of money in the
letting of contracts for supplies and
the sale —of the products of the
penitentiary coal mines, two of the di-
fectors of the institution being directly
interested in the contracts. He thought
the state had been robbed of at least
$100,000. The investigation was con-
ducted by Attarnev (janaral Kallogg.
