W ASHINGTON, Jan. 25.—There is not
absolute harmony here yet. But gen-
tlemen are tending towards a centrahiza-
tion of ideas and efforts in the matter of
territorial legislation. Chief Justice
Tripp says this evening: *“I am confi-
dent that the people of South Dakota
will reject the counsel of any man who
asks that action be deferred in the mat-
ter of our admission, for the sake of
foreing congress to Dbetter action than
has been taken. It is manifest to my
judgment that what the house hasgiven
us should be accepted with a glad
“thank you.” I look at it this way, be-
cause I appreciate the fact that we are
in the attitude of petitioners. True, we
have rights, and know what those rights
are. We have been wronged by being
kept out of the Union, and we keenly
feel that we have been wronged. But
after all, we are petitioners. The gen-
tlemen of the house and senate hold

our prospects in the hollow of  their
bhands. They are men -of ability, and,
as I believe, of integrity. They tbink

for themselves, and no manner of anger.
contentions, nor opposition on our part
can compel different processes of reas-
oning on their part. They believe in
the house that they have done wisely
and well by us, All will concede that
the Democrats
HAVE YIELDED MUCH

of their preconceived determination, in
deference to our wishes. Whether they
ought to have given us more, I deem it
idle to discuss at this time.”

“Then you are contented with the
Springer bill?”

“It would not be a full nor a fair ex-
pression of my opinion to say that T am
wholly eontented with it. 1t woald not
be truthful to say that 1 did not desire
nor hope for more. But, 1 regard a bird
in the hand as worth two in the bush,
and do not intend to give away pros-
pective statehood in the near future,
merely because I do not feel that with
statehood will come all that seemed nee-
essary to me and of absolute right. 1
must concede. and I think we must all
agree, that a great step forward was
taken in our interest, when the Springer
bill passed the house. I am not pleased
with the clause which makes Souvth Da-
kota’s statehood depend upon a majority
of the vote of North Dakota; yet, I can-
not but see that, if I were a resident of
North Dakota, I might feel justly in-
dignant if the congress were 10 sepa-
rate that section from the south half of
the territory without giving me and my
fellow-citizens of North Dakota a right
to express the views of our section upon
:)hut_i,mpurmm question, at the ballot

0X.’

*Do vou fear that North Dakota will

VOTE AGAINST DIVISION?”

“®n the contrary, I feel that the
whole matter is settled by public opin-
jon, in advance of the casting of the bal-
Jots. I believe that North Dakota will
give as large a majority for division as
will be given by South Dakeota. Such
expressions f the sentiment of the peo-
ple as are givenont through the press
plainly indicate that North Dakota is
more anxious for statehood than for the
unification of the territory into one im-
perial state. I rezard thatidea as ob-
solete. Many gentlemen in North Da-
kota will say to you: ‘1 prefer state-
hood for the whole territory, and am
against division. But, inasmuch as
only by division can we obtain federal
recognition and representation,I am for
division, and shall vote for it.” That is
the way, it appears to me, the senti-
ment of North Dakata is tending. In-
deed, there are ‘many people in South
Dakota who prefer the admission

OF ONE STATE,

but, knowing that division is a pre-
requisite for statehood, they will vote
for division. Each section wants sta.e-
hood above all things else. Hence I say
that the Springer biH is acceptable to
the people, because it is the best thing
in sight and the first and only opportu-
nity we have had. Our people will not
give countenance nor support to any
man or men who stand athwart the
opened bighway of progress, and no
man can be regarded as an exponent of
Dakota opinion who stands in the way
of the opgration of the Springer bill.”

“But vou will admit that there is con-
siderable opposition to that bill, will you
not?”

*No, I will admit nothing of the kind.
There is, or was, considerable dissatis-
faction at first, because every one ex-
pected more, but 1 will not admit that
there is any active opposition.”

A HURON EDITOR TALKS

About the Sioux Falls Constitu-
tion, and the Good It Has Done.

“I have not been here since the war.
The growth and development of Wash-
ington suprise even a constant
reader of the degly papers, as 1 have

reason to be proud of their national
capital.”

**Wiere will the capital of South Da-
kota be located?” i

*You must not ask that question of
me, because I am a member of the state
legislature, and ought- not to. express
preferences, although you might sus-,
ect that I would lean kindly to a town
in Beadle county.”

“How about that state legislature?
Will it be reorganized by the same
men?”

“‘Excepting myself from the answer,
1 should say that in justice to them-
selves, the people of South Dakota
ought to re-elect the officers chosen un-
der the Sioux Falls constitution, gov-

be able to say to the wor.d that, al-
though kept out of the Union on various
pretexts for several years, we vindi-
cated the tighteousness of our cause at
last, and compelled the congress to con-
cede that we were right from the begin-
ning.” ;

*Will there be much trouble in form
ing and adopting another constitution
for the state?”

