Of course, there are cases where
work can be done better 'by contract
than by the day.

Col. G. D. Rogers— No grain law that
the legislature may ever pass that
makes the warehouse commissioners
an appeal board on grain inspection,
can possibly work well in practice. And
a law that would make all storage and
transfer elevators that do business of
any character for others, subject to all
the restrictions of an elevator handling
grain in graded bins for others would
enact a public injustice.

The Young Men's Christian associa-

tion comes out with a neat annual
pamphlet. It bears the illustrations of
the new building, with the floor plans,
and gives an outline of the work accom-
plished during the year. The meetings
have had an attendance of 14,052; 153
young men nave been supplied with
work, and the visitors at the reading
room have greatly exceeded in number
those of all previous years. The rail-
road department has 400 members, and
is in a nourishing condition. During
the year $10,267.21 have been secured.
The expenses have been since Dec. 1.
1887, 110,077.81, so there was a balance
on hand of $180,917 The highest total
membership (luring the year was 1,194.

OPENING EM
A Meeting* of Leading- Minne-

apolis Citizens to Be
Called Soon

Concerning the Raising of
Funds to Entertain the

Thirteenth Regiment.

The People's Theater Trouble
Apparently No Nearer a

Settlement.

More Investigation, Retrench-
ment and Executive Ses-

sions at the City pall.

Manager Byron, of the exposition, is .
now positive that Minneapolis should
by. all means have the Thirteenth regi-
ment from New York, with the
governor and his stall", and Rev.
T. De Witt Talmage, to open
the exposition, and is just ready
to issue invitations to the business
men ofthe city to call them together,
that they may express their opinion
with regard to raising the necessary
$10,000. He yesterday received a letter
from Col. David K. Austin, of the regi-
ment, saying he was ascertaining what
the railroads would do in the way of
rates, and that the regiment was count-
ing on coming if Minneapolis says so.

I On speaking of the good that was to
come to the city from Having the New
York people here. Mr. Byron said:

"The value of the enterprise is inesti-
mable to Minneapolis. In the regiment
are 700 men, then there are so musi-
cians with the regiment. The gov-
ernor and his staff, with the representa-
tives of the New York newspapers, will
make in all nearly a thousand men.
They are the young business men of
New York and Brooklyn, many of
them with ideas of coming West.
They will carry back great reports of
Minneapolis to New York. Then the
New York newspapers will be full of
what Minneapolis is doing for awhile,
and it would be worth our while to have
such visitors, aside from the benefit the
presence of such an organization will
be to the Exposition. Of course, itwill
be the greatest attraction we have ever
had, and thousands of people will be
here who would not come under other
circumstances. 1 have talked to over
200 business men of the city, and have
yet to find the first one who objects to
the scheme. I think there is no doubt
but the money will be easily raised."

THE GEE-RAX SENTIMENT.
In callingon the different men who

are interested in the matter, the general
sentiment is have them here by all
means, and we will raise the money.
Some of the business men requested
that their names be no*mentioned ; al-
though they were heartily in favor of
the scheme they were not inclined to
announce themselves yet as heavy con-
tributors.

L. L. Donaldson, on being questioned
in regard to the matter, said: "I think
that it is just a first-rate scheme. It is
a new card and will draw well, and we
must have something new. The busi-
ness men ought to do their share, and I
think they will. We have talked it over
and will gladly do our part. I
hope that the" project will' be
carried out and the whole regi-
ment and governor and all will come.

Maurice L. Rothschild, of the Palace
Clothing Company "1 think that the
exposition should" be mane as attractive
as possible, and would be in favor of
anything that would add to its attract-
iveness. I think the business men
should do what is necessary toprovide
for them."

11. L. Rockfield, of the Nicollet : It
would be a splendid thing for the ex
position. I have seen that regiment
drill and there is nothing like them any
where unless it is the Seventh of .New
York. It will draw lots of people who
would not otherwise come. I should
think that in a city of this size the
money could easily be raised.

City Attorney Russell— While I think
it would be a good advertisement forthe
city, it seems to me that $10,000 is a good
deal of money to spend for such a pur-
pose.

J. L. Dobbin— The plan is a good one,
and there is no doubt but that it would
prove a big drawing card for the expo-
sition.

Henry J. Altnow—-It would pay in
every way. and there would be no diffi-
culty in raisin- the money. The band,
especially, should be here.

