CAPITAL PUNISHMENT.

The startling increase of crime is re-
sponsible for the growing opinion that
there is too much of a false sentimen-
tality underiying all legislation intended
to prevent or to punish erime. In con-
sequence we observe the inclination of
modern opinion to be in the direction of
a return to the more vigorous methods
of dealing with the ecriminal classes
which characterized former ages. Hu-
manity is a commendable trait, but it is
not humane to spare the guilty when
the innocent and unoffending are made
to suffer by it. T'his humane sentiment
went so far a few years ago as to create
a wave of public sentiment favor-
able to the repeal of capital punish-
ment, and as a result many of the
states eliminated the death penalty
from their statute books. Minnesota
was carried along with the sentimental
tide, hut like most of the other states
wiio were swept away in the same flood,
she finally regained her footing and got
back to the point from whence she
started, Itis, therefore, all the more
of a surprise to see the determined ef-
fort that is being made in this legisla-
ture to have the state swept from its
base once more and carried away in
this sentimental tide.

The arguments in favor of abolishing
capital punishment are of a purely sen-
timental flavor. The minds of the ad-
vocates of the proposition are haunted
by the horrible thought that human life
must be sacrificed in expiation of erime.
In their opinion, the willful and pre-
meditated sheading of blood by the
state under the pretext of punish-
ing crime, has too much of the
tinge of barbarism to be tolerated in
this age of enlightened civilization.
Those of us who differ from them on
this question respect the sentiment
which creates this opposition to capital
punishment, yet we eannot be unmind-
ful of the fact that an over indulgence
of this sentiment has had baneful re-
sults.

In most of the states the two crimes
supposed to merit capit 1 punishment
are murder and rape. Individualscapa-
ble of committing these are not
only insensible to moral suasion,
but are absolutely undeserving of
sympathy or protection. It may
be true that some of them are
irresponsible for their viciousness.
They may have mherited their deparv-
ity and are thus constantly in subordi-
nation to the influence of an evil genius
which was born into the world with
them. But that does not remove the
fact that society suffers by reason of
their existence, and the sooner they are
shuffied out of this world the better it
will be for the world.

There is another class of high crimi-
nals, and by far the most numerous
class, who cannot attribute their vicious
practices to the accident of birth.
They reach the summitin crime by
self-educating processes. They start
out early as wrong-doers,and continue to
cultivate the evil in their nature as they
grow older. The only protection against
this class of eriminals are those grades
of punishment which have a truly de-
terrent quality. Agreeing with the
advocates of the repeal of the death
penalty that execution is a horriole
form of punishwent, we insist that its
horribleness makes it a necessity. The
horrors which surround the gibbet are
the only possible checks that can be
placed upon the worst eriminal elasses.
It is so seldom, if ever, that an innocent
person is hung, the bare possibility of
such a thing does not stand as an argu-
ment against capital punishment,
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MERELY RELATIVE FIGURES.

The St.Cloud Times eriticises the
numerical basis upon which the GLoBE
illustrated last Monday morning the in-
equalities in legislative representation
in the state at the present time. These
eriticisms are based upon erroneous as-
sumptions. The GLOBE’s estimate of
present population in the Fifth district
was based upon the vote of 1888 and the
general numeral 4. No attempt was
made to give the actual population, since
no absolutely accurate census of Min-
nesota has been had since 1880. The
state census of 1885 is regarded with
suspicion, and it is manifestly certain
then (and the senate feels so) that only
by the vote of 1888 can a fair basis for
reapportionment be had, and the
numeral 4 gives to the entire Fifth dis-
trict as mnear her just increase of
population as anything yet devised.
The Grope did not seek to give
actual popuiation,but to approximate in
round numbers, and so it stated. In
Stearns county the vote of 1884 was 4,4380;
in 1886, 5,282, aund in 1888, 7,072, The
population on the numeral 4 (a conser-
vative and safe figure) of the county was
then 17,000 in 1884; 21,000 in 1886, and
28,000 in 188%. The 28,000 of the legisla-
tive manual for 1886 is based upon the
same data there for Hennepin, Ramsey
or any of the other larger counties of
the state. The GLOBE table actually
shows, when this is understood, that
Stearns county has materially gained in
population for the last tour years, just
as in the case of Renville, Hubbard,
Carlton, St. Louis, Cass, Potk, Kittson,
Beltrami, ecte., a total gain of 24,000
population is shown since 1886. The
GLOBE's figures were for a relative pur-
pose and to show glaring evils; not
to enumerate every man, woman and
child in any section of the state. Itis
unquestionably frue that any reappor-
tionment that may be made will contain
features of injustice, and the object is
to reduce the inequalities to the mini-
mum. Stearns coanty has made a great
population record, beyond guestion, and
there was no intention of detracting
from it, one jot or tittle.
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HILL AND CLEVELAND.

