Cmerco, Feb. 7.—The wheat market
*howed weakuess at the opening this morn-
ing, but as the session advanced there wasa
better feeling. The price during the fo.e
noon held close around $1, but after 10-
clock there was quite a good buying feeling
developed, and the price of May advanced
18c over the lowest point of the mornir g
and 3ge over the close last night. There was
no mportant news and little outside trade
The reportreg arcing heavy sales of flour
at Minneapolis was the best piece of bull
news. The strength in wheat increased to-
wad rthe close. The price of May advanced
10 $1.017%@1.02 and closed at $1.018;, or
11ec over last night. and 3%c over the bot-
tom this morning. The removal of all re-
striction from milling had a good influence.
Receipts ot corn this morning were 360 cars.
The talk aboutauy let-up inthe close in-
spection was explcded when only 2 cars out
of the entire receipts graded No. 2. There
were 112 cars billed through. There was
out inspeetion of 50,000 bu, No. 2 and ship-
meunts here of 101.000 bu. Clearances at
Atlantic ports were unusually light. There
was in the pit a further liquidation by local
operators and prices declined ahout 1ac fru!n
the close last nirht, There wasa flurry in
oats shortly before the close. The deal was
in May. Shaw & Baldwin sold wr;
freely, and the prices went off from 273gc
cents early to 2uige. Wadhams was the
principal buyer on the break. Receipts, 150
cars. On account of large receipts of hogs
and lower prices the provision market started
slow and weak. Short ribs and lard opened
7le@10c lower, and mess pork, after opening
12tsc under last night at the lowest point
heretofore touched for May this season,
$11.45, suffered a further decline to $11.40,
the bottom for the day. There was one or
two bulges to $11.471a, but the market was
heavy and without good support. Ten min-
utes before the close May was at $11.4712, or
10 cents under last night. This was on bet-
ter buying by packers on the floor and at the
yards late in the day. Short ribs. atter seli-
ing at $6.10 for May, rallied to $6.15, and
Jard reacted from $6.90 to $6.971a. There is
still some talk of 4¢ hogs and $9 pork.

THE ROUTINE REPORT.

Cuicaco. Feb. 7.—Operators in wheat were
again treated Lo a surprise to-day. The early
market was weak and ovening sales 83¢ low-
er, as compared with yesterdsy's closing.
This, however, proved to be the lowest price
of the day, and was followed by an advance
of “#4c, receded some and closed 1lec higher
than yesterday. The firmness was attributed
to very good buying on the part ot some
loeal traders. and as there was not much
wheat offered at times it was a- compara-
tively easy matter with the assistance of
“shorts™ covering to advance prices stimu-
lated by some “bull” news, Some bad crop
news was received from ih: winter wheat
districts, but were not conurmed, and a dis-
patch was received denying that the crop
news could not have heen bad when markets
nearer the winter wheat rezion than Cnicago
advanced only 12e. Corn was more active,
more interest being manifested in
the market than for some days past
The market opened a trifle lower
than the closing price of ye-terday, and
gradually sold off lsc. reacted a trifle, but
clo-ed 3s@!2¢ lower than yesterday. In the
early trading, oats were active, but weak,
and later the market became dnll. Trading
was confined almost exclusively to May,
whien deciined 8g@lze, and closed easy.
Considerable interest was mamfested in
mess pork early in the day and trading was
quite active. Opening sales were made at
10@.121s¢ Cezline, and a rally of 21a@dc was
gained temporarily. Later the market weak-
ened and prices receded 1lu@l2tze, but
guickly recovered again. Toward the close
prices settled back to medium figures, and
closed steady at medium figures. A fair
trade was reported in lard and the feeling
WAas eas prices ruied 7g@lo0e lower and
the market cloted steady. Short ribs were
more active a1 d easier.

Gathered From Careful Obser-
vations and Reliable Sources.

It costs more to keep a poor horse
than it does to keep a good one.

Change the feed for your horses often
enough to make them relish it.

Improper feeding is the cause of niue
out of ten cases of sickness among
horses.

Every time you worry your horses
you shorten their lives and days of
usefulness.

Sweat and dust cause the horse’s
shoulders to gall. So do poor, ill-fitting
collars.

