DISGRAC: TO J()I.; INALISM.

Newspapers That Can Be Bought
for a Consideration.

The sentiment of lecislators towards
eountry weekly newspapers is not par-
ticularly apopreciative. This was em-
phasized at yesterday’s session of the
senate, when Senator Day’s bill to in-
clude weekiy newspapers within the
provisions of the libel law  was
defeated. The Dbill was up for
its third reading. Senator Day’s
wish is to give tiose newspapers an
opportunity  to retract any libelous
statements appearing in their colunms,
Senator Edwards did not, at any time,
favor the pres-nt libel law, but was of
opinion that the same privilezes should
be extended to weekiy newspaners as
were afforded their daily contempo-
raries, At the same time he said:
“There are certain newspapers, weekly
and dailv, a disgrace to the state and to
Journalism. The statement will not be
contradicted that there are papers—only
afew,I am glad to say—that can be
hired for a small consideration to will-
fully traduce anv citizen of the slate, or
boom their eclumns in advocacy of
measures which the

editors conscien=
tiously believe to be wrong.”

Senator Brown is not faverably dis-
posed to weekly newspapers, *‘whose
editors create a publie sentiment against
a man and damn him to death.”

HOUSE BILLS.
Ramsey County Measures---Short
Line Fares Threatened.

The great Ramsey county bill of the
day was the one introduced by Repre-
sentative Williams, regulating the fa.res
of short lines and motor roads operating
between citics of more than 100,000 in-
habitants and whieh are not more than
twenty-five mites apart. This bill
malkes the fare cne way 1'J cenis per
mile. The obvious purport of the bill
is to force the reduction of short line
farves between St. Paul and Minneapo-
lis, If it passes the fare one way will
be 15 eents. and it round-trip tickets are
sold, 25 cents. The bill goes for consid-
eration te a special committee of the
Ramsey and Hennepin county delega-
tions.

Mr. Willrich introduced a bill author-
to issue bonds to the
amount of £50,000 for the purchase of a
site for the erection of a fire-proof pub-
lic library building. A bill was also
introduced regulating the publication
of annual reports by the board of
county cowmiissioners, Representative
Swith introduced three bills, one to de-
fine the rights of owners of notes and
bends: a second to make the state offer
a reward of 00 for the discoveiry of
parties committing arson: a third &
make public nuisances not now punish-
able a misdemeanor.

MINMNEAPOILUS POLICLE,

Representative Davenport introduced
the following Minneapolis bill yester-
day:

“Chaptér 62 of the charter of the city
of Minneavpolis, relating to the appoint-
ment and  control of the police, is
amended as follows:

*“There is hercby created and estab-
lished a board of police commissioners
in which all of the powers, ete., refative
to the control of the polipe are rested.
{t shall have control of all books,
records, stations, ete; full authority
to appoint and remove at pleasure all
members of the police force, ete.

*I'he Loard shall consist of three mem-
bers, of which the mayor shall be one,
ex-officio, and president of the board.
Within twenty days after the passage
and approval of this act the judges of
the distyiet court of {iennepin county
shall avpoint the police commissioners,
who, with the mayor, constitute the
commission.

*Both ot said commissioners shall not
be selected from the same political
party. The terms of the eommissioners
shall be four years, provided that the
term of one of the commissioners, first
selected, shall expire in January, 1801,
and the other in January, 1890. In
December, 18%), and bienisliy there-
after, the judges shall select one police
commissioner for the term of four years.
The preseat commission helds over un-
til the appointment of this new one.”

CRITICISES DR, SMITH.

Temperance Workers Who Re-
sent His Attacks on Mr, Wool-
ley. :
Several of the tempe rance workers of

St. Paul resent the strietures of Rev. S,

G. Smith upon John G, Woolley in the

foliowing manner:

St Paul, Feb. 8 1880.—As a believer
in Christianity, I would like to call at-
tention to some of Rev. 8. G. Smith’s
remarks, which he made before the
temperance committee at the house of
representatives last Wednesday after-
noon. Not because we may differ in
political views, or because I have any
special interest in Mr. Woolley, as
never saw him before Jast Tuesday, bus
because 1 cannot endure the idea of the
unbelieving public thinking or believing
that Mr. Swith voiced the sentiments of
the Christian ehurch of to-day.

WILL BE HELD VERY SOON,

Secretary Bayard Discusses the
Proposed Conference on Samoan
Affairs and 1ts Objects.
Bartivorg, Feb, 8. —Sceretary Bay-

ard said to a representative of the Sun

to-day that a date for the mceting of
the proposed conference had not been
determined as yet. It will doubtless be
held very soon, as the administration is
now very near the close of its official
life. The points to be contended for by
this country will be the pacifica-
tion of Samoa, the restoration of the
autonomy of the islands and the protec-
tion of American interests. There is
reasonable ground for hoping that these
will be secured. 1t would be very un-
fortunate if personal spite or partisan
jealousy should suceeed in throwing
any obstacles in the way of so desirable

a consummatien. Prince Bismarck has

shown a disposition to settle the matter

amicably, He and his sen, Count

Herbert, have gone out of their

way to make the friendliest pro-

fessions, and Mr. Bayard, of course,
can only take them at their word
and meet them in a similar spirit. 1f
he were to follow the advice of Mr.

The
company’s headquarters are at Boston,
ard besides the works here, they have
mines at Beafort, S. C., and works at
Charleston. S. C. The selling agents of
the company are Glidden & Co., of Bos-
ton, who are indorsers of their paper to
a large amount. John C. Ropes is of
the firm of Ropes, Gray & Loring. A
member of the firm says the Guano
company assigned as the Lynn Sav-
ings bank had become alarmed and had
attached property. Mr. Ropes istem-
porary assignee, and a meeting of cred-
itors will be called to-day, when a per-
manent assignee will be appointed. He
says: “I don’t believe the company to
be insolvent; the capital stock is $1,000,-
000. Messrs. Glidden & Co. have
not as yet assigned, but will do so to-
day. Te. hnicalities only prevented an
assignment yesterday.”

MISFORTUNES NEVER COME SINGLY.

BostoN, Feb. 8,—Glidden & Curtis,
selling ageuts of the Pacific Guano
company, and of the Ohkio and Western
Loal company, have assigned to John C.
Ropes for the benetit of their creditors.
Their liabilities are quite heavy and
largely indorsements on the paper of
the guano company. They have loaned
that company large sums in addition to
their indorsements. A meeting of
creditors will be held soon. The iygm,
it is said, have indorsed the paper of
the Ohio and Western Coal coinpany, a
corporation with a capital of $5,000,000,
Mr. Glidden being the president. While
it is thought they will pay all their obli-
gations, it is probable theye will be
placed in the hands of a reeceiver to
protect all creditors. The ereditors of
the Pacific Guano company will be
notified this afternoon of the appoint-
ment of an assignee. The business of
the guano compar:’y during the past two
years has been bad, and they are said to
have lost considerable, but the present
scason has been good, and they were
about recovering their losses. The
company has a capital of $1,000,000,with
a gapacity for a large business. The
fertilizers on hand are mostly sold in
the South to planters, who give notes
on them. The liabilities of Glidden &
Curtis and the Pacific Guano company
are mostly to savings banks and trust
companies, although the Boston banks
hold quite an amount.

PROPERTY IN CHARLESTON ATTACHED,

created a sensation in business circles
here, although no one in Charleston is
affected by the failure. The business
of the company here has been good, and
the failure 1s not attributed to local
losses.
