Wheat Manipulators Shake the May

Corn, Oats and Provisions Show a
Slight Advance in Sympathy

"With "Wheat.

Chicago, Feb. 11.— The wheat mark-

et was a tame one early, and the trade
was inclined to wait for the visible sup-
ply figures. When the figures were all
in the decrease was found to be 084,000

bu, or about as generally expected. The
feature of the early market was the in-
terest in July. While May wheat sold
between $1.02> s''.<<l.o3"s' there was an
effort to buy July in the pit. The price
just after the opening was 89J£e. When
it was bid for there was none for sale
short of 90%e, and those who insisted
on buying July put the juice to 91%C,
an advance of 2c "or double the action in
May. Itwas afternoon when advices
were received that ten boat loads of
wheat were, taken for export at New
York, and that six loads were for the
United Kingdom and four loads for Lis-
bon. This news found the price of May
here around $1.03^, and before 1 p.
m. the market advanced to $1.05^.
The changing to July continued, and at
ten minutes before the close 93*'e was
the price bid in the pit for the future.
which sold eai ly at 89j_c. The export
clearances of wheat .were light, but the
flour was equal to 125,000 bushels of
wheat. The wheat market continued
very active until the close. Itwas dis-
covered that the holders of July were
inclined to stick and it was hard to get.

The outside price for May was 81.05%.
Receipts were 51 cars. The visible sup-

ply of corn increased 758,000 bushels.
Receipts here were 524 cars, with 163
cars billed through. Shipments were
161,000 bushels. Atlantic port clear-
ances were over 390.000 bushels . Prices
were within very narrow range, and at

the close showed a very slight, advance
for different futures. The trade in oats
was very limited and prices were but
littlechanged. Receipts were 150 ears.
There was a fair trade in provisions
and prices ranged higher in sympathy
with wheat.

THE KOUTIXKREPORT.
Chicago. Feb. 11.— Only a moderate

business was transacted in wheat, and
operators generally described the mar-
ket as dull during the early part of the
session, but the latter half was more
active all round. The early feeling was
rather easy, influenced some by the be-
lief that the decrease in the visible, sup-
ply would not be as large as had been
expected, and the snow storm was also
taken as favorable for the winter wheat,
as the plant was reported bare of snow.
The opening was }6@}4v lower than
Saturday's' closing, and after a few
slight fluctuations prices advanced lc
for May and 2c for July, receded some,
but again advanced 2c for May and 3c
for July. The closing was 2"t_c higher
for May and 4c higher for July than
Saturday's closing. No special reason
was given for the advance other than
there was some demand, and not much
wheat offered. The feature of the mar-
ket was the strength developed in the
July future. In corn trading was
fairly active and the feeling firmer.
The market opened at Saturday's clos-
ing prices, was easy for a time, but it
soon became, apparent that there were
a good many purchasing orders to be
filled, and the market advanced **>j'@)_C,
reacted '4 c, ruled steady and closed a
shade higher than Saturday. There
was a moderate business in oats within
a range of }{c. A fairly active specu-
lative trade was reported in pork and
the feeling was somewhat unsettled.
Early in the day a weaker feeling was
developed and prices ruled 7M@loc
lower. Later the demand improved and
prices rallied 17J_@20c. but settled back
again 2"..<«. 5c, and closed quiet. Trad-
ing was comparatively light in lard, and
the feeling was easier. Prices aver-
aged lower, and the market closed com-
paratively steady at medium figures.

Only a fair business was reported in
short ribs. Trading was moderate, the
market was easy and prices ruled 2)_C
lower; later the" market was stronger;
prices ruled 2'7".">c, and closed rather
steady.

The stock market
was remarkably strong to-day, although
the advances scored were in the special-
ties principally, and the three leading
groups of shares, the trunk lines,
grangers and coal stocks, were all
quiet and fluctuated within the narrow-
est limits. The late report of the pro-
posed transfer of the Big Four to the
Bee line may have something to do with
the strength in the market, but those
stocks were neither of them active and
neither made any advance. There was
heavy selling of Chicago, Burlington &
Quiney for Boston account, and this had
some influence to check the pre-
vailing bullish feeling, but its effect
upon prices outside of the roads closely
connected with Burlington was very
slight, and it was a subject of universal
comment that in the face of such de-
cided weakness in that stock the
general list exhibited such marked
buoyancy. The rumor that the Ne-
braska board of transportation intend-
ed to demand the adoption of the lowa
tariffwas the chief cause for the weak-
ness displayed, but the report of the
earnings lor the past year was not with-
out its influence and the stock dropped
over 3 points, although a material re-
covery was made before the close of
business. The fact that the Union Pa-
cific funding bill has at last got before
the senate was the occasion of making
Union Pacific and the Oregon Short
Line the strong features ofthe list, and
hot lion very large business made marked
advances. Among the specialties show-
ing the most important gains were Mem-
phis & Charleston, Peoria, Decatur &
Evansville, Columbia it Greenville pre-
ferred. Pullman, Virginia Midland,
Denver, Texas & Fort Worth certifi-
cates and Evansville. & Terre Haute.
At the opening of business the feeling
was very bullish, but first prices were
quite irregular as compared with the
final figures of Saturday, but advances
were in a majority and the changes ex-
tended to 3. per cent. The market soon
gathered strength, although Burlington
showed at once the weakness which af-
terward became so marked a feature of
the dealings. The specialties ' took the
lead in the upward movement, but Ore-
gon Short Line came to the front, soon
followed by Union Pacific.
