THE NEW JUDGES.
Gov. Merriam is to be congratulated

upon the wisdom of his .appointments
for the two additional district Judges
provided for by the bill which recently
passed' the legislature. It is no dis-
paragement to _ the two other dis-
tinguished gentlemen who were, named
for these positions that' Col. Kerr
Mr. Vilas were selected. The governor
doubtless , had a wrestle in his own
mind to select two from the four names
presented to his consideration by the
bar association, but as only two could
be chosen.' there is no room to find fault
with the governor's judgment. Col.
Kerr's longresidence in this city.as well
as the prominent position he had held
at the bar and the active part he had
taken in public affairs, had contributed
to single him out as one of the judicial
appointees. For the same reasons there
was a popular impression that Judge
Egan would be Col. Kerr's associate
on the bench. But Mr. Vilas was
chosen; and, although comparatively a
newcomer to this city, he did not come
as a stranger to the profession, for his
reputation as a lawyer had preceded
him. For many years Mr. Vilas had
been recognized as one of the foremost
lawyers in the state of Wisconsin, and
could have held the highest judicial po-
sitions in that state if he had expressed
a willingness to accept them.

Both of the new judges are in the
prime oflife, and exceptionally qualified
in the possession of legal lore and phys-
ical strength to perform the arduous
duties of the bench. In congratulating
the governor upon the wisdom of his
choice in the selection of judges, we are
likewise impelled to congratulate the
citizens of the Ramsey county .district
upon their good fortune in securing the
services of two such capable judges.

FIiOQUET'S FALL.
In France one sensation follows so

close upon another's heels, the public
scarce had time -to recover its breath
from the surprise of -Boulanger's
great victory in the department of the
Seine until the world is startled by the
announcement of the resignation of the
Floquet cabinet. That this event pre-
cipitates a crisis in French affairs is
concededly according tothe law ofpoliti-
cal philosophy. It makes but little dif-
ference by what combinations the resig-
nation of the Floquet ministry was
forced, for one master hand is traceable
throughout, and the alpha and omega of
the whole business is . the su-
premacy of Boulanger in national
affairs. It therefore becomes a
matter of interest to recur to
his programme for revolutionizing
the government, as recently made pub-
lic by the successful French agitator.
He proposes that there shall be a presi-
dent holding office for ten years, aided
by a council of state, charged with the
preparation of laws to submit to a na-
tional council of 500 members, chosen
one-half by popular vote, and the other
by the provinces they would represent.
In order, to popularize this scheme,
Boulanger announced it as an adapta-
tion of the American constitution,
when as a matter of fact it is as un-
American and as distinct from our con-
stitution as is the government of the
czar. With Boulanger at the head of
such a government as he proposes France
would be less able to resist - mon-
archical usurpation than when either of
the Napoleons was preparing the way
for his empire. With a legislative body
without the power to inititate legisla-
tion, and with only the right to sanction
or disapprove laws submitted by a cen-
tralized authority, the Boulanger

scheme would be a caricature on repub-
lican government. And yet there is
hardly a doubt but that this successful
politician, who has been masquerading
as a believer in a republic of popular
suffrage, willnow establish in France a
government containing the very essence
ofmonarchy. And it is only a little ways
ah(?ad in the future when the brilliant
adventurer will lay aside his mask and
wear the crown he covets.

a. A LIEN LAW.
In training a mechanics' lien law the

legislature will do well to give careful
attention to the suggestions and recom-
mendations made by the National Asso-
ciation of Builders at their recent con-
vention in Philadelphia. Notable
among these suggestions was one that'
the lien laws of the various states be so
amended that they will only protect
actual personal labor performed by
journeymen and laborers upon property
liable to attachment, in amount not to
exceed the value of twenty-four days'
work for each individual entitled to
protection, and the claims of the direct
contractor. The wisdom of this recom-
mendation is readily perceived by those
who have had any experience in
building. The extensive scope given
to most of . our lien laws is
a positive bar to building, because the
builder never knows where or when
there is to be a limit to the payments he
will have to make. When a person un-
dertakes to put up a new building he
deals with the direct contractor. His
responsibility should cease there, ex-
cept so far as to give reasonable pro-
tection to the journeymen and laborers
who work for the contractor. When a
laborer has worked a month without re-
ceiving compensation from the con-
tractor, it is surely time for him to quit,
or to at least give the owner of the im-
provement notice that he shall be held
responsible for the payment of the
workman's claim. The trouble with
most of these lien laws is that the prop-
erty owner is left at the mercy of dis-
honest contractor. While the la-
borer should be properly protected,
itis only just that the property owner
should have equal protection, and some
6f the responsibilities be fixed upon the
direct contractor. Itis the direct con-
tractor who deals with the subcontract-
ors, the material men and the laborers;
and the law should hold him in a meas-
ure responsible to them without throw-
ing an overburden of responsibility on
the property owner, who has no dealing
with any one except the direct contract-
or. There are equities all around, and
they should be observed.

