That all elevators and grain ware-
houses in this state, ether than those in
St Paul, Minneapolis and Duluth, shall
be under the supervision of the railroad
and warehouse commission. No such
wtor or grain warehouse shall be
jitted to do a grain business for
‘or 2 compensation without a
license fromn the railroad and warehouse
conunission, which license shall be
issued by the commission for 1. Every
owner or manager of such warehouse at
15 the commissien shall re-
quire shall furnish to the commission in
writing, under oath, a statement of the
condition of his business, showing the
total number of bushels of each kind
and grade of grain received in store, the
number delivered out and the number
remaining in store. There is the usual
misdemeanor provided against ware-
housemen not taking out this license.

CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS.
The Bill of Judge Goodrich Is De-
feated.

Senator Goodrich has considerable
power in the senate, particularly upon
matters of a legal nature. He in-
dividually defeated Senator Truax’s bill,
whiech is to veguiate criminal procedure
in justice courts, providing,

That no justice of the peace or other
magistrate in any county of this state
shall have jurisdiction to issue any war-
rant or entertain any complaint or begin
any action in any case of a breach of the
peace, or misdemeanor of any kind,
without the written consent of the
county attorney of the county in which
such comnplaint is made, being first had

to the bringing- of said action or pro-
ceeding, except where the offense has
been committed in the presence of an
officer making an arrest for said offense
unless the person instituting the pro-
ceedings or making complaint in the ac-
tion shall first file with the justice of
the peace or magistrate, good and
sufficient security for coststo be ap-
proved by such justice or magistrate
with two or more sureties who shall be
resident freeholders of said county and
shall justify in the sum of at least $100
each.

“The proposition is not just. It would
simpiy enable the guilty party to es-
cape. 1tis a vexatious proposal and
should not become law,” were the
points made by Senator Goodrich, and
indorsed by the senate, who favored a
motion that it be indefinitely postponed.
Subsequently Senator Truax had the
bill recommitted to him. He has the au-
thority that by the operation of this bill
the state would be saved half its present
expenses in ecriminal prosecutions.
“Phere is merit in the bill, and should
not be killed in that way,” was the leg-
islator’s plea to his fellow senator. But
the fellow-feeling was wanting.

MORGAN’S TRUST BILL.

The Deadly Monopolies
Regulated.

Representative Morgan came forward
yvesterday morning with a bill to sup-
press monopolies and promote free com-
petition in trade. The first secticn
makes it unlawful to enter info or main-
tain any combinalion or agreement to
prevent or restrict the production of
commerce or to regulate or control its
market price. The next section makes
it unlawfulto make or carry out any
agreement not to produce any article of
commerce below a common standard or
figure, or to in any way interfere with
free and unrestricted competition in the
sale of such article; or to_pool or eom-
bine in such a way as to affect its price.

The third section is like the first two,
It secks to prevent indirect combina-
tions through trusts and trustees. The
fourth section makes any contract in
violation of these sections void in law
and equity.

The fifth section goes further and
rives the purchaser of any article
whose price is affected by trusts, the
right to plead the act as a defense for
not paying for the article. The sixth
section declares any officer or agent vio-
lating the act guilty of a felony, punish-
able by a $5,000 fine ora two-year im-
prisonment, or both. Under section 7
a corporation which violates the act for-
feits its eorporate rights and franchises,
and the attorney general, of his own
motion, must institute an action for the
dissolution of its corporate existence.
Section 8 seeks to prevent corporations
which have violated the act from doing
business or maintaining suits in this
state, and any officer who trausacts bus-
iness, knowing his corporation to have
violated the law, is to be guiity of fel-
ony.

The last section permits associations
of laboring men to take action regu-
Jating wages, and none of their rights or
vrivileges are to be forfeited under the
act,

TINKERING WITH JUEBORS

Opposed by Leading Attorneys,
Who Denounce the Stevens
Bill.

There is a diversity of opinion in the
senate judiciary committee upon the
Stevens jury amendment. The confiiet-
ing opinions are so pronounced that it is
questionable whether or no the bill will
be reported favorably.

