CinicAGco, Feb. 15.—There was less
excitement on ’change this morning
than for a week past, but prices were
maintained, and in most cases ad¢vanead.
There was fair activity in wheat to-day,
but the range of prices was great. On
the whole there was a firm feeling
which resulted in pretty good buying.
Perhaps the leading influence on the
bull side was the wheat here. The
sleet, rain and melting weather reported
in many sections and states were the
first symptoms of a crop scare and had
their effect. Another influence was the
belief on the part of the erowd that the
cligue would again bulge the market,
following the break of yesterday. The
market opened with May at $LO7.
There was some very good bidding
early, and the price was advanced to

$1.08 the first hour. ‘There was
plenty of May for sale at
$1.08, and the price  settled

back to $1.071¢, and after 12 o’clock to
$1.074, with a rally to $1.073{ shortly
before the call. Primary receipts were
quite good. Export clearances were
about 27,000 bu. During the last ten
minutes of the session May wheat sold
£1.07%{ off to $1.073¢, closing at $1.07%,
or “{c over last night. Corn was streng
and higher. The wet weather and the
big exports induced a small proportion
of the shorts to cover. and the result
was a sharp advance. May cornran up
to 36¢. ‘There was again heavy buying
of May cats by Wadhams, the reputed
broker for the Milwaukee -clique.
Scehwartz Dupee, Lindblom and Shaw
also  bought. Eggleston was a free
seller. May advanced from 273@27}4c
to 281{c. Receipts of corn, 415 cars; of
oats, 134 ears, and of wheat, 40 cars.

Provisions were firmer, and ranged
at higher prices on ademand from
shorts.

The extensive
covering of shorts -yesterday had the
effect of making the warket this morn-
ing quiet, and operators were evidently
waiting for developments, though the
dividend on Buarlington heiped to open
that stock at a material advance over
the rest of the list. The hesitation,
however, soon encouraged . the bears to
make - a drive at ‘the -grangers,
and while London was a buver
of its specialities and  commis-
sion liouscs were executing orders in
the general list. the room Dbeing rather

bullish, Rock Islaud and DBurlington
yielded readily to the attacks and

dragged the rest of the list with them
to a limited extent. The grangers, how-
ever, were doing all the business, and
the fluctnations in the others were con-
fined to the smallest fractions and pos-
sessed little or no significance. - A sud-
den change came over the temper of the
speculation toward noon, however,
when it was ‘announced that- the Bur-
lington had signed the agreement, and
there was a rush to buy for both sides
of the account, which soon recovered all
the losses of the forenoon and brought
prices up to higher figures. Burlington
and Rock Island took the lead in this
rise, but later Northwestern became
very prominent, and Big Fouralso crept
up on a comparatively light business.
The improved feeling extended to
all portions of the list, although the
grangers and Atchison, which was
bought freely by Boston, monopolized
the greater portion of the business done.
First prices were generally firm at slight
advances, but Burlington was excep-
tional, with a gain of .5 per cent, and
while the pressure upon the grangers
knocked Burlington and Rock Island
ofi about a point each, the rest were
dull, and while sympathizing with the
weakness displayed in those stdcks
moved within the narrowest limits. This
condition of things lasted until noon,
when the entire list woke up, and prices
rallied sharply, Burlington moving up
(217 per cent, and the others in propor-
tion. Atehison and Northwestern atter-
wards became prominent, though a
slight reaction took place toward de-
livery hour, but the strong tone con-
tinued to the end, and the close was
active and strong at the best prices of
the day.

BUSINESS IS BOOMING.

R. G. Dnu & Co. Report an Actual
Improvement in Trade.
NEw Yorg, Feb. 15.—R. G. Dun &
's weekly review of trade says:
Actual improvement in business con-
tinues, The upward movement in
prices which was noticed last week
1as not been sustained, the general av-
erage for commodities being about half
of 1 per cent lower than a week ago.
The output of pig iron has diminished.
The furnaces in blast Feb. 1 were pro-
ducing 147,111 tons_weekly, against 152,-
270 Jan. 1, a decliné of 34 per cent. The
rail business is stagnating, only three
mills eut of fourteen now running, The
plate and ~ tank iron trade is dall
and in structural iron business is slow.
There is cutting in sales of pig
iron by some Nerthern, as well “as
Southern furnaces, and purchases are
generally coufined to immediate neeils.
The coal trade is depressed by -over-
production and cotiing of rates. The
copper market has been weaker abroad,
and conflicting rumors about the refusal
of American wines to eontract with the
syndicate are current.
