Breeders of Good Stock Must
' Be Willing to Spend
Money.

Speedy Roadsters and Good
Producers Owned by Min-
nesota Horsemen.

Caught on Jury While
Going to Kentucky for
Young Blood.

Chasing” Coons Up a Tree a
New Trait in a
Trotter.

George W. Sherwood Is credited with
doing a wise thing when he paid $4,300
for Woodford Wilkes when he wasa
two-year-old. At the time the price
paid was regarded as a large one, and
horsemen wondered how Mr. Sherwood
was going to get his money back. Tb at
horse has given character and standing
to his breeding farm, and is largely the
cause of his selling so much stock. It
was the biggest thing be everdid for
his farm. When Mr. McFarren, the
owner of Pancoast and Nutwood, was
running his immense breeding farm in
Kentucky, he selected three of the best
mares he had on the place with a view
of breeding them to George Wilkes.
These three mares are the cream of his
establishment, The produce of one of
these mures was Woodtord Wilkes. It
is safe to say that this superb animal
has attracted more people to the Sher-
wood farm than all the other stock he
has there, It pays to get the best bred
stock.

Capt. G. B. Marrett did about the
same thing when he started his breed-
ing farm. He looked around for a stal-
lion that suited his taste, and eoncluded
that the best, all things considered,
would be a Nutwood colt. He accord-
ingiy purchased one, and it has now
grown iuto a large fine animal, Heisa

reat horse individually and great in
his breeding. He has size, gait and
breeding, and exhibits evidences of
speed. His colts, of course, are all very
young and have not been trained, but
every one ot them gives unmistabable
evidence that they are bred for trotters.
Nutwood, the sire of Capt. Marrett’s
colt, was also bred by the late Mr. Mec-
Farren, who bred Mr. Sherwood’s
Woodford Wilkes. When the MeFar-
ren farm was sold. Nutwood was pur-
chased by F. D. Stout, Dubuque, lo. He
stands. in the first rank as a getter of
trotters. So Capt. Marrett did a very
wise thing in buying him.

Dr. Evans,of Minneapolis,has some of
the best of the Wilkes that he could find
in Kentucky. His stock is mostly Wilkes
and he prizes that blood very highly
indeed. He has some other choice
stock that he regards highly. The doc-
tor spent a long time in Kentueky and
looked over all the breeding stables.
His selections were made with the ut-
most deliberation and the stock he has
now on hand seems to fully justify his
judgment.

Clark Chambers, of Owatonna, has an
eye to good stock .and owns some that
stands very high.

M. I'. Grattan is principally known in
the horse world through bis ownership
of Herod and his long champiouship of
the Morgan blood.

Hon. lsaac Staples, of Stillwater, has
always had a favorable tendency to-
ward horse breeding, both trotters and
runners, but his business affairs have
been so numerous that he has not been
able to devote that attention to the
horse breeding business that he other-
wise would have given it. He has,
however, for many years had some
zood ones on his farms, among which
were many fast runners. as well as trot-
ters. Several years ago he had a large
number of good ones, and still keepsa
considerable number. It is to be re-
grettea that a gentleman of his means
has not the time to devote more atten-
tion to horse breeding.

C. P. Gregory. of Stillwater, in spite
of his professional duties, finds time to
devote considerable attention to the
trotter. and has some choice ones.

Frank Seymour has some fast ones,
especially an unusually fast mare, for
which Budd Doble has offered him
£5,000.

W. L. McGrath is'a well-known breeder
of trotters and has some of the best bred
stock in the state.

C. C. Radeliff stands by the Master-
lode stock. and is a firm believer in the
theory of introducing the thoroughbred
blood into the trotting lines. He is hot
on this point and will reel off the names
and breeding of past thoroughbred
trotters until he makes your head ache.

Matt Balfour is all trotting horse and
always has a good string of drivers.

W. F. Cross, superintendent of the
state fair grounds, has always been an
admirer of the trotter, and much of the
time the owner of fast ones. He is one
of the best judges of a trotter in the
state,

F. D. Abbey is a professional horse-
man, and last year had one of the most
successful strings of horses that went
down the big circuit.

John Lackey, of Minneapolis, loves a
good horse, and has just purchased a
very fast pacer.

John Dowd could not live if he did
not have a good many fast trotters
around him,

1f any geutleman in the world likes a
good fast trotter, it is Dr. Stone, of St.
Paul. The horse was never built that
could go fast enouzh for him.

Dr. Quinn, of St. Paul, is another ad-
mirer of the fast trotter. Like Dr.
Stone, he caw’t get them built fast
enough.

William Lindeke has too much busi-
ness on hand to devote muech time to
the trotter, but he hasa number of well-
bred ones by Western Chief and other
good stallions for his own private driv-
ing.

Jay McNamara drives a fast one that
goes at a great rate of speed.

