Holding Constitutional
Conventions.

WasmxGToN, D. C., Feb, 19.—After
many hours’ consultation the conferrees
on the omnibus territorial bill reached
a counclusion at 6 o’clock this evening,
and to-night Messrs. Platt and Springer
are preparing the report to accompany
the return of the bill to the two houses
to-morrow. The bill as agreed to by
the conferrees fixes the names of the two
Dakotas as North Dakota and South Da-
kota. The people of ‘South Dakota are
to vote upon the adoption of the Sioux
Falls constitution May 14, and the loca-
tion of the ecapital is to be settled by
election. On the saime date, the resi-
dents of North Dakota, Washington

and Montana may vote for
the election of delegates to
constitutional econventions and for
a full list of state officers. On the

the first Tuesday in October the people
may vote upon the constitutions pro-
posed by the conventions and if adopted,
after the president’s proclamation to
that effect, the governors of each may
order an election of members of the
legislature and of representatives in
congress. The legislatures may meet
and elect two senators, each in time to
take their seats at the beginning of the
first regular session of the Fifty-first
congress in December next, at which
time the representatives shall also be
admitted " to seats. Th provisions
apply also to the senators and repre-
sentatives frem Soath Dakota,

MOODY IN BAD ODOR.

Dakotans at the Capital Suggest

That He Be Buried Politically.
Special to the-Globe, :

WasminGgToN, Feb. 19.—Senator
Moody thinks Mr. Springer is out of
sorts because the papers publish that
Hon. S. S. Cox has received within the
past few. days; numerous © telegrams
from Pakotans thanking him for his ef-
forts in perfecting the admission bill to
suit their ideas. At the same time Sun-
set Cox is annoyed by the publicatlon
that **it was not Mr. Cox’s singie-handed
efforts that secured the passage of his
resolution in regard to South Dakota
Saturday. ‘Two of the territorial dele-
gates, Toole, of Montana, and Voorhees,
of Washington, did the heavy hustling
for votes,. and they corralled the
fourteen Democratic votes that secured
the trinmph for Mr. Cox.” Buot there
are worse difféerences of opinion than
these. Judge Moody insists that Mr.
Springer is trying to kill his own omni-
bus bill by giving South Dakota only
an enabling act. Mr. Springer posi-
tively asserted to-day to the GLOBE cor-
respondent that he 18 merely carrying
out the wishes of the people as repre-
sented by Delegate Gifford and Dele-
gate-eleet  Mathews; Mr. Springer
said: *I1am a member of a eonference
committee and cannot divulge our
points of difierence, but I feel at liberty
to state that Judge Moody has wholly
misrepresented me, He is trying to
compel the people to vote for the Sioux
Falls constitution or else remain in a
tervitorial condition indefinitely. I
am trying 0 give them a
fair opportunity to vote untram-
meled for or against that constitution.”
Your c¢orrespondent saw  Messrs.
(=iford and Mathews, and they con-
firmed Springer’s  statements.  Mr.
Mathews  says: “l am not afraid of
the people. If this fight were my fight,
1’d want the people to vote on that con-
stitution untrammeled, but it isn’t my
fight, for T am not yet a delegate.”” Con-
versations thisafternoon with Delegates
Toole and Voorhees, the young gentle-
men who eertain y worked the amend-
ments to the bill through the house
eliminating. New Mexico, and leaving
out a vote on division, demonstrated
that they are both hot in the collar
about Moody. To-day the distinguished
and diplomatic senator-elect is standing
almost wholly alone defending the
Sioux Falls constitution. History will
show whether this is right, or whether,
as some here say, it is a wrong prompt-
ed only by self-interest. ‘To-night it
appears that Moody will not vield, and
Springer will not yield. When I say
Moody will not yield, I mean Platt,
who is

Delegate Voorhees saysngeIf this
bill fails, the people of Dakot@ought to
bury Moody out of sight politically. He
has taught Republican sepators that the
Sioux Falls = constitution or nething
should be their motto, and thus our
millions of people in féur serritories are
slaughtered. 1t seems to to beal-
most infamous.” Delegate Toole says:
1 shall not wear myself out begging
my friends to concede any more than
has been conceded. It is evident that
nothing ean be done unless we erawl
and beg our friends also to ereep in the
dust before the people of South Dakota,
or rather before one who claims to rep-
resent the people of that fair territory.”
These things are unfavorable to Judge
Moody. There seems to be nothing
tavorable or creditable to hun to-night.
The morrow may change the complex-
ion of affairs. It would seem that he
must perforce of cirecunmstances yield
his views on this Sioux Fall constitu-
tion ratification matter. His position
is at least questionable,

SEMINOLES WANT CASH.

