FOOD FOR THE FLAMES

Seventy-five Thousand Dol-
lars’ Worth of Carriages
and Sleighs Burned.

Workmen Powerless to Check
the Devastation for Lack
of Water.

Picturesque Uniforms and
Bright Faces Photographed
at the Lookout. .

Mirth and Jollity Reign Su-
preme in a Summit Ave-
nue Mansion.

The factory and shops of the Minne-
sota Carriage and Sleigh ™ company, at
St. Paul Park, were burned to the
ground yesterday afternoon. At 12
o'clock the fadtory shut down for the
noon hour and most of the two-score
employes left for their dinners. They
were hardly out of the building, how-
ever, when the engineer discovered fire
in the second story and blew an alarm
on the factory whistle. The employes-
of the company and citizens of the sub-
urb responded with alacrity to the
hoarse sounds of distress from the great
whistle, but the flames had already
gained  too great a  headway
to be controlled, and 1 half
an hour the imposing manufactory was
a mass of smouldering ruins. No
sooner had the utter uselessness of any
attempt to fight the tlames become
apparent than willing hands began re-
moving such of the stork and ma-
chinery as could be saved. Several
pieces of machinery and a number of
buggies and carriages in various stages
of completion were removed

FROM THE DOOMED BUILDING,
but the men engaged in the work were
finally driven off, and could but stand
at a distance and watch the big institu-
tion go up in smoke. The fire spread
with wonderful rapidity, and in less
than twenty minutes from the time

of the engineer’s discovery the
whole building was enveloped in
flames. The eighteen inch stone  walls

withstood the heat firmly for a while,
and after the falling of the roof ail
within was a roaring furnace. The
west wall is still in good coudition, but
it was thought last evening that the
east end wall would fall before
morning. The origin of the fire is un-
known, but it is believed to have
started in the varnishing room from the
heating apparatus. The steam pipes
there are heated to the highest possible
temperature and are supposed to have
charred and ignited the woodwork.

The total loss, as estimated by G. L.
Spr neer, president of the company,
will reach nearly $75,000. The stock on
hand he valued at about$$50,000, the
building at $15.000, and machiney at
§10.000; with an insurance of 340,000 on
stoelk, $10,060 on the building, and 27,000
on machinery. The building, erected
n 1837, was a mammoth

TWO-STCRY STONE STRUCTURE
235 feet in length by 6U feet in width,
with a large addition 100x40 feet, and
another 24x30 feet.

President Spencer stated last evening
that the works would be rebuilt as soon
as possible. All the stock in process of
manufacture was already under con-
tract, and they were several days be-
hind their orders. In two large barns
near she shops was stored a large stock
of cutters and sleighs, which isabout all
that is saved. *These,” said J. H. Ken-
nedy, vice president of the company,
“are of little use to us for a year, and
we would much sooner have seen them
burned than the stock that was lost.”

The factory was locatéd at St. Paul
Park, ou the east side of the river, and
about nine miles below St. Paal, near
Newport. They have absolutely no
protection from fire. The St. Paul Knit-
ting works were burned atthe same
place about a year ago. The carriare
company had a large water tank with
hose connections nearly eowpleted, pro-
posing to take advantage of the experi-
ence of the knitting company, but de-
layed its construction a little teo long.

Our several staple crops are exploited
systematically by speculators.

Consumers pay as mueh now for meats
and breadstutfs of various kinds as
ever, while producers get such prices as
will surely limit production. Beef and
corn are so low that less will be pro-
duced next year. Combinations can
bear prices to consumers and raise prices
to consumers, but cannot compel pro-
duction beyond profit, nor consumption
beyond ability to buy. There is scarcely
a farm product that gives fair wages to
the grower, while the consumer rarely
in our day has had to pay so dearly for
what he buys. Penal statutes cannot
reach the case. Natural retribution
will. Meanwhile, producers should hold
on like grim death to what sells too low,
and shun like the plague all goods han-
dled by trusts. That will tell in time.

liberatly bestowed.

Rev. Edward D. Neill, late chaplain of
the sirst Minnesota infantry, then took
the floor and dwelt upon the life and
brilliant career or Washington, in a
complete, graphic and interesting
manner in his half-hour addressed. He
spoke of the early life of the future
commander of the Continental forees.
dwelt upon the filial affection which he

displayed. by  declining to go
into the navy contrary to the
wishes of his5 mother; devoted

many well-rounded periods to ‘the
friendship of Gen. Braddock for Wash-
ington, and the ensuing historical de-
feat on the field which was atterwards
named in honor of the unfortunate
British commander Mnuder, whom
Washineton served,but who lost his life
in an effort to reach Fort Duquesne.
The hardships, strugzies and ultimate
victory of the colonist- in. their efforts
for independence, and the actions of in-
terested politicians, who tried to thwart
Washington’s efforts, together with the
lukewarm support wh.ch he received
from many of his subordinate officers,
was related in a graphic manner. His
elevation to the highest office within

