Extreme Weakness in the Wieat Pit,
the Price of the May Future De-
clining Haif a Point.

Corn Slumps in Sympathy, Oats Dull,
and the Trade in Provisions
Very S.ow.

Financial Operations in the Monetary
Centers---The General Quo-
tations.

Special to the Globe:

CHICAGO, Feb, 25.—The wheat mar-
ket was not without a few new feat-
ures, but they did not cause great activ-
ity or decided chauge in prices. Very
soon after the opening therc was a
weaker feeling apparent. The weather
furnished no crop scare news. Pacific
coast dispatches reported good rains,
and thera was a weakness noticed in
the Northwest. The market opened
weak, and on free selling by a number
of good houses; there was a decline in
the price ot May from $1.09% to §1.08%4.
Then there was a rally of lc started by
the prospects of a good decrease in the
visible suppiy, and held along by buy-
ing by Baker around $£1.09, and others
above that figure. At 11 a. m. May
touched £1.09'4, the outside price for the
day. and the realizing which usually
follows a little bulge on the visible fig-
ures put the price back to$1.08%;, where
it was dull until afternoon. Later there
was a second rally to $1.091%, and at 1 p.
m. the price went off to $1,08, the lowest
point up to that hour. This price un-
doubtedly touched stop orders, for the
pit was the most excited for the day, as
the price dropped to $1.07%, and went
immediately back to $1.03, where it
closed weak. The movement of wheat
was not very significant.  The visible
supply decreased 695.000 bushels, or
about 25 per eent more than was ex-
pected; the stock here increased 31,000
bushels. Receipts to-day were 134 cars,
with 69 cars of contract wheat on the
inspection sheet. The stock of wheat
here is now 4,477,000 bushels, and at
New York 8,244,000 bushels. Corn was
quiet and the market a {trifle weak for
the day, with closing prices about ¢
lower. Receipts were 520 cars, with 437
cars estimated for Tuesday. The visi-
ble supply increased 874,000 bushels.
The stock here is now 3,073,000 bushels.
QOats were comparatively dull. There
was a little show of strength early and
buying by Boyd and others, but the
close was the same ason Saturday. Re-
ceipts, 212 cars. Visible supply de-
ereased 115,000 bushels. The provision
trade was very slow to-day, and the
principal action in futures was early.
Prices ranged lower, and the close was
at the bottom for the session.

