Charles Perkins, a Young Chica-
goan, Chooses the Laudanum
Route to Eternity and Fails.

At about 6 o'clock last evening a
voung man, well dressed and appar-
ently about twenty-five years of age,
was taken iufo Wilkes™ drug store at
Seven corners, suffering intense pain
and showing every evidence of strycn-
nia poisoning. Dr. 1L J. O’Brien was
called and administered a variety of
emeties in an attempt to produce nau-
sea. but withont effect. The man re-
vived a liftle at intervails, and - during
one of these stated that he had taken
Jaudanum. The central patrol . was
called and the patient taken to the
county hospital on an order from* Dr.
O’Brien. At 7:30 be was resting easily
and will probably recover. A GrLoBE
reporter, in investigating the matter,
found the man’s name to be Charles
Perkins, who arrived in  this
city last Thursday from Chi-
cago, and has .since . been rooming
with his cousin, A, II, Perkins, who is
in the real estate business at 108 East
Fourth street, and lodges at the resi-
dence of Dr. Johnson, Oak and Fifth
streets. The would-be suicide is well
conneeted in Chicago, and while there
was employed in the oftice of one of the
lake transportation lines. He became
despondent at failing to find employ-
ment in this eity, and several times sig-
nified his intention to put an end to his
troubles by committing self-murder.
He was found by his cousin last even-
ing at the Clifton hotel, where he has
been taking his meals, and the two
went out togethier, and approaching
Seven corners he was taken ill with
symptoms of poisoning,with the results
above stated. Dr. O'Brien states that
the symptoms=were those of poisohing
by strychnine rather than laudanum,
but it is not absolutely certain any
poison was taken whatever, as the man
was under the influence of liquor. The

symptoms might be attributed to hys-
teria.

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ELEVATE THE STANDARD.

The State Bar Association Asks
for a State Board of Law Ex-
aminers, .
A large representation of the state

bar association met at the chamber of

commerce yestérday afternoon at 4:30

to discuss and further consider the pro-

posed enactment of a bill providing for.

a state board of law examiners. Presi-

dent I, L. Williams being absent, the

mecting was called to order by H. F.

Stevens, Gen. Sanborn was elected

chairman and H. F. Stevens secretary.

Mr. Osborn, one of the projectors of the

bill, was called upon to report the senti-

ment as directed to him by letter of the
country members of the bar. Exhibit-
ing a package of seventy-eight letters he
stated that all but eight approved of the
bill as printed, with liberal suggestions
of modifications in some sections. He
then read a petition which approved of
the bill in general, subject to such
amendments as would be made at this
meeting. This petition was signed by
se\'cnt{-thrce representative _members
of the Ramsey eounty bar. He stated
that in Minneapolis a petition had also
been circulated and ' largely signed by
members of the profession there, and
read letters from Hon. Isaac Atwater,

Lloyd Barber, sudge Brown, and an ex-

chief justice of the supreme court ap-

proving of some measure whereby the
standard of admission to the bar would
be elevated. : -

In general debate Mr. Heath moved
that the bill be considered in sections.

Many objections and no second afforded

H.C. But!er the floor, who in a lengthy

speech pointed out the features of the

bill which were objectionable to him.

Mr. Munrr to shorten debate, ‘moved

that  the Dbill be approved as
printed  and@ recommended to
the legislature for passage. Mr.

Bramhall then arose and in a fifteen-
minute speech voiced the sentiments, as
he said. of those who had signed the
petition in fear that in favoring any ar-
gument in the bill they were in peril of
losing it entirely. He objected to a
great deal of the bill, pointing out in-
numerable objections and inconsisten-
cies. Many thought it should be greatly
modified and made applicable to this
part of the country. Unanimous con-
currence was manifest among the mem-
bers when Thomas O’Brien gave ex-
pression to Chief Justice Gilfillan’s
views upon the bill as it stood before
the meeting. He said there was en-
tirely too much detail, and would, in all
probability, if passed, exclude many
worthy young men from choosing a pro-
fession in which they might become
eminent. The requirements of the bill
were such that a young man with
brains, no money and little time would
meet in it a great barrier to surmount
the plane occupied by his fellows in the

profession, Chief Justice Gilfillan was
reported as  having said  that
the examinations should be - left
to the supreme court, and cer-

tainly the bar association could not
doubt the ability of that body to decide
whe was and who was not fit to be ad-
mitted to practice. The object of the
meeting seemed to be to pass some bill
that would establish a uniform stand-
ard of admission to the bar of the state,
and while many voted in favor of it,
they did so rather than accomplish
nothing at all; others did so to try it,
realizing, as they said, that many of its
essential features would have to be
changed when once a law. Mr. Munn’s
original motion was then carried.
Judge Flandrau, Mr. Osborn and Gen.
Sanborn were appointed a committee to
present the bill with the recommenda-
tion of the state bar to the legislature,
urging its passage, The meeting then
adjourned,

BLOCKED THE GAME.

