Spooner called twice en Mr. Harrison
to-day, urging Rusk’s name, but they
received no encouragement. The only
position open to Rusk this morning was
the secretaryship of agriculture, and the
string has been pulled on that; so that
Rusk is to be left out. His friends say
that Harrison feels kindly toward Rusk,
and will lose no time in gransing preper
recognition to him and to his state,
either by diplomatic designation ora
high executive bureau office in Wash-
ington.
THE WINDOM BOOM

is inflated with buoyant strength and it
floats and flaunts in the face of object-

ors. Mmnesota congressmen feel that
honor is done the state in_selecting
Windom. Notwithstanding-his recent

business enterprises in the East, his
residence in Winona and connection
with the railroad to Council Bluffs, they
say, stamps him as loyally and thriftily
a Minnesotian. No matter, however,
what might be said for or against Mr.
Windom, it is settled that Harrison in-
tends to make him secretary of the
treasury. 1t is stated that Senator
Washburn, and not Blaine, first calied
Harrison’s attention to the eminent fit-
ness of Windom for the position, and
that his selection is In no wise a war-
rant for the assertion that Blaine will
manage Harrison’s administration.

except to yesterday add his personal
testimony to the fitness of the appoint-
ment of Windom. Senator Davis to-day
welcomed Senator Windom on the fioor
of the senate and held a long private
conversation with him there. An even-
ing paper says: “Mr. Windom is him-
self authority for the statement that he
has aceepted the treasury portfolio and
will lease a house here for four years.”
Hon. Johu J. Kleiner left for home this
evening. He said: *‘The Sioux bill
passed the house to-day, and Mr.
Dawes assures me that it will pass the
senate to-morrow, and hence I am going
home happy. The reservation will now
be open and we will prosper.”

Senator Sawyer. ac-
companied by the Wisconsin Republi-
can congressmen and visiting friends
called on Mr. Blaine this afternoon by
appointment and they were received
with great cordiality by the premier of
Harrison’s administration.

ested. Hon. Richard Guenther has been
an openly-announced candidate for
recorder of decds for the District of
Columbia ever sinee the election.

An Injured Ciaim Agent Sues
Vilas and Dickinson.
Harvey Spaulding, a claim agent of
this city, has brought suits for $100.000
damages in each case against William
F. Vilas, former postmaster general,
and Don M. Dickinson, the present
head of the postoffice department. Mr.
Spaulding alleges that a large number
of postmasters of the third, fourth and
fiftn classes put their elaims against the
government for readjustment of salary
in his hands, and that after much labor
and expense he secured the passage of
an act by congress directing the post-
master general to readjust these claims.
He charges that both Mr. Vilas and Mr.
Dickinson, in their capacity as post-
master general, have harassed him in
in every possible way in the presenta-
tion of these claims; that they have,
with malicious intent to injure his busi-
ness, caused drafts for the paymentof
postmasters’ accounts adjusted to be
sent direet to the postmasters, accom-
penied by a circular stating that no
agent was needed to prosecute these
claims, the purpose being to have the
plaintiff’s elients believe that he
(Spaulding) had rendered them no serv-
ice, and that they were under no obliga-
tion to him tor the fees agreed upon.

MR. COWLES IS MAD.

He Berates the Members Who
Are Obstructing His Tobacco
Bill.

WasniNeTox, Feb. 28. —Mr. Cowles,
author of the bill to repeal. the tax on
tobacco, is very indignant at the ob-
structive tactics employed by certain
Democrats to prevent a vote on his bill.

THE FORTIFICATION BILL.

An Agreement Reached by the

Conferrees---The Alterations.

WASHINGTON, Feb 28.—The confer-
rees on the fortifications bill came to an
agreement at a late hour this atternoon.
The appropriation of $200,600 for sub-
marine torpedoes inserted by the senate
was cut down to $50,000. The senate
appropriation for sub-marine mines for
harbor defense was agreed to, the
amendment providing an appropriation
to purchase machine guns. T'he musket
caliber was struck out because a like
provision has been inserted in the army
bill. The appropriation for caissons,
ete., for artillery was agreed to. The
appropriation for testing new guns was
struck out. The legislative provision
that all expenditures shall be made un-
der the directions of the fortifications
board was agreed to, but the senate
amendment providing that the a‘)pro-
priation shall be immediately available
was struck out.

