[HE STATE'S LANDS,

Past Prodigality By Legis-
lators In Granting Rail-
roads Swamp Acres.

Eleven Million Aeres Given
Away Within Twenty
Short Years.

The Opposition to the Duluth
& Winnipeg Road Takes
Strong Grounds.

Its Argument Made for the
Benefit of the State
Treasury.

If any member of the present house
will take the trouble to lcok on page
780 of the House Journal of 1887 he will
see there the following paragraph:

“House File No. 157—A bill for an act
for payment of certain back taxes,

*Was reaa the third time, and put
upon its final passage.”

There were 56 yeas and 21 nays, and
the bill passed. carrying with it what
has been denounced as the most ‘“ne-
farious robbery” of the state treas-
ury - which has ever been perpe-
trated. House File No. 157, innocent
as was its title, took from the state
treasury,already sadly depleted, £1,000,-
000 of taxes due. Butseven of the fifty-
six men who voted for the bill were re-
elccted, and it must have been that pub-
lic justice in some way thus measured
out a rebuke to these spendthrifts of
the public money.

On the general orders of the house to-
day two bills appear with as mnocent
titles as House File 157 bares. They
are:

House TFile 201 relating to the land
gz'al;l of the Duluth & Iron Range rail-
road.

House File 572 relating to the land
::ral;t ot the Duluth & Winnipeg rail-
road.

In truth both bills refer to the Duluth
& Winnipeg road. The first bill pro-
poses to forfeit to the state school fund
and the state institutions over 2,000,000
acres of swamp land, once granted to
the Winnipeg road, but now under taint
of forfeiture. The second bill proposes
to take from the state school fund and
the state institutions 9,000,000 in swam
lands and give it to the Winnipeg road.
The propositions of both are very plain
—one gives to the people what now be-
longs to them, and the other takes from
a weakened treasury what is its lawful
property.

in the days of land grants to rail-
roads (they are practically unheard of
now) Minnesota was very generous to
them, as the following data from the
state auditor’s report will show. The
conditions of the swamp land grants of
th; state from July 381, 1886, to July 31,
1888:
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That is the state has already con-
veyed to the railroads over 1,500,000
acres of swamp land, and there is still
due them 1,805,562 acres. Of all the
number of acres claimed as due, over
66 per cent belong to railroads, and a
meager 33 per cent is allotted to the in-
stitutions. This, on the very face of
the returns, bears startling evidence to
the prodigality with which the state,
from March 8, 1861, to March 3, 1881,
(the date of the last grant), gave away
its land to corporations. Jan. 4, 1882,
the constitutional amendment went into
effect which reverts all unearned or
forfeited swamp land grants to the
school fund, and the state institutions.
But other land grants have been made
by the state than these noted, although
coming through congressional endow-
nlwnt. The following table reveals
this:

All in all—in swamp lands and by act
oi congress—the state has given to the
railroads within its borders over 11,600,-
000 acres of land.

*In the face of all this,” comments

Gen. Baker, “still another railroad has
the aundacity at this time to come for-
ward and ask for 2,300,000 acres more,
and that, too. at a time when railroads
are being built, not by land grants, but
ilirough private capital.”

* ‘I'ie opponents of the Duluth & Win-
peg grant (and in the house they are
icularly strong), take the ground
that so far as the legislature is con-
cerned the limit of forfeiture must be
recognized, and that the excuse ot the
company that the time limit was

pot observed owing to a lack
of capital 1Is not valid, since
that should have been anticipated

before the grant was asked for, The
lands are now within the grasp of the
state, can be legally secured and work
no hardship to any interests but those
of+private speculators. That the road
will be ultimately built (as soon as need
for it exists) by private capital they do
not doubt, and since that is the case
they consider the needs of the state
paramount to those of aug corporation.
‘Ihe school fund has by no means
reached a permanent basis, although it
contains over £8,000,000 now. Toadd to
it now £4,500,000 worth of land justly
forfeited to the state seems to them like
making wise provision for the needs of
future generations. Furthermore
there is a pressing necessity of
creating a large and permanent
state 1nstitution fund. o do. it
with $4,500,00 in land which although
slowly, is certainly increasing in value,
appears to be an act of the higest states-
manship. The duty of the legislature
is first to the state and then to corpora-
tions and no one has yet been able to
divest the Duluth &~ Winnipeg propo-
sition of the nature of a corporate
scheme upheld by private interests.
The state has in the past granted to
railroads connected with the develop-
ment of Duluth 1,300,000 acres of land
or one-third of its total swamp land
grants, a very fair proposition on the
whole.

The temper of the present house, is
more than that of any preceding one,
for the protection of the state’s inter-
ests. That a repetition of the unwar-
ranted passage of house file 157 will oc-
cur is not believed by those who are
best posted as to the situation. If the
fight is to be an bonest one and mnot

manipulated by the lobby, there seems
to be little question as to the success of
the state.

