Cnicaco, March 7.—The wheat mar-
ket was unsettled enough to-day to
satisfy the greatest of plungers, and the
advance was some comfort to the bulls.
The tacties of Hutchinson and others
on the curb excited the pit at the open-
ing, and first sales were all the way
from $1.021¢ to $1.03, At $1.03 the first
heavy trading was done, and Linn
droppea 100,060 bushels to Baldwin.
There was good buying all the way up
to $1.0314, when a turn let the priee off
to $1.03 again. After the pit had a quiet
hour with May around $1.03%; there was
a second bulge started and the fellows
who wanted wheat put the price to
$1.04. This was followed by a reaction
to §1.031; and another rally to $1.03J¢
before 1 p.m. The close was fairly
steady. June sold between 973 and
98!7e, and July between £0'5 and 90 {c.
The early buying by Baldwin and Far-
num was credited to Hutehinson, who
was thought to be realizing through less
conspicuous brokers. Receipts ofwheat
here were 76 cars, with but 42 cars for
Friday. The interest in wheat was less
than usual because of the activity in
pats and provisions. Primary receipts
of wheat were 206,000 bushels. The only
wheat cleared at Aflantic ports was
about 30,000 bu from Philadelphia. Dis-
patches reported a fair foreign demand
at New York. There was a big trade
in corn. The shorts in the May, June
and July futures were covering freely.
A good portion of the shorts were |
frightened at the higher prices fer cash

corn and the large export orders. Re-
ceipts were 249 cars. For an hour the

oat pit was the most conspieuous on the
floor. ‘The heavy holders were appar-
ently demoralized. The covering of
nearly 2.000,600 bu of short oats yester-
day did not cause an advance, and it be-
came the general opinion that the syn-
dicate was unloading. This idea was
strengthened by the sale of about 600,-
000 bu by their brokers. May oats sola
to 261e. Receipts 94 cars. TProvisions
opened firm and hizher and advanced
several points. Shortly before noon the
the Price Current estimated that the
packing of nogs last week was more
than 60,000 head greater than for the
corresponding weck (estimated) last
year, started a break which was assisted
by realizing sales and the raiders.

THE RECORD OF THE DAY.

One large trader bought frecly atthe
fuside figures of the day, and was also
credited with having been a large vur-
chaser yesterday, but at the advance of
to-day soid out a fair quantlity. For
July the market ruled rather quiet, and
after selling to a point 1¢ above yester-
day’s closing, declined le and closed
about }{c higher than yesterday. Corn
ruled fairly active with the feeling
stronger in sympathy with wheat and
provisions. Trading was more active
than for some days past, there
being more doing on outside account.
The market opened firm at yes-
terday’s closing prices and gradually ad-
vanced to !4e,eased off #c, ruled steady
and closed {c higher than yesterday.
Oats were active, but weak and lower.
Prices for May declined 2¢e, rallied 1
@3e, but receded ’ge, and the market
closed at #¢c below yesterday’s last
sales. A very brisk trade was reported
in mess pork. Early in the day the
market was stronger and sales were
made at 10@124¢ advance, and followed
by a further appreciation of 7{@10c.
Later the market weakened, with free
offerings, and a reduction of 374 @40c
was submitted to. From this point
prices rallied 10@12%¢¢, but soon weak-
ened again, and a reduction of 30@32%5e
was reported. Toward the close the
market was steadier, and prices ad-
vanced 2} (@5¢, and elosed rather quiet.
A weak and unsettled feeling prevailed
in lard during the greater portion of the
day, and a material reduction in prices
was submitted to. The close was tame.
Short ribs were active and irregular,
elosing quiet and lower.

The conspicuous
weak stocks were C.C. C. & 1. and
Short Line, and the former dropped
from 71} to 70, recovering oniy a small
portion of the loss in the afternoon’s
rally, while the latter, after opening up
1 pereent at 57 and advancing to 5%,
rapidly declined to 56. Chesapeake &
Ohio first preferred stock was again
conspicuously strong and active, scor-
ing a material gain, although the other
stocks of that company failed to re-
spond. Tennessee Coal was the most
prominent strong stock, and both
the common and preferred made
marked gains. Pierre Coal, how-
ever, was also very weak on light
transactions. The higher prices of
the day was generally reached in the
last hour and the market closed dull but
firm. Railroad bonds were irregular
with no very marked movements out-
side of the weakness in Denver & Rio
Grande Western assented bonds, which
lost 2 per cent at 86.
