Has a Beautifml Location, but Wil
Ask More Aid of the

Jasestows, N. D., March 8.—Au ia-
stitution which is rapidly taking a place
in the frout rank as a eredit to the ter-
ritory is the Jamestown college. The
handsome and extensive baildings
which are located on the bold bluffs
north of town form a striking objeet
which cannot fail to attract the atten-
tion of the passengers in the passing
trains.

The buildings; whieh were completed
two years ago, are of brick, with stone
{rimmings, and the architectural design
very happily combines the useful with
the ornamental. The main building is
three stories high, 100 feet long and
forty-four feet wide, with a capola,
from which a splendid view can be ob-
tained, exlegﬁi}ug for many miles in al}

e
CITY OF JAMESTOWN

is seen lying ju the vailey directly be-
low the college, with the James and
Pipestem rivers winding down from the
sorth, through richly wooded vales, to
meet just below the city and pursue
their course southward for many thou-
sand miles, to empty into the Gulf of
Mexico.

Looking south over the city, on the
opposite bluffs are seen the extensive
buildings of the Nortn Dakota hespital
for the insane, with the huge square
smokestack of the beiler house form-
ing a conspicuous feature in the land-
wscape. To the west, on the high ridge
between the wvalleys of the James and
the Pipestem, lies the burial ground of
old Fort Seward, the white monu-
ments shining in the sun. The stock-
ade and fort buildings disappeared with
the necessity which gave them birth,
and nothing remaius of the old fort but
the lonely graves. tp tell of the time
when the valley of the James was the
Lhome of the buffalo and the red men.

The college is under the control of
the Presbyterian denomination, but the
instroction given isunsectarian. There
are at present neariy 100 students en-
roled, the course being four vears.
While the majority of the students
board in the cily, a few of the young
ladies are allowed by the facuity to oc-
cupy rooms inthe eollege, the average
cost of boarding and tuition beirg from
§3 to & per week. A large number of
the young men are keeping bachelers'
hall in a brick block a few blocks awayw,
wuich is almost wholly given upto
them, and very amusing are the adven-
tures many of
