"The sale of any fresh beef, veal,
Inutton, lamb or pork Is prohibited in
the state except where inspectors ap-
pointed by the several cities, villages,
boroughs and townships of the state
have inspected the same twenty-four
hours •.fore slaus'it-pring: and if"found-
healthy then to be slaughtered by au-
thority of a certificate given by said in-
spectors. Any person selling meat be-
fore inspection shall be deemed -ruiltv
of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine
of not more than sl6o or imprisonment
for not more than three mouths. The
net does not apply to canned, smoked or
cured meats."

MKISICR'S LATEST.
The Peddlers and Their Licenses

Receive Attention.
Representative McKusick introduced

the owing bill, relating to peddlers
and their licenses:

It shall be unlawful for any person
lo travel from place to place in any
coanty in tins state peddling goods for
•sale, •>\u25a0.. unless said person shall have
been censed. This does not apply to
manufacturers, mechanics, nursery-
men or farmers selling results from
their work or products, or to patent
right dealers, train boys commercial
travelers, or persons incapacitated for
hard manual labor. Applications for
licenses must be tiled with the county
auditor. License fees shall be: To
travel by foot or rail, £15; to travel by
single team, $25: to travel by double
Iearn, £40.

Licenses are good for one year, and
the act is not intended to infringe on
corporate rights as to licenses.

TO BUST TRUSTS.
Representative Elmquist Tries a

Hand at Anacondas.
Representative Elmquist of the Ram-

sey delegation, has introduced the fol-
lowing bill, designed to destroy trusts:

"Itshall be unlawful for any firm or
incorporated company or any member
>•! them, manufacturing, producing, re-
fining or mining any article or product
which enters into general use or con-
sumption by the people to form or or-
ganize any trust, or to eater into any
combination or delegate to any
one or more board or boards
of trustees the power to
cundnct and direct the business of the
whole number of said Gnus, etc.. whichmay have or i repose to form a trust in-
consistent with this act and contrary
lopublic policy. "No certificate ofstock
oi other etidcr.ee of interest in any
trusL etc. shall have legal recognition
In any court in this state, and any deed
to real estate given by am tirm* etc..
for the purpose of becoming interested
In said trust, or any mortgage given,
etc., shall be void- "On the passage of
this act toe secretary of .state shall send
a prescribed form of oath to all cor-
porations, for them to take that they
are not concerned iv a trust. Failure

to comply .with- said oath shall be
authority for the secretary of -state
to revoke the charter 'of said *

corporation. The secretary of state
may notify any corporation in, a
trust that if it doe*- not withdraw from
said trust its charter may be revoked at
the expiration of ninety days. Any
corporation in a trust- at the time of the
passage of this act or after shall be
guiltyof a misdemeanor and subject to
a fine of not less than $3,000 nor more
than $10,000." "JTHMTftlfll

CORPORATE LIABILITY.

An important bill relating to the
liability of corporations, was introduced
by Representative Voltmex yesterday.

"No .steamboat, sleeping or passenger
car corporsi-kui. etc., shall takeon board,

or contract to do so. anj-nassenger or
passengers except under the praTS*?**
of this act; that the duties and liabili-
ties of the corporation to the persons
conveyed, their hens or assigns, are
the same as that of an inn keeper in
common law, in so far as reimbursing
said passengers, their heirs or assigns
are concerned, for losses or damage to
hisor their property. Said corporations
may limit their liability to an iron safe
on each boat or car and giving notice
that all property and valuables may lie
deposited there. Railroads operating
sleeping cars shall be deemed to be the
owners of said cars. No contract made
in this state to fixor limit the duties or
liabilityof any person or corporation
shall have any force or validity in this
state and the courts shall determine
and define according to the provisions
of this act."

RAILROAD STOCK.
Representative Ives has introduced

the following bill:
"Anyrailroad company organized un-

der the special or general laws of this
state may create, issue, and dispose of
such number ot shares of stock, either
common or preferred, as may be neces-
sary for redeeming its bonded debt.etc,
by exchanging stock fur bonds. Noth-
ing in this act to be construed as au-
thorizing the sate by any company of
its stock for less than the full par value
thereof in money, property, labor or
services/*

TAXING STREETCARS.
