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COLOSSAL COMBINE.
Significance of the Union of

the Big-Four and Bee Line
Systems.

Eastern Trunk Lines Lift
Their Boycott Against

the Alton.

The Inte rstate Commerce
Commissioners Lay Down

the Law.

Wheat and Flour Rates Re-
duced by the Milwaukee

—Notes.

CniCA-GO, March B.—One of the Van-
derbilt party, talking last night about
the union of the Bee Line and the Big
Four systems, outlined the situation as
follows: It is reported that the Van-
derbilts have recently purchased about
fifteen thousand shares of the Big Four
stock, the price averaging 100. This
merely gave them a minority in-
terest" But their purpose has al-
ways been held to be the ulti-
mate capture of the Chesapeake &
Ohio, now controlled by C. P. Hunting-
ton, the Big Four being controlled by
Mr. Huntington, DrexeU Morgan & Co., j
George Bliss and M. E. Ingalls. To get \u25a0

the Chesapeake & Ohio, they need the
Big Four, which feeds it. Hence the j
deal now consummated. It will be ex-
tended by making the consolidated lines j
jointly lease the Indianapolis & St. j
Louis' road, which has long been a bur-
den to the Bee line, its annual deficit
anion iitimrto several hundred thousand j
dollars. And the new line that willbe |
taken into the city will be the Cleve-
land, St. .Louis & Kansas City,
"which is now in course of construc-
tion. Mr. Ingalls will be presi-
dent of the consolidated companies.
The combination will take the Big
Four, with 338 miles of road, capital
stock $10,000,000. bonded debt $10,000.-
--000; the <_.. ('.. ('. & I, 738 miles of road,
capital $15,000,000, bonded debt $10,640,-
--000, and the Cleveland, St. Louis &
Kansas City, 820 miles of road, capital
stock 512,000,000, bonded debt £10,000,-
--000. The leased lines go with the rest
of the property. - It is not believed that
new capital stock will be issued. Each
line will go into the new combination
on terms that will give each line
a certain per cent of the
earnings of the combined lines.

* The Big Four secures a St. Louis and.
Kansas City line; The Vanderbilts get
a line toKansas City. The Big Four's
debt will be all refunded by 1890 into 4
per cents. This line also contributes
good terminals at both Cincinnati and
Indianapolis. The general offices of the
combined lines will probably be located
in Cincinnati. "Having virtually ac-
quired the Big Four," said an old rail-
road man, "they will soon reach out to
the Chesapeake & Ohio. The effect of
capturing the Chesapeake & Ohio can
hardly be accurately measured. It is a
goal well worth attaining."

LIFTED THE BOYCOTT.

Eastern Trunk Lines Admit the
Alton to Full Membership.

Chicago, March S. — The boycott
placed against the Chicago & Alton
road by the Eastern trunk lines was
lifted today. When the movement was
inaugurated in ISST to stop the payment
ofcommissions on the sale of through
tickets, the Chicago & Alton was the
only important Western road that op-
posed the | movement and refused to
abandon the custom. The trunk lines
tried toforce it to terms by refusing
to allow their agents in the. East
to sell tickets over that road. The boy-
cott continued until to-day, when the
Alton management was officiallynotified
that its tickets would he immediately
placed on sale in all the Eastern offices
the same as those of other Western
mads. This surrender, there is little
doubt, is intended as an inducement to
the Chicago & Alton to withdraw the
agents which it has stationed in the
East, and abide by the action of the
trunk lines on Thursday, when they
resolved to discharge any agent in their
employ found guilty of accepting a com-
mission hereafter.

THE CO .MMISSIOX'S ORDER
A Circular to Common Carriers

From the Interstate Commerce
Commission.
Wasiiinotox, March B.—The inter-

state commerce commission to-day .ad-
dressed a circular to all common car-
riers affected by the interstate com-
merce law, calling attention to the re-
cent law amendatory of the original act,
and notifying them that "an order will
at once be made prescribing that all
future advances and reductions in joint
taiiffs shall be given the same publicity
which is required in the case of tariffs
ofindividual carriers. Until such ad-
vances or reductions are notified to the
commission, and made public, existing
joint tariffs, as above defined, must be
observed." The effect of the amend-
ment, the commission s-v, is to place
joint tariffs and individual tariffs under
substantially the same rules. Neither
can be reduced without three davs'public
notice, or advanced without days' pub-
lic notice; and the commission must
also be notified of all contemplated
changes: individual and joint tariffs
alike must be observed in their integ-
rity: and all interstate traffic is neces-
sarily accepted under either an individ-
ual tariffor a joint tariff. In reference
to the application of these provisions of
the law to export traffic, the commis-
sion understand that all tariffs now on
file in its office, established by carriers
accepting merchandise billed or intend-
ed for export by sea. show the rate
charged by the inland carrier or car-
riers to the point of export, with a nota-
tion to the effect that through rate is de-
termined by the addition ofthe ocean
rate from time to time prevailing. The
law contemplates that" all trafficfrom
inland points, designed for export by
sea, must be taken under a joint tariffor an individual tariff; the tariffs above
referred, as now on tile, embrace both
Classes. Under these tariffs the inland
rate to the point, of export cannot be
varied without subjecting the carrier to
the penalties imposed for violation of
law.

