ABULLET FOR A BULLY

“Curly Bill,” Terror of the
Pineries, Shot by Charies
E. Hayden.

He Had Vilely Attacked the
Reputation of Hayden’s
Wife.

Six Dangerous Criminals Es-
eape From Jail at Ash-
land, Wis.

Largely Attended Prohibition
Convention at Huron--
Hanson’s Case.

Ruy RiveRr CAyp, Minn., March 12.—
Louis White, generally known- as
“Curly Bill,” the terror of the pine
regions of Minnesota, was instantly
killed this afternoon by Charles E. Hay-
den. In the noon mail Hayden re-
ceived a cabinet photograph of his wife
and two children, and the loggers
gathered about him to look at it.
White attacked the woman’s character,
and a violent quarrel ensued, ending in
a rough-and-tumble fight, Hayden com-
ing off the viector. After the fisticuff
White went to his room, and, returning
with an axe, rushed at Hayden, who
calmly drew a revolver and shotthe
bully through the heart. Hayden was
placed under arrest. He is a young
man of thirty-four, and came here from
Augusta, Me. White’s people live at
Muskegon, Mich.

WHOLESALE JAIL DELIVERY.

Six Dangerous Prisoners Escape

From the Ashland Strong Box.
Special to the Globe.

ASHLAND, Wis., March 12.—Ashland
county’s fine new jail was, at 8:45
o’clock to-nignt, delivered of six of the
worst eriminals ever placed behind iron
bars. Chief of Police Montgomery was
in his office at the city hall when he re-
ceived a telephone message from Hans
Olson, the jailer, who said he had been
assaulted by the prisoners, his keys
taken away and that the birds had
flown. He wasin the cage, lettinga
trusty prisoner in, when one of the
prisoners made a rush at him, knock-
g him on the head with some instru-
ment that bereft him of his reason for a
few minutes. When he had sufficiently
recovered to realize what had_ hap-
pened the birds had left. They took
the jailer’s keys and had no trouble in
passing through the outer doors.

THE ALARM WAS GIVEN
within a very few minutes and both the
police force and the sheriff and his
deputies are out in force. Upon exami-
nation it was found that Danmiel Ritchie
and Louis Burke, held for murder; Lou
Williams and John Martin, burglary;
John McDonala and William Graham,
assault with intent to kill and rob, and
Jack Heslap, larceny, were the men
who succeeded in getting out. Ritchie
is the man who so brutally shot down
and Kkilled young Billy Amrine in a
Second street saloon last August. He
was the late Jack Mahoney’s right-
hand man,and is

THE WORST DESPERADO
in this part of the country. His trial
was to come off at the coming term of
court, he having been granted a con-
tinuance. Louis Burke is only of re-
cent residence at the county jail. About
three weeks ago, at Highbridge, he
batchered a man named Alex Mont-
gomery with an axe because of alleged
improper relations with his wife. Mar-
tin and Williams are two burglars who
ramsacked Ashland from top to bottom
a few months ago and were also await-
ing trial. McDonald and Graham are
well-known footpads. Two years ago,
during Sheriffi Breen’s administration,
they broke jail. Mr. Breen, just before
his term of office expired, traced them
to Spokane Falls, W. T., and brought
them here last December. Taken all in
all, it is the most desperate and whole-
sale delivery of tough prisoners in the
Northwest for many years.

THE LAST SEEN
of the convicts they were in the vicinity
of the Lake Shore round house, headed
in a southerly direction, and it is be-
lieved the chances are against their
recapture, as most of them, especially
Ritehie have the strong support of a
tough element. Friends of Ritchie
have indiecated by their actions since he
so foully shot Amrine in the back, that
no effort would be spared to free him.
It is likely he will have some assist-
ance in getting away. This is the
second time Heslop has escaped from
Ashland officers. A year ago, while en
route to Waupun to serve a term for

theft, he jumped from a moving
train and was not retaken until
last  week. At a late hour

to-night the opinion among the officers.
who are baffled, seemes to be that
Ritchie has been seecreted by friends,
and that the arrangements for his es-
cape are so complete that they will
never again see him. He is regarded
as a great hero and a king among his
class. The assault upon the jailer has,
without oubt, been _dehberated,
planned and executed by Williams and
McDonald, who are rated as the most
sucecessful crooks in the Northwest.
Olsen is a green Swede, who was
formerly employed by Sheriff Mattson
while in the saloon business, and was
an easy victim for such old hands. He
was severely injured when he was
knocked down with some heavy weapon
lying close at hand.

DAKOTA PROHIBITIONISTS,

Six Hundred Cold Water People
Assembled at Huron.