*“I here 1s always trouble, annoyance,
difference of opinion. and more or less
contention over various matters per-
taining to the adoption of a constitution
for a new state. 1do not believe that
anv state ever came into the Union
with a better constitution than that
which was prepared by the Sioux Falls
convention. - Moreover,1 do not be-
lieve that a much better constitution
can be formed by the next convention.
Our ablest lawyers were there, and we
have some of the ablest men in the
land. Our farmers, merchants and
trades people; in fact, all manner of
men- were represented in the Sioux
Falls convention, and every interest
was carefully considered. I do not be-
lieve that the work then done is likely
to be improved upor.”

“What about the charges made by an
un-named persou that that constitution
was framed to meet the wishes of - cor-
porations?”’

“IT IS AN INFAMOUS FALSEHOOD,
and an 1us to every intelligent man
in South ota. There are corpora-
tions and corporations. The general
acceptation of that term is publie eorpo-
rations, such asrailroads. Private man-
ufacturing corporations - are compara-
tively harmless to communities. Publie
corporations are sometimes harmful.
No public corporation was considered
at the Sioux Falls convention. In faet,
the railroads took no interest whatever
in our work, because they believed that
we could accomplish nothing; hence,
they were not intrusive nor obtrusive
upon our deliberations. There is no
foundation for the innuendo and insult.”

*Well, what did that convention ac-
complish, anyway?”’

+11 fought the initial battle of liberty
for all of the territories. It compelled
the country to take notice of the fact
that we were not wmerely wishing for
statehood, but knocking for admission
to the Union, and demanding our rights.
It accomplished what the patriotic peo-
ple of Boston accomplished when they
threw overboard the taxed tea. That
Bustonian piece of nerve served notice
on Great Britain and upon the world,
that the colonies would no longer sub-
mit to taxation without representation.
The Sioux Falls convention did the
same thing. It served notice upon the
United States that liberty is a priceless
heritage of the territories which we in-
tend to fight for, in all earnestness,
under color of law and order. 1t com-
pelled people to look at us, recognize
our existence, and appreciate our
worth. It made it possible for Mon-
tana, Washington, North Dakota and
New Mexico to come into the legislative
court and be heard. When we elected
our state officers and sent our senators
to Washington it showed that we meant
business. It had great influence upon
the late presidential election. It trans-
formed five Democratic territories into
five Republican territories. Whoever
looks at history as recently made will
understand that the Sioux Falls consti-
tutional eonvention accomplished won
ders, and its effect will beeverlasting to
the West.” S. D. F.

A DAKOTA EDITOR.

The Publisher of the Only Demo-
cratic Paper in Cass County.
A. S. Bliton, the subject of this

sketch, was born at Clyde, N. Y., June

9, 1859. His primitive education was

obtained at a small school near the

place of his birth. Though reared a

farmer, there was that in his makeup

which betokened a life of more promi-
nence than tilling the soil. Conse-
quently, at the age of sixteen, he bid
adieu to the easy-going hundrum ways
peculiar to farm life, and, as the saying

goes, began to *‘shift for himself,”” . He
came to Saline, Mich., where, by the
aid of an only brother, and, in fact, only
living relative, he was enabled to enter
college at that place, from which he
graduated in 1878. He left Miclugan
in April, 1880, for Tower City,
Dak., where for three years he-was
local reporter for the Tower City Herald,
In May, 1855. he purchased the Wheat-
land, Dak., Eagle, which paper is stil
edited and owned by him. ‘Beinga good
staunch Democrat, and receiving the in-
dorsement jof leading and prominent
Democrats of the territory he was ap-
pointed postmaster at Wheatland Oct.
30, 1885, and has hammered stamps for
Uncle Sam and extended courtesies to
an indulgent public until the present
date and will probably continue—until
the 4th of next March.

Better Treatment Wanted in
the Way of Rates for
Her Jobbers. :

Sioux City is a Rival, and Has
Tried to Stand in the
Pathway.

Sroux FALLs, Jan. 25.—Another im-
portant manufacturing establishment is
soon to be added to the list of Queen
City industries. John Farley, son of J.
P. Farley, the wealthy railroader of
Dubugque, To., spent several days in the
city last week, accompanied by Mr.
Irvin, of the firm of Farley, Letcher &
Co., of Dubuque, one of the largest
sash, door and blind manufacturing

concerns in the West. It has
furnished  the territorial institu-
tions here with fittings from its

factories—also the furnishings of the
Illinois Central railroad depot in this
city. Its business in the West has
reached a point where a branch house
and distributing point has become a
necessity. .Mr. Farley being commis-
sioned to look for the most suitable loca-
tion, the Central management advised
him to visit Sioux Falls before selecting
the point. Messrs. Farley and Irvin
came here and were so well pleased that
they decided to

for Montana, Dakota, Minnesota and
Western lowa. Mr. Farley will have
charge of the business. A large ware-
house will be erected without delay.
Sioux Falls is fortunate in securing this
establishment, which will be the nu-
cleus for many ofhers of equal and
greater importance in the near future.