LudwigAictander— since 1heard
of the plan I have thought that it was a
splendid idea. Ifthe necessary §10,000
is to be raised by subscription there
would be no howl for "retrenchment
and reform."

S. B. Lovejoy—The plan is a good one
so far as it pertains to bringing the
band here, but it does not seem to me
that the general public would care to
see Gov. Hill.

County Treasurer James— l am in fa-
vor of the plan, for I think it would
help the exposition and do much to ad-
vertise the city.

County Auditor Condit—The band
and Gov. Hill should be brought here
by all means.

J. W. Arctander— l do not think it
would be worth the amount ofmoney
itwould cost to get the party here.

Judge J. M. Shaw—l do not think
that it ought to be done, as there are
too many taxes to pay now. We do not
want to "pay out money for things like
that at present.

C. M. Ferguson— lt would be a very
good thins and form quite a feature of
the exposition. Just at this time it
would take well.

Byron Sutherland— l think it would
be a good stroke of enterprise and
would do much to advertise the city and
the exposition.

P. M. House!— would be all right to
have the band here, for it is one of the
finest in the world, but it does not strike
me that Gov. Hill wouftl cut much of a
figure.

Judge Springer— ltstrikes me that it's
almost too much pork for a shilling. i
Why, what's the use of getting Gov.
Hill her while Doc Ames, as good a
Democrat as Hill, is still with us. It
might be a good scheme to get Grover
Cleveland. .-'.-•'-.

John Hay—No, sir. It is all wrong to
pay out any such amount of money to
bring Gov. Hill and the band here. Of
course there will be a band at the expo-
sition, but if a governor is needed I
don't see why the management could
not secure the governor of . our own
state. He* is just as good looking as
Gov. Hill and could be secured much \
cheaper, j

W. A. Plummer— lt would be an ex-
cellent scheme to bring Gov. Hill and
the band here, as it would be a big
drawing card, and would show that we
have enterprise.

W. P. Roberts— As a matter of busi-
ness I do not know whether itwould
pay or not. Ifboth the baud and Gov-
Hill would remain during the whole
time the expo was running it might be
a good thing.

John M. Miller—l should think that
it would be a good plan, and have no
doubt that it would pay. -

Charles Ebert— lt's all nonsense, this
importing of foreign talent, when we
have just as good at home. In fact 1
am so much opposed to bringing foreign
things here that I wont even drink Im-
ported beer. Ifwe would pay more at-
tention to' our home enterprises we
would all be better off. ..-. '

STILL UNSETTLED.

. Affairs at. the People's" Theater
Have Not Foeusetl Yet.

There were of necessity no further
developments in the People's theater
situation yesterday as the 7 matter must
come before a court . in some shape to
determine whether the lease Sterling
& Hays has been forfeited."' On : this de-

cision hung the two rival projects
affecting the theater's future manage-
ment. Ifthe lease is declared forfeited
the theater will doubtless be leased to
the Twin City Opera House company.
Ifit is not, and Manager Sterling re-
tains his lease, a combination with the
Pence opera house company will
doubtless be formed, . in ' which
event the latter house will be closed
and the People's will become the only
popular-price house in the city. With
a vastly improved stock company, made
by ceonsolidating the two companies,
together with such improvements as
can be then afforded, but which cannot
now with both theaters running in
opposition 'to each other. Manager
Bock, of the Pence, yesterday in behalf
of Sterling made a formal tender of the
amount claimed to be due as rent from
Sterling & Hays toLambert Hays, pro-
prietor of the theater and lessor, but
was referred to Seagrave Smith, the
attorney, Mr. Hays declining to receive
it. Mr. Smith was confined to his house
by illness, so nothing was done. This
morning the money will be again ten-
dered, and in the event of refusal
the courts will be applied to for a com-
pelling order, and this will bring mat-
ters to some sort of a settlement.

The difference of opinion as to
whether the assets of Sterling &
Hays exceed the liabilities depend upon
the estimates made by the interested
parties, Sterling valuing the assets a
over $6,000, and Hays at less than half
that amount. The matter of the solv-
ency of the firm depends upon the val-
uation which will be set upon them by
a court.

LOOKS RATHER MURKY.

Carlos -Wilcox's Visions are Not
Confirmed By Reports.