Did President CLEVELAXD intention-
ally snub Gov. Hirx, by refusing to at-
tend the WHITNEY reception? is the
question agitating Washington society.
The. reception was given in honor of
Gov. HiLt, who was a guest of the sec-
retary of the navy. The president and
his wife were invited, but found it more
convenient to go to New York ona
visit than to be wearing their Sanday
clothes in honor of the distinguished
New Yorker. There are these who im-
agine that Mr. CLEVELAND had a pur-
pose bevond building up a lucrative
law practice in selecting New York
city for his future home. “There isno
suggestion that he intends to enter into
active politics, as JOEN QUINCY ADAMS
did upon his retirement from the presi-
deney, but it is intimated that- he goes
out of the White house fuil of resent-
ment towards the New York zang, who
betrayed him in the last election. By
putting these things together, the polit-
ical gossipers have it that Mr. CLEVE-
LAND is laying for DAvID BENNETT
Hinr. when he shall pop up as a presi-
dential candidate in 1892,

These insinuations are evidently un-
just to the retiring president. His re-
cent visit to New York was planned
long before it wasknown that Gov. HirL
would be in Washington, and Mr.

he a resentful man. He has publicly
acquitted Gov. HiLr, of all suspicion of
duplieity in the last election, and what

———————
PURIFYING THE CAUCUS.
While, viewed from one standpoint,
there is a erying necessity for such a
bill as Senator TRUAX introduced in the
legislature yesterday, yet seen from an-
other, it wears such an air of absurdity
that one is inclined to suppose that
the legislature will laugh it to scorn.
That the cauzus system is rotten to the
core, and is the source of more political
corruption than all other causes com-
bined, is admitted. And yet when we
undertake to confrol or rezulate it by
legislation, we give the caucus a legal
recognition that it dcesn’t merit. It
would be tortunate if cancuses could be
conducted in the manner indicated in
the TrRuAX bill. It is particularly de-
sirable that all the voting shall
be done viva voce, for then the oppor-
tunities for skulduggery would be very
much lessened. But the difficulty in
applying legislation as a remedy for
the caucus evil is that political parties
are organizations unknown to the law,
and the caucus is simply a piece of
party machinery. By elevating it to
the dignity contemplated by the TRUAX
bill, we not only complicate our elec-
tions, already too complicated, but we
bring party organization up to a legal
status, totally at variance with our
ideas of republican institutions. Be-
sides, the operations of such alaw
would extend to a ridiculous limit. Any
two voters can get tcgether and agree
to bring out a candidate for an oftice.
Their meeting would be a caucus, and
must be governed by the provisions of

this law.

And yet no one can deny the neces-
sity for a reform of the caucus system.
Itself inherently corrupt, it is corrupt-
ing all the streams of our political life.
If legislation has a practicable remedy,
we would urge its application. But in
a community where the force of public
sentiment is not strong enough to erush-
out the caucus evil by rejecting all
candidates who are nominated through
corrupt influences, we fail to see where
or how a public sentiment is to be
aroused strong enough to insure the in-
forcement of laws directed against it.
If there is not sufficient mmdependence
among the masses to compel honest
methods in nominating conventions,
then laws intended to purify the caucus
system will be of no avail.