The temperature of water for horses
is not so muech of an object as the
purisy of it. While it is best to have
water cool, it is more important to have
it free from impurities,

Mares in foal should have exercise
and moderate work, and under no cir-
cumstaneces should the{ be subjected to
harsh treatment, nor should they ever
be allowed to go where they would be
in danger of being freightened.

The horse which caw plough an acre
while another horse is ploughing half
an acre, or that which can carry a load
of passengers ten miles while another
is going five, independent of all cen-
siderations of amusement, taste or what
is called fancy, is absclutely worth
twice as mueh to the owner as the
other. = i

Affection cannot be pounded in. Kind
treatment insures the affection of an
animal, while rough treatment is sure
to cause its hatred.

1t is alike dangerous to other horses
and men to spare the life of a glandered
horse. Glanders is a highly contagious,
mcurable disease, and as a rule fatal in
the human subject.

When horses are suffering from the
bites of flies or stings of other insects,
sponge the parts that cannot be protect-
ed by nets with water in which insect

The treasurer and comptroller pre-
sented and submitted their respective
detailed reports for the fiscal year end-
ing Dec. 31, 1888, which were received
and ordered placed on file pending fur-
ther and final disposition. So much of
the report of the comptroller, however,
as refers to the early maturity of school
bonds to the amount of $150,000 and the
necessity of meeting or refunding the
same was referred to the Committees on
Finance and Legislation.

From the Superintendent—
ST. PAvL, Minn.. Feb. 4, 1889,
To the Hionorable Board of Education
of the City of St. Paul.

GENTLEMEN: I have the honor to
present herewith my report of the pub-
lic schools of this city for the month
ending Jan. 25, 1889,

The following table shows the number
of pupils admitted during the year, the
number enrolled in January. average
daily attendance, per cents of attend-
ance, cases of suspension. number of
cases of tardiness of pupils, cases of
absence and tardiness of teachers, and
the number of pupils having the written
examination with the number promoted.

{ commodations for the convenience and

a whole. Failures were expected, and
failures there were, but perhaps no
more than there should have been.

Of the 5,195 pupils examined, 4,222
passed. Thisshows avery fair percent-
age.of successful pupils, and also re-
fleets credit on the work of the teach-
ers of our schools.

‘The number of pupils in the A class
of the eighth grade examined for the
High school was 146; the number that
passed was 122.

There were transferred to the Manual
Training school, from the district
sehools, thirty pupils, which makes the
enrollment in that school about sixty;
as many as can be well accommodated,
and make the school as beneficial to its
pupils as desirable. .

During the past month two new
school buildings—the Humboldt and
the Longfellow—have been opened for
school purposes. These buildings, in
their construction, appearance and ac-

healthful comfort of teachers and pu-
pils. reflect great credit on the Board
of Eduecation, not only on account of its
manifest desire that our new school
buildings be well arranged, but also
that they be so constructed that the
health of neither teachers nor pupils
shall suffer. With such buildings, the
work of the school ean be better carried
on, and more successfully accomplished.

Before closing this report I wish to
mention a matter in connection with our
system of public schools to which I
desire to call the attention of your
honorable body, and that is the desire
that is prevalent with the teachers and
principals of our schools that the pres-
ent system of written examinatio.s be
suspended, at least for this year, and
another method for promotion be intro-
duced, and, if found suecessful, be
adopted. We have had in connection
with our schools a system of written
examnations, upon which the promo-
tion of pupils from elass to class and
rrade to grade was established. In my
ast annual report to this body I briefly
discussed the advisability of a change
from the system in nse to some other
system more flexible and advantageous
to school children.

A plan and a system for the promo-
tion of pupils in the distriet schools of
this city has been formulated and pre-
sented to you this evening for your in-
speetion and consideration. The mat-
ter of the same has been fully discussed
in the principals’ meetings, both last
year and during the present, and the
plan prepared unanimously aceepted by
the principals. There may be features
about this plan whieh, after its trial,
may be deemed wise to eliminate or
change, but I earnestly desire that
either the plan as it is, or madified as
may seem wise, be adopted, so that the
use of the same may begin the first of
March.

The whole number of pupils admitted
to the day schools during the first term
of the present school year was 11,813;
the number admitted in January was
311, making a total of 12,124 during the

vear, an increase of 970 over the num-
E)er admitted for the corresponding time
of last year.