INCREASE OF PENSIONS.
Even the most patriotic Republicans

can at times err in prophetic figures.
Twelve years ago the ; commissioner of
pensions, in an officialdocument, stated
that the then pension figure of $27,000,-
--000 was undoubtedly the maximum, and
that in a few years a steady decline
would set in. Now the commissioner
of pensions calls for "i*8,000,000, besides
the .79,173,000 already appropriated for
the coming year. This great increase
is due mainly, of course, to new legisla-

tion. gltwould not be prudent for any
official now to attempt to measure the
ultimate figures of this outlay, as there
is new legislation in every congress.
There should be generous provision for
all the crippled defenders of the repub-
lic, but after a while the public may
begin to suspect that claim agents and

politicians seeking popularity have
"something to \ do " with the continual
legislation on - this subject. There
should be a finality somewhere.

Senator Scheffer's ; weather service
bill merits favorable action on the part "

of the legislature. ~Up to this time the
state weather service has been main-
tained by a few public-spirited citizens
and the St. Paul chamber of commerce;;
but as itis ofgreat benefit to citizens ofall
parts of the state there is no reason why
the state ofMinnesota should not imitate
the example set by eight or ten other
states where such service has been
adopted,- and extend its operation all
over the state. The president of the
state agricultural society states
that he considers this service
to be of incalculable benefit to
the producers of Minnesota in giving
them warning of approaching storms,
by which, in the past, many lives have
been lost in the. winter, and many
millions ofdollars' worth of crops have
been wasted, all of which could have!
been arrested if the. service contem-
plated by the Scheffer bill had been
in operation in all parts of the state. A
similar bill to the Scheffer bill was in-
troduced in the senate at the last session
and passed that body. It was recom-
mended by the committee of the house
to whom it was referred, but, in the
rush ofbusiness at the close of the ses-
sion, was overlooked, or not reached.
Now that it has again been brought be-
fore the legislature early enough in the
session to be disposed of, we hope to see
it receive the attention it merits.

BUILDING A NAVY.

The Democratic branch of congress;

FREE DOCTORING.
The Boston Globe is vigorously op-

posing the measure in the Massachus-
etts legislature imposing fine or im-
prisonment upon the practice of "med-
icine, surgery or midwifery" by any
other than the regular orthodox phy-
sicians. It regards it as an outrage upon
personal liberty to make a monopoly of
dosing people. Ifthe sufferers want to
put themselves in the hands of faith or
Christian science workers, or any other
persons who claim to be able to disin-
fect the system, it is their privilege, in
the view of our Athenian namesake.
To show that scientific knowledge is in-
definitely distributed among the regu-
lars, the Boston paper had one of its
reporters interview ten of them in one
day, describing his symptoms in exactly
the same language to each. The ten
physicians informed him that lie was
suffering from ten different diseases,
and gave him ten different prescrip-
tions, each inconsistent with the others.
There is evidently a good deal of lati- 'tude inside of the regular lines, ' with a
fair chance that at times the ancient
dame's familiar remedies may compete
in efficacy. . _

GRAND JURIES.
Among the juryreforms proposed in

the legislature is the dismissal of the
grand jury, as a cumbersome and ex-
pensive relic, of the less enlightened
periods. Some states have been experi-
menting with the shorter methods. Wis-
consin gave the grand jury desuetude
sixteen years ago, and now there, is a
clamor there for its restoration. It is
said that law-abiding citizens j do not
like the publicity of appearing before a
magistrate to enter complaint against
violators of the laws. It makes them a
target for the viciously inclined, and
they are endangered thereby. A bill
has now been presented to the Wiscon-
sin legislature requiring a grand jury
in all cases except where the judge is-
sues a special order to the contrary.
Under the present system it is : urged
there is great difficulty in making cases
against the dives that have given some
portions of the state such unenviable
notoriety. Witnesses are intimidated,
and often the magistrates stand in with
the toughs. The secrecy of the grand
jury is believed to be needful in such
cases, and it is probable the legislature
will restore the old system.

PREMATURE CANVASSING.
The St. Louis Republic is a leading

Democratic paper of the Southwest, and
deservedly influential, but it makes
tself unwisely unhappy as it thinks of

David Hill as a presidential possi-
bility. There are others who have
morbid visions ofrivalry and disfigured
features worn by Hill and Cleve-
land. Dreams of that sort only come
to disordered systems. ' It is a good
while before there willbe need of hunt-
ing up a candidate, and those who hold
up rods . now will become very weary
before the lightning comes their way.
History not yet made, and conditions
that prophets cannot as yet depict, will
have a good deal to do with the choice
of the next candidate. It would not be
a strange freak if the West should in-
sist upon presenting a man. It has a
good deal of fine timber growing. - In

For the Third Time .Gov. Church
Disapproves of the Newspaper
Bill.

The
house passed bills reducing the rate of
interest on the purchase price of lands
sold for taxes to 12 per cent and ex-
tending the time for redemption to three
years; legalizing the horse racing and
election ticket laws; making it a mis-
demeanor for the candidate of one party
to put his name on another party's
ticket, and containing other
equally idiotic provisions. It met
with "considerable opposition from
sensitive men, but the grangers
voted for it because they saw
itdispleased this element. The com-
mittee of the whole recommend the
passage of the artesian well law and a
bill appropriating .10,000 for agricult-
ural fairs, Fletcher reintroduced the
alliance railroad bill claiming that it-
didn't receive a square deal before the'
committee that yesterday reported a
substitute. Fletcher also introduced a
bill aimed at druggists' liquor sales,
which makes a man earn all the
whisky he buys at : a drug store.