*The corporation influences are at
work,” remarked Representative Stev-
ens when he heard of this, and then he
assumed the aggressive. “But wait
until the senate bills come beiore the
house judiciary!” The infereuce is
clear:; he who walks may read.

This bill was discussed before the
senate committee yesterday afternoon,
and Attorneys H. J. Horn, C, D,
O’'Brien, P. D. Lock, Gen. Sanborn and
Judge Brisbin strongly protested against
its passage. Mr. Stevens' bill, briefly,

provides for the submission of an amend- |

ment to the constitution, whereby a ma-
jority of nine to three of jurors in civil
cases ean return a verdict,

C. D. O’'Brien—Why do you make a
distinetion between civil and eriminal
cases?

Representative Stevens—My idea is
that life and liberty of persons are so
sacred that they had better not be put
in question until the efficiency and
beneficial effect of this act had been ac-
cepted as to civil actions,

Senator Child—'There are many civil
cases very little removed from criminal
cases. How would you treat them?

Representative Stevens—The moment
they become criminal the verdict re-
quired must be a unanimous one from
the jury, as it is now.

C. D.(’Brien—Then you propose to
have, in civil cases, one jury system iu
the state courts and a different system
in the federal courts.

Representative Stevens—Yes, sir; we
have two classes of practice now.

Senator Child—Do you think, as an
attorney, that a verdict of nine out of
twelve jurymen would have the weight
that an unanimous verdict would?

Representative Stevens— 1 think so.

Judge Brisbin—The tendency of this
legislation is bad. It has a tendeuey to
do away with the trial by jury: it in-
troduces confusion and complexity, to
say nothing of the novelty—yes, irre-
ligion of such an innovation,

Gen. Sanborn and H. J. Horn entered
their protest against the passage of the
bill. “P. D. Lock followed in aspeech
strongly denunciatory of its provisions.
A senator—a member of the present
senate, in fact—told me that if he had
a good cause he liked to go before the
court, but if he had a bad cause he pre-
ferred to go to the jury. I would an-
swer ‘the fool out of his own mouth.’
He has recently had five causes before
court—all good causes—and referred
them to the jury. Afthe same time I
repudiate the slur—made at random. no
doubt—upon the intelligence of the
jurors of this state.”

The committee will
on the bill Tuesday.

THE HENNEPIN DELEGATION

fake final action

Still Talking About Retrench-
ment and Reform.

*In the interest of—ch—retrenchment
and—eh—reform.” The words are
those of Representative Davenport. and
were uttered at a meetingof the Henne-
pin delegation, which was attended by
officials of the citizens’ uniou and mem-
bers of the city council. The tone the
hounorable gentleman assumed demon-
strated the absorbing intevest he takes
in the question, and highly tickled his
auditors.

J.T. Wyman spoke on behalf of the
citizens’ union. They recommended
that that portion of the municipal court
biil relating to judges’ salary be stricken

out.

Senator Clough—The bill passed the
senate this morning.

Gov. Pillsbury—It is a mistake.

Mr. Wyman recommendeq that the
aidermen of the cit{ council should be
reduced to twenty-six, or two from each
ward, fixing their salary at&00 each,
and term of service to four years. The
decrease in the salary was to take e¢ffect

on the expiration of the time of the
present aldermen. The appointment of
police commissioners should be vested
with the county judges, as, in his opin-
ion, 95 per cent of the Republican party
favored the retention-of the police com-
mission for another term. The better
element of the Democratic party also
favored this.

Representative Lane—Do I under-
stand you that we are tolegislate merely
for the Republican party in the reten-
tion of this ornamental arrangement
labeled “‘the police commission?”’ Are
we not to legislate for all political par-
ties, Democrats or Republicans?

Mr. Wyman—I1 am in favor of legis-
lation for the whole of the classes, and
say the préponderating feeling is for
the retention of the commission so that
it may have a fair trial.