George A. Nash always has from oue
to three good ones, and hisis never
easy unless he is behind one of them,

E. C. Long has a great liking for the
trotier, and is never without three or
four good ones. IHe at one time owned
the celebrated Belle F, who went
through the big cirenit with great
eredit and made a very low record. Mr,
Long bas leased the Midway track.

SALE OF WESTERN CHIEF.

A St. Paul Stallion Transferred to
Kentucky.

When R. Barden kept a breeding
establishment here in St. Paul, he went
down to Kentucky and purchased West-
ern Chief. This was about fifteen years
ago. The horse was afterwards kept
out to Bingham lake and has been
owned for several yearsby C. W. Ware.
During the past week F. A. Moriarty,
one of the owners and publishers of the

Jounecil Grove, Kansas, Republican,
has been in St. Paul, and while
here purchased Western  Chief,
for which he paid §,000, and
the stallion was shipped by expréss
Saturaay night last to Kentueky, where
Mr. Moriarty has a considerable number
of mares. Western Chief” was sired by
Curtis’ Hambletonian. His first dam was
Lady Eleanor, by Mambrino Chief. He
isa grandly bred horse, and, although
well along in years, yet it is expected
that he ean have a good deal of service
in the stud. He is a horse that, judged
by the accepted standards of Lreeding,
should produce trotters when properily
mated. His get out of plainly bred
mares are uniformly large, strong horses
and splendid roadsters. A number of
his get are said to show that they have
speed, and like their sire, are handsome
in form and perfect in conformation.
Mares by Western Chief are in high

favor among local horse breeders as
brood mares. William Lindeke and E.
F. Drake, of St. Paul, have a number of
the descendants of Western Chief, and
they value them very highly indeed.
They are splendid roadsters, with good
style and size.

A HORSE WORLD.

How the Dwyers Keep Horses
and Men in Winter.

Few turf frequenters think or care
much about how race korses live during
the winter. They watch the last race
of the season and thendismiss the whole
thing from their minds until the spring
rolls around and their interest is awak-
ened by seeing the bookmakers break
into print. Horse owners, of course,
are not to be counted in this class. The
demands on their bank account forbid
it. The Dwyers, for example, ever since
last fall, have been feeding and lodging
fifty horses and 100 employes. They are
harbored at Gravesend, and make a lit-
tle commuuitivﬁ of - ‘themselves, with
Trainer Frank McCabe as their mayor,
governor, president or doctor,which ever
term may suit your _fancy best. The
stablemen are colonized in a roomy col-
lection of apartments, embracing a
kitchen, dining room, sitting room, the
latter having an immense stove, around
which the men sit and swap prevarica-
tions. The kitchen is presided over by
an ebony cook, who, on eorn bread,
fried chicken and sweet taters can beat
the world. This number of employes
will not appear excessive when it is
considered that a racehorse of anything
like good standing hasa man and a boy
for attendants. ‘His Kkeep and hire of
attendants, at a low average, is$ a day,
for his twelve quarts of oats must be
of the best, and the carrots the choicest
to be found in the market. He
has three of the squarest kind of meals
a day, a thorough grooming and careful
exercise. . Breakfast consists of oats.
At 8 o'clock he is given his canter, out
doors or under cover, according to the
weather., At 10 o’clock he is back in
his stall nibbling at a hay luneh. At
noon he is given oats . mixed with
chopped carrots, the latter to keep his
bowels rrgular. At sundown, in order
to give him something that will “stand
by him through the night, he is fed with
a hot mash of oats, bran and cracked
corn. This generous hospitality to
about fifty horses .and 100 stablemen
costs the Dwyers £5,000 2 month. |

A HUNTING MARE

How a Mare Trees Coons After
Hunting Them Down.

The usefulness of the horse in many
ways is known and recognized by all,
but the following new sphere of action
for the noble animal, as furnished by a
Vincennes, Ind., correspondent of the
Chicago Tribune. is a. poser: Minor
Yocumb, of Westphalia, has a bay mare
that has developed a strange propensity
for an amimal of the equine species.
She hunts ’coons. The mare can *‘tree”
a ’coon as well ‘as the best trained ’eoon
dog. She can track one by scent alone
as acecrately and as truly - as
a hound. When the animal trees
a raccoon she will neigh and paw
around the tree until Mr. Yocumb ar-
rives to capture the ’coon. When going
thiough the woods the mare will stop
and smell a tree, and if there is a ’coon
in it she will neigh until assistance
comes. Mr. Yocumb often rides out on
his **’coon mare,” and never fails to re-
turn with two or three ’coons strapped
across the back of his saddle. The mare
seems to delight in hunting. Whenshe
strikes a trail she will drop her nose
down to the ground and start off at a
dog-trot. When approaching the game
she pricks up her ‘ears and shows by
her frisking that she seesa ’coon. Mr.
Yocumb would not part with the mare
at any price.