As to the Amount, They Are Will-
ing to Leave It to the Generosity
of Congress.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 19.—The presi-
dent sent to congress to-day a letter
from Secretary Vilas, transmitting a
communication from delegates repre-
senting the Seminole Indians. The see-
retary says this commanication seeks to
place the claim of the Seminole people
for additional compensation on account
of their lands ceded to the United States
in 1866, upon the same foundation
as that of the Creck nation, whose agree-
ment was recently submitted to con-
gress. The secretary, however, says
that there is an important difference
between the Creek and Seminole trea-
ties, a condition of the former limit-
ing the right of the United States
1o the lands to the lecation of other eiv-
ilized tribes upon them. He says that

the delegates insist thatthe cession was
made with the same understanding as
that pressed in the Creek agreement,
and they ask that the matter be submit-
ted to congress, whose determination
they are perfectly willing to abide Dby.

Any new cession of the lands, he adds,

cannot give the Inited States any new

title in law to them. In the communica-

tion the Seminoles say they sold 2,169,-

080 acres of their lands ceded in 1866,for

15 cents an aere, solely because they de-

sired that no whitemen in the disturbed

condition of things should seeure a foot-
hold in the Indian territory. Much of
the land eeded, they assert, was worth
$2.50 or more an acre, and would not
have been sold for less for any other
purpose than that expressed in the act
of cession, viz: The location of friendly
Indians and the freedmen upon to them.

The. Senator From Tennessee
Wanis to Know Why Grover's
Nominations Have Not Been Con-
firmed.

WasmneTon, Feb. 19.—The senate
to-day considered the sundry civil ap-
propriation bill. The eredentials of
Senators Berry and Harris for their
new terms were presented, read and
placed on file. Mr. Blair presented a
memorial of the eitizens of Philadel-
phia in favor of a constitutional amend-
ment proposed by him in relation to
public schools, and asked to . have it
printed in the Recerd. Mr. Sherman
objected. Mr, Blair said he would in-
troduce it in a speech, Mr. Hoar of-
fered a resolution calling on the secre-
tary of the treasury for recent reports
relating to sugar investigations, im-
proper allowances for damages toim-
poried merchandise and undervalua-

tion in  woolen and worsted goods.
Agreed. The senate proceeded
to the consideration of Mr, Vest’s

motion to reconsider the vote by which
the conference on the direct tax bill
was agreed to last Saturday. Mr. Vest
proceeded to state his objections to the
bill itself. Twenty-eight years, he said,
had elapsed sioce the legislation under
which the direet tax was collected, and
there was no pretense, never had been,
and never could be that that law was
not constitutional in every part. If the
governmment was pressed for money the
bill would not receive votes enough to
make it respectable. No more glaring
illustration of the danger of a surplus
could be offered. Mr. Sherman said
that the text of the bill had been passed
by both houses and was thus beyond
their reach, 'The motion to reconsider
was rejected—yeas 8, nays 48. The con-
ference report now goes to the house
for its action. The senate proceeded to
the consideration of the sundry eivil ap-
propriation bill. Mr. Harris interrupted
the reading of the bill, and said: *In
support of a motion which I desire
to make, 1 will state that I find in the
Record that 458 new nominations have
been sent to the senate by the presi-
dent; of these 133 were regular promo-
tions in the navy, army and marine hos-
pital service, and were all confirmed.
But of the 3525 other nomina-
tions (the great majority of which had
been made to fill official vacancies),
there were only forty-eight confirma-
tions and no rejections, leaving 277 not
acted upon. Out of 261 presidential
postmasters  nominated only twenty-
three had been confirmed, leaving 238
not yet confirmed or rejected. He
moved that the senate proceed to the
consideration of executive business.
The motion was rejected by a party
vote—yeas 24, nays 26.