. the gift of the people, together with the

beneficent effects of his guiding hand,
as manifested in his wise counsels when
it became necessary to frame a consti-
tution, were dwelt upon, and the ad-
dress closed with the following perora-
tion, into which wasinjected a deserved
tribute to the memory of the second
greatest man which the history of this
country can produce: {

*Such a characier has already had its
influence upon the youth of America,
and it is the duty of every legislator to
see that his birthday is not forgotten by
the pupils of the public schools. In the
wilderness of lndiana a poor boy at-
tended a school in a rude log cabin, and
one day borrowed a book from the
teacher which was a life of Washing-
ton. He became fascinated with the
book, and by puiling :

FODDER FOR THREE DAYS !
he at length became the owner of the
prized volume. To strive to be a pa-
triot as pure as Washington became his;
aim. When under excitement, citizens:
in several states of the Union defined!
the power of the government to coerce:
those those who broke -its laws, that,
poor boy, Abraham Lincoln, was
elected our president, and as he was
leaving his home at Springfield to enter
upon his duties, he bade an affectionate
farewell to his townsmen and
said: *A duty devolves upon me’
which is perhaps greater than
that which has devolved upon any
other man since the days of Washing-
ton.’ He never would have succeeded
except for the aid of divine Providence,
upon which he at all times relied. The
cloud which he saw was little larger
than a man’s hand, but it soon covered
the land, and a fearful tempest pre-
vailed.

“Comrades of the Minnesota com-
mandery of the Loyal Legion, under
the administration of President Lincoln
you at diferent periods became officers
in the army to save the Union which
misguided brethren wished to destw)i.
From the daythat you made the tri-

umphant march before the mansion at
Washington, and retured to you farms,
workshops, warehouses and professional
offices, a new era has dawned. Section-
alism has passed away, and an era of
nationality has begun. There is no
North, no South, no East, no West. We
- are all citizens of a grand republic. It
is no longer your duty to bear arms, but
one of the obi]ects of your association to
-teach patriotism. £
“lmpressupon your children and chil-
dren’s children the borrors of war, but
ach them all to say witha full heart
f I forgot thee, oh, America! let my
#ht hand forget its cunning. If1 do
not remember thee let my tongue
CLEAVE TO THE ROOF
of my mouth. If I prefer not America
above my chief joy.””
* After the applause incidental to the
“address had subsided, Charles Bigelow,
‘the baritone soloist, sustained his envi-

f-able artistic reputation by rendering of

ti{Columbia, the Gem of the Ocean:” the
¢horus being sustained by his fellow
Singers. As Attorney General Clapp
was unavoidably absent, Judge H. G.
-Hieks, of Minneapolis, read Washing-
ton’s farewell address with good effect.
.y Assisted by the chorus, D. F. De
Wolf, the soloist, sang the *Home of
the Free” in a manner which was highly
creditable to himself, and his rich, pure
fiotes caused the walls of the chamber
‘of state to echo the resonant tone of ius
tenor voice.

_Archbishop Ireland once more-favored
his auditors, and read a letter of regret
from Gen. Lew Wallace, of Indianapofis.
Ina witty supplementary address he
wished that some one of the learned
physieians who were members of the
order would solve the problem of
indefinite lengevity, in order that the
companions could meet every year here-
after in annual celebration, *I am
sure,” said he in conclusion, “that I
know one gentleman who would join
hands with me if hisskill could de aught
towards bringing about such a state of
affairs, he wouid thank me for having
recommended a course of stady which
would effectually fight the ravages of
time and sickness.”

FARM NOTES.

Hints and Facts That May Be of
Value to Tillers of the Soil.

No better food for sheep and calves
can be secured than well-cured second
growth of clover. Itis usually rather
dark in color, for at the time of year it
has to be cut it is almost impossible to
get it in the barn without wilting. But
it has a smaller stalk and more leaves
than the first growth. It is also, we
think, richer in mutrition, though
t his belief is based on the thrift of ani-.
mals eating it, rather than on analysis.
It is the second crop clover that bears
the seed, and we believe nature gen-
erally reserves her highest energies for
the plant at the time it is bearing seed.
If the hay is left until the sged is fully
formed, the stalk becomes woody, but

even then, though most of the leaves

———

are broken off and lost, the straw after
thxl-ashlng has a considerable feeding
value.

The market is asking us for granulat-
ed butter, says Mr. Gould, and if we
will fill the boxes with "the best  granu-
lated Dbutter and then take a butter
ladle and smooth it all slick, we have
lost that granulated surface and lost a
point with the buyer. So, instead of
that, Jet us take a stout string and
draw it across, taking off a flake and
leaving that granulated surface without
any further working. Use new muslin
to put over it. The market.don’t pay
us any more for old muslin with button
holes worked in it. Then cover it, put
it away from the light and airas quickly
as possible, and keep it in the best con-
dition for the market.