New Yorxk, Feb. 25.—Clearings, §67,-
253,105; balances, $3,362,527; money on
call easy at 134@2 per cent; closed- of-
fered at 2; prime mercantile paper,
4@6; sterling exchange dull, but firm at
$4.8614 for 60-day bills and $4.88%7 for
demand. The stock market was dull
and stagnant, escept fora few of the
leading shares, though there was a gen-
eral heavy tone for most of the day.
The interest in the dealings was cen-
tered almost entirely to thé grangers
and Southwestern stocks, and London
was a liberal seller of St. Paul in the
early trading,and the advices pointed to
the publicaction at that center of rumors
of the passing of the dividend on the
preferred stock, which induced free re-
alizations by the foreigners, and a
marked impression was made, on both
the common and preferred stocks:
but as the dividend i3 not due
until  April and the action by
the directors can not be taken
until next month, there was a disposi-
tion to buy the stock upen the decline,
especially by the Western contingent:
and, after the first drop, the price of the
stock was very well held. Dispatches
from Chicago, stating that the Missouri
Pacific and Union Pacitic-had not signed’
the agreement @n Saturday, were cir-
culated, and had considerable effect
upon the first-named stock, which was
afterward extended to the other South-
western, but these stories were after-
ward disproved, and a better feeling
prevailed toward the latter portion of
the afternoon,which neutralized tosome
degree the sharp losses of the early
dealings. The bears, however, did not
abandon the search for weak spots, and
a heavy drive was made against the
coalers in the afternoon, of which Reaa-
ing bore the brunt and was forced
off a fraetion, while the losses in
the rest were insignificant. Sev-
eral of the specialties, however, were
found more vulnerable, and Oregon Im-
provement again fell an easy prey,
dropping 5 per cent on very light tran-
sactions. Manhattan, St. Paul & Du-
luth and Rome, Watertown and Ogdens-
burg all gave way and showed material
losses at the lowest figures; but the
strong point in the list was the Vander-
bilts, though all were very quiet, and
with the exeeption of C., C., C. 5
wyich rose over a point and a half,
moved within the narrowest limits. First
prices were almost invariably lower,
though only St. Paul, with a loss of 3,
and Missouri Pacific, with 1 per cent,
were specialli,' prominent. In the early
dealings St. Paul and Cotton Uil were
prominent for weakness, and the latter
dropped a point, but the move-
ment in the rest of the list
was confined to the smallest frac-
tions, without perceptible tend-
eney in either direction, and after the
first half hour’s business the market
sank into pronounced dullness, with an
improving tendency toward noon. The
drive at the coal stocks made after 12
o’clock and the influence of the same
extended to the general list, which
sagged off slowly, while Manhattan and
Oregon Improvement made decided de-
clines. Towards delivery hour there
was some improvement, however, and
after that time a steady tone marked
the limited transactions, the market
finally closing dull and steady at about
opening prices for the great majority
of the stocks dealtin. C., C, C. & L.
shows the handsome advance of 23¢ per
cent, but the rest of the list, almost
without exception,is lower, and St.Paul
lost 1%{, Pullman and Reading each 1
per eent, and others fractional amounts.
The railroad bond market was unusu-
ally dull to-day. the total sales ot
all issues aggregating only $1.007,-
000, which was quite evenly distributed
among the issues dealt in. The same
lack of feature which distinguished the
trading in shares, was show in the bond
market, and while some heaviness was
apparent in the forenoon, a better tone
prevailed toward the close. The final
changes are irregular and the important
ones are few in number. Among those
which are higher, Henderson Bridge
firsts rose 2!¢ to 111 and Manitoba con-
sols 2 to 120. Government bonds have
been dull and steady. State bonds have
been dull and steady. The total sales
of socks to-day were 166,650 shares, in-

The opening market was a tame sort
of affair, with considerable May wheay
offered and buyers a triie weak. The
offerings were made rather gingerly,
not to drive prices lower, but because
the sellers wanted to sell their wheat.
The market wouldnot take much at the
prices, the only buyers being - such
shorts as had a little profit and were
willing to accept it. There was not the
slightest uncasiness apparent among
traders that there would be any attempt
by bulls to push the May deal to ex-
tremities, ana prices merely floated
along subject to the legitimate drift of
orders,

There is this season a greater scarcity
of contract grade wheat than usual, and
it is on that account that prices have
been etter sustained than they could
other ise have been. Inthe Northwest
especally is there great searcity, On
the smallest show of alarm the shorts
go tumbling over each other to cover
the wheat they have out on short con-
tract, When that is done there is in-
variably calm and after it a decline
in prices. It is not unreasonable to be-
lieve that the big bulls at the present
time will work themselves out ot their
present embarrassments through such
changes without material loss, and be
ready to drop the May ‘“‘deal” before
that option becomes due.

At the start sellers of futures tried to
get $1.0924 for May wheat. Meeting
poor encouragement they finally offered
it at £1.091¢, and down to $1.09, with a'
lIimited amount disposed of. At #1.09
there could have been a large amount
sold perhaps, but at that figure sellers;
hesitated about selling too freely,
though at a fraction above it they of-
fered verv freely. As eompared with

other points, this market was relatively |

weakest, and the premium was gradu-
ally working out. The slow cash wheat
demanded affected the sales of futures
unfavorably. The market was very,
weak toward the close and fell to
$1.081¢ for May about 1 o’clock, with a
fair demand for that.