Frank Ratzer, Ignorant of the
English Language, Necessitates
a New Trial of a Law Suit,

There was some amusement causedin
the district court on Tuesday afternoon,
and if reports are correct, no little cuss-
ing behind the seenes in the jury room.
The cause of the ripple which disturbed
the usual serenity of the court is named
Frank Ratzer, who was drawn on a jury
to try the case of the Bank of Minne-
sota against-Olaf P, Olson and Eckberg
to recover §970, which Olson sueceeded
in getting from the bank, notwithstand-
ing the fact that the money belonged to
Mrs. Lindman. The silent jurer sat
through the proceedings,gazing stoically
at the judge as though deeply wrapped
in the intricacies of the case.
After the taking of all testimony was
concluded, Judge Kelly instructed the
jury to find against Oleson and to use
their judgment with regard to Eckberg.
The jury filed out, the still silent mem-
ber of that august body maintaining an
imperturbable gravity of countenance,
which was partially explained when the
fact developed that he could speak no
word of English, being just as abso-
lutely and utterly Norwegian as‘ it is
possible for a man to be. One of the
attorneys, after the judge had ex-
plained the sitnation, declined to accept
a verdiet from the eleven jurors, and
the jury was dismissed. It afterwards
developed that the verdict of the eleven
was in favor of the attorney whose re-
fusal to compromise makes a new trial
necessary.,

OBJECT TO LOW FARES.

Duluth & Iron Range Magnates
“Accidentally” Meet and Ex-
change Opinions.

Jay C. Morse, of Chicago, president of
the Duluth & Iron Range railroad; Jul-
fan L. Yale, of Chicago, and James
Pickards and W. P. Murray, of Cleve-
land, the last three gentlemen being
directors of the same line, reached the
city yesterday and are quartered at the
Ryan. Throughout the day this quar-
tette held informal consultations with
J. H. Chandler, their general solicitor,
and though all maintained that their
visit was fraught with no speecial signif--
icance, it is inferentially supposed
that the pending 2-cent a mile Dbill,
which is now before the legislature,
was the principal topic of discussion.
“The annual meeting will take place at
Duluth in June,” said Mr. Chandler last
evening, “and we have not assembled
even for the purpose of a conference,
but all happened to be at St. Paul at the
same time. Our company lost
$12,000 last year, and can certainly
not afford to ecarry passengers for
2 cents, President Hill, of the Mani-
toba, stated the case clearly and con-
cisely ‘before the railway committee last
evening. - *I can.say -nothing supple-
mentary on that subject. Our line runs
into the wooeds and stops; so, of course,
we are dependent upon the ore output
for arevenue compatible with the sery-
ice of our line. For six months, dur-
ing the winter, the receipts fall off, and
as we have very heavy grades it costs
us a good round sum to keep up the
line.”

A MARITAL MUDDLE.

Judge Brill Renders Judgment in
a Most Peculiar Case.

The decision rendered yesterday by
Judge Brill in the matter of the appeal
of Pheebe Charles from the order of the
probate court disallowing her claim to
an interest in the estate of Henry
(+. Charles, deceased, is of special inter-
est from the peculiar nature ot the case.
The couple, Henry G. Charles and
Rachael 'S, White, were married in
Black Brook, Clinton county, N. Y., in
1848, and lived together for a year and
a half. In 1850 they separated,
Charles moving to this state, where
he afterwards died. The woman
went to Massachusetts§in 1866, and from
there to California in 1867. In 1869 she
married again, believing her first hus-
band dead, the second and illegal union
being with a man named Perry. Henry.
stuck it out longer than she did, not
marrying until 1882, when he became
enamored of a reputedly handsome lady
named Juliette Le Fevre, who resided
in Ramsey county, and the twain were
made one, livnig together until the latter
part of 1885. -At. the time of his mar-
riage Heury had no knowledge of Ra-
ehael’s whereabouts, and Juliette was 4
not cognizant of the previous marriage.