WasHiNgToN, Feb 28.—Representa-
tive Burnett, of Massachusetts, who was
threatened with a serious attack of
pneumonia, is now regarded as out of
danger. There is a slight weakiness in
the action of the heart. but no serious
results are looked for from this trouble.
There are two members of the Ten-
nessee delegation too ill to attend the
sessions of the house. One of these,
Mr. Whitthorne, has not been present
this winter. He has been confined to
his hotel ever since the opening of con-
gress. The other, Mr. Neal, is quite ill
at his hotel and seems'to have suffered
a general break-down in health. It 1s
said that it was for this reason that he
was not a candidate for election to the
next house.”

Tariff Reform a Living Prin-
ciple--Sectional i_latred
Dying Out.

The Cabinet Slate Made Up,
With Only the Navy Un-
provided For.

Wisconsin and Dakota Legis-
latures--Republican Club
Convention. ;

NEw Yorg, Feb. 28.—In compliance
with a request of James Gordon Ben-
nett, President Clevelana, yesterday,
gave a long interview to a correspond-
ent of the Herald, Asaresult of the
interview, thecorrespondent telegraphs
the following to the Herald: *“I have
had a long, and indeed a very interest-
ing talk, witih President Cleveland this
morning. 1t was really a talk, for Mr.
Cleveland ebjects to a formal interview.
He preferred to chat in a familiar and
friendly way about the various topics
which involve the national welfare,
and then give me a free pen with which
to describe both what I saw and
what 1 heard. Mr. Cleveland referred
to the last four years,, and then
declared his hope that the Republican
party on its accession to power would
pursue no course that could in any way
rehabilitate the sectional animosities
which have been dying out. I was anx-
ious to know what he would say of the
future prospects of the republiec. I
therefore led the conversation to sub-
jects bearing upon this question. He
spoke with the utmost frankvess. He
said: ‘I am a Democrat, with all the
word implies. 1 am, moreover, an in-
tense Democrat, in that I believe that
the true principles of the Democratic
Bnrty are essential to the highest well-
eing of this country. ‘During the war,’
he added, ‘the Republican party had
sugreme and unquestioned control of
public policy. No one will ques-
tion the  service it
at that time, but the rank and
file of the ‘army was  com-
posed largely of Democrats. The
generals who won renown were also
many of them Democrats. While there
were among the Republicans a small
minority of hotheads who found fault
with the Lincoln administration, and
among the Democrats an equal namber
of fossils, whose timnidity was a national
misfortune, the great bulk of the peo-
ple from East to West, without respect
to party affihaticns, were not only pa-
triotic but ready for any amount of sac-
rifice for the preservation of the con-
stitution, Itis folly to claim that the
war was fought by either Republicans
or Democrats. 1t was fought by
THE AMERICAN CITIZENS OF THE

NORTH.

But it is plain, he said, with great se-
riousness, that under Republican ad-
ministration there has been givena
fresh and dangerous impetus to monop-
olies and trusts and combines. Im-
mense fortunes have been accumulated,
unknown in the days of our fathers.
They are peculiarly of post-bel
Inm times, and the control which
they arbitrarily exercise over the cost
of existence is a direct menace to the
welfare of the workingmen and ef .our
farmers. *‘On my suggesting the race
question in the South, Mr. Cleveland
naturally hesitated before answering,
beeause, as he said, it is the most deli-
cate subject now before the people.
“The South has partly recovered from
the effects of the war,” said he, “and
for twenty years and more has been
putting all its energies into the soil and
into manufactures. It has risen from a
condition approaching ruin to a degree
of financial and practical enterprise
which renders it, in some industries, a
sharp competitor with the North. The
sudden and marvelous recovery of the
South in industrial interests is a fact
in which the whole nation may well
take pride. And the feeling of pride
would be universal if the professions so
often made of complete recomciliation
and a desire to join in a hearty united
effort to work out our destiny as a
nation are sincere. The new relaiions
between the whites and the negroes at
the South are gradually arranging them-
selves. It must, however, be a work of
time, and of a long tume, before_an en-
tirely satisfactory result can Dbe
reached.”” While Mr. Cleveland be-
lieves that manifest wrongs