FATALLY BURNED.

Terrible Deed of a Woman at
Helena,

HELENA, Mont.,, March 3.—Joseph
Anderson quarreled to-night with a
woman known as Lizzie Anderson, with
whom he had been living for some time

on North Warren Street, this
city. Several times during the
early part of the night the

police attracted by the disturbance they
created, cautioned them to desist.
About 10:30 the woman seized a burn-
ing lamp and struck Anderson on the
back of the neck with it, shattering the
glass and deluging Anderson with coal
oil, which instant! i) ignited. Anderson
ran out of the house, his clothing
ablaze. No one went to his assistance
for several minutes, but finally a hack
driver passing took one of his laprobes
and wrapped it about Anderson, extin-
guishing the blaze. The injured man was
taken to the hospital. His burns will
probably result fatally. He was an old
stage driver in the days before the rail-
road reached this place, and had a rep-
utation for having fought road agents,
who then infested the country. The
woman was arrested.

Buffalo Carpenters’ Demands.
Burraro, N. Y., March 8.—The

journeymen carpenters and joiners of
this city on Saturday presented to the
bosses a circular in which they demand
that on and after April 1 nine hours
shall constitute a day’s work, to be paid
for at the rate of 25 cents an hour, and
that over time shall be paid for at extra
rates; this arrangement to remain in
force for one year.

(’'CONNOR  WINS EASILY.

Gaudaur guits After Rowing Three Hun-
dred Yards

THE RACE REPORTED FIXED.

A Fight of 116 Rounds at Ashland---
Weir and Murphey te
Fight.

SAN Fraxcisco, March 8.—The
three mile boat race between William
O’Connor, of Toronto, and Jake Gau-
daur, of St. Louis, for $1,000 a side and
what was claimed to be the champion-
ship of America was rowed this after-
noon over the Alemeda course, an arm
of San Francisco bay, about five miles
from this city.  Early in the after-
noon a stiff breeze began blowing and
long before the time was announced
for the race to take place it was

evident that the water swould be rough,
but, notwithstanding the swell which
was on, both men evinced a desire to
row. Alfred J. Tobin was chosen ref-
eree and W. R. Vice timekeeper.
O’Connor’s judges won the place and
he was given the inside course, where
the water was much smoother than
Gaudaur’s course. After some delay
the men were sent away at
4 o'clock, O’Connor catching the
water first. At the start both men
were rowing thirty-six strokes to the
minute. When about 300 yards from
the starting point Gaudaur lost his
stroke, owing to the rough water, but
regained it and made a spurt till the
quarter was reached, when he again lost
water, and, turning his boat around, he
came back and gave up the race. O’Con-
nor steered somewhat wiidly about the
half-mile point, but soon regained
the straight course, and made the
turn and a mile anda half in nine
minutes and twenty seconds. On the
home stretch he shortened his stroke
and made the starting point in nineteen
minutes and forty-five seconds and was
declared winner of the race by the
referee. Only a small crowd assembled
to witness the race, owing to the fact
that the report was current that the
race was already ‘‘fixed.” Betting was
very light and but a few pools were sold
on the race. Outside money was offered
on O’Connor, with odds of two to one,
but there were few takers.

MELLETTE IS ALONE.

The Distinguished South Da-
kotan Has the Field
to Himself,

And it Seems Probable He
Will be Governor During
the Interim.

A Speck of War on the Horl-
zon for Washburn, Win-

dom and Davis.

Hard Work by Minnesotians
--Rusk Sure to Go Into
the Cabinet.

WasmiNeTON, March 3.—Gil Pierce
was withdrawn several days ago, and
Harrison Allen was the only guberna-
torial candidate of South Dakota. Dele-
zate Matthews was booked to support
Allen on account of personal obligations.
An important change occurred to-day.
Gen. Allen will be withdrawn from the
race on Tuesday next, and the field left
open for Mellette. Delegate Matthews
to-night says: *“1 have been ready to
give the indorsement to Gen. Allen.
whenever requested to doso. I am to)
day absolved from obligations, and fee
at liberty to appoint whomsoever I
please.” That statement is sufficient
for Mr. Matthews to make, but facts ob-
tained from other sources warrant the
statement that Matthews has signified
his willinzness to support Mellette, and
it is believed that he has already
signed Mellette’s application for recom -
mendation. There is now no candidate
for gubernatorial honors but Mellette.