General Managers' Committee.
St. Louis, March B.—The committee

of nine appointed yesterday by the gen-
eral managers' meeting held a long ses-
sion last night, and met again this morn-
ing ?t the Southern. After carefully
going over the entire ground they almost !Unanimously decided to recommend the
three association plan, with some modi-
fications as to details. The question yet
to be determined is under what division
certain short lines belong.

To-night the general committee of the
general managers of lines in the Inter-
state Railway association considered
the report of the special committee of
nine, which favored the conntiuancc of
tin! Northern' and Northwestern and
tin; Southwestern sections ofthe pres-
ent Western - Freight association,
additional territory to be given to
each. This recommendation was
favorably received, as was one favoring
the formation ofa third association to
be known as the Trans-Missouri asso-
ciation, the latter to have charge of
business west of the Missouri river, and
the making of rales on Colorado ami
Utah . traffic, east and west bound;
each 'subdivision to have charge of
rates through to destination on associa-
tion roads of all business originating on
its road < .'<(,! trans-Missouri, .which
willcontrol on traffic from and to Col-
orado and Utah.. The above basis for
organization was referred to a com-
mittee composed of Messrs. Chappel,
lloldridge, Hi, John. Midgclcy and

Failhorn, to complete details and sub-
mit rules and regulations for .the gov- ;
ernment oftraffic .in v the several sub-
divisions. Another committee, .'com-;*
posed of White, Wicker. Hayes and.
Meek, was appointed to. prepare and
submit a plan for the organization of an
association to govern the entire passen-
ger traffic. The general committee then
adjourned to meet at such time to-mor-
row as the two committees named are
ready to make their report. :"-'>\u25a0'.

GREAT FIRE IN . I_Ol"lSVllj__E.

Two "Large Stores Burned With
A:an Aggregate Loss of $435,400.

Louisville, Ky., March 8. — The
most disastrous lire in loss of
property that has occurred hero in
seven years broke out at noon to-day in
the basement ofthe Kleinhans* Simon-
son's clothing, house, 426 to 434 West
Market street. In fifteen minutes after
the alarm, the blaze had spread through
Kloinhans & Sinionson's three stores
and was leaping from the fourth floor
through the roof. Soon after the, roof
fell, and a little later two large sections
of the side walls. With one of
these the rear of 11. - Strauss'
dry goods house went down, and
the fire seemed beyond control. At the
first outbreak scores of employes from
Kleinhans & Siinonson's and* the ad-
joining houses had rushed into the
street. One saleswoman was shut in by
the flames and with difficulty.rescued
from the second floor. The two stores
where the fire started were built com-
pactly in one of the most important
blocks in the center ot the city. A
strong west wind was blowing,.and
when Strauss' store, the next east, was
already burning on the top floorand
the rear fell in. sending a mass of
flames upon the loose structures in the
center of the block, it seemed inevitable
that the eastern half should Irani.
After a hard fight, however, the fire-
men gained control and confined
the .flames to • the upper floors
of ' Strauss' • place. One fire-
man was painftillv and another
slightly hurt. One of the Kleinhans
ifc Siinonson's buildings was owned
by 11. Victor Newcomb, of New York,
the other by the firm. Strauss' build-
ing was owned by the W. P. Churchill
estate. The losses are: 'Kleinhans &
Sinionson's stock, $285,000; Kleinhans
& Sinionson's building, 807,000; New-
comb building, 825,000; Strauss' stock,
$40,000; Churchill building, $0,000.
Insurance: Kleinhans & Sinionson's
stock and fixtures, $172,749: Kleinhans
& Sinionson's and Newcomb's build-
ings, $25,000; Strauss' stock, $38,000;-
Churchill building, $10,000. Aggregate
losses, including smaller sufferers, is
$435,400; total insurance. $255,277. The
insurance is distributed in sums of
$5,000 and under among companies rep-
resented here.

HIS ASSISTANT DID IT.

The Mystery Surrounding the
Weehrung Murder Cleared Up.

think they have cleared up the mystery
surrounding the brutal murder of the
drug clerk Guenther Weehrung yester-
day morning. Detective Sergeants
Price and Titus, in the course of their
search for the place where the hatchet
was purchased, visited the store oflsi-
dor Freidlich, 1310 First avenue. Fried-
lich instantly recognized the weapon as
one he sold to a youth on Wednesday.
William Krulisch, the drug clerk's as-
sistant, who resides with his uncle at
363 East Seventy-first street, was taken
before Freidlich, . who recognized him
beyond a doubt. A man named Adolph
Schlesinger, who was in the store when
the purchase was made, joined in the
identification. Krulisch is seventeen
years of age. He maintains his inno-
cence, but makes many conflicting
statements. He was locked up. The
hatchet is of peculiar make, and has
been out of the market for some time
past.