Some of the most earnest
temperance workers in the northwest
are here. On. temporary organization
R. L. Brown, of Aberdeen, was chosen
chairman, and F. A. Burdick, of  Yank-
ton, seeretary. Mayor Rice and F. H.
Kent delivered addresses of welcome,
to which Rev. W, E. Selleck, of Aber-
deen, responded. On permanent or-
ganization D. W. Diggs, of Milbank,
was made chairman and H. L. Hopkins,
of Henry, secretary. A telegram was
read from the platform committee, an-
nouncing the appointment of Mellette
as governor, which was received with
tremendous cheers. The following dis-

atch was immediately sent to Gov.

ellette by order of the econvention:
‘“T'he non-partisan eonstitutional con-
vention, assembled to the number of
600, congratulate yourself and Dakota
on your appointment. May God bless

you.” The evening’s session was occu-
pied over an address by Rev. E. E.
Clough, of Watertown, on the practical
working of state prohibition. Rev. W.
G. Dickinson, of Webster, also spoke on
the same subject. The appointment of
Mellette is received here with expres-
sions of satisfaction, and numerous
congratulatory telegrams have been
sent him.

UNEARTHED A DEN.

Not of Beasts, But of Counterfeit-
ers, at Dubuqgue, Iowa.

DuBuqQuEe, Io.,, March 12.—While
searching for a stolen set of harness
last evening, the officers came acei-
dentally upon a counterfeiters’ den on
Sanford avenue, near the base ball
park. A man who ran out of the house
as the officers entered, was arrested a
few hours later on a train going west.
He gave his name as Bennett. The
search disclosed a fine and costly jew-
eler’s lathe; mold for making (silver)
spoons; a wolf skin overcoat and dies
for coining silver dollars, which latter
explained the origin of the counterfeit
dollars in circulation.

Joe Daniels and his son are farmers,
living near Dickeysville, Wis., a few
miles from Dubuque. The old man is
seventy years of age and has a young
wife. The son is also married. All
live in the same house, and have had
several bickerings over business mat-
ters. While watering horses yesterday
morning, the old man attacked his son,
and being overpowered, drew a pocket
knife, stabbing the son in the abdomen,
lungs and heart, inflicting wounds con-
sidered fatal.

THE MORA KILLING.

Annie C. Hanson Was Shot by Her
Son While Defending Her.

MoraA, Minn., March 12.—The inquest
in the Hanson shooting ease was fin-
ished yesterday. The verdict of the
jury was that Annie C. Hanson came to
her death by a bullet fired by Charles
Hanson, hitting her unintentionally
while trying to defend her from Jake
Hanson. (Quick is bis real name.) The
evidence was so strong against Charles
Hanson that he made a confession, giv-
ing his reasons for not telling the truth
in the first place, being that Jake Han-
son (Quick) had tald him that he would
have to hang if "he told the truth, and
that if they put it on to Noting and
stuck to their story they would get
clear. Quick was the cause of all the
trouble, and at the time of the shooting
tried to stab Mrs. Hanson,which caused
Charley to do the shooting. The shoot-
ing of Mrs. Hanson by her own son was
unintentional, and the boy has a good
many sympathizers. He has been
bound over to the grand jury. Jake
Quick has also been arrested and held
to the grand jury for the assault. The
general termr of court does not convene
till September, but the county attorney
will ask for a special term to convene
as soon as possible. Noting is happy
that the charge of the shooting did not
hold against him.

PROMOTED FOR MERIT,

Judge Given, of Des Moines, Steps
From the District to the Su-
preme Bench.

KILLED BY A COWARD,

F. W. Dawson, Editor of the
- Charleston News and Cou-
rier, Murdered.

The Assassin a Young Doector
of Most Unsavory Repu-
tation.

There Is Talk of Lynching,
and Circumstances War-
rant It.

Capt. Dawson’s Brilliant Ca-
reer as Soldier and Jour-
nalist.

CHARLESTON, S. C., March 12.—Capt.
F. W. Dawson, editor of the News and
Courier, and agent of the Associated
Press in this ecity. was murdered this
afternoon at about 3:30 o’clock by T. B.
McDow, a physician of this eity. It
seems that DMcDow, who is a
married man and father of a fam-
ily, had been too familiar with
a Swiss maid in Capt. Dawson’s
family, and that Capt. Dawson had
visited McDow at his office to remopn-
strate with him. Wo ds and blows fol-
lowed, and the encounter ended in Me-
Dow’s shooting Capt. Dawson through
the heart. ‘The murderer then locked
up his office and went out. Three hours
later he surrendered himself to the
police authorities, and the body of the
murdered man was found lying in Mec-
Dow’s office. The murder causes in-
tense excitement, and

THERE IS TALK OF LYNCHING.