The roads which
felt this pressure more particularly were
the Milwaukee and Central. The Bur-
lington, however, has nothing in com-
mon with Sioux City, and an effort will
be made to induce that road to stand by
the old rate.

This promise has been
returned thus farby better service than
has been in vogue of late, and it is
hoped the gas question, as a public
grievance, is soon to be settled. Mr.
Breadhurst stated that the company is
‘making experiments with fuel gas,
which, if successtul, will result in the

Shire stallions and blooded cows. In-
various parts of the county several
farmers have formed a company and
purchased a stallion or bull, and the re-
sult will be that in a very few years
there will be a large number of very
fine _horses and cows all over the
county.

Last season farmers generally tried
the experiment of raising millet for
feeding horses and stock, and the re-
sult has been highly gratifying.

‘Those who
have been defeated in legislative con-
tests during the past ten years say this
is because the representatives sent to
the capital haven’t known how such
business enterprises should be con-
ducted. The contest before the commit-
tee between Fargo and Grafton for the
location of the proposed consti-
tutional convention, resulting in a
complete knock-out for the former,
appears to substantiate that theory. So
far as the conveniences for such a gath-
ering, looked at from-every possible
standpomt, Fargo is so far ahead that
there is no comparison. In fact, when

CHURCH NOT THE MAN

Who Is Responsible for the Deficit
in the Treasury, as He Shows.

BISMARCK, Jan. 25.—Gov. Church’s
special message contained one sensa-
tiorfal feature, the full forece of which
was -~ not__ appreciated ~at the first
nce. Every one knew that a
ficit existed in the  treasury,
but - attributed it to - extravagant
appropriations approved by the present
executive. This state paper, however,
says that its author’s predecessor is the
guilty party, and gives figures coupled
with dates that makes look that way.

THE SOLONS 6OTO SEE

-of the Asylum at the Upper
James City.

Dr. Archibald Is Fully Vindi-
cated From All Envious
Aspersions,

A Description of the Struct-
ure and How It Is Ar-
ranged.

The Effects of the Treatment
Are Believed to Be Very
Satisfactory.

JAMESTOWN, N. Dak., Jan. 25.—If ad-
vertising could always be regarded as
an unmixed benefit, Jamestown might
well be proud of the attention she has
attracted all over the territory during
the past week, as there are few papers
that have not had something to say,
good, bad or indifferent—but mostly
_good—about the North Dakota hospital
" for the insane, located here. The leg-
islature was occupied for sometime last
week in investigating the charges
brought against the management
of the institution, and principally di-
rec¢ted against the superintendent. Dr.
Archibald. -The parties relied on to
prove the allegations, however, would
not appear before the committee to sub-
stantiate their charges, and the com-
mittee was satisfied that there was no
other foundation for the alleged scan-
dal than hearing and gossip, industri-
ously magnified by interested parties,
desirous of supplanting the pres-
ent  superintendent. The - unani-
mous report of the commit-
tee appointed to investigate these
charges was a complete vindication

of Dr. Archibald and closed in these
words: *We have found no evidence that
support such  charges, and we believe
from the testimony we have taken that
the said Dr. Archibald is well calculated
to fill the position he now occupies.”

While this would seem to settle the
question, it does not seem to have been
sufficient to overcome the craving for
office of the doctor's detractors, and the

TO THE BOTTOM.

Coming just at this time it wasa
happy coincidence that the legislature
should be able to pay a visit to the in-
stitution on their return from their trip
to Grand Forks, and by the old test that
“seeing is believing.” be able by ocular
demonstration to satisfy themselves of
the condition of the institution and the
comfort of the patients. As the visit
was made on a Sunday the city was

not able to make such elaborate
arrangements in honor of our
visitors as they might Dhave
desired, but all without exception

seemed thoroughly pleased with their
reception. The special train arrivea at
2 o’clock in the afternoon, and the legis-
lators were driven at once to the asy-
lum for dinner, and as the train did not
leave until midnight ample time was
given for investigation of the institu-
tion, The buildings as seen from the
railroad, while making a. handsome and
striking object in the landscape, situ-
ated as they are on the high bluffs
about a mile south of the city, yet do
nof, from their peculiar ground plan,
give an adequate impression of the
extent and, completeness of the whole,
which is gained by a nearer acquaint-
ance. 'The general ideais to have the
different wards isolated from each other,
as at Kankakee, Ill., so that in case of
fire the flames would be confined to the
building in which they originated, and
the patients could be transferred to the
other wards with celerity and safety.
The ground plan may best be deseribed
as a letter X with five arms radiat-
ing from a central point, at which
is located the brick water tower, which
supplies and gives fire protection to the
whole institution. At the end of each