A Nice telegram to the New York
World gives the information that the
willful, wayward daughter of Minne-
apolis—Miss Ida Wilcox, has returned
to the arms of her mother, under
the charge of a lady appointed
by the American legation. She
is still silent, as she has been in
the past, and her friends fear
that the English medicine-man
has practiced some witchery over her.
Her mother will take her with her, as
they had planned in the trip to South-
ern Italy, and it is hoped the balmy
climate will wear off the effects of the
escapade.

The doctor arrived in Nice closely
guarded, but it is feared that he will
escape any punishment. He says she
needed no coaxing to entice her away,
and that he knew nothing of the check
she had carried off.
RELEASING THE ELEVATORS.

A Law That Would Defeat Its Ob-
ject.

The railroad and warehouse commis-
sion of the state recommended several
days ago, says the Market Record,
the legislature the passing of an act to
make all country elevators public ele-
vators, that handle grain for the public.
If it would protect the public to the
public's advantage the legislature ought
to make it a law. It is evident at a
glance, however, that the suggestion of
the commission is not practicable, and
that instead of making the elevators
public such an act would force them in
self protection to abandon the handling
of grain for the public at all. Instead of
p otection to the public it would be pro-
hibition to the public, as the elevator
systems would refuse to take out state
license, and the public would be pre-
vented from doing the very thine it
wants to do. 'Ihe elevator companies
do not want to handle stored wheat in
the country, but the railroad companies

I compel them to do it to meet a public
necessity. Now the commission comes
in with its usual lucid ideas of its duties
and recommends the state legislature to

i pass a law that would result in the re-
leasing of the elevator companies from
public burdens imposed upon them by
the railroads. That will follow if the
effort of the commission prospers in the
legislature.

* KEEPING IT UP.
Investigation ,Is Keeping Pace

With the City's Growth. '{'r^J,
Aid. Tom Downs' famous committee,

appointed to investigate any charges
brought against any city official, past
orpresent, was in executive session for
some time yesterday afternoon, and Mr.
Downs, himself, and his official acts,
furnished the topic of discussion and
research. The editor of a Swedish paper,
which made some damaging remarks
about Aid. Downs was before the com-
mittee, as was also the alderman him-
self. The committee is understood to
have had a tussle with an ugiy report
also, that the city had been systematic-
ally swindled In the matter of buying
wood and coal for several years. The
members were very reticent when the
meeting was finished, and denied that
they had taken any action on any-
thing.

CUTTING IT IN TWO.

Estimates for the Coming Year's
Improvements.

The ways and means committee of
the common council attacked the list
ot improvements submitted at the last
meeting of the committee and cut it up
in bad shape. In the estimate sent in
by the engineer the money needed for
sewers was placed at $328,000. This
was cut down to $144,950.92. The water
main figures were cut down to $85,488.11
from almost twice that amount. From
$52,000 the paving figures were cut down
to $:38,405.64, and the curb money was
reduced from $9,738 to $8,038.04.

In an unpretensious house among the
respectable-homes that adorn Ninth
street south, between Third and Fourth
avenues, lives a large masculine-looking
woman named Mrs. M. Hertogs. She is
to . all appearances a hard-working
woman and has until a short time ago
been regarded by most ofher friends
and neighbors as an honest, respectable
woman, but among a few of those who
knew her reports of a peculiar and
highly unsavory character have
been circulating, and of late they
have been more decided in
character and for the most
part have become traceable to direct
acts of her own. Mrs. Hertogs, more
generally known as "toe French
madame," formerly kent a millinery and
dressmaking establishment at 54 South
Fifth street, called the Louvre. While

in business there she seemed to have a
good traue, but began to cater to the
tastes and inclinations of the fallen
women on First street to such an extent
that respectable customers soon ceased
to visit her place, and she was forced to
depend entirely for her import of her
business on the class of trade for which
she had shown such decided preference
in her palmier days. Money is need-
ful, however, to carry on a business
and she soon found that payments were
often very uncertain in dealing with
ladies of easy virtue, and some time
ago she closed out her business at No.
54, and since then she has done some
private dressmaking at her house on
Ninth street, and still continues to-do
work for one or two of the First jstreet
establishments, but has been ordered
out of some of them on account of
alleged dishonorable business practices;
The charges made against Mine, Her-

: togs are that through her • connection
with the houses she conceived the idea
of bettering herself financially and
building up her business at the same