—_————
DEGENERATED ROYALTY.
There is no accessive admiration for

the ruling systems over the water when
one attempts a catalogue of the special
features noted about palaces. On the
one hand are seen about all the diseases
that could be inherited or induced by
excessive indulgence in debasing prac-
tices, such as epilepsy, serofula, gout,
dipsomania, insanity, etc.; and on the
other all the mental traits that dis-
figure life—deceit, trickery, cruelty,
avarice ane lack of parental reverence.
There are occasional spurts of sturdy
qualities, and some of the ladies have
set exemplary patterns in morals, not
in dress; but on the whole as people
and trained baton swingers, the palace
denizens do not compare favorably
with the highest officeholders in this
country.

WAsHINGTON, Feb. 7.—Conferees on
the Dakota, Montana and New Mexico
admission bill were in session a short
time this morning and adjourned until
2 o’cloek without coming to an agree-
ment. Another meeting of the con-
ferees on the territorial bill was held
this afternoon whieh resulted in a de-
cision to report to the two houses that
the conference was unable to agree. It
is gathered that the house of represen-
tatives was willing to make concessions
in the direction of admitting South
Dakota without further delay, if the
senators could concede the admission of
New Mexico, but no agreement could
be reached on this basis, and it 1s prob-
able that the house conferees will ask
for instructions from the house before
any further steps are taken.

NOT MUCH HOPE LEFT.

_ WasmmNarox, D. C., Feb. 7.—There
is not so much light as there was. The
admission of the territories is not so
roseate in anticipation. To-morrow as
soon as Mr. Springer announces to the
house that the conferees have failed to
agree, Judge Baker, of New York, will
move that the house recede from its
amendment to the senate bill and pass
that bill. That means the admission of
South Dakota alone. The result will be
a big hullabaloo. but there is no likeli-
hood of anything being done.

SOMETHING FOR SOLDIERS.

Senators Propose a Plan to Re-
move the Charge of Desertion in
Certain Cases.

Wasnisaroy, Feb. 7.—The senate
to-day passed as reported from the com-

mittee on military affairs, a substitute.

for the general bill recently passed by
the house, removing the charge of de-
sertion in certain cases. The substitute
provides that the charge of desertion
shall be removed from the record of any
volunteer soldier of the late war, when
it shall have been proven to the satis-
faction of the secretary of war that he
served faithfully until the expiration of
his term of enlistment, or until May 1,
1865, having previously served six
months or more, who failed by
reason of absence from his com-
mand, to be mustered outand to receive
an honorable discharge, or who was

revented completing his term of en-
Pistment by reason of wounds or dis-
ease. lhe substitute also provides for
the removal of the charge of desertion
from the record of any volunteer or
regular soldier in ecases, after the
charges were made. the soldier returned
voluntarily to his command and served
out his time, or where he was absent on
account of wounds, or died from those
wounds. The charge of desertion is to
be removed from the records of those
who enlisted in the navy or marine
corps without obtaining discharges
from the army, where the re-enlistment
was not for the purpose of securing
bounty, provided that the absence
from  serviee did not exceed
four months, and that the soldier served
faithfully after re-enlistment. Any
soldier who, after desertion, was re-
stored to duty by a competent com-
mander, is not to be deemed to rest
under any disability in the prosecution
of any claim for pension. The adju-
tant general is to issue to any soldier
restored under sections 1 and 3 of this
act, a certificate of discharge. When
the charge shall have been removed,
the heirs of the soldier are to receive
the pay and bounty due him, provided
that no pay ov bounty is to be allowed
for the period during which he was ab-
sent from his command, or in cases
where the soldier served less than six
months. The charge of desertion is to
be removed from the records of soldiers
who served in the Mexican war, where
the soldier served out the time of his
enlistment, or for six months or more,
and until July 4, 1848, and left his com-
mand without receiving a discharge;
and where the soldier after the charge
was entered, voluntarily returned and
served out his time, The provisions of
the act are not to be construed so as to
relieve any soldier who left his com-
mand from disaffection or disloyalty, to
evade hardships, or in the pregence of
the enemy (not being sick or wounded),
or while under arrest or under charges;
or in the case of a soldier of the Mexi-
can war who did not actually reach the
seat of war. All applications for relief
under this act are to be filed within
three years after July 1, 1889. The sen-
ate has asged an immediate conference
on the bill.

ARMY APPROPRIATIONS.

Representatives Wrangle Over
the Bill by Which the Country’s
Defenders Are Provided For.