The following is the report of the
evening schools, with the whole num-
ber admitted to them since October, the
numbear enrolled in January and the
average daily attendance:

On account of diminished attendance,
two rooms have been closed in the
Franklin, one in the Van Buren, one in
the Jackson, and one in the Gorman.

The whole number of pupils admitted
to these schools since the commence-
ment of the same in October is 2,064.
The whole number admitted to these
schools for the carresponding time of
the last year was 1,776. s

The gain in the number of pupils in
these schools over the uumber enrolled
for the same time of last year is 28S.

The whole number of pupils admitted
to the public schools of this city, both
day and evening, during the first five
months of the present school year, is
14,188, or an increase of 1,258 over the
number admitted for the corresponding
time of last year.

The entire number of pupils admitted

year was 14,460, but 272 more than the
number admitted during the first half
of the present year. I fear that it will
be almost impossible to accommodate
in several of the sehool buildings of this
city the number that will appty for ad-
mission to the same at the opening of
next term.

Insome of the school buildings it
may be possible to erowd up the higher
grades, so as to give more room for the
lower grades, but this_cannot be done
in many buildings. The need of the
present time, and which will be greater
at the opening of the schools next Sep-
tember, is for more and better facilities
for educating the children in this city.

The monthly report of the Superin-
tendent of German for the month of
January shows that the number of pu-

ils admitted to the classes in German
fn the different schools for five months
was 2,686, an increase of 433 over the
number admitted to the classes in Ger-
man for the corresponding time of last
year. The number of pupils in the
classes in German for January was
2,364, an increase of 174 over last vear.

The written examination of the dif-
ferent classes and grades in the public
schools was held during the third week
in January. The questions for this ex-
amination were prepared in the Super-
intendent’s office. The results of the
examination were quite satisfactory as

Having thus fully investigated and
inquired into the matter, for all of the
specific details of which we refer to our
report of evidence on file, we recom-
mend that Max Schiffner be appointed
janitor of the Longtellow school at the
schedule salary, to date from Jan. 14,
1889, and that Charles Johnson be re-
lieved from duty as janitor upon the 1e-
moval of said school to its new building;

salary, and assist in putting the new
building, grounds, ete., in perfect order
and condition, after which he is to re-
port to the Secretary for assignment to
such other work as may be necessary to
be done during the current school year.

Your Committee on Schools would re-
spectfully report as follows:

We recommend the opening of an ad-
ditional room in the Baker school, and
have appointed Miss L. B. Smith teach-
er in the first and second grades in said
school, with a salary of $65 per month,
to take the place of Miss Anna MeCam-
mon, whom we have promoted to the
third and fourth grades in said school;
said appointment to date from to-day,
and we ask that the same be confirmed.

For the purpose of relieving the over-
erowded condition of the Gorman school
we recommend that the houndaries be-

school be established as follows: Rice
street, from the Manitoba railroad to
Atwater street; Atwater street, from
Rice street to Park avenue; Park ave-
nue, from Atwater street o Manitoba
avenue; Manitoba avenue, from Park
avenue to Sylvan street,

We have reinstated Miss Fanny
Amery as teacher in the seventh grade
of the Rice school, and have transterred
Miss Alice Perry from the second
grade, Rice, to the second grade Jeffer-
son school; we have also transferred
Miss Blanche Chapin. of the sixth, to
the seventh grade, Longfeilow, and
Miss Mary Delany, of the fifth grade,
Jefferson, to the sixth grade of the
same school.

In regard to the proposed change in
the method of condneting examina-
tions, we would report progress, and
ask for further time.

After careful investigation, we would
report the necessary cuilding opera-
tions of this Board for the present year
to be as follows: The erection of an
eignt-room bullding on the site owned
by the Board on Maryland avenue, to
relieve the overcrowded condition of
the Gorman school; the erection of a
four (4) room Dbuilding on the site
heretotore selected at  Hazel Park
to relieve the Deane school;
the erection of a two (2) room frame
building at Burlingion Heights, on site
to be donated to the Board by the Union
Land Company; the erection of an eight
(8) room building to take the place of
the Arcade Street school, and to relieve
the Cleveland school: an addition to the
Frauklin or Lincoln schools to. relieve’
the erowded condition of thes: schools;
also a four (4) room addition to the
Douglas school.  We would further
recommend the erection of a Manual
Training school on the rear of the Madi-
son school property. We have added
the B seventh to the grades taught in
the Hendrieks school.