Representative Lane—Your idea is
that the district judges have ethereal
learning enough to extend their re-
searches into the Kingdom of Heaven to
secure men to fill the position of police
commissioners?

J. W. Wyman—That is pleasantry,
Mr. Lane: but I think their appoint-
ments will succeed in giving satisfac-
tion. He recommended the register of
deeds, sheriff and clerk of courts of
Hennepin being placed on a salary, and
the fees of each office turned into the
county treasury.

Ald. Downs, from a lengthy experi-
ence, expressed the opinion that thir-
teen aldermen could do all the work of
the city, and that the reduction in the
salaries should commence April 1. A
board of public works should be created.
It would be a saving of money, as in the
first nlace thirteen street commissioners
would be dispensed with — in other
words a saving of $13,000 per year.

Representative Lane—Would it not
be a saving of 50 per cent to Minneapo-
lis if a purchasing agent was ap-
pointed?

Ald. Downs—Yes; the manner in
which the supplies of the city are pur-
chased are simply disgraceful. Every
Dick, Tom and Harry is ailowed to go
and buy things when he wishes ‘o, and
there is not a man in a dozen can tell
anyvthing abouta bill when it comes
before the council.

Ald. Sterling, Dr. Evans and Judge
Ellis spoke. 'The two latter favor the
building of a bridge between Dakota
and Hennepin counties across the Min-
nesota river, costing $120.000. Little
heed was paid by the delegation to the
proposal, in the interest of ‘retrench-
ment and reform.” The citizens’ com-
mittee were instructed to ascertain the
necessary expenditure of the city of
Minneapolis during the next two years
in all branches, and report to the dele-,
gation.

“We want what the people of Minne-
apolis want. and we want you to let us
know what the people want.”

LEGALISMS,

A bill has been introduced in the
house to authorize the governor to vest
the government of Lake Minnetonka
in five property owners on the lake,
who shall be appointed for a term of
two years by him.

The Morgan bill to appropriate $30.000
or more for certain deficiencies 1n the
state accounts—particularly in salaries
—passed the house yesterday.

Representative C. H. Davis has ef-
fected the passage of the bill to author-
ize Bird lIsland to issue bonds for
county building.

OCEAN RATES SLASHED.

The White Star Liine Makes a Cut
of 50 Per Cent.

NEW YORK, Feb. 14.—In regard to the
war between the ocean steamship com-
panies, an evening paper says: The
first blow has been struck by the White
Star company. 1t is the same with the
steamship lines as it is with the rail-
roads. 'They have had an understand-
ing with each other to maintaln high
rates, but one of the companies nas
kicked in the traces and broken the
agreement, A White Star official said
this morning: It is true that we have
made a cut in freight rates. This step
is taken by us in self-defense. We
learned that other lines were making
cutson the sly. Therefore, we have
declared open war. You see we could
not do otherwise under the circum-
stances. Our cut is about 50 per cent
on west-bound rates on dry goods. In
fact, our rates are based on a measure-
ment of forty cubic feet, and the re-
duetion is from 15 shillings to 7 shillings
and 6 pence. No change had been made
in the east-bound rates. The voice of
the agent in charge at the Cunard line
office was heard. He intimated
in unmistakable terms that the
managers of his company were
prepared for war. “We are
fully able to hold our own in a strug-
gle for public patronage,” he said, *‘and
no other line can outdo usin cutting
rates.” The ofticial who spoke for Mr.
Underhill at the Guion headquarters in-
timated that his company preferred
peace any day, but could fight pretty
lively in case of war. The representa-
tives of the Anchor, Inman and Na-
tional companies are also prepared for
the fight. 1f oil is not speedily thrown
upon the troubled waters the public
may expect to witness the most bitter
warfare that has ever broken out be-
tween the trans-Atlantic lines. There
is great anxiety on the part of the
agents on this side of the ocean as to
the action likely to be taken by the
heads of the companies on the other
side. There are indications that
the trouble may -extend to passenger
traffic also. In such event both cabin
and steerage rates would be cut. The
warfare whieh has been inaugurated by
the White Star line is all the more note-
worthy because it is the first serious cut
in west-bound freight rates in half a
dozen years. The produce exchange
men are hoping that the cutting will
extend to export rates.