Mr. Harris—I shall give the senate an
opportunity to vote on this motion every
day to the end of the session.

‘I'he reading of the bill was resumed.
The senate amendment to pay to Mrs.
Waite $8,745, the balance n; one year’s

salary of the late Chief Justice
Waite, gave rise to depate. 1t was
finally agreed to-—-yeas 23, nays 106.

The senators voting in the negative
were Bate, Barry, Blodgett, Brown,
Cockrell, Coke, Colquitt, Daniel, George,
Gorman, Harris, Maorgan, Plumb, Rea-
gan, Vest and Walthall. The amend-
ment appropriating $40.000 each for
statues of Gen. Philip H. Sheridan and
Gen. John A, Logan in Washington
was agreed to, and Mr. Danicel gave no-
tice that after all the committee amend-
ments were disposed of, he would offer
a similar amendment for a statue to
Gen. Winfield Scott Hancock. Mr.
Piumb gave notice of an amendment
making honorably discharged soldiers
and sailors and their widows and chil-
dren eligible to transfer and nromotion,
subject only to such examination as
may be preseribed by heads of depart-
ments, and without competitive exam-
ination. Without completing the bill,
the senate at 6 p. m. adjourned.

AN OBNOXIOUS MEASURE.
Filibustering in the House Over
the Direct Tax Bill.

WAsHINGTON. Feb, 19.—The house
to-day considered the postoflice appro-
priation bill. . Pursnant to agreemnt,
the fioor was accorded for one hour to
the committee on printing. Several
joint resolutions. were passed, The
house went into committee of the whole
on the postoffice appropriation bill.
The pending motion, offered by Mr.
Cannon, of Illinois, to strike out the
paragraph regulating the salaries of
assistant postmasters, was lost.  Mr.
Adams, of lilinois, offered an amend-
ment fixing the salary of the assistant
postmaster at Chicago at §3.200. Re-
jeeted. Mr. Cannon, of Illinois, moved
to reduce the - . minimum - salary
of  stenographers. to postmasters
from g3 Q$1,200 to $800. Debate
followed. It was interrunted for the
purpose of considering the conference
report on the bill* to' repay the direct
tax, which was presented by Mr. Cas-
well, who stated that Mr. Oates, of Ala-
bama, had refused to sign the report.
In view of the necessity for early action
on the conference report, he must de-
mand the previous question. Mr. Crisp
raised the question of eonsideration,and
Mr. Rogers, of Arkansas; Mr. Brecken-
ridge, of Kentucky; and Mr. MceMillin,
of Tennessee, put 1n quick, inter-
jeeting - motions to adjourn, to take a
recess, and to adjourn until Thursday.
Finally Mr. Caswell withdrew the con-
ference report and announced that he
would ecall it up to-morrow. ‘Lhe house
then resumed the consideration of the
postoffice appropriation bill. The pend-
ing amendment, reducing to $300 a year
the minimum salaries of stenog-
raphers to *=postmasters, was de-
feated. At 5 o’clock the house
took a recess until 7:30 p. m.
There 1s a suspicion in the minds of
the friends of ihe bill to repay the
direct tax that the lively opposition in
the house to the reception of the con-
ference report on that bill to-day and
the filibustering against its considera-
tion were the resultof an intimation
from the president that he would prefer
not to have to choose between an a
proval of the bill or a direct veto. If
action on the bill is delayed beyond to-
morrow, or if there should be a failure
on the part of the senate committee on
enrolled bills to deliver the bill to the
president before next Thursday, the
way will be open to a “poceket veto;” or
in other words the president may avail
himself of his eonstitutional right to
hold the bill ten days, which would
carry it over the 4th of March, when it
could not be signed and” would there-
fore fail.

A PARODY ON LEGISLATION.
The session of the house to-night was

[ a perfect parody on legislation. It was

»

called for the consideration of business
reported from the committee on mili-
tary affairs. The first bill called up
was one appropriating 100,000 for the
erection of a monument at Fort Greene,
Brooklyn, to the memory of the victims
of the prison ships. Mr. Kilgore, of
Texas, raised the point of no quorum
ageinst this measure and it was with-
drawn. But although the bone of con-
tention was thus removed, the conten-
tion still remained, and Felix Camp-
bell, of New York, irritated at the de-
feat by one man of a measure in which
he was specially interested, determined
that no measure called up should re-
ceive favorable consideration. Conse-
quently Mr. Campbel! raised the point
of no quorum against it, and it was
withdrawn. Appeals and entreaties
were of no avil; Mr. Campbell was un-
relenting, and would permit no legisla-
tion to be enacted. The parody con-
tinued until 10 0’clock, when the session
expired by limitation.