Late researches in Central America
have discovered a native plant of the
maize family, which 1s probably the or-
iginal type of our Indian corn. But,
instead of bearing the ear on a side
shoot, it bears it on top after the man-
ner of a sucker, and each grain
is wrapped 1in its own husk, or
glume, like the chaff of wheat.
The central spike answering to the cob
of corn has but two rows of grains.
Otherwise the plant resembles corn
nearly exaetly. The departures from
this type are probably the result of cul-
tivation, as our corn wrapped in a
heavy husk could not seatter itsseed,
so as to propagate itseif, in a wiid
state. The local name of the plant is
Teosinte.

The New York state dairy commis-
sioner in his annual report states that
during the year 30,746 patrons delivered
1,237,370,427 pounds of milk, which was
tha product of 407,810 cows,to the cheese
factories and creameries of the state.
The average number of pounds of milk
required for a pound of cheese was 106.
During the year New York city re-
ceived 5,747.558 cans of milk, 119.19%4 cans
of eream, 75,483 cans of condensed milk,
and the total estimate value was $9.652,-
He0.

‘The only conclusion we ean draw
from the experience of feeding milk
cows with succulent food and silage,
said Prof. Leoyd in his paper at
the British dairy conference, is that
the water that exists naturally
in vegetable issue has a special
effect upon the animal, and cannot be
adequately replaced by the water drunk
in the usual way. In my opinion it
seems that 1n vegetable matter there is
an intimate union Dbetween this water
chemical and the constituents of the
vegetable.

You here have all your hens laying
now. Go to work with them, and feed
to produce eggs, if you are a market
poulterer. One fresh cgg in winter  is
worth twice as much in the market as
the limed one. During the winter some
farmers will be selling eggs right along
at 80 to 50 eents a dozen, and others will
be wondering why their hens don’t lay
except when cggs are 10 cents a dozen.
Warmth and a variety of food make the
difference.

Though milk is a liquid, it contains not
only more in quantity, but more valu-
able in quality of nutrition than grass,
roots or green fodder of almost any kind.
When the milk sours its enrd becomes
visible, and thus itssodality is made ap-
parent o the eye. Curd is not easily
digestible, and there are many delicate
stomachs with which milk in any state
does not agree.

The old-fashioned practice of winter-
ing calves at the straw stack, with only
an oceasional feed of eornstalks or hay,
is wasteful. Young- stock, well fed,
will show more gain for their feed than
thev will when older. We do not be-
lieve in feeding straw mainly for any
stoek.. If it must be fed, however, let
something that has its full groweh be
put on such fare as subjects its owner
to least cost. :

The assessed valuation of domestie
animals in the state of Illinois in 1888,
was $47,901,587. The real value proba-
bly exceeded $150,000,000. The total
amount paid for the suppression of
pleuro-pneumonia, glanders, and mala-
die-du-coit, in lllinois, since July 1,
1883, is $80,278.5L. - Of this amount
but $42,511.60 was expeuded from state
funds.

When large amounts of food stand be-
fore cattle they proceed at ounce to se-
leet that which they like best, and un-
less the food before them 1sin unlim-
ited amount, when the better part is
eaten the balance becomes less palata-
ble and is rejected—and rejected before
the animal’s appetite is satiated, for
palatabieness is very much a measure
of tire food likely to be consumed,

If the corn fodder of the West were
properly saved, economically handled
and)judiciously fed. in ten years’ time it
would pay off every farm mortgage in
the Mississippi valley. There are about
one and two-fifths acres of corn fodder
now growing for every head of cattle in
the United States. So large an amount
of feed wasted is possible only in our
country.—Prof. W. A. Henry.

The meanest man up to date is Snift-
kins. He soid Jones a half interest in
a cow, and then refused to divide the
milk, maintaining that Jones owned the
front end.

Ventilate the cellar. If no efficient
means of ventilation exist, throw open
the doors or windows on warm days.
Disease and death lurk in many cellars.

In feeding grain to poultry it is better
to vary it, allowing wheat and oats, as
well as corn. Cooked potatoes make an
agreeable change for laying hous.

For forcing lettuce, radishes, ete., In
a greenhouse the temperature should
never be more than 50 deg day or mght.
Too muen warmth is injurious.

The old brood sows should be parted
with only by small instaliments. Two-
thirds of the breeders should be over
eighteen moths old.

Even the young hogs ““feel their oats”
and thrive on them when they are fed
properly, mixed with other grain, espe-
cially as meal.

A hog fattened by following a herd of
fattening cattle is never fit to eat. It
will only possibly do to sell in the Chi-
cage market. 5

See that every portion of the farm Is
producing something, and that every
product is used in the most economical
manner.

If your brood mares are deficient in
form and disposition, try and improve
the faults in their offspring by judicious
mating.

Exercise is an important item in the
growth and development of breeding
animals. For the coit it is vitaily es-
sential.

It makes no difference what you feed
in the last stages of gestation, you ¢an-
not have a good flavor to the butter.

The same corn fed direct from the
field as was fed from the silo, showed a
loss of 25 per cent in value for milk.

The butter, milk and cheese sold in
Chicago in 1888 brought the farmers
$38,250,139.

Pet all domestic animals, 1t never
injures any, but benefits nearly all.

Cream for churning should be thor-
oughly and frequently stirred.