EITHER TO WHITES OR BLACKS,
should not be tolerated, hie has by no
means lost confidence in the fair-minded
average public opinion of the South to
do the best which the circumstances
allow. - They know the situation in all
its bearings,and to distrust their ability
to deul with it is to distrusttheir sincer-
ity and fairness.” When I suggested
some question as to the difference be-
tween the incoming and the outgoing
administrations, Mr. Cleveland was
quick with an answer. Evidently he is
1n no wise disturbed by the fortunes of
political warfare, which have befallen
him. He is downright good-natured
over his defeat. “Che people,alone,’ he
said, “have a right to rule the country
and their will is law. There is noap-
peal from their decision, and there
should be none. What they desire, they
will have and ought to have.” While
the president firmly believes that the
tariff reform measures which the Dem-
ocratic party stands for are for the bes
interests of the whole people, and while
he neither sees nor desires to see the
least disposition on the part of the Dem-
ocratic party torecede from the position
which it has taken, he accepts the
result of the election with the placidity
of the philosopher and the calmness
which the minority should always
possess, The people cannot be de-
ceived by false logic in the long rum,
however. The workingmen seem al-
ready to understand pretty well the
question submitted to them at the last
election. Mr. Cleveland has no fear
that the Democratic policy of an adjust-
ment of the tariff to the wants and cir-
cumstances of those of our people who
work for their living, with a due regard
to all other legitimate interests and en-
terprises, wiil not ultimately commend
itself to the American people. What
will help the people and make their bur-
dens lighter is what they will have in
the end; and there need be no fear that
they will not discover the way to this
end or that they will fail to attach
themselves to the party which consist-
ently and honestly offers them relief.

There ;were other matters on gwhich
I should have been glad fo hear Mr.
Cleveland’s opinion, but he had already
given me more time than could well be
spared, and I took my leave.

HERE IS THE SLATE.

The Probable Cabinet, With the
Navy Portfolio Yet to Be
Awarded.

WAsHINGTON, Feb. 28.—An impres-
sion prevails in some circles to-night
that tﬁe cabinet of the incoming admin-

rendered

general, John Wanamaker; secre-
tary of agriculture, Jeremiah Rusk.
It is said to-night that Platt and Miiler
are distinctly out of the race, and the
Platt men are much annoyed. New
York may get a cabinet Flace, but it
depends entirely upon the temper of
her politicians. Gen, Harrison, after
hearing a gireat deal abont thie situation
in the Empire state, told Mr. Morton
that if the Republicans there
regard to factions or personai difficul-
ties, could unite in recommending some
man for a cabinet place, he would have
generous consideration. If such har-
mony can be brought about, the man
named will be given the navy portfolio.
Senator Palmer is not believed to be a
possibility any longer. In the first
place there was no request for his ap-

ointment by the Republicans of
Michigan, and without such re-
quest, it is hardly probable that

with the great pressure for place,
a man without his state back-
ing would be chosen except on personal
grounds. In the next place, as Gen.
Harrison is reported to have said to the
Nebraska men, where a state had pre-
sented a candidate tor cabinet honors,
and it had been found inexpedient to
put his name on the list, it was hardly
to be expected that a man notso pre-
sented and supported should be chosen.
‘This was taken to dispose of the chances
of Robert W. Furnas, of Nebraska, for
secretary of agriculture, who had been
suggested when John Thurston’s name
was rubbed off, and would equally well
apply to Gen.Algerand Senator Palmer.
The Wisconsin delegation are still con-
fident that Gov. Rusk will have a place.
But it is not to besecretary of war; that
appears to be conceded to ex-Gov. Proe-
tor, and the only other place open to
him is that of secretary of agriculture.

‘The notable developement of the day
in the way of cabinet gossip is the en-
tire disgruntlement of the New York
contingent. It is loudly proclaimed
that Platt and Miller are out of the
race. Eariy this evening, William H.
Seward, a son of the famous Secretary
Seward, began to take the position of
the compromise candidate for cabinet
honors for the Empire state. The Platt
and Miller men admitted that their fa-
vorites were distanced, and a majority
seemed to be in favor of Seward. The
name of Whitlaw Reid was vaguely
suggested as a sop to New York. but
the Republican-editor was not held in
great favor by the professional politi-
cians,

THE WISCONSIN LEGISLATURE

Racy Disclosures Expected Re-
garding the State Printing Of-
fice.

Mapisow, Wis., Feb. 28.—By special
permission a bill was introduced in the
senate to-day authorizing the state
board of supervisors to build a state re-
formatory for women and girls. A bill
was also introduced providing that éir-
cuit judges shall decide all cases heard
before them within six months after
hearing, or in case of neglect or refusal
be cited to appear before the governor
and show. cause; it being discretionary
with the executive to remove him if
cause be found insufficient. A resolu-
tion has been presented to adjourn sine
die March 29. Speaker Mills is suffer-
ing from malarial fever, and M. C.
King was elected speaker pro tem.
The committee appointed to investi-
gate alleged frauds in the state printing
office has begun its work of examining
witnesses, and some interesting dis-
closures affecting certain state officers
are expected. Ex-Adjt. Gen. Chapman
was the first witness put on the stand,
and his testimony reflected on a certain
state official, whose name he refused to
divulge, in the matter of lobbying
against a measure two years ago look-
ing to economy in printing the state
roster of volunteer soldiers. '

DAKOTA LAWMAKERS,

The Morris Common Carrier Bill
Passed in the House.
Special to the Globe.