Ralph Wheelock is here and s an
avowed candidate for receiver of public
moneys at Mitchell. He has many
friends and good support, but Theodore
F. Singiser is also here and making a
strong, shrewd fight for the same posi-
tion. To-night it looks as though
Singiser has the best show, and it would
be wise for Wheelock to strike for the
Mitchell postoffice. It is known that
Silsby, ex-postmaster, is after that
place, but he will not get it. Wheelock
may have it by switching off from the
receivership and dropping the fight
now on hand. ;

That the appointment of Windom to
the powerful position of secretary of
the treasury will not prevent Sabin and
others from making a fight on him is
manifest. Those who are in for the
fray say that while they realize that
Windom’s power will be tremendous
for four years they are willing to dis-
count all disadvantages and fight him
to the bitter end. One prominent Min-
nesotian says: “Washburn has made a
mistake. Thisappointment of Windom
may make him strong only to be Wash-
burn’s opponent for the senatorial sue-
cession. Windom will not allow obliza-
tions of friendship to deter him from
making a fight for the seat in
the senate if he can use his position to
do so.”” The same party states that
Cush Davis would be politically wise to
commence the fight against Windom
right now, as he will have his initial
tussle with im at the close of the pres-
ent term, and Washburn may unite
with Windom against Davis to save his
own sucecession.

Lind, Nelson, Rice, Wilson and Mac-
Donald have been working like beavers
day and night since Friday. No bills of
general importance are up for consider-
ation, but each member has private bills
which may go through by careful ma-
nipulation.

No source of information can be given
out, but the GLOBE may state positively
to-night that Jere Rusk will be a mem-
ber of the next cabinet as secretary of
agriculture. This is not a guess, but
information received at the Arlington
hote!l not mmany inches from Harrison’s
room. Roger C. Spooner arrived to-
night with the legislative train from
Madison escorting Gov. Hoard and staff,
with nearly the entire Wisconsin legis-
lature. Ex-Gov. Rusk is not in the
party, and may not be here in time to
witness the inaugural ceremonies. His
absence during the past week has been
regretted, and some Wisconsin men fear
that his seeming indifference may yet
lose him the coveted prize.

John Haggart, of Fargo, is here as
candidate for United States marshal of
North Dakota. This will take one-half
of Maratta’s scalp. Judge McConnell
will be allowed to serve out his term in
tire Fargo district, which expires Jan-
uary 9. Hon. R. E. Fleming will be a
candidate for surveyor general of North
Dakota, and will be properly indorsed.
The slate for North Dakota seems to be
Moody and Pettigrew for the senate,
and Gamble, of Yankton, and Gifford,
of Canton, for representatives. This
slate will probably meet with some op-
position from Edgerton and Matthews,
who are not yet ready for private life.
Samuel Cover will - have a Dakota
column in the Evening Critic to-mor-
row. He is a sensation here with his
Sioux Falls soldiers.

FODDER ECONOMY.

Some Methods of Preparing and
Utilizing Feed for Animals.

A long-continued, series of experi-
ments have demonstrated that fodder,
rightly prepared and fed, furnishes the
basis of an economical as well as nutri-
tious and profitable feed. It is not nec-
essary to enter into a detailed account
of the various elements of nutrition em-
bodied in this feed; suffice it to say,
that well cured corn fodder and straw,
either wheat or oat, cnt a power
cutter - imto one-fourth-inch lengths,
mixed with ground feed, moist-

i

ened and fed night and morning, with
ight feed of long hay at noon, will kee
cattle in food condition, in fair flow of
milk, and pay a good percentage on the
labor of preparing the food, thus leav-
ing the bulk of the hay for sale at re-

At night the cut feed
mixed with bran, ground oats and
corn and cob meal, is placed in_the
box, salt added, sufficient boiling
water turned over the mass to
thoroughly moisten and the Ilid
closed down. In the morning each
animal receives just what it will eat up
clean. The box emptied, is filled again
the same way and the contents allowed
to steam until time for the evening feed.
In this way the short-cut cornstalks be-
come softened, removing all danger of
the cattle’s mouths becoming sore.
warm and pleasant days the cattle are
turned into the yard, where they nibble
at the straw stack or fodder rick, or lie
down and chew the cud in perfect con-
tentment. The hitherto despised straw
and fodder with the ground feed
affords a better balanced ration for
milk and butter than the best of hay
alone, and at the same time allowing
the bulk of hay to be sold at $§16 per
ton. Not only do the cattle and horses
relish this prepared feed, but it would
warm the heart of even an old **moss-
back™ to see the way the pigs go for a
mess of the warm, soft mash on a win-
ter’s morgring, licking it up cleanand
ready at night for more. Later on I
shall add a modicum of oil meal and
cottonseed meal to the rationm, as the
weather becomes colder.

On the same subject Vancey E. Fuller
says in the *‘Farmers’ Advocate.” Dry
fodder corn is not used for milk pro-
duction to the extent that it should be.
When cut and steamed and fed with
bran and shorts, it makes a most ex-
cellent and cheap food, and the knowl-
edge of its merits should be more thor-
oughly disseminated throughout the
country. When it cannoet be steamed,
if run through a cutting box and damp-
en;ed, it has almost equally beneficial re-
sults.