The murderer is married and has
several children. The murder, it is
said, was committed about 3:45 p. m.,
but was not discovered for three hours
afterwards, when the murderer sur-
rendered himself. The bodv of the
murdered man had, in the meantime,
lain in the office of the murderer, not
one hundred yards from his own resi-
dence. Capt. Dawson left the News
and Courier office about 3:30 p. m. and
was never seen alive again. It appears
that he had suspicions that his maid
servant, who had charge of his children,
was
NOT BEHAVING HERSELF PROPERLY.

to detail a detective to shadow the girl,
stating that he aid not desire his chil-
dren to be entrusted to a girl who was
not strictly honest. The detective ac-
cordingly shadowed the young woman.
On Mounday morning he saw her get on
a Rutleage street car, where she was
soon after joined by Dr. McDow, the
murderer. The detective followed the
pair for several hours, and submitted
a report in writing to the chief
of police, who communicated its details
to Capt. Dawson this morging. As
stated above, Capt. Dawson left his
office at 3:30 p. m. to-day and was found

of McDow. His face was badly beaten
and a pistol bullet was found in his
heart. 1tis supposed that he went to
Dr. McDow’s to remonstrate with him,
a married man and the father of several
children, against seducing his maid-
servaut, and that

DR. M’'DOW SHOT HIM
after the two had been engaged in a
controversy. After the murder McDow
disappeared till 8:30 p. m., when he ap-
peared at the police station and sur-
rendered himself. MeDow is said to be
the ounly doctor in the eity who is not a
member of the State Medical society,
and has an unsavory reputation. He
married, some time ago, the daughter of
C. C. Aherns, a rich, retired grocer, and
1t is known that the police have been
asked to shadow him several times.sThe
city is in a terrible state of excitement.
All the evidence adduced thns far
shows that the murder was one of the
most diabolical in the annals of erime.
Capt. Dawson was shot while sitting
down. The shot was a fatal one. After
murdering his vietim, it is said Dr.. Me-
Dow lefg him lying on the floor, locked
his office door and went out to a corner
grocery store. 'There is evidence that
he tried to bury the corpse of his vie-
tim, but thatin the meantime suspi-
cions had got out, and finally, three
hours atter he had killed Capt. Dawson,
he surrendered himself to the police
authorities.

THE MURDERER

has the reputation of being a rake, and
it is said that be is known in almost
every house of prostitution in the city.
To-night the city is wrapped in mourn-
ing, and the murder is the subject of
discussion in every quarter of the town.
The body of the murdered man has
been taken to his residence, and the
coroner, after impaneling a jury, has
adjourned the inquest until to-mor-
row. The murderer was hurried to
the jail as soon as he had surrendered
himself, and for the present is safe from
lynching, as the jail 1s well nigh im-
pregnable. The entire community is
incensed. The city council had Jjast
tnet to-night when the news of the mur-
der was telephoned, upon which the
council at once adjourned.

Bl1OGRAPHICAL.

Interesting Outline of the Distin-
guished Editor’'s Career.

NEew YoRK, March 12.—The following
is a sketch of the murdered man’s life:
Capt. F. W. Dawson was a native of
England, but he passed the great-
er part of his life 1n the
Southern states. Early in the
war Commodore Robert B. Pegrum,
of the Confederate navy, was i English
waters in command of the Nashville.
To him eame an intelligent and well-
mannered young Englishman with the
request that he be given passage to the
Southern states, as he wished to join
the Confederate army. Commodore
Pegrum refused, saying that he could
not think of taking a minor among
strangers to run the risks of war. He
would not consent, even if the boy ob-
tained the consent of his guardian.
W. L. Yancey was then in London. and
young Dawsou, for he was the youth
who wanted to cast his fortunes with
the Confederacy, sought him out and so
worked upon his feelings that he wrote
an earnest request to the commodore
to give the boy passage. The com-
modore still refused. About this
time the queen ordered the Nashville
and the Tuscarora to leaxe English
waters. Commodore Pegrum did not
obey the order, but went to London to
arrange for his stay. While he was
away some hands were shipped on the
Nashville, and among them the commo-
dore afterward found young Dawson.
T.ater circumstaneces led him to appoing
DAWSON AS CAPTAIN’S CLERK,
and this appointment was confirmed by
the Confederate secretary of the navy
when tne Nashville reported on her
return. Soon aftter his return Pegrum
was placed in command of the James
river squadron, and he took with him
Dawson, to whom he had become
greatly attached. The James river ileet
was for a long time inactive, to Daw-

son’s regret, for he had come to fight.