.of the five radii is a three-story brick

and stone building, each of wbich is
connected with all the others by the
arms meeting in the center. These
arms are covered ways, about eight feet
high and ten feet wide, and sink about
half their depth below the ground.
The roofs of these passages, being flat
and railed in, can be used for communi-
cation, or as promenades during fine
weather, while during the winter the
inclosed subways practically make one
building of the whole.

THE DANGER FROM FIRE
is_in factreduced to the minimum, the
-whole institution being heated by
steam, and lighted by incandescent
lights, with all the latest improvements.
The boiler-house is detached rrom the
main building, and also contains the
engine room and dynamos for the elee-
tric light. At present four boilers
are kept going all the tme,
the steam pipes being conducted
through a five-foot Dbrick tunnel
to the intersection of the subways un-
derneath the central water tower, from
which they radiate through the passages
to the different wards. The same con-
duit serves to carry the electric light
wiges and the water pipes, which are
thus protected from frost. The furni-
ture:and fittings in the different wards
are substantial but plain, and the most
serupulous neatness and cleanliness
prevails - throughout from kitchen to
dormitories. The cooking and baking
for the different wards is all done at a
central kitchen, as well as the wash-
ing—nmo small task for 180 inmates.
Dr. Archibald, the superintendent, is
one of the foremost advocates iu the
United States of the non-restraint sys-
tem. The patients are treated as human
beings—sick, of course—but not as in,
capable of cure, or unworthy of respect.
The doctor has certainly a most re-
markable power over them, even the
most violent, though the cases of acute
mania are not frequent. A very large
proportion of the patients are foreign-
the Secandinavians being in the major-
ity. The number of patients discharged

enred is above the average, proving the

soundness of the syste'n of treatment
employed, and the careful nursing and
attendance given.

THE LOAN TO FARMERS,

Some Objections. Raised to its
Passage on '-V_ernus Grounds.

JAMESTOWN, Jan. 25.—A measure
now before the legislature which has
excited a good deal of discussion is the
seed wheat loan.bfll which has passed
the house and is now before the council.
The bill proposes to allow county com-
missioners to bind their counties for the
purpose of furnishing seed wheat to
farmers who lost their crop by frost last
year. The farmer is to give a mortzage
to the county at 7 per cent 1nterest to
secure repayment of actunal cost of the
wheat. ‘The chietf objections to the
measure seem to be, first, the probable
large percentage of expense to the com-
missibners in nandling and distribut-
ing the grain, in rent " of storage,
supervision, ete., and secondly, that the
dwellers in towns and cities will be
taxed to furnish something from which
they will reap no benefit.  While there
is a good deal to be said on both sides of
this question, it has been suggested that
t}lel difficulty might be easily overcome
if the SR
LARGE_COMPANIES
handling farming machinery were to
take the matter up. As these machines
are mostly sold on three years’ timefthe
harvester company are directly inter
ested in the farmers being supplied
with %ood seed, and they would sooner
slightly increase the indebtedness al-
ready owing by their customers than
have them let the land lie, on the
principle that it is good policy to show
a spirt to eatch a mackerel. As they
already have their resident agents scat-
tered all through the country the ex-
pense of handling would be reduced to
the minimum, and there would be no
need of creating the clumsy and ex-
pensive system of distribution, which
would be necessary if the work were to
be done by the eounty commissioners.
Many counties are already bonded
nearly or quite to the 4 per cent limit
of indebtedness, and these would there-
fore be debarred from taking advantaze
of the act.

It must not be forgotten. too, that
while the bonds of the territory are
selling at or above par that a large
number of these bonds, if 1ssued by
counties, would have to be sold at a
large diseount, and that the counties
which had the biggest losses and needed
the most money would probably get
least for their bonds; this is, they
would have to pav 10 per cent to bor-
row the money, and our farmers already
know what that leads to. =~ Altogether,
it is fortunate that the effort of the
radical alliance men to rush_ the bill
through without giving a chance for
discussion has beeu thwarted, and the
people will have a chance to kunow
what they are doing.

A BLIZZARD EPISODE,

In Which a Man Regarded as a

Quack and Humbuag Figured.