ACTING AS A PKOCUHESS.
The girls which she furnished for a

house of prostitution would, of course,
need some expensive dresses and she
would furnish them on time, thus get-
ting the giris in debt and placing them
to a large extent in her power. Lately
things have begun to become known
which led respectable people who knew
her to distrust tie woman,, and only a
few weeks ago the Harmon ia society, of
which she had long been an active mem-
ber, learned enough of her true charac-
ter to justify the directors in dropping
her name from the rolls, but when the
world knows her forthe procuress and
betrayer of virtue and innocence which

; she is, it will be forever a disgrace to
the community in which she lives if she
is not either warned to leave the city or,
suffer the punishment which just laws
provide for those who offend against the
purity and virtue of the young and in-
nocent.. There is no lack ofproof of case after
case of her providing places in house
of prostitution for women from other
houses who were indebted to her for
dresses. About two years ago when the
authorities closed Ida Dorsey's colored
bagino on Second avenue south Madam
Hertogs took one of the inmates, a
quadroon girl who was indebted to her.
for dressmaking, to a house where none
but while girls were allowed, and told
the madam that the girl was a Span-
iard and recommended her as a dancer
and a girl who would sell a great deal
of beer. At about that time she is said
to have taken one of the young girls
employed in her millinary establish-
ment on Fifth street to a house of ill-
fame on First street kept by Hattie
Mcßride at that time.

she was securing them would gladly
pay their .way;and '*advance ; money 1,to
pay their indebtedness here if they
would go, as pretty girls were hard to
get, and she had "come here ;with the
express intention of inducing several to
return 7 with her. 7 Four of the girls
finallyconsented and the Butte landlady
having paid off their indebtedness here,

an Sunday. Three '-of the four girls
who were thus enticed away will be
over 1150 each in debt to their new land-
lady, and no matter how hard the life
or how rough : the treatment -they get,
they will be unable to get away from
the place for a long time.

But the saddest tale of a life ruined
by this woman's scheming villainy is
yet to come. About one year ago pretty
Nellie Turcotte, a. bright-eyed, black-
naired, rosy-cheeked country girl,whose
parents lived just outside the
city, came to the city to work
in a restaurant as a waiter.
She had a cousin, another young girl,
who was employed by Mine. Hertogs as
a sewing girl. Nellie often visited her
cousin at the shop on ;Fifth street , and
became more or less acquainted 7 with
Mine. Hertogs. and the latter often in-
vited the two girls to drink with her,
which they sometimes did. After a
time Nellie found herself out of employ-
ment and without any place to stop.
The old lady took the girl to the house
on Tenth street and Sixth avenue south,
where she "then lived, and kept her
there a week, all the time

POISONING lIElt YOUNG MIND
with stories of the gay, happy; luxuri-
ous lifethat the girls in the First street
houses lived, and finally the poor child
was persuaded to enter the house at

228, run by Jennie Jo. es, and become
one oi its regular inmates, but not until
after she had been taken there several
times to call and had been plied with
drinks and assured again and again
that she would liven lifeof coinfo t and
careless enjoyment. In that house the
girlremained until about two weeks
ago, when her grief-stricken mother,
discovering where she. was, came to
tne city, swore out a warrant for
her daughter's arrest, and applied to
the court tor her commitment to the
house of the Good bin pherd. The girl
swore in the face of overwhelming evi-
dence in it she had nev. r been in a
house ot prostitution, and the judge
finally allowed bur to go with her mother
on her promising to go home and live
quietly with her parents. No sooner,
however, wis she out of the court room
than she refused to accompany her
mother, and she is now living in rented
rooms as the mistress of a barkeeper.

ANOTHER CASE.
There is another pretty little girl now

in tne city who was formerly employed
by Madam Hertogs. She is an Honest,
respectable, hard-working girl, and is
more than indignant at the conduct of
her former employer in leading astray
young girls who might have made hon-
orable, useful wives and women. She
herself was stopped in the street by the
old fiend only a week or so a_o, and
cordially invited to go with the party to
Butte.

There are many other and worse
stories than these that find currency
among those who know the French
madauie best, but those above printed
are on:y such as can be proved by reli-
able testimony.

A CORRECTION NEEDED.
According to Calderwood's Idea the

Present Taxation Is Unjust.

A PRACTICAL REFORM.

Taxing Chattel Mortgages-Other Plans
to Increase the Revenue Con-

sidered.

Chairman Downs opened the special
'Session "of the legislative committee of
the council yesterday morning with,
"Say, fellows do any of you remember
what was the matter to come under dis-
cussion this morning?"