Special to the Globe.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 7.—The house
spent most of its time to-day in consid-
ering the army appropriation bill. The
senate bill providing that the public
lands now subject to private entry shall
be disposed of according to the home-
stead laws only was taken up, and the
following amendments to it adopted:
By Mr. Holman, striking out the words
which exemgt Missouri from the pro-
visiong of the bill; repealing the com-
mutation clause of the homestead law;
by Mr. Turner, of Kansas, allowing per-
sons who have abandoned or relin-
quished their homestead entries to

make another enfry. The bill as
amended was then passed. The bill in-
creasing the pension of the widow of
Brig. Gen. W. H. Emery from $30 to $0
per month was taken up, and after a
slight struggle passed. The house then
went into a committee of the whole on
the army appropriation bill. An amend-
ment was agreed to,appropriating $1,500
for a_riding and training master at
West Point. A motion of Mr. Morrow
to strike out the provision that quarter-
masters’ supplies shall be purchased at
the cheapest point, transportation con-
sidered, was not agreed to. The para-
graph appropriating $100,000 for con-
tinuing work on the new military post
at Denver was struck out, because it
had been provided for in the sundry
civil bill. Paragraphs were inserted
appropriating $20.000 for officers’ quar-
ters at the Columbus, O., post; $17,000
for the purchase of the site of Fort
Elliott, Tex.; $24,500 to complete the
water supply system at Fort D. A. Rus-
sell, Wyo. "Mr. Randall, of Peunsyl-
vania, raised a pont of order on the
proposed amendment to appropriate
$500,000 to purchase moveable sub-
marine torpedoes, and the question was
debated 4t some length by Mr. Town-
shend, of 1llinois: Mr. Spinola, of New
Xork, and Mr. Cutcheon, of Michigan.
Pending decision a conference was
ordered on the District of Columbia ap-
propriation bill, and the house at 5
o’clock adjourned.

READY FOR SIGNATURE.
The Nicaragua Canal Bill Goes

to the President—Senatorial
Bickerings.

WasmiNgToN, Feb. 7.—The senate

to-day farther discussed the legislative
appropriation bill. Mr. Sherman pre-
sented the conference report on the bill
to incorporate the maritime canal com-
pany of Nicaragua. It was agreed to.
The bill now goes to the president for
approval. The credentials of Mr. Me-
Pherson, of New Jersey, for a senatorial
term were presented and filed. The
senate bill was passed empowering the
Mount Carmel development company to
draw water from the Wabash river and
its tributaries in Illinois. Mr. Blair
reported favorably a joint = resolu-

tion proposing a counstitutional
amendment to rohibit the de-
nial by the nited States or

any state of the right of suffrage on ac-
count of sex. The resolution was
placed on the calendar. Mr. Cockrell
gave notice that a minority report would
be made hereafter. Mr. Sherman of-
fered a resolution, which was agreed to,
for the appointment of a committee of
three senators to make the necessary
arrangements for the inauguration of
the president-elect on March 4, next.
The sepate bill further to suspend the
operation of section 5,574 of the reyised
statutes—in relation to the guano
islands (for five years from the 18th of
April, 1859,) was taken from the calen-
dar and possed; also the senate bill to
provide for writs of error or appeals to
the supreme court of the United States
in all cases involving the question of
the jurisdiction of the courts below.
The resolution heretofore offered by
Mr. Chandler, instructing the commit-
tee on appropriations to make an inves-
tigation in relation to the longevity,
mileage and ‘“sea service” claims of
naval officers, was taken up, and after
debate, in which the conduct of Wash-
ington claim agents was severely criti-
cised, went over until to-morrow with-
out action. Senators Davis and Daniel
were appointed on the board of visitors
to the military academy. ‘The house
amendment to the senate bill as
to cutting of timber on Indian lands,
was concurred in. The senate then re-
sumed consideration of the legislative
appropriation bill. The pending ques-
tion being on Mr. Hawley’s amendment
to give an additioral clerk of class 3 to
the civil service commission. After a
prolonged debate the amendment was
agreed to. Another long discussion
took place as to whether the board of
pension appeals (tixed in the bill at
three members) should be increased to
six. The change was made. Mr. Gor-
man moved to increase the salary
of the assistant door-keeper of the sen-
ate by $500, so long as the
position is held by the present occu-
pant, who had beeniu the service of the
senate fifty-eight years. Mr. Hoar sug-
gested that the name of Mr. Bassett be
mentioned in the amendment, so as to
embalm the name of that excellent and
honored public servant in the annals of
the senate. The amendment was modi-
fied accordingly, and was agreed to.
The bill went over till to-morrow. A
bill authovizing the construction and
operation of a railroad through the In-
dian Territory from Baxter Springs to
Fort Smith, Ark., was reported. The
senate, at 6:10, adjourned.