MILLIONS IN LAND.

The Duluth & Winnipeg
Swamp Grant Before a
House Committee.

The committee on public lands of the
house held a most important meeting
yesterday afternoon, from 3 until 6, on
the Lightly bill to forfeit the land grant
of the Duluth & Winnipeg Raiiroad
company. The meeting was public, and
representatives of all the interests in-
volved were invited to be present. Of
the committee there were present
Chairman Crossfield, Messrs. Heide-
mann, Stebbins, Wilson, Hanson, F. C.
Stevens, Comstock, Jacobson, Roberts,
Underwood, Volimer, Holmstrom, J. N.
Johnson and Faricy; also an official
stenographer. Of prominent outsiders
there were present Gordon E. Cole and
W. P. Warner, for the Duluth & Winni-
geg; President Fisher, of that road;

. G. Stone, of the Duluth & Ilron
Range; D. E. Meyers and John Cooper,
of St. Cloud; Auditor Braden, Deputy
State’s Attorney Childs, W. H. Eustis
and Col. Graves.

In opening the meeting Chairman
Crossfield noted the receipt of petitions
from Kittson and Polk counties pro-
testing against the passage of the for-
feiture bill. Gordon E. Cole, as at-
torney for the Duluth & Winnipeg,
then addressed the meeting, first relat-
ing the granting by the state in 1875 to
the Duluthd& Iron Range of swamp lands
to the amount of *‘ten sections per mile
for each mile completed; to be selected
within ten miles on each side of the
road;” and in case sufficient land was
not to be found within these limits, the
company to have the right to select the
balance due it from ungranted swamp
lands in St. Louis, Lakeand Cook coun-
ties. The company was to completse its
road within five years. In 1876 the
state extended the time for this com-
pletion three years. In 1878 the state
granted to the Dualuth &Winnipeisuch
Jands as the Duiuth & Iron Range

might forfeit and an additional
grant of ten sections per mile;
In 1883 the _ state reaffirmed

the Duluth & Iron Range grant of 1875.
Mr. Cole cited these ints, and then
noted that in the act of 1878 the use of
the words **additional time” might be
implied to give the Duluth & Winnipeg
ten years more than the Iron Range act
of 1875, and thus make its grant yet un-
forfeitable; and he added: )
“Under these grants (1878) the Duluth
& Winnipeg began its surveys, did ce¥-
tain grading and expended hundreds of
thousands of dollars in good faith. But
in 1881, owing to the influence of un-
friendly legislation, capital which
might have been invested in the road
was frightened away, and the progress
of the road necessarily delayed. As to
the charge that the road, after its orig-
inal survey, changed its line, I may say
that this was done with the wise inten-
tion of secaring a grade of fifteen feet
to the mile instead of fifty feet.” He
pointed out how ¢
. LACK OF CAPITAL
had kept the road back, but that i
1878, gaining some headway, 1t had com-
pleted twenty miles, and was already
entitled to 125,000 acres of the grant,
Furthermote, he held that while the
granting act of 1878 made a_time limit,
it contained no provision for the for-
feiture of the grant. fHe considered
the case from the point of the equities.
The road, if completed, would be 350
miles in length, and throw open a vast
and fertile region to markets of easy ac-
cess. It proposed to.traverse a valua-
ble pine, mineral and agricultural re-
gion now suffering for lack of rail facil-
ities. The lands concerned ip the grant
could be of no value to the state

for the school fund, since they
were without value if railroads
did  not  traverse them. The

greatest profit the state could ever de-
sire from them was by making them,
through sucha grant as this, open to
settlement. Besides,the construction of
this road meant a new and powerful
rival for the Canadian Pacifie, giving
for Northwest grain a short and speedy
route to the great waterways and the
natural channel of trade to Europe. No
other road was proposing to open this
great valley, and no imperative duty
rested upon the legislature to declare
these lands forfeited. The case should
be left with the courts. In closing, he
said with emphasis:

“I am informed that the attempt to
hamper and destroy this road is being
made by a certain railroad company
whose territory is invaded.”