LAFFOON IS LOGICAL.

He Wants a Bureau of Harbors
and Waterways to Undertake
All River and Harbor Improve-
ments,

WaAsHINGTON, Feb. 19.—Representa-
tive Laffoon, from the committee on ex-
penditures in the war department,
to-day reports to the house a substitute
for the bill introduced early last season
by Representative C. R. Breckenridge,
providing for the ecreation in the war
department of a bureau of harbors and
waterways, to undertake all river and
harbor improvements. The substitute
provides for the creation of such a de-
partment, to be officered by a corps of
United States civil engineers, composed
of an equal number of military officers
and civilians. In its report accompany-
ing the Dbill, the committee ex-
plains at length its provisions and
says the time has come to inaugurate a
definite policy, with regard to national
public works and to provide a specific
agency for its execution. The sense of
the people and of congress, it says, has
shown a steady growth for twenty years
in favor of the development of harbors
and waterways. During this time grave
evils have been charged against legis-
lative and adwministrative methods, and
these charges have gathered foree with
each passing year until the enactment
of a river and harbor bill is uncertain
and oceasional, instead of being regular
and the best approvised legislation, as
it should be. The report then dis-
cusses the adaptability of the rules gov-
erning the operations of the present
corps of engineers, and says that great
good wonld come by changing the legis-
lative practice. Mere changes in
the methods of making the appro-
priations or in the administrative sys-
tem, or both, will not be sufiicient. The
evil is fundamental, and requires a rad-
ical change. Congress, through its com-
mittees, has taken upon itself the fune-
tions which in other countries are per-
formed by the board of public works.
The report says the theory of the pres-
ent bill is to provide an advisory as
well as an adminisirative agency. The
country is divided into distriets or di-
visions, each embracing certain related
works, or groups of works, and in
charge of a division engineer, Several
divisions are to be embraced in the pro-
posed department, which are to be
under an advisory board, and this board
is 10 make the final recommendations to
congress through the secretary of war.
The bill reported to-day is supposed to
meet the objections urged against the
original bill.

BETTER LATE THAN NEVER.

Special Agents %‘)emiled to In-
vestigate the Fraudulent Cat-
ting of Timber on Indian Lands
in Wisconsin.

WasniiNGToN, Feb., 19.—A special
agenton timber depredationsof the gen-
eral land office and a eclerk from the
Indian bureau have been detailed to
investigate the cutting of timber from
the seyeral Indian reservations under
the jurisdiction of the La Pointe, Wis.,
indian ageney. The United States dis-
trict attorney for the Northern Wiscon-
sin district has been directed by the de-

artment of justice, in eonsequence of
information furnished by the secretary
of the intevior, to institute eriminal civil
preceedings against all persons found
to have unlawfully cut or removed
standing timber from any of the reser-

vations. His attention is especially di-

rected to alleged uplawful operations

on the Fond du Lac reservation.

A CONSPIBRATOR SET FREE.

Cirito Poubie, a Revolutionist,
Pardoned by Cuba's Captain
General,

WAsHINGTON, Feb, 19.—The secre-
tary of state this afternoon received a
cablegram from Consul General Will-
iams at Havana, stating that Cirito Pou-
ble, a naturalized American, imprisoned
at Havana, has been pardoned. Pouble
was secretary of the Cuban revolution-
ary hundred in New York, and as such
he signed revolutionary documents and
commissions of Cuban insurgents. He
visited Cuba surreptitiously about three
years ago, was arrested and sentenced
to a term of imprisonment. President
Cleveland became interested in Pou-
ble’s case, and through his efforts ana

Mat Ronan says an Indian brought him
a report that D. E. Clifford was killed
by Indians Saturday night. We have
sinee heard that both Clifford and Dr.