BisMARck, Dak., Feb. 28.—The house
held a forenoon session to-day for the
consideration of the Morris common
carrier bill. Discussion of this meas-
ure continued far into the afternoon
session and became quite heated. It
was slightly amended and passed on a
vote of twenty-three to nineteen. Your
correspondent is reliably informed that
a motion will be made to-morrow to re-
consider this vote; that it will carry and
the bill be killed. The names mentioned
as those who will go over to the opposi-
tion are Fletcher, Gonna, Baldwin and
Lampman. If this move is sucecessful
railroad legislation will take no further
part in the proceedings of this session.
A large number of bills were passed,
including council bills fixing interest
on territorizl warrants at 7 per cent and
establishing an agricultural college at
Valley City. The council spent the
afternoon in committee of the whole

considering the Stimmels and
Hughs election bills, both mod-
eled after the Australian plan,
When the committee arose it

reported favoring the passage of the
latter, as numerously amended, and
recommended indefinite postponement
of the former. The report was adopted
and the bill passed. Patton’s house
bill segregating Lawrence and creating
Meade county, for which measure its
cutter has worked two years, passed,
and much general interest is felt as to
its fate in the executive department.
The bill repealing the law creating the
office of territorial veterinary surgeon
was called up late in the afternoomn.
When a number of members had gone
home a motion was made to reconsider
the vote, and under call of the house
the sergeant-at-arms was instructed to
bring in the absentees. The vote was
a tie. After waiting more than honr
the supporters of the motion agreed to
adjourn. The motion will undoubtedly
carry to-morrow. The council appro-
priation committee completed its re-
port, and the number of blasted hopes
resulting is coequal with the bills in-
troduced. The amounts asked for are
cut down on an average of 30 per cent.
There are no complaints of unfair dis-
crimination. 1t is understood that the
house committee’s reﬁ)ort will agree
with that of the council. There is some
talk of an omnibus appropriation bill,
with these reports in its groundwork.
This will save much time and will
probably be resorted to.

Bobert Mullen Shoots His

Brother-in-Law in a
Family Battle.
LicoNiER, Pa., Feb. 28.—News

reached this place about 10 o’clock this
morning of a bold and daring murder.
The, facts briefly given are as follows:
At 7 o’clock last evening the house of
Herman Umberger. an aged farmer liv-
ing on the pike ten miles east of here,
near Jennerstown, Somerset county,
was entered by two masked men claim-
ing they had a search warrant for jew-
elry that had been stolen from a ped-
dier in the wneighborhood a short time
ago. Mr. Umberger ibnocently ac-
companied them through the house,
and when he was forced to open a trunk
containing $13,000, he placed it in his
pocket. They then demanded him, at
the points of revolvers, to hand it over.
This he strenuously objected to, when
aregular battle ensued, in which _they
fired five shots into his body killing
him almost instantly. They took the
money and fled inthe darkness. The
,azed 'wife witnessed the murder, but
was too old and feeble to be of any as-
sistance to her husband. The murder-
ers are supposed to reside in the com-
munity. Great excitement prevails,
and if the murderers are caught they
will undoubtedly be lynched.

FIGHT WITH A MADMAN.

William Davis Killed by a Keeper
at a Michigan Asylum.

PoxTIAC, Mich., Feb., 28.—Last Sun-
day William Davis, a patient at the in-
sape asylum, was killed by P. F. Tay-
lor, an attendant. To-day the coroner’s
jury rendered a verdict that the killing
was done in self defense. ‘The circum-
stances are these: As Taylor passed
Davis in the hatl with another imbecile,
Dayis, who was out of humor about
somethlng, struek Taylor in the neck.
Taylor left the other man, and grabbed
Dsvis about the waist. They struggled
for five minuted, first one then the other
%eﬂing _the best. When about three
mrwm« bench Taylor gave Davis a
Q

nt wrench, throwing-him aecross

twisted over it and beld there until as-
sistance arrived.” An examination of
the body revealed the fact that Davis
must have been handied in a terrible
manner. ‘The breast boene was broken
in two, and every rib on one side was
broken except two, and three were
broken twice. The ragged edge of the
ribs sawed off the veins and arteries so
that the internal cavities were filled
with blood. After the fight the patient
was taken out for a walk and dragged
around the grounds until he said he
could go no turther.

'CRUSHED FIREMEN.