DOUBT ABOUT WHEAT.

They Want to Go Into the Cream-
ery Business and Make More
Money.

Special Letter to the Globe.

. FouxTAlN, Minn., Feb. 26.—Here we

are on the first of another month, and

longer month, and spring will be with
us whether we are ready for it or not.

We do hope it will be good for farm

work. Whether any wheat will be tried

the coming season remains to be learned
later on. It was tried last spring, but
the chintz bug gathered it up before it
reached a foot high in this world of
bright sunshine. Some farmers report
seeing the bugs plentifully on their
farms. Others have seen none—not one
the past year on their possessions,having
searched ecarefully for them, too, yet
the bugs were not found. There is no
seed wheat around here that one can
learn of, only one farmer that has been
holding his wheat for four or five years,
and may have sold, so far as 1 can learn
at present. I can hear nothing at pres-
ent of any movement among the farm-
ers as to obtaining and sowing wheat
this spring. All seem too much inter-
ested in the butter business at present,
and the ficht will be a strong one, as
there will be many farmers in the
fray that are tired of supporting
men of wealth that are running cream-
eries and growing richer and the
farmer poorer. Wykoff, five miles west.
is now reported engaged 1n building an-
other butter factory, in which the
farmers are the only interested stoék-

?qlders, and will manage their own af-

airs.

The creamery here will have 2,000
cows beionging to the subscribers and
stockholders, besides some farmers that
have not as yet decided how many cows
they will have to enter, but what
cream they have has been promised
to the factory here, and they will
get fram some of the town people who
own two or three eows, being quite con-
venient to cheap pasturage all through
the season. In fact. the whole of Fount-
ain township wiil fight for their right
to do as they please with their own
affairs. If the farmers had done this
yvears ago it would have been better for
them. But they have sold their cream
to men that built creameries to make
meney, and have been badly fleeced
many times, and complaints availed
nothing. How the venture will turn
out remains with the coming of
vears to determine the resuit.
Every one that ever thinks of the differ-
ent ways of procuring a livelihood has
learned that a farmer has no choice in
priees for his produce; he has to sell
at the price some one else sets tor
his productions. What he would like
he cannot have, but must take what
some one else dictates, while one or
more is growing richer by this very un-
just way of doing business; and so it
will be until the farmers combine
together and demand their right
to live and have a little money
in their own pockets out of
the products of their toil. As it now
stands the farmers have no war with
the raiiroads, only the one—giving spec-
ulators the only right to build ware-
houses along their roads. This is a real
injustice, for after building their ware-
houses they put in a local buyer of all
the products of the farm, with the ex-
ception of butter and cheese. The local
purchaser does the best he ean on both
sides, but usually knows the best of the
bargain is on the other end of the road,
but the buyer does the best he ecan for
his friends and neighbors, as well as
the man who pays him.

The experience of years has shown
that to band together as a political
party is not wise, for their losses have
been more than gains—at least that was
the result when the grangersin Wiscon-
sin elected a farmer governor, and if by
any chance you happen to mention his
name now in the presence or one of that
order, he or she will blush with a sense
of shame for his misdeed. :

Not much good can be done by form-
ing a political party to carry their work
through, and maybe that the newly-
created cabinet office of agriculture
may be the needed help of the farmers.
So mote it be! We are giad of it!

For curiosity’s sake the Grosr has
kept a time check on the members of
the house for the last two weeks end-
ing Saturday. As accurately as possi-
ble the total time taken by each mem-
ber during those two weeks in speaking
was caleulated. The house sat ten days
in those two weeks and the total time
in session for that tper'wd was forty
hours.

That is out of the forty hours the
members took up over half or twentv
hours and three-quarters and two min-
utes in saying something, whether it
was worth saying or not, which leaves
less than twenty hours in ten days for
the clerk to read bills in,announce titles,
call rolls, the chaplain to pray and the
speaker to give his directions.

The members
grow hungry and desperate, some are
moves to adjourn, there is a wild rush
and another day gone. The schedule
for au average day looks very much
like this:

10:00 a. m.—Prayer.

10:05 a. m.—Journal reading.

10:10 a. m.—Petitions.

10:40 a. m.—Resolntions and reports.

11:10 a. m.—Introduction of bills.

11:30 a. m.—Gab.

1:30 p. m.—Adjourn. 2

Yet it is not an unusual thing for
some member to rise every day and
complain of the waste of time, said
complaint making as muech impression
upon the house as the fall of a rain-dro
upon a torrid world.

Itis too long in
session for the energy of the members,
and there is too much useless speech-
ifying. Day after day passes and the
members are held in their seats an hour
or two after dinner-time, which makes
them cross and ugly and unfit for work.