One night a splash was heard
alongside  his ship, and soon
a4 man was seen swimming to

ward the Federals. There was a gen-
eral discharge of guns at him, but it
was not known whether he was hit. At
the roll call in the morning young Daw-
son was missing. A few days after-
ward it was learned that he had swam
far enough toward the Federals to
escape the commodore’s sentinels and
had then reached Capt. W. T. Pegrum’s
battery. This battery was in a few
days in the thickest of a fight, and
it is Capt. Pegrum’s testimony
that he never witnessed such cool brav-
ery in his lite as was displayed by
young Dawson. He was wounded, and
the commodore had taken bhim to Rich-
mond. While he was there an order
was Issued for the examination of men
for the ordnance department. The
commodore furnished Dawson with
books. and two or three times a week he
went to Richmond and examined his
young friend. He progressed rapidly
and. he stood first in the ofticial
examination. Though not entirely re-
covered from his wound, he reported
at onceror duty, and before the war
closed he had advanced to the first posie
tion in his branch of the services
AFTER THE WAR

Capt. Dawsou joined the ranks of the
Southern journalists, and it is as an
editor that he is best known in
the North. ¥or many years he
had been editor of the Charleston
News and Courier, and in that position
he supported all the Democratic meas-
ures for obtaining control of the gov-
ernment of South Carolina, No native
of the state was more ardent or more
active in the work of giving control of
the state to the Demoeratic minority,
and his journal, the most powerful in
the state, put courage into many Demo-
crats who could not at first sce their
way to approving the  high-
handed outrages which at last
gave their party supreme control.
Outside of polities, Capt. Dawson, wus
active in promoting the material wel-
fare of the state, and when Charleston
and other South Carolina cities were
visited by ruinous earthiquakas, he took
a prominent part in rising relief funds
in the North. It was after leaving the
Confederate army Capt. Dawson bee
came

EMPLOYED AS A REPORTER
on the Richmond Dispateh. After sev-
eral years spent in Richmond, he, witl
B. W. Riordan, purchased the Charles-
ton News. Mr. Dawson subsequently
succeeding Mr. Riordan as sole owner.
He was a leading and prominent citizen
of the state, and was well known as
the member for South Carolina of the
Democratic national committee. Capt.
Dawson achieved considerable dise
tinction on account of his stefide
fast refusal to engage in a duel some
years since, in response to a challenge
from one of the most prominent citizens
of the state. He boldly announced that
he was opposed to dueling methodsg
for this attitude he received substantial *
indorsement from the pope. During
the memorable earthquake that nearly
destroyed Charleston, Capt. Dawson
was able to publish his paper through-
out the entire period of alarm and
distress, and as soon as the
telegraph wires were in operation '
out of Charleston, furnished graphic
and effective descriptions of that mem- .
orable night and the succeeding days °
that filled Charleston with distress and
deselation. He was a gentletman held *
in. highest respect by persons of all
 classes and conditions, and prominent
citizens declare that his killing must
have been a deliberate and outrageous
murder,

HELD TO ANSWER.

Regulators Who Will Be Regulate
ed by the Courts. :
PITTSBURG,Pa.,March12.—A Braxton

*“Twenty-five citizens of this neighbor-
hood have been admitted to bail to
answer an indictment *which may be
found against them by the grand jury
for assuming the role of regulators,
tearing down eight dwelling houses
and warning the inmates to leave the
cuunt[\;) For a number of vears the
neighborhood known as *Hickory
Wythe,” about four miles from
town, has been infested by a num-
ber of dissolute females, Recently a
protracted meeting was held in that
neighborhood by Rev. A. B. Cunning-
ham, at which a larze number of the
citizens professed religion. Rev. Cun-
ningham and some of the church mem-
bers conceived the idea of ridding the
community of all bad cHaracters, and
accordingly an organization, consisting
of more than 100 men, was formed for
the work of purification. A few days
ago the organization got together and
made a formal raid upon the objection-
able characters, and gave them twenty-
four hours in which to leave. The time
expiring without the premises having
been vacated, the mob returned and
leveled eight houses with the dust,
driving the inmates away. Some per-
son, who did not approve of this work,
swore out warrants for thirty-six men
engaged in the affair, and seventeen
arrests followed, and on examination
E\\'euty-ﬁve ‘of the defendants wera
eld.

MASKED ROBBERS,

Pennsylvanians Tortared and De-
spoiled of Their Valuables.

PiTtTsBURG, Pa.; March 12.—Me-
Clellantown, a district twelve miles
from Uniontown, Pa., in Fayette
county, was terrorized last night by a
party of armed masked robbers, who
entered a number of houses and, after
torturing the inmates until they gave
up whatever money was in their pos-
session, ransacked their houses from
cellar to garret. One of the houses
entered was that of a farmer
named Anderson. There were five
men in the party, and they were
heavily armed. Theydemanded Ander-
son’s money, and upon protesting that
he had none, they placed hot coals to
his feet and compelled him to give them
$30, all the money he had. The gang is
believed to be the same that robbed
Farmer Coore, oy Franklin township,
Fayette ecounty, Saturday night, of §300.