There were four aldermen and five
reporters present. The four gentlemen
had been setting around the . big table
upon which their feet rested gracefully
and roasting, with straight language,
the board of trade, as they leisurely
puffed their cigars, and none of: them
were just on hand with the special bus-
iness. Finally Aid. Durnham an-
swered: -\u25a0"\u25a0.-, 7

"Iguess its to look into the matter of
taxing personal property, chattel mort-
gages, etc." . ,

The talk drifted down to the conclu-
sion that the assessor might, ac-
cording to the present laws, assess
personal property for its full valuation.
Assessor Case was called in. and showed
that lie did assess personal property ac-
cording to his own judgment of its
value. He gave an instance that hap-
pened the day before, in which a gentle-
man living in a house worth at least

15.000 had given in the value of his
furniture two horses, t^o carriages,
watches and jewelry at $250. The as-
sessor had set the value at £1,000, and
the citizen had come to the assessor ex-
ceeding wroth that his valuation had
been changed. As the committee com-
mented on the property owner's little-
ness, Aid. Braddish capped the climax
with:

"He probably was a member of the
board of trade, "wasn't he?"

Chairman Downs and others then re-
lated stories of contacting assessments,

i and with them of a young wife of Min-
neapolis who gave the valuation of their
household equipments at an extrava-
gant price, and then the committee dis-
cussed whether a woman's word should
be taken, and Assessor Case said that it
was not.

Comptroller Calderwood was called
oil to report of a matter of interest, and
read the following:

To the Honorable Committee of the City
Council Here AssemDled— Gentlemen : Heine
one of the survivors, and on the side ofvic-
tory, in that great battle of retrenchment
and reform, fought on the 6th day of last
November, 1 desire to call the attention of
your honorable body, not to an increase or
decrease in salary, but to an important mat-
ter ofretrenchment and reform.

My position as comptroller has probably
given me a better opportunity of seeing the
necessity ofreform in our present system of
assessment for public improvements than
many ofyon here assembled. Our present
system is very imperfect and in many cases
unjust. In a city that is growing as rapidly
as ours, and where a demand for public im-
provements is so great, and the rate of taxa-
tion high, it is an injustice and hardship to
the taxpayers to compel them to pay for im-
provements which are not made for two,
three and four years after the tax has been
paid, or to pay for improvements which are
never made; and not only this,
but oblige the wrong taxpayer to
place the collection of this rebate, which
the city should -never have assessed, in the
hands ofa collection agency with a commis-
sion of 25 per cent for making the collection.. This, gentlemen, is not only a reflection on
our system of public works, but a greater
reflection on our credit by compelling tax-
payers to pay a commission so large for col-
lecting a debt against the city.

1 would ask the gentlemen here assembled
that they appoint a committee, which shall
include as one of its members our able city
engineer, Andrew Rinker, upon whose de-
partment 1 wish to be understood as casting
no reflection, who shall investigate this mat
ter and iresent to the next meeting of the
citycouncil a resolution that will correct
this growing eviL This will be in the line of
practical reform and retrenchment that will
be appreciated, by, thousands of taxpayers
through the city. Yours very truly,

J. F. C'ALDERWOOD.
It was moved that a committee of

three be appointed to investigate the
matter, including Engineer Kinker.
The committee as appointed consisted
of Aids. Braddish. Sterling and Cole.

The motion was carried that the com-
mittee recommend to the council the
amendment of the law in regard to the
taxation of bank property and make the
undivided profits taxable as well as the
surplus.

Another recommendation of import-
ance was that the city charter be so
amended as to have the council fillva-
cancies in the offices of comptroller,
treasurer, counselors, mayor and all
city offices rather than have special
elections for the purpose, thus saving
great expense. -'7:

_
Itwas moved also during the course

ofthe meeting that the tax law be so
amended as to require thecity and town
clerks to furnish assessors with lists of
chattel mortgages, also that it require
the building and loan associations to
furnish lists of their paid up stock.

A matter of some moment was pend-
ing in which the presence of City At-
torney Russell was desired so the com-
mittee took a recess awaiting his ar-
rival on coming together again it was
an executive session. -At. the executive session the commit-
tee discussed the question ofreduction
of the number of aldermen. After a
considerable discussion the motion was
carried that the committee recommend
that the number of aldermen be reduced
to two from each ward. This change in
the number contemplated is to take
effect at the end of the present council's
term of office. There will be a special
meeting of the council to-day at 2 p. m.
to consider the recommendations of the
legislative committee.