LET THE SWEET THINGS VOTE

Senator Blair Introduces a Joint
Resolution to Enfranchise Wo-
men,

W ASHINGTON, Feb. 7.—A joint reso-
lution proposing an amendment to the
constitution, declaring that the right to
vote shall not be abridged by the United
States or any state on account of sex,
was favorably reported to-day by Sen-
ator Blair from the select committee on
woman suffrage. The report recom-
mending the adoptiou of the resolution,
after reviewing the history of the
woman suffraze movement and making
some comment upon the denial of the
right of suffrage to women, as an in-
justice equal to that of negro slavery,
coneludes as follows:

Unless this government shall be made and
preserved truly Republican in form by the
enfranchisement of woman the great reforms
which her ballot would accomplish may
never be; the demoralization and disinte-
gration now proceedin%ein the body politie
are not hikely soon to arrested. Corrup-
tion of the male suffrage is already a well
nigh fatal disease. A Republican form of
government cannot suiyive half slave and
half free. The ballot is withheld from woman
because men are not willing to part with one-
half the sovereign vower. There is no other
real cause for the continued perpetration of
this unnatural tyranny. Enfranchise woman,
or this republic will steadily advance to the
same destruction, the same ignoble and
tragic catastrophe which has engulfed all
the male republics of history. Let us estab-
lish a republic in which both men and
women shall be free indeed. Then shall the
republie be perpetual.

A minority report adverse to the
adoption of the resolution reported will
be hereafter presented.

MILLIONS FOR RED MEN,

The Indian Appropriation Carries
big Money Some Important Leg-
islative Provisions.

WasHiNgToN, Feb., 7.—The house
committee on Indiau affairs this after-
noon completed the Indian appropria-
tion bill. It carries £5,419,032, or $76,077
less than last year’s bill, exelusive of
the Choctaw claims. The present bill
is about $500,000 more than the esti-
mates. Among the legislative pro-
visions ineorporated in the bill is one
providing for the appointment of a com-
mission to negotiate with the five civil-
ized nations to secure the relinquish-
ment to the title to what is now known
as the Cherokee outlet and the south-
east corner of the Indian territory: also
a provision to admit the five nations as
a territory of the United States; also to
provide for a commission to negotiate
for the relinquishment of title by the
Sioux Indians of the Sioux Indian res-
ervation.

BAKER'S LEGISLATIVE BOMD,

ereafter may be free of duty, a duty shall
be fevied thereon equal in amount to uny ex-
port duty which may be levied thereon by
the laws of the country from which the shije
ment is made,

Sec. 2. That all articles on shipment inta
the United States shall pay no less of rate ot
duty than is or may be chargeable by tha
laws of the country of export on like articles
into said country from the United States,

Sec. 3. That the following articles shall,
upon importation into the United States, ba
sunject to the following rate of duty: Eggs,
5 cents per dozen: hay, 25 per cent ad valor-
em; straw, $3 per ton: potatoes, 15 ceniid
per bushel; fish, 1 cent per pound; plants,
trees, shrubs and vines-of all kinds, 25 pee
cent ad valorem.

Sec. 4. That all ad valorem duties imposed
by the lawsof the United States on goods,
wares and wmerchandise imported from for-
eign countries shall be assessed upon tha
actual retail price or value at which such
goods are sold for home consumption in the
country of production or export, whenever
in the country of such production or export
ad vaiorem duties upon goods, wares and
merchandise imported into such country
from the United States are assessed upon tha
retail price or value at which goods are sold
for home consumption in the United Statesy

THEY DON'Y LIKE IT.

There Is Pronounced Opposition
to Senator Edmund’'s Panama