Mr. Stone—The Duluth & Iron Range
does not recognize that it has forfeited
any of its grant and is not interested in
this controversy. (To Gen. Cole) Do
you refer to the Duluth & Iron Range
as trying to injure your road?

Gen. Cole—I do not.

_W. P. Warner, for the Dulath & Win-
nipeg, said that it was elearly the inten-
tion of the legislature in the act of 1883
to recognize the Duluth & Iron Range
grant and the Duluth & Winnipeg
grant as two distinet things, and not in.
volved with each other.

TALK OF A LOBBY.

In connection with the bill it is stated
that the real opposition to the measure
will not come before the committee,
but be exerted througzh a lobby now
alleged to be organized with an ex-
chequer containing $15,000, to be used
in greasing itching palms. Involving
as the grant does the right of way
through an incalculably valuable piece
of territory, and conflicting as it will
with another powerful system, the fight
in the house promises to be as lively
and notorious as the late senatorial epi-
sode. The public lands committee ap-
pears to be well satisfied that as far as
time limits are concerned that the
Duluth & Winnipeg has made_its grant
liavle to forfeiture, but thatin equity
it may be more just to consider the
spirit of the law instead of the exact
letter. The entire country north of the
Northern Pacific has a monetary inter-
est in the defeat of the pending bill
that may be expected to counterpoise
the alleged golden ducats of the oppo-
sition. However it is, all the indica-
tions are that the greal fight over the
bill will be in the Iobby.

PRIDE OF THE NAVY,
The New Gunboat Yorktown Test-
ed aud Found to Be Perfect.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 14.—The United
States steel gunboat Yorktown returned
this morning from a trial cruise down
Delaware bayand out into the ocean.
Commodore Fitz-Hugh spoke generally
in high praise of the craft. On Wed-
nesday a run was made §tralght away
out to sea, and in coming back the
Yorktown made a run of four hours
with a forty-knot breeze dead on and
behaved admirably. Capt. Steele said
she did not roll or piteh, and he never
had a vessel that was more plumb or
steadier. On another four hours’ run
she made an average of 15.85 knots per
hour, or about twenty miles, thus prov-
ing her to be a very fieet ocean craft, as
well as a remarkably steady one. The
engines of the Yorktown proved to be
perfect marvels for steadiness and
power. Each engine on a regular test
marked 157 revolutions a minute, im-
plying a horse power far ahead of the
contract requirements, but the exact
sum of which cannot be given for
some days or until all the indicator
cards can be computed and differen-
tiated. The ship was tried in every con-
ceivable way inriver, bay and ocean,
and was particularly maneuvered by
Capt. Steele. under the direction of
Commodre Fitz-Hugh, as if engaged in
battle. She answered every movement
_of the helm promptly and moved with a
most satisfactory celerity, all the time
steady and solid, so that guns might be
used with the very best effect in action.
One of the marvels of these maneuveres
was the starting of the Yorktown ahead
it full speed and backing her at full
speed. 'This feat was accomplished in
one minute and fifty-seven seconds, an
extraordinary result under any circum-
stances. While at sea the sails were
tested, and it was found that in this
particular the ship was as trim and
complete as any other. The officers
and crew, from the commodore down to
the stokers, are loud in their praise of
the Yorktown, and they believe that
she will prove the pride of the new
American navy, at least untll_ the mam-
moth ecruisers Baltimore, Philadelphia,
and Newark shall come forth to bear
the American flag. Commodore Fitz-
Hugh promptly announced the general
result to the secretary of the navy.
There seems to be no doubt that his re-
port will be entirely favorable and that
the gunboat Yorktown will be accepted
and prepared at once to receive her
command.