Afterall there is nothing
but conjecture, for 1o one has any pos-
itive information on the subject. The
general and his family have actively
begun the work of preparing for their
removal to Washington.

The
first was by Thomas G. Shearman, of
New York, who advocated absolute
free trade. R. R. Bowker; ‘of New
Bork, another of the orators, was sorry
that his state had not done its duty n
November, but he claimed for the state
the credit of furnishing the leader in
the great work of educating the people
into the acceptance of the
principles of free trade. This
evoked applause, as indeed did
every reference to Mr., Cleveland.,
K. Sterling Morton was made perma-
nent chairman, and Aretas W. Themas,
secretary. Mr. Morton sonnded the
keynote of his remarks in the deelara-
tion that “the tariff is for robbery—it
should be reformed for revenue or ve-
pealed for justice.” To-night the Cen-
tral Musie hall was filled with people
who came to hear Gov. Buckner,
Charles K. Ladd and Mr. Shearman in
advocacy of the purposes of the con-
vention. New™ York delegates to the
convention oceupied boxes on the right
of the stage, Henry George in their
midst.

Badger Solons Get in Their Work

Probably avout
as unique a bill as has been introduced
during the session is one to abolish rail-
road passenger conductors, and provid-
ing for contribution boxes into which
passengers can drop money, according
to the dictates of their own conscience.
A resolution was introduced in the as-
sembly to amend the constitution so as
to make sheriffs eligible for re-election.

A STRANGE ECONOMY

Jared Benson and His Reform
Committee Will Surprise
the House.

The legislative committee on res
trenchment and reforin, of which Reps
resentative Benson has made so muel,
and before which an investigation has
been conducted for the past week as to
the extravagance or economy of the
present legislature, is prepared to make
a report. 'This report Representative
Benson expeets will be made to-day. [t
may and may not, probably the latter.
As to the report of the eommittee,
which is prepared and ready
for submission to the house, all is
known, despite the heroic efforts of Mr.
Bensou to keep it seeret. In language
more forcible than polite he declined
last night to give the committee’s ree
[)urt to the Grosg, and with that
rascible manner so well known to the
house assured the reporter who ques-
tioned him that the report was none of
his business until the committee had
submitted it.

As a matter of faet, the main points
of the report are that every clerk now
employed by the house shall be dis-
charged, except the clerks for the judie
ciary, engrossment and enroliment come
mittees. This takes even the speaker’s
private secretary, and leaves commit-
tees like railroads, grain, public ace
counts, education, ete., practically helpe
less as far as work is concerned through
clerks, who necessarily must be de-
pended upon for data upow which the
commitiees can act intelligently.

Furthermore Mr. Beuson’s committea
proposes to dis chargeall the bookkeep-
ers except the one employed for the
main entrance. and to impose upon the

assistant sergeant-at-arms the duties
now discharzed by half a dozen
men.

The committee’s
report will be submitted aiter this
meeting, and will be of interest to the
country members, a majority of whom
are opposed to the retention of the
grant by the Duluth & Winnipeg, and
who favor its forfeiture to the school
fund of the state. Chairman
Crossfield, of the public lands commit=
tee, a week ago was in favor of the for-
feiture of the land grant, but 3'ester(lgly
had ehanged his opinion, and, it is said,
will now advocate the indefinite post=
ponement of the bill. The committee
has taken the bill into full considera-
tion in connection with the state school
fund, which State Auditor Braden has
said would be greatly benefited by the

addition of these lands to it. Whether
the bill is indefinitely postponed
by the committee or not, the

real fight, as outlined by the GLOBE a
week ago, is to be in the house. The
farmer members, as canvassed. by the
GLOBE, are in favor of forfeiting the
grant to the school fund, owing to the
faet that the time limit placed by the
act of 1878 was never complied with by
the road. The attorneys consnlted by
the committee all agree that the pass-
age by this legislature of the act of for-

feiture  will take these lands
from the company and revert
them to the school fund, which

at the best needs from $2,000.000 to
£8,000,000 more to make it a certainly
permanent fund. The conference held
at the Merchants yesterday (last even-
ing) revealed fifty-seven members in
favor of the act of forfeiture and of the
reversion of the land to the state. The
battle will be one between the farmers
and corporations, and for that reason of
great interest to the state at large.
